His casa lias been called
time and again in Police Court ">. und fre-
quent demands have been made that bis
bonds be forfeited, bat Jadge Joaehimsen
has steadily refused to make the order.

Yesterday the cuse was called up again
and again a demand was u;a>le. that the
bond b- 1 rfc id, and Insupport of the de-
mana it was stated that Chief Crowley had
said that Basic was in * eonntry from »vhicn
he could lint be extradited.

tlie man back again to nnswer for his crime,
aud the matter wa* again continued.

A DOLLAR VERDICT.

Which Judge Sanderson
Refused to Accept.

No Such Thing as Nominal Damages

for a Broken Arm inthe State
of California.

The foreman of the jury patted his knees
with the paper containing the verdict. The
two opposing counsel blinked at him and
his fellow-jurymen in their obvious efforts
to do a little mind-reading on their own
account. The plaintiff's guardian wined
his six-year-old nose, and the defendant,
whose cart had run over the child and bro-
ken bis arm, anxiously scanned the faces of
the twelve men in the box. Presently the
Judge came Infrom nis chambers and took
his seat.

The verdict was passed to the clerk, who
handed it up to Jud^e bar.derson. His
Uonor looked at the paper and pa-
back to the clerk, with the remaric that tie
cou'd not make any sense out of it. A3 he
did this he looked decidedly displeased.

"Gentlemen of the jury," said the clerk,
"listen to your verdict: 'We find for the
plaintiffand assess the damages neainst the
defendant at Si.'

"
Then the Judge frowned and there was a

deep shade of asperity in hi*voice.
"Gentlemen of the jury," he said, "iho

court cannot receive any such verdict. The
law dees not know such a thing iv this State
as nominal damages in an action like this.
Iwon't accept the verdict. It is Dot rea-
sonable. You should be brave enough to
find fur the defendant if you think lie was
not to blame. If on the other hand you
think he was you should be brave enough to
say so and giv« the plaintiff reasonable dam-
ages. You may retire again, gentlemen.
Mr. Clerk, baud that paper back to the
jury."

One of the jurymen arose and said he
understood from the testimony that the
doctor had been secured for the payment of
his services iv attending the boy. The
Judge replied this had uothing to do with
the plaintiff's claim for damages. The jury
should bring in a verdict for one side or the
other, but a dollar damages was nonsense.
The doctor's security for his claim Lad noth-
ing to do with the case.

After half an hour's reconsideration of
the testimony the jury returned into court
with a verdict for $80 damages for the plaiu-
tiff.

The action vm entitled Andrew Boyle, a
minor, by Catherine Boyle, bis general
guardian, versus Jani»s Wyatt. The com-
plaint asked for specific damages amounting
to Sl5O for medical services and $11 gen-
eral damages. The jury was sustained
on May 24, 1890, when Andrew, then 4 years
of age, was run over on Valencia street by
\Vyatt'-> two-wheeled cart. Mrs. ]<uvie,
withher child and a young woman, had just
stepped off a Valencia cable -car. and
Wyatl's son. a boy 16 years old, wag driving
the cart in the same direction. Before they
were aware of the presence of the child he
was under their wheel. The elder Wyatr,
who was sitting by his son, jumped out and,
picking up little Andrew, carried him to the
sidewalk before the mother knew what had
happened. lie then carried him in his arms
to the office of Dr. F. W. Harris, close by,
and told the doctor he would see that he
was paid.

The defense produced witnesses who tes-
tified that Mrs. Boyle had blamed tho young
woman with her f<>r allowing the child to
get away from them, and also that Wyatt
was not driving fast and that the accident
was unavoidable.

On the witness-stand the doctor stripped
little Andrew and showed the jury where
bis arm had been broken in twopUcM. The
fractures had been repaired and the arm
was apparently as Rood as ever. The fact
then develm-ei that the arm had beeu
broken a second time soon aTer the healing
of the first two fractures, and Ibat the
mother, either in ftbosiog or cb islizinc the
child, was responsible for tho second Oreak.
This testimony, however, was only in the
nature of hearsay taid whs stricken out.

HELD TO ANSWER.
Ten Thousand Dollars for P. Con-

nolly's Release.
The trials of I'd rick Connolly, formerly a

salesman and collector for the wholesale
liquor-house of M. G.>odwin & Co., on the
charge of having embezzled g-igi 40 of his
employer^ money, came to an end yester-
day, and Judge Conlau held the defendant
to answer on five different charges, the
amounts embezzled aggregating the Bum
above given.

