CALLED TO REST.

Death of Rutherford B.
Hayes.

THE END CAME SUDDENLY.

Early in the Day His Condition Was
Unchanged, and Shortly Before
Midnight He Was Dead.

FrEMONT, Ohie, Jan. 17.—Ex-President
Haves died at 11 o’clock to-night, but the
fact of his death was not known for some
time later, as everything was kept excaed-
ingly quiet in the vicinity of the Hayes
mansion. The early raports of the e¢ondi-
tion ot the ex-President said that he was
improving and was resting easily, and this
allayed suspicion, so that the sudden an-
nouncement by Webb Hayes that his father
hed just died proved a shock to all. From
Mr. Hayes it is learned that the condition
of his father took a sudden clhiange early in
the evening, and rapid dissolution followed.

The patient had been watched during the
day and evening by Dr. Hilbish and friends
of the general, and as is generally the case,
many conflicting rumors were afloat, but an
Interview early in the evening with Ruther-
ford B. Hayes Jr. appeared to reduce the
facts to a statement that the condition of
the ex-President was practically unehanged.
¥he members of the family had spent the

day quietly at home, and_nothing seemed
to indicate that the death of the general
was expected. Webb Hayes went to the
bank where he is employed, as usual this
morning. The family has all alecng been
reticent concerning the condition of the
ex-President and the attending physician
bas fcllowed the same course. The exact
serionsness of the case therefore could not
be ascertained, as stated in these diz-
patches last night. However, there seemed
to be a great deal of anxiety expressed by
the friends of the family as to the true con-
dition of the patient. Webb Haves late this
evening said that his father had passed a
comfortable day; had rested quietly and
seemed in the most cheerful mood. Miss
Luey Elliott Keeler, a relative of the Haves
family, spent several hours with the ex-
President.

The Assceiated Press correspondentin-
terviewed a personal friend of the family
to-night, who said the ex-President nhad
been seized with cold in Celumbus last
Saturday while driving to the Union depnot
and had asked fer stimulants, This so re-
vived him that heinsisted on returoing liomne,
saying: *'1 would rather die in Spiegel
Grove than live anywhere else,”” After
boarding the train he was seized with vio-
lent pains in the chest, which lasted untii
after bis return home. He was treated for
angina pectoris, and while he was relieved
of distress his heart never recovered its
vigor and bis life was suddenly terminated
by paralvsis of the heart. While Lhe was
lying ir his room he frequently referred to
the visit he had made to his wifs's grave on
the preceding Sunday and spoke of the
quiet beauty of the snow-covered scene. He
gaid he almost wished he was lying there,
and yet he said, “*My life isan exceptionally
happy one.”

His last words were: ‘I know I am going
where Lucy is,” spoken to his family physi-
cian with the utmost earnestness.

He passed quietly and painlessiy away at
10:45 in the evening, surrounded by the
members of his household. The fnneral
serviees will be held on Friday, and General
Haves will be placed beside his beloved
wife in Lakewood.

HIS UNIQUE CAREER.

No Man Ever Quite Held the Same
Place in History.

Certalinly the position oceupied bv Ratn-
erford B. Haves in the history of the United
States and of the world was unique. Many
mien there have been at the head of nations
who were conceded to ba there not of right.
That is an old story in the history of
nations. Hayes was accused by a great
number of his fe'low-citizens of the rerublic
of having taken the office that should have
belonged to Samuel J. Tilden of New York.
The eriticism of the act was never hidden
nor suppressed, and yet no taint of dishonor
attached to the man personally and no eiti-
zon of the United States hesitated to obey
the law administered by thiz chief or to
vield bim to the full all of the honsr at-
tached to tha hizh office that he held, It
was a critien] time in the history of the re-
rublie the winter and srrinz ot 1876-77, the
time when Rutherford B. Hayes was called
to take the helm of state. Hot-headed men
even talked f a resort to arms to settla the
election that it seemed fora time had not
been seftled by the people at the polle.
Grant, the strong man, was still in eantrol,
and the nation had but just passed through
& bloody war, Men were living who knew
from vivid memaory what eivil war meant.
Hayes himeell knew and Samuel J, Tilden
knew,

The eonservative thought of the nation
emiled at the het heads, and set abont de.
vising a means of meeting the erisis, That
It was wisely met history had agreed even
before death called Rutherfora B Haye
to his rest, There can be no question
that Samuel J. Tilden believed in the
reality of his own election to the presi-
dency. Equally there can be no doubtthat
Rutherford B. Hayes, himself a conscien-
ticus man in every public and private rela-
tion, believed in the justice of his title to
tte bighest office in the nation. Tilden
bimself, there is reason to belive, suggested
the plan by which the great issue was mer,
and certainly the plan received the enthu-
siastic support of Tilden’s closest follow-
ers in Congress. The Republican leaders
welcomed the plan of gettiement, too, and
the judgment of the extra-constitutional
electoral commission w>a received and ac-
cepted in good faith, .

Huyes became President. He was
meither better nor vorse than the great
majority of the Presi%enu. His admiais-
tration took the ipitijtive in nothing, be-
cause the country was then moving upon
eertain lines of policy that the presidency
eould have neither helped nor hindered.
He went into the White House under such
a cioud as never a President before his
time had rested. He went out with the re-
gpectful consideration, at least, of Lis fel-
fow-citizens, and, in the cooling of passivns
that have come with time, he has received
their esteem.

