A Volcanic Eruption in New Zealand,

a* Maori Parliament House.
By the arrival of tho steamer Alameda

yesterday wohave late advices from Aus-
tralia:

Kvcr since tlie great eruption la 1566 the
pparp enjoyed by the inhabitants of the
Taupo district of New Zealand has been of
a very broken character. Ever and antm

the nngry mountain menaces the adjacent
native villages with destruction, and of
common occurrence are the rumors of re-
newed activity. It Is now reported that
Tongariro bad again broken forth with
stimulated vigor, belching _ forth mud and
bowlders in immense quantities. Mr. John
Chase of Mnluroa states that after a few
preliminary shocks and rumblings Tt» Marl,
the large fumerole situate on the northeast
side of Tongariro belched" forth an im-
mense quantity of steam, mud and bowlders
in a terrific manner. Tne stuff ejected. rose
2000 or 3000 feet in- the air and tell in the
vicinity, thence itcame rushing down the
mountain side, scorching up the trees on its
way.

A Maori "Parliament" sat at Rotorua,
New Zealand, for a few day. past, the dele-
gates consisting of a large number of repre-
sentatives from the various districts of the
Aiawa tribe.

The reason for the failure may be all
right, but the officers of the company deny
that there is even a remote. prospect of
closing down.

Vice-President Smith was seen by a Call
reporter yesterday afternoon, and he says
the company is satisfied with things as hey
are going and there is to be no change what-
ever in the management of tbe business.

At the office of the Armour Packing Com-
pany, who are shareholders in the concern,
it was stated that everything was satisfac-
tory and that nothing had been heard of a
closing down. It'things had Dot been going
smoothly they would have heard of it.

A visit was paid to the slaughter-houses
yesterday afternoon by a Call reporter,
and there wero no. signs of a shutdown
visible. Everything was bustle and work,
and new machinery was being put In all
over the building. The superintendent
says they have not been able to attend to
all the orders they have received. Machin-
ery is being put in for beef-packing, sausage-
making and artificial butter.

Carving for St. Ignatius
Church.

An Imposing

Crucifixion
"

Erected
by the Jesuit Fathers— AH the

Way From Italy.

An imposing figure of the crucifixion has
been erected in t>ie sanctuary of St. Ignatius

Church by the Jesuit fathers.
'

Rev. Father
A. Varsi was the leader in the movement
to secure the beautiful figure, which is
claimed to be one of the best pieces of work
from an artistic standpoint that has ever
beeu turned out of Licce. a small city in
Italy noted for its ecclesiastical decorations.

The figure, which Is that of Christ on the

cross, is 6 feet and 4 inches in height, and
the top of the cioss it twenty-one feet from
tlie floor. The pedestal on which the cross
stands is carved oak in imitation of rock
work, and the whole stands on an elabor-
ately carved oak base in the Italian renais-
sance style.

Directly in front of the base Is a bronze
panel with figures representing Moses in
the act of curving out the command to raise
the brazen serpent in the desert.

The figure stands on the opposite side of
ihe altar from the pulpit, and takes up *
space which adds very much to the appear-
ance of tho interior of th« sanctuary ami
enhances the beauty of the decorations to a
great extent.

A SERIOUS WOUND.

Attorney Pistolesi Shoots Himself
Accidentally.

While clean in:, bis six-shooter la his office
in the building on the southwest corner of
California ami Kearny street*, shortly
before 2 o'clock yesterday afternoon, Louis
C. riutolesi. a lawyer, accidentally shot
himself through the left breast inflicting a
very serious wound.

There were withhim at the time a scenic
painter named Paul Vincilione and wife.
They were startled by the shot and Pis-
tolesi'4 cry that he had shot himself. Vin-
cilione, who is a friend of the lawyer,
caught him as he was falling. Mrs. Vin-
cilione nearly fainted from fright.

Mr. Pistolesi was immediately taken in
the patrol wagon to the Receiving Hospi-
tal. The location of the wound was such
that Dr. Simpson did not deem It safe to
probe for the bullet*. He said the wound
was not necessarily fatal though very dan-
gerous. Pistolesi after the wound was
dressed was transferred to a cot in the
male ward.

Mr. Vincilione said the shot was entirely
accidental. Pistolesi, he says, had opened
the chamber and bad, as he believed,
shaken out all the cartridges before he be-
gan cleaning the weapon. Without making
certain that all tbe cartridges baa been
ejected he went on with his work snapping
the hammer and rubbing the revolver with
a piece of buckskin.

Pistolesi has recently been encaged prac-
ticing in the police courts, where he for
sometime served as Assistant Prosecuting
Attorney. He served in the last l.eoubli-
can County Committee until the revolt
against Kelly and Crimmins, when he
helped to organize the Alliance. He was
soon afterward removed as Assistant Pros-
ecuting Attorney of Police Court 1by the
Board of Supervisors. He then secured a
clerkship under Registrar Brown, and since
the dismissal of the force in that office he
has been practicing his profession.