Connolly's bail was fixed at S2OOO ineach
case, in default of w-hich lie was sent to
the County Jail to await trial in the Su-
perior Court. The case of Connolly lias ex-
cited considerable interest, a3 he was very
popular, and seems to hnve had many
friends. Tlie cases against him were abso-
lute so far as proof was concerned, how-
ever, and his friends seem to be unable to
help him.

Swallowed the Coin.

ing, and a great big strapping fellow arose
in the dock and pleaded guilty to the
charg9. The oflicer who arrested him was
called to the stand, and said : "lie raised a
row iv a restaurant at Third and Steveuson
stteets on bunday morning, aud swallowed
thirty cents."

A CALM PASSAGE.

Voyage of the British Ship
Weythop.

THE WRECKED VOLANTFOUND

Sealers Are Excited Over the Pros-
pects of a Good Catch This

Season.

The British ship Wythop, Captain Ed-
wards, arrived yesterday, 144 days from
Liverpool. She made extraordinary time
coDlldertsg the fact that she had a succes-
sion of calms from the day she sailed uutil
a day or so ago, when she got iuto fog and
iain.

A seaman named John White died on No-
vember 19. 1892; and was buried at sea.

Twice on the voyage the Wythop spoke

the British bark MiliouStuart.
The first time was several months since at

Staten Islaud, and again a few days ago.

The two vessels must have been very near
together the whole voyage, for the Wy-
thop was no sooner Inside the heads than
the MiltonStuart came in sight.

1:c Milton Stuart sailed from Newcastle,
England, on August 21, 189% and came
through the north passage around the Shet-
land Isles. The voyage was of 148 day.s an d
the weather average. Sometime during Oc-
tober a Finn seaman named John Xortnan
fell from the foretopgallant yard to the
starboard rail and was instantly killed, lie
was buried at sea.

The Itfilton Stuart was on her maiden
voyage. She is a fine steel four-masted
bark of 3HO ions net register. Her length
owr all is oil feet, with 46 feel be;un and 26
feet depth of hold. She was built by Swan
A:Hunter of Newcastle and registered in
Liverpool.

The new Powell-street wharf does not
seem to be very popular with vessels, but
the ladies in that end of town are delighted
withit. On pleasant days it is crowded
with women and children.
Itis a beautiful place and affords a splen-

did view of the bay in every direction. But
the reason the ladies like it is because they
can fish there without attracting the atten-
tion of a crowd of wharfrats. Itis now no
uncommon 9ight to see a well-dressed laly
hauling up a bin crab net. This is their
fyvorite sport and they indulge iv itwithout
taking oil their kid g!ove«. They have no
use for a man as lotij as the net does not
catch anything, but if a large vicious crab
should have been enticed into tho meshes
there is a series of wild shrieks and several
of the sterner sex at once come forward to
take the monster oat,

There is great excitement among sealers at
present and all are ina creat rush to get to
sea. Ithas been repotted that the treason
was an exceptionally good one, but yester-
day word was received that the schooner
Emma Louise, which was the" tir-t of the
fleet to get away, had killed over 200 seal 3.

The news threw all hunters and fishers
into a state of wildexcitement, and many
willgo to sea withall possible speed.

The Helen Blum sailed about noon yes-
terday and expected to make a big catch on
the seal grounds and then proceed north for
otters. She was highhook on otters last
season.

Another storm-bound vessel pot In port
yesterday. Itwas the schooner .] B. Leeds,
twenty-one days fromSeattle. Her story Is
almost exactly the same as the other vessels
that wont through the gate.

Allbut two of the vessels that were
struck by the gale hnv.« now been heard
from. The Enoch Ta'.bot i* eighteen dnvs
out and the Majestic is out thirty-two, but
nobody expects to see her again. It -if
arrives safely many old seadoes willbe sur-
prised.

A telegram from Eureka, sent to the mer-
chants yesterday, staled that the brig
Fearless bad found the floating hull of the
schooner Volant about five miles above
Point Gorda. She had made a line fast and
was towing the wreck south at a good speed.
The tog and its charae should cet in here
some time to-day,

The United States steamship Iroquois has
been turned into a quarantine steamer, and
willproceed ina short time to do duty at
Port Townsend. A vessel was necessary
for this work, and the Secretary of the
Treasury thought the Ircquois answered
the purpose better than any of the steamers
now at Mare island.

The missionary brijr Pitcairn, Captain
Christian>en, cleared for I'itcairn Island
jresterdftTi !""d willsail as soon as possible,
bhe "Aiiitake up bei old work at the islands,
v: 1 vury likely be gone several years.

Divine services willbe held on board on the
day tif departure.