RUTHERFORD B. HAYES,

He Was President at a Tlost Critical
Time.

Rutherford Birehard Hayes, nineteenth
President of the United States, was boru
js Delaware, Ohio, October 4, 1822. His
father had died in July, 1822, leaving the
widow in what, for those days, was consid-
eged easy circumstances. The boy reesived
fals first cdueation in the common schools,

but he was ambitious of more than this,
ané so soon began the study of Latin and
Greek with 2 private teacher of his native
town. Then he was sent to an academy in
Norwalk, Ohio, and In 1837 to Isaac Webb’s
school at Middletown, Conn., to prepare
for colleze. In the autumn of 1838 he en-
tered Kenvon College, at Gambier, Ohio.
He excelled in logic, mental and moral phil-
osophy and mathematics, and al-o made his
mark as a debater in the literary societies.
On Lis graduation in August, 1842, he was
awarded the valedictory oration, with which
he won much praise. Soon afterward he
began to study law in the office of Thomas
Sparrow, at Columbus, and then attended a
course of law lectures at Harvard Univer-
sity, entering the law-school on Auvgust 22,
1843, and finishing nis studies there in Jan-
uary, 1845. As a law student lLie had the
advantage of friendly Intercourse with
Judge Story and Professor Greenleaf, and
he also alttended the lectures of [Longfellow
on literature, and of Agassiz oa natural
science, prosecuting at the same time the
study of French and Germau. Oa May 10,
1845, after due examinsation, he was admit-
ted to practice in the courts of Ohio as an
attorney and counselor at law.

On December 30, 1852, ne married Miss
Lury W. Webb, daughter of Dr. James
Webb, a vphysician of high sianding in
Chillicothe, Ouio. In January, 1854, he
formed a law partnership with H, W.
Corwine and Willian K. Rogers. In 1856
he was nominated for the oftice of Comimeon
Pleas Judge, but declined. In 1338 he was
elected City Solicitor by the City Council of
Cineinnati to fill a vacaney caused by death,
and in the following vear he was clected to
the same office at a popular election by a
majority of over 2500. Although he per-
formed bis duties to the general satis-
faction of the public he was, in
Avpril, 1861, defeated for re-election sas
solicitor, together with the whole ticket.
Mr. Hayves ever sincs he had veen a voter
bad acted with the Whiz party, voting for
Henry Clay in 1844, for General Taylor in
1848, and for General Scott in 1852. Having
trom his youth always cherished anti-
slavery senliments, he joined tlie Re-
publican party as soon as it was organized,
and earnes'ly advocated the election of
Fremont in 1856 and of Abraham Linecoln
in 1860. At a great mass-meetling, held
in Cipeinpati immediately after the ar-
rival of the news that the flag of
the United States had been fired
upon &t Fort Sumter, he was made chair-
man of e committee on resolutions to give
voice to the feelings of the Inyal peoble.
Ris literary club formed a military com-
pany, of which he was elected eaptain,
and this club subsequently furnished to the
National army more than forty officers, of
whom several became generals, On June
7, 1861, the Governor of Ohio appointed
Mr. Hayes a major of the Twenty-ihird

Regiment of OLio Volunteer Infantry,
and in July the regiment was ordered
into West Virginia. On September 19,
1861, Major Hayves was appointed Dby

General Rosecrans judge advocate of the
Department of Ohio, the duties of which
office he performed for about two months.
On October 24, 1861, he was promoted to
the ravk of lieutenant-colonel. Oa Sep-
tember 14, 1562, In the battle of South
Mountain, he distingnished himse!f by gal-
lant conducet in leading a charge and in
holding his position at the head of nis men,

afler being severely wounded in his left
arm, until he was carried from n,e‘
fietd. His regiment lost mnearly ha'f
its effective force in the aetion. On
October 24, 1862, he was appointed
colonel of the same regiment. lie 1t
aome time at his home while under medical
treatment, and returned to the field as so.n
as his wound was healed. Ia July, 1863,

1

hile taking part in the orerations «of the
icpal army in Southwestern Virginia,
>olonel Hayes caused an expedition of two
regiment!s and a section of artillery, under
his own command, to be dispatehed to Ohio
for the purpose of checking the raid of the
Confederate General John Morgan, and he
aided materially in preventing the raiders
from recrossing the Ohio River and in com-
pelling Morgan to surrender. Iuthe spring

of 1854 Colonel Haves commanded
a brigade in General Cook’s ex-
pedition to cut the principal lines of

communication betwen Riehmond and the
Southwest. He again distinguished Limself
by conspicuous bravery at the head of his
brigade in storming a fortified dosition on
the crest of Cloyd Mouuntain, in the first
battle of Winchester, on July 24, 1864,
commanding a brigade in General Crook’s
division. Coionel Bayes was ordered, to-
gether with Colonel James Mulligan, to
charge what proved to be a gireatly superior
force. Colonel Mulligan fell, and Cnlonel
Hayes, flanked and pressed in front by over-
whelming numbers, conducted the retrea:
of his brizade with great intrepid-
ity and skill, echecking the pursuit
as soon as he had gained a tepable position.
He took a creditable part in the engage-
ment at Berryville aud at the second battle
of Winchester, September 19, 1864. Leading
an assault upon a battery on an eminence
he found in his way a morass over fifty
yards wide. Being at the head of his bri-
gade he plunged in first, and, his horse Le-
coming wmired at once, he dismounted and
waded across alone under the enemy’s fire.
Waving his cap, ne signaled for his men to
come over, and, when about forty had joined
him he rushed upon the battery and tock it
after a hand-to-hand fight with the guaners,
the enemy having deemed the battery so
secure that no infantry suppor's had been
placed near it. At Fishers Hill, in pur-
suing General Early on September 22, 1564,
Colonel Iiayes, then in command of a
division, executed a brilliant flank move-
ment over mountains and through woods
difficult of access, took many pieces of ar-
tillery and routed the enemy. At the baitle
of Cedar Creek, October 19, 1864, the con-
duet of Colonel Hayes attracted so much
attention that Lls commander, General
Crook, on the Dbattle. field, took him by the
band saying: X

“Colonel, from this day you will be a
brigadier-general.” ¥

The commission arrived a few davs after-
ward and on March 13, 1865, he received
the rank of brevet major-general *‘for gal-
lant and distinguished services during the
campaigo of 1864, in West Vircinia, and
particutarly at the battles of Fishers Hill
and Cedar Creek, Va.”

While General Hayes was in the field, In
Auzast, 1864, he was nominated by a Re-
publican district eonvention at Cincinnati
In the Second Distriet of Ohlo, as a 2andi-
date fer Congress. When a friend sug-
gested to him that he should take leave of

absence from the army in the fileld
frr the purpose of ecanvassing the
distriet, he answered: “‘Your suzg stien

about getting a furlough to take the stump
was certainly made without refleciion. An
officer fit for duty, who at this erisis would
abandon his post to electioneer for a seat
in Cougress, ought to be scalped.” He was
elecied by a majority of 24%0. The Onio
soldiers in the field nominated him also
for the governorship of his State,

In Juue, 1869, Governor Haves was agaln
nominated by the Republican State conven-
tion for the governorship, there being nou
competitor for the nomination., The Demo-
cratic candidate was George II. Pendleten,
and Ilayes was elected by a majority of
7500,

In 1873 the Republican State convention
again nominated him for the governorship.
He had wuot only not desired that nomina-
tion, but whenever spoken or written to
about it uniformly replied that his retire-
ment was absolute and that neither his In-
terests wuor his tastes permitted him
to accept. But the circumstances were
such as to overcome his reluc-
tance. In 1873 the Dewmocratic candidate,
William Allen, bad been elected Governor
of Ohio. His administration was honest
and economical and he was personal'y pop-
ular, and bis renomination by the Demo-
eratic partly in 1875 seemed to be a foregone
conclusion, Notwithstanding this, Hayes
carried the election by 5500 majority.

On March 29, 1876, the Republican State
convention of Ohid : assed a resolution to
present Rutherford B. Hayes to the national
Republican convention for President and
instructing the State delegation to support
him.

The Democrats nominated for the Presi-

deney Samuel J. Tilden, who, having, as
Governor of New York, wor the reputation
of a reformer, attracted the support of many
Republicans who were dissatisfied with their
party. The result of the election became
the subject of acrimonious dispute. Both
parties claimed to have carried the States
of Louisiana, South Carolina and Florida.
Each charged fraud, the Republicans affirm-
ing that Republican voters, especially col-
ored men, all over the South had beeu de-
prived of their rights by intimidation or
actual force, ana that ballot-boxes had been
foully dealt with, and the Demoerats insist-
icg that their candidates in Louisiana,
Florida and South Careiina had received
a majority of the votes actually cast and
that the Republican canvassing boards
were preparing to falsify the resuit in
making up the returns, The friends of
both the candidates for the Presidency sent
prominent men into the States in dispute,
for the purpose of watching the proceedings
of the ecanvassing boards., The attitude
maintained by Mr. Hayes personally was
fllustrated Ly a letter addressed to John
Sherman at New Orleans, which was
brougnht to lignt by a subsequent Congres-
sional  investigation. It was dated
at Columbus, Olio, November 27, 1876, and
said: *I am greatly obliged for your letter
of the 231. You fee!, I am sure, as I do
about this whole business, A fair election
wou!d bave given us about forty electoral
votes at the South—at least that many.

But we are not to allow our friends
to  defeat one outrage apd fraud
by another. Therse must be nothing

crocked on our part. Let Mr. Tilden have
the vlace by violence, intimidation aud
fraud, rather than undertake to prevent it
by means that will not bear the severest
scruting.”

The canvassing boards of the Statesin
question aeclared the Republican electors
chosen, which gave Mr. Hayes a majority
of one vote in the elecioral college, and the
certificates of these results were sent to
Washington by the Governors of the
States.

But the Democrats persisted in charging
fraud, and other sets of certificates, certify-
ing the Democratic electors to have been
clected, arrived at Washington. To aveid
a deadlock, which might have happened if
the canvass of the electoral votes had been
left to the two houses of Congress, the
Senate having a Republican and the
House of lepreseutatives a Demo-
cratic majority, an act advocated by
members of Dboth parties was passed
lo refer all contested cases to a commission
composed of five Senators, five Representa-
tives and five Judges of the Supreme Court,
the decision of this commission to be final,
unless set aside by a concurrent vote of the
two houses of Congress. The commission,

refusing to go Lkehind the certific
cates of the Governors, decided in
each contested case by a vote of eight

to seven in favor of the Republican electors,
and Rutherford B. Hayes was at last, un
Marel 2, declared duly elected President
of the United States. Thus ended the long
and painful suspense. Tnhe decision was
generally acquiesced in and the popular ex-
citement subsided quicklv.

GENUINE CHOLERA.

The City of St. Paul in the Greatest
Alarm.

1. PavL, Miun,, Jan. 17.—According to
the Health Department this city had a case
of genuine Asiatic cholera, Last night the
Health Department received notification by
wire of tiie death of cne Engelbert Hoog, a
German emigrant on the Soo train from the
East. The Health Department had Com-
missioner Sinks at the depo! this morning
when the train rolled in, and the corpse was
at once removed. Coroner Whitcomtd was
called and was greatly surprised at the ap-
pearance of the corpse. He called Dr. Hoyt,
Chiel of the Health Department, to assist
him in the examination, and both physicians
are satisfied that if the case is not absolutely
one of cholera it still bore such a close re-
semblance to it that immediate steps must
be taken looking to the public safety, and
they therefore ordered the immediate disin-
fection of the body and of all the baggage
accompanying it. Hoog wasa young fellow
from Baden, Germany. He was in company
with four emigrants, a man, woman and two
children, who were bound for Wabasha.
All bore a elean health certificate from the
New York Health Department. and the rest
of the party left this afternoon for their
destination.

President Carnot [s an
Honest Man.

FACTS NOW OF RECORD.

By the Handwriting of the Men
Who Oppose Him His Honor
Has Been Proved.

NEwW York, Jan. 17.—Smalley ecables to
the Tribune from Paris: There is a slight
embarrassment in the camp of the anti-
Carnot forces. Both of the latest stories on
which they had relied to discredii the Presi-
dent have been not merely denied but dis-
proved by documents, and these documents
are contemporary with the incidents to which
they relate. It is proved that Carpot told
the committee on the Panama loan in 1886
that he should not advocate the bill and
was opposed to the Government guarantee,
His signature to Baihuat’s bill meant simply
that as Minister of Finance he bhad ne
finaneial objection to offer to the measure.

The Wiison-Dreyfus charge that Carnot
was illegally repa’d over 70,000 franes is
met with even greater precision. Carnot’s

refusal to remit or refund the tax agaiost !

which Wilson clamored was the immediate
cause ol his resignation, Wilson at that
time had influence enough with Grevy to
get rid of a Minister who resisted his de-
mands. He got rid of Carnot, and the tax
was refunaed by M. Carnot’s successor. It
was Wilson himself who stated these facts
in a letter writlen and published in 1887.

The good faith of La Lanterne may be
judged by its conduct in this matter. It
omits to publish this refutation, or to
notice it, and it continues to harp on the
signature of Carnot to the Baihat bill,
though the truth on that matter was told by
Figaro itself. The royalist partnerin this
business has a sense of decency and fair
play which the radical partner has yet to
display.

Such embarrassment as the exposure of
these twocalumnies has caused theirauthors
can only be temyporary. Their powers of
invention are not yet exhausted. The gift of
subile suggestion which Magnard possesses
is not exhausted either. He continues to
summarize the opiniops of a man in the
street, 1 lmagine Lhis man In the street is
at times surprised at being told what his
opinions are, but he does not protest. He
cannot protest. If hs did be would be told
it was not his opinion which was summar-
ized, but that of sume olher man in some
other street.

“The President,” says Mazanard, *‘should
do something to reassure public opinlon, to
regain public confidence. Why not publisk
a message? The effect might be consider-
able.”

It might, and the first effect would be to
give his enemies a fresh excuse for an attack
on Carnot’s strength.

The very newest Royalist scheme is put
forward in to-dav’s Soleil. Its author is none
other than Edouard Herve himself, who
has long held the ren for the Comte de.
Paris. *If Carnot resigns there ought to
be,” says Herve, “aprovisional gyvernment
of houest folks who would finish off the
Panama business and then hold a free elec-
tion, after which either a new President
might be chosen or a king come Ly his
own.”” A ‘‘Iree election” here means simply
an election in which France would be free
to vote as she Istold to vote Ly her provi-
sional government,

FURTHER CONFESSIONS.

Charles de Lesseps Implicates Two
More Deputies.

PaAnis, Jan. 16.—Iaterest to-day centered
in the confession of Charles de Lesseps to
M. Franqueville, He gave the oral history
of the Panama bribery, implicating two
more deputies as receivers of regular sub-
sidies from the Panama Company. It is
alleged that he also gavedates and amounts,
and that summonses for the men whom he
names will be issued.

The courtroom was not thronged when
the trial of Charies de Lesseps and his as-
sociates was resumed to-day., Advocate-
General Rau opened the case for the prose-
cution. He said that out of 300,000,000
franes first obtained, three-fifths had been
illegally disposed of. The eapital of the
company was so laid open to plunderers
that 700,000,000 francs were squandered, be-
sides the sums expended 1n actually carry-
ing out the legitimate objects of the com-
pany. The speaker proceeded to analyze
and criticize the large sums paid out under
the heading of “‘remuneration’ to the direc-
tors of the company, to the American com-
mittee, and to other high officials in the
company. Rau declared that the payments
made on commission were outrageously
high. The books of the company had been
kept in an irregular manner, and the ac-
counts manipulated after the couneclusion of
the contracts. M. Rau emphasized the
fact that the newspapers of all shades of
opinion—editors, directors and managers—
had received money, and all sorts of dis-
gracelul transactions had been concealed
under the heading of ‘*‘advertising ex-
penses,”

The Advocate-General had not finished
bis address when the court adjourned.

NOT PRACTICABLE.

A Canal on the Isthmus Could Not Be
Made to Pay.

PAris, Jan. 17.—In the course of tho
Punama trial te-day the Public Proseentor
made an impoertant statement to the
effect that the ecanal was imprac-
ticable. For a canal with locks
the expensze would be stilt 1,500,000-
600 franes more and it would take fifteen
yvears to complete it, As 1,400,000,000
franes has already been spent, this would
represent a capital of nearly 3,000,000,000
franes. The engineer’s reports state that
the maximum profit would be 60,000,000

francs per annum, and would only
be realizable after twelve years’ traf-
fie. These calculations would show

barely 2 per cent upon the capital invested.
The conclusicn diawn, therefore, is that the
canal is not possible. The statement pro-
duced a profound sensation,

ROYALIST PLOTS.

The Government Will Soon Move With
Firm Steps.

PaAris, Jan. 17.—The Government will
soon strike a blow, Itis reported on excel-
lent anthority there is now ample evidence
of a Royalist conspiracy, and arrests are
to be made at an early date. The conspir-
acy has been hatched in London anda Mad-
rid and the Count of Paris, instead of hav-
ing been especially close In expendilures
for the Royalist cause, has been unusually
lavish. He is not himself managing any
of the details, and it is not desired that he
should, but ®is leading representatives
have been more aclive than ever. The Roy-
alist influenco and funds had much to do
with the recent activity in revelutionary
circles in Paris.

The Royalist plan now appears
to be to overthrow the republic by some
means, no matter what, and foment and
promote disorder, in the hope that people
will turn to the Count of Paris or the Duke
of Orleans for rescue and protection,

goac appeared before the Parliamentary

Cowmission of Iaquiry to-day and re-

*Such reports are unqualified falsehoods,”
he said, “and Ishall demand personal satis-
faction from the man who is responsible for
them.”

GOING TO HONDURAS.

The Louisiana State Lottery Has
Found a Home at Last,

TeGuciGAaLrA, Honduras, Jan, 16.—The
Louisiana State Lottery has been granted a
charter from the republic of Honduras and
will remove its business to this country ou
the expiration of its present charter, which
will be on January 1, 1894. Tle concession
isa monopoly of the lottery business for a
term of fifty years. An iwportant feature
of the concession is the granting of the
right to lay a cable line and the concession
for a steamship line from any ports on the
Honduras coast to any part of the world.
The Honduras Government, as a cousidera-
tion for the granting of the charter, is to
have free use of the eable and steamship
lines and to receive $1,000,000 in American
gold coin and a graduated percentaga of
from 1 to 3 per cent on the face value of all
{tckets sold by the company.

INCREASED ITS ISSUE.

A Vicious Attack Made on the Bank
of France.

A Spirit of Independence Shown
by the Khedive.

England Would Not Stand It for a
Moment, and Stern Measures
Were Taken.

CAIR0, Jan, 17.—The Khedive has changed
his Minlstry without having obtained the
consent of the DBritish authorities, who
therefore deciine to recogniza the new Cab-
inet. The Khedive’'s action is belleved to
be influere+d by Russia and France. The
British authorities await instiu:ttons from
London.

LoxpoN, Jan. 17.—A hastily convened
Cabinet council was held this afternouvn,
and the ucexpeeted call for aconference
caused a decided sensation, It is con-
jeetared that action is to be taken in regard
to the sudden spirit of independence dis-
played by thie Khedive of Egypt in ehang-
ing his Minisiry without having first ob-
tained the consent of the British Govern-
ment. The DBritish representative at Cairo
declives tn recognize the new Mipistry, and
tha Khedive refuses to make any changes
init. A iong telegram from Cromer, British
representative at Cairo, was received at the
Foreign Office early this afternoon. Soon
afterward the Russian and French Em-
bassadors and the German Charged”Affaires
called upon Lord Rosebery, the Foreign
Minister, and a somewhat heated conversa-
tion took place. M.Waddington, the French
Embassador, and M. Staa), the Russian
Embassador, were subsequentiy closeted
with the Prime Minister for some time,

At 3:15 o’ctlock the summons fora Cabl-
net council at 5 o’clock was Issued. The
council rose at 6:35 o’clock after resolving
unanimously to treat the Khedive with the
utmost firmuess. The Ministers decided to
inform him in a distinct manner that his
position as ruler of Egvpt depended upon
the good will of Great Britain, and that the
Britisii Government would refuse to recog-
niza the reactionary Ministry he has ap-
pointed. It is believed that behind the
Ktiedive’s action there is a concerted Rus
sian, French and Turkish intrigue.

Official information given out thiseven-
ing confirms the above reported action taken
by the Cabinet.

The Cairo correspondent of the Daily
News says: Cromer this afternoon had an
audience with the Kliedive and ypre-
sented an uitimatom demanding the dis-
missal of the new Minlistry within twenty-
four hours.

The Khedive convened his council and
presided in person. At the Khedive's re-

quest Fakri Pasha resigned.

SOMOAN AFFAIRS.

Revelations Made in the German
Official Correspondence.
BERLIN, Jan. 17.—The Government has
issued its “*white book,” containing the
diplomatic correspoudence In regard to
Somoa from the spring of 1890, to December
6, 1892, On September 6, 1892, the German
Vice-Consul at Apia expressed to his Gov-
ernment the fear of a revolt of the natives.
The financial resources of the Government
and the munieipality, he said, were at the
lowest €L and the position of the authori-
ties was becoming untenable., Trade had
stagnated completely and the resources of
revenue were exhausted. December 5, 1892,
the German Viee-Consul wrote that it was
imperative to disarm all the natives, as
serious disturbances were inminent.
Dispatches concerning Chief Justied
Cederkranz show that official in a very un-
favorable light, From the first, wrote the
German} Viee-Consul, the Chief Justice re-
fused to confine his activity to the functions
of his office, and had interfered with the
wholeadministration. He wasalwaysquar-
reling with the foreign consuls at Apia and
with the British and American settlers,
Even more recently since he has been forced
to gradually confine his attentions to his
proper duties he has provoked incessant
complaint by his tardiness in the admin-
istration of the law. Baron Zeuft von
Pilsach, DPresident of the Municipal
Council, is tr ated as severely -by the Viee-
Consul as isthe Chief Justice, By arrange-
ing to assign the customs receipts to the
Samoan Government, instead of having
them drawn as criginally by the munici-
pality, the president of the Council had in-
volved the whole administration in such
financial embarrassment that it was impos-
sible to pay the salaries of the cfilcials,
There were repeated conflicts between the
Consuls and municipality among other de-
plorable results of the president’s activity
in realizing this and similar plans. The

CONTRACTS SIGNED

Now the Pacific Mail Is
Undone.

SIX NEW PANAMA STEAMERS.

All Arrangements Are Completed, and
San Francisco Shippers Wiil Soon
Have the Needed Relief.

Speclal to THE MoORNING CALL.

New Yorxk, Jan, 17.—Contracti were
signed this afterncon by the Panama Rail-
road Company and the North American
Navigation Company by which all the rail-
road company’s west-bound business will be
diverted from the Pacific Mail Company to
the Navigation Company. The latter is a
California corporation, with $3,000,000 capi-
tal, formed by merchants and shippers of
San Francisco. 1ts stock will be placed for
ten years in the hands of a trust, the trus-
tees to keep it from being bought up in the
interests of any rival line. Mr. Frank S.
Jobnson of San Francisco, who has been
here on bhusiness for the company, said to-
day that he had arranged to charter a num-
ber of vessels and later on the company
would probably build five or six ships. In
order to make the new company entirely
independent of any existing linea the
Peanama Railroad Company wil), on Febru-
ary 15, start a new line from New York to
Colon. Another line of ships will run from
New Orleans to Colon. Johnson said to-
day that the change was tne result of op-
pression by the Pacific Mail. He added:
‘““I'ne American steamers will leave the
port of New York for Colon under the new
arrangements and others will receive the
freight at Panama for transportaticn to
San Francisco. Six stcamers bave been
contracted for.” :

General Newton, presidentof the Panama
Railroad Company, said to-day regarding
the proceedings involving the canal and
the railroad company instituted at Albany
that they were instigated by the Pacific
Mail. “They are trying,” he said, *“to
force us into a contract with them. We are
not going to be bulldozed. The directors of
the raiiroad company are not paid by the
canal company.”

ITS GRIP BROKEN.

The Pacific Mail Meets With an Able
Rival.

From the nature of the dispatehes sent
from New York and published yesterday
morning it is evident that the Pacific Mail
monopoly has received a severe body blow.

Relief for shippers, in the shape of the
Columbian trapsportation line, is almost an
assured fact.

Interested parties here would ueither
affirm nor deny the statements made by
Frank S. Johnson of the Jolinson-Locke
Mercantile Company of this city, but enough
was said to establish Leyvond a doubt that
the North American Navigation Company
wouid soon be doing business on the route
80 loug monopolized by the Pacific Mail.

The news from New Yorkis, in substance,
that during the two weeks Mr. Johnson had
been pushing the scheme he had completed
negotiations with the directors of the Pana-
ma Railway Company whereby the new
Columbian line would have communiecation
between Colon and New York in spite of
the opvosition offered by the Pacific Mail.

With the steamers of the North American
Navigation Company to complete the eir-
cuit on this side of the continent there was
nothing left for the promoters of the scheme
to do but receive freight and ship it

Thus were three transportation companies
merged in one, and the new Columbian was
announced as intending to open up for
business about Mareh 1.

While affairs were drawing to a focus at
the New York end those interested on this
side of the coniinent were notidle. Ar-
rangements for a line of steamers batween
this port and Panama are being completed,
but the officials of the company are non-
ecmmittal on the subject. Captain W. L.
Merry, president of the North American
Navigation Company, was questioned in
regard to the New York dispatch yesterday,

“Well,” he said, “thisis a private busi-
pess proposition, and for the present [ de-
cline to discuss it in the newspapers. We
are going ahead with our plans and in time
the whole thing will be made public.”

When asked if he had recaived additional
news from New York Captain Merry said
that he had, but it was most!y in the nature
of a deep, dark secret.

*“This much 1 will say,” he continued,
“and that is the Panama Railway Company
has chartered a line of steamers to run in
conjunction with the freight trains across
the isthmus. A wharf has also been
secured at Twenty-fourth and East streets,
New York, from which the first steamer of
the new Columbian line will sail on Feb-
ruary 8.

*‘We nlso have an office at 35 Rroadway,
formerly occupied by the old Guion line of
steamers, which has gone out of business.
Of course thie plan is meeting with strong
opposition. The attempt to declare the
Panama Railway Company insolvent and
place it into the hands of a receiver is part
of the Huntington-Pacific Mail fight to beat
our combination.

“From the timethe rcad was built until
the Panama Canal Company got hold of it
the corporation paid 15 per cent dividends,
and since then it has paid from 4 to 8 per
eent. There is but slight grounds on which
to ask for a receiver or base a claim of in-
solvency, but with a Pacifiec Mail pull there
{3 no telling what might be accowplished.”

Further than this Captain Merry refused
to talk, but from his confident air it is evi
dent thal the steamers of the Columbian
line will soon be discharging large quanti-
ties of freight somewhere along the water
front greatly to the discomfort of Hunting-
ton and the Pacific Mail,

A MERE FARCE.

Railroads to Have Every Privilege
They Ever Had.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 17.—Mr. Patterson of
Tennessee, in the report of the majority of
the House Commerce Committee on the bill
allowing railroad pooling, says that the
commitiee is of the oyinion tiat under the
arrangemenis provided for pooling no harm
will befall the publ'e, and an opportunmity
will be given intelligently to solve the muche
mooted problem.

Lind of Minuesota and Mallory of Florida
represent the minority, and in their report
they feel duly bound to protest azainsi the
pooling section of the bill and to eall atten-
tion to some of their ebjections to it. They
say that the bill takes away the only safe-
guard we had leretofore against railroad
extortion. The competition of later routes
is frustrated and many well-laid schemes to
oppress the public are made possible. Un-
der this bill the annual $£1,000,000 bonus to
the Pacific Mail Steamship Company to
refrain from comypetition may hereafter be
paid in pursuance of law. 1In conclusion, it
is said to be unfair to the Interstate Com-
merce Commission to subject it to the im-
portuning and pressure this Lill will draw
upon them should it become a law.

UNLUCKY CALUMET.

The Beautiful Clubhouse Destroyed by
Fire.

Cricaco, Jan. 16.—The beautifal club-
house of the Calumet Club, at Twentieth
strest and Michigin avenue, was totally
destroyed by fire this evening. causing a loss
of £300,000, with £205000 insuraunce. So
rapid was the fice in Its progress that
scarcely auy of the effecis of the club were
saved. Not one of the many beauntiful
paintings that adorned the walls was taken
from the building: and the twenly odd
members who resided in the hou-e lost all
their personal property, and some of them
were forced (o leave the building in a burry,
Great excitement was occasioned among the

servants. Sixteen of them roomed on the
fifth floor. Kittie McCabe and Maggie
Devitt, two kitchen girls, were ill In bed
across the ballway from the room where
the fire broke out in a lot of shavings, left
there by some carpenters. The girls at-
tempted to dress, but the flames drove them
out, and they tried to grope their way from
the house in the dense smoke. Miss Devitt
was painfully burned on the hands and
face. Her companion, Miss McCabe, has
not been seen by any one, and it is feared
that she failed to reach the ground in
safety.

Among the valuable paintings destroyed
was the noted *‘Peacemakers,” portrait of
General Grant, and one canvas represent-
ing a conference between Lincoln, Grant,
Sherman and Admiral Porter. This was
valued at §20,000.

CuicAGo, Jan. 17.—R. H. Redfield, clerk
of the club, died at 11 o’clock from over-
excitement, brought on by the fire. Kittie
MecCabe had not been found up to 2 o’clock
A. M., and it is feared she has perished in
the flames.

Meeting of the National Board of
Trade at Washington.

Some Important Questions to Be Dis=
cussed by Men Who Know Pretty
Neariy What They Want.

WasniyeToN, Jan. 17.—The National
Board of Trade was called to order in the
banquet hall of the Sboreham at 12:30to-day
by its venerable president, Frederick Fra-
ley of Philadelphia, who has been president
since its organization., After the committee
on credentials had reported the board unan-
tmously elected Mr. Fraley president for the
twenty-fourth consecutive time. The list
of vice-presidents, one from each organiza-
tion representea, was then announced.

The board is composed of delegates from
commercial bodies of the country. Most of
the work before it will be in theshapeof ap-
proval or disapproval of the measures for
legizlation proposed by the various bodies
from which the delegates come. These
measures cover a wide range of subjects
touching the commercial and financial poli-
cies of the country aud internal! improve-
ments,

The board hes Leen asked {o urge upon
Congress the passage of & uniform commer-
cial law, protection of trademarks, a na-
tional bankrupt law, the defeat of the anti-
option bill, organization of a department of
commerce and manufactures, a law rezulat-
ing the issuing of warehouse receipts, amend-
ment of the interstate commerce lawsoas to
increase its efliciency, the passage of a ton-
nage bill to encourage the merchant marine,
establishment of a national quarantine, the
extension of reciprocal trade agreements
with neighboring countries, thie suspension
of further restriotion to immigration and
extensivo of national aid and encourage-
mwent to the Nicaragua Canal Company, the
construction of a ship capal around the
Niagara Falls and a ship canal from the
lakes to the sea, that the Erie canal be
placed under the national administration,
the construction of 2 ship canal connecting
the Ohio River and Lake Erie, the improve-
ment of roads, a revision of the monetary
system, the continuaticn of the national
banking system, the repeal of the siiver
purchase act, providing for the maintenance
ot a militia and naval reserve, the estab-
lishment of a permanent census bureau, the
consolidation of third and fourth class mail
matter, penny postage and telegraph post-
age of 1 cent for a distance of 1000 miles or
less. :

Immediaiely after the board had been
called to ordera resolution was unanimously
passed declaring that the best interests of
thie country demanded the defeat of the
anti-options bill, The secretary was in-
structed to transmit a eopy of these resolue
tions to the Senate, and the board ad-
journed until to-morrow.

TOO MUCH SILVER.

Writing the Doom of the
Sherman Act.

TWO REPORTS TO CONMGRESS.

The Friends of the White TIletal
Fought Hard, but Both Committees
Were Against Them.,

Special to THE MORNING CALL

WasHINGTON, Jan. 17.—Perhaps the most
important meeting of the Finanece Come
mittee of the Senate held during this Con-
gress was that of this morning, which re-
sulted in a decision to favorably report the
Sherman bill to repeal the purchase of
silver act. Subsequently Sherman reported
the bill and it was placed on the calendar.
The meeting was largely at'ended, every
member being present but Senator Jones
and Senator Vance, who isill. While the
majority arein faver of the action taken,
vigorous opposition was manifested by
Harris of ‘I'ennessee and Voorhees of In-
diana. Those who voted to report the bill
favorably were Morrill, Sherman, Allison,

Aldrieb, Hiscock, McPrerson and Carlisle. - -

Senators Voorhees and Harris entered
emphatic protests agaiust t(he pro-
posed action of the committee, and they
would have been joined by Senators Jones
and Vance had they been present. The
meeting is said to have been exciting.
This is probably referring to the speeches
made by Harris and Voorhees. They wera
outvoted, however, and the discussion will
now be transferred to the floor of the Sen-
ate. Senator McPherson said the bill is
satisfactory to him, although lLe would
rather have had his resolution reported.
One feature he did not approve was that
which postponed the time to the 1st of
January, 1594. But still he thought it
afforded relief, for the people would know
that at that time at least the never-ceasing
inflation of the currency would end and
the country would return to a curreney
and money not diseased. Teller and
Voorhees do not believe the bill can pass,
and Voorhees is credited with saying not
ten Democratic Senators will vote for it.

In the House to-day Representative Bro-
sius of Pennsylvania intreduc:d a bill ta
authorize the refunding of the 4 percent
bonds, to increase the circulation of na-
tioual banks and to discontinue the pur-
chase of silver ULullion. It authorizes the
Secretary of the Treasury to issue sums not
exceeding in the aggregate $300,000,000 reg-
istered bonds, in the denominations of £50
or multiples thereof, redeemable in coin of
the standard value at the pleasure of the
United States after forty years from the
date of issue and DLearing interest at the
rate of 2 per cent. Suech bonds shall be ex-
empt from taxation. The Seeretary shall
dispose of these bonds by exchanging them
for the 4 per cent bouds now outstanding.
Every National Banking Association thas
shall trausfer to the treasury bonds authore
ized ander this act shall be entitled to re-
ceive circulating nctes eqnal in their face
value to the par vaiue of the bonds so de-
posited, and shall in lieu of the tax assessed
upon circulating national bank notesunder
the existing law pay to the Treasurerof the
United States on January 1 of each year a
duty of one-quarter of 1 per cent upon the
average amwount of its notes in circulation
during the previous year. The law provid-
ing for the purchase of silver bullion is re-
pealed by this bill. % 5

NO REBATE COMING.

Men Who Bought Forfeited Lands
Should Go Slowly.

WasmiNGroN, Jan. 17.—Tbke California
Representatives in Congress are receiving
many inquiries from California concerning
the refund of the double minimum prica
paid by seitlers for railroad grant lands,
Twodollars and a half per acre was paid for
theselandsand afterward the railroad grant
was forfeited. Washington attorneys are
now writing to settlers advising them to put
in claims for a refuad of §1 25 per acre. Mr.
Bowers, who has received numerous in-
quiries from settlers in his section concern-
ing the reliability of this or that lawyer
who wishes the acreage fee of 25 per cent,
said te-day that the press of California
would do thess settlers a great service by
advising them to employ no attorney at
present. The general bill authorizing the
Court of Claims to adjndicate these cases i9
yet to pass Congress. After this the court
must adjudicate the claims, and the money
for payment must be appropriated by Con-
gress, Representatives Bowers and Her-
mann have been endeavoring for a year or
more to secure favorable action by the
Houss Pnblic Lands Committee on the bill
snbmitting these cases to the Court of
Claims, but it is not probable that they will
be successful at this session or in the next
Congress on account of the economical ten-
dencies at present manifested and probably
to be more strongly shown in the future.

ORANGEMEN PROTEST.

They Will Never Submit to Home
Rule in Ireland.

Loxpox, Jan. 17.—The Ulster Unionists
met to-day to protest against home rule
for Ireland. The Marquis of Londonderry
presided. The convention was called, he
said, to show Great Britain that the men of
Ulster were unswerving in devotion to the
cause of union. Among the speakers were
Rev. Dr. Kane, Grand Master of the Orange-
men, apd President MacGeagh of the Uister
Upion. Dr. Kane said that the determina-
tion of the men of Ulster not to submit te
the yoke of home rule was as firm as a rock.
