
PICTURES IN THE ART GALLERY.

Some of the Works of California Artists.

One of the most striking picture? in the
Mechanics' art gallery is Frederick rave
jr.'s salon exhibit of 1890. It represents a
peasant interior, and the name, "The Spin-
ster," is presuaiabiy applied In the literal
sense of "one who spins," for the fuuro in
the regr< and is working an old-fashioned
spinning- wheel. Mr. Pupe, who was only
twenty years of age when hn painted

"The Spinster," is a native of San Fran-
cisco and there Is many reasons for believ-
ing that the city willhave cause to bo proud
of him. Ills exhibit at the Mechauics'
shows considerable versatility, "ilarem
Girls"a uny study of two swarthy orientals,
is almost hidden behind a peacock-feather
fan, is delicate in execution and effective in
coloring, and "A Sunrise in Egypt," al-
thouch intensely vivid,in not crude. An
artistic und novel effect is obtained by the
manner in which the pale gray limbs of the
tree ii the foreground are outlined against

th« satTrou .A somewhat angular
Ethiopian, whose small head scarcely

6tands cut sufficiently against tho back-

ground of the door which ho is defendinc.
as "The Guardian of the Harem," Is not
such a happy picture as the three above
mentioned. :tnd the two works in black a;.d

white would be seen to better advantage in
a pood light.

Another nsinft j ing artist Is Lois E.
Wall, all of wb';se work is good and some
of itexcellent. Perhaps her happiest effects
are cbtakied in water-colors, but "A Morn-
Ing Psalm." celng in oils, has most admir-
ers. Tins Dictnre repre-enl* a girl of the
peasant type, whose attitude aud face alike
expresß wrapt devotion. She has none of
the Ideal beauty that is so much more often
found in peasants o» canvas than in
peasants in real life,but that is one ol the
charms of Miss Wall's picture— to have
portrayed the simple, bonest little peasant
girl that everyone who has wandered in
northern Europe i» familiaj with.

Perhaps the best ofMi*s Wall's exhibit is
the water-color entitled "A Study." It is
rigorous nr.d lutensely expressive. The
"Anarchist" is unother picture displaying

considerable individuality and character;

both the attitude and glance of the figure
ar*> replete with conspiracy and gteltb.
"The Chinese Girl" is a tyrncal Mongolian,
whose ejes possess a quality peldcin at-
tained by any one but a good artl-t. They
follo-,v the beholder with a steadfast gaze
and fr: m all parts ot the room nppear to
loot straight at him.

For a youne artist Miss M. M.Froelich
hes attempted very ambitious subject?, and
itspeaks well for her ability that she has
succeeded in them. "Japanese -Still Life"
Is a refreshing relief from the stereotyped
subjects usually selected for this branch of

the pa'nter's art Tlie musical instruments
and flowers ;ire weil drawn and subdued in
coloring, and the nerdfu! tomb of co'or is
given by the grinning mask that lends an
air of groiogquenegs and originality to the
picture. "Ibe Millinery Workroom** Is an-
other of Mhs Froelich's works that attracts
considerate attention. "Merchant-street
Poultry" might almost be c;i!led a <; :
piece of Bill)iife on ari ambitious seal
the ir.'r :I.

i>. Chittenden*4 chrysanthemum
picture iy one of the most admired in the
gailerv. No mere words can portray the
charm of a well-painted flower study;
almost any subject tan be described better
than fk\\f-rs, and it is in flowers ttiat Mis*

Chittenden has delighted to di?play ber
talent. Kven the penny, which as a rule is
eoasidered a loud and llauutinz flower, be-
comes as charming as a rose under Jiiss
Chittenden'B brush, and in No. 112. a study
of Gloire de Dijon roses the delicate, mel-
low tints of the well-known flower aro ex-
qaisitely rendered.

William Hulacek is represented by four
pictures. Ono that immediately attract-.
the eye Is a still-life study of vegetables.
Tiiougfa there is nothing Idealistic in the
buicble cabbage or the garden turnip, Mr.

Hulacck's fidelity to nature entirely re-
deems Ills- trivial subject from vulgarity.
The cabbage is vivid but not crnd«\ lndcnd
it looks o fresh nnd natural that Itmould
inak«* a good boi)*e«lf« loi<£ to pass it into
trip stetvpan. "Early Mornraa in tnpAla-
nie<la Marshes," a small delicately drawn
and softly tinted picture, In its placid mi-
nuteness recalls b.-ckgroiiuda by Tenier^"
r]VaKose3".i* a very dainty picture, and a

"A Study of Chrysanthemums From Na-
tnra" is "skied" and consequently In a bad
light, but i: attracts immediate attention
notwithstanding. Th 3(1 twers are just in
disorder enough to bo artistic, and, being
of the smaller variety, they escape -the
ragged t>fs><u that so frequently gives an
air of untidiness to pictures or chrysanthe-
mums. The colors are exquisitely blended
aud all rich and mellow in tone. •

pictures include landscapes, seascapes nnd
studies from life. There i- nottring oriental
!n Mr. Taha'iashi's work. He has evidently
prrtited well by tta le«s(-::s taken here.

igh rersatile the Japanese artist cei-
tainly succeeds best v laodseape. S
bis studies of trees am very pood and one
or t* lea pieces are adm irable.

California is a land of fruit and flowers,
which perhaps accounts for t!:e fact ol
there being ?o many studies of the product*
of the orchard and 'he gairJen. Mrs. S.
Brown i« one of the most Strinua fruit
and flower artists irbo exhibit. Her name
seemi to b« unknown in ban Francisco, but
she has quite a collection of good' still-life
pieces lv ti.e ateehai gallery. Mellow
oranges and peaches, grapes, watermelons
and violets appear to be the work s!ie revels
in, although one of her pictures, "Biic-a-
Brae." is a study of tho tea-ta

Miss V. It.McErroy is a prolific fruit and
flower painter. "TropicalFruits" is a study
of j»rapee, pears, etc. ; it is 6oft and clear
in execution but a trifle cold in coloring for
a representation in tropical productions.
No. 74 is another study of grapes from
nature, and 55 Is a picture of pineapple*.
Miss McElroy exUbits an arti-t and
pretty study of yellow roses and another
of red roses,' in a bronze urn. The music-
study Is also well painted. Lucy P. Adams
is another youuj; artist who gives most of
ber attention to flowers.

"Jonquils and Narcissus" U a picture
which makes <ne dream of c; ring. Yellow
roses and flours-de-lis, the nasturtiums and
the violets are all good fetudies in flowers.
A cllmatfl like California, where, as in the
Italy of Mignon's song, "the bee has
always flowers." must be quite an Induce-
ment to an artist to take to the horticul-
tural branch of the painter* art.

Martha Patterson also paints the prod-
ucts of California. "From the Vineyard"
is a richlyrolored and wellpainted study
of grappa. Bed roses m a good flower-
piece, and 129 is a picture of Indian pop-
pies.
Itwould l«e imp«9*iblfl to comment in

detail upon Lillian A. Howard's studies
of , Pacific Coast wlldflower.\ for they
form a little picture-gallery of their own
well meriting individual scrutiny. Miss
Howard hag lione a great work in Riving a
budarye view, so to speak,. of tho won-
derful flowers of this coast. No one can
fail to be as much struck withber Industry
as with her skill.

The Supervisors' Street Committee

Visit HoHy Park.
Tlio street committee of tho B>.;rd of

Supervisors, composed of Messrs. Day,
Dentnan and Ryan, visited yesterday the
plot of ground oilMission road called Holly
I'nil.'. At present it is on uncultivated
pifcc of land, but tlo prooerty-oiUKra have
hopes that it will><>t<n be a beautiful park.

The place was originally a very pretty
spot, but the aamerona street contractors
have lately found that tIM dirton 11m knoll
in the park wouldmake n good material for
road-building, aid they have dug holes in
the ground in such a manner as to com-
pletely spoil the whole center of the plot.

sion Road Imjrnvement Club invited the*
baperviaors to visii the ground, and they
did so yesterday.

A committee from the club did the honors
and a largo number of tie member! of the
club were present The {supervisors were
shown over the ground and the whole mat-
ter was explained to them, and they left
with thft intention of helping to improve
the park as much as they could with the
19000 which the old board of {Supervisors
appropriated for the purpose ana then
withdrew. 3£H

New City Laws.
The Board of Supervisors met incaucus

on Satmdfiy afternoon to arrange a plan of
action for the Legislative Committee, which
starts for Sacramento to-morrow. There
was a good deal of discussion in the matter
of advocating t!.o abolition of the Sewerage
System Commission and tooppose any effort
at the capital to form a permanent Board
of Commissioners. Some decided action on
this question will be reached at another
caucuft to-night

Dr. Washington Ayers presented adraft
of a billto be introduced to the Legislature
providing tnat the appointment of tho
Board of Health be taken out of tho hands
ot the Governor and that the Mayor and
Supervisors be given that power. Italso
provide* that all the appointments, includ-
ing Iho Quarnntino and He,,lili oiiicors. shall
be held directly resjionsible. The Super-
visors decided to give this measure their
support.

NATIONAL GUARD.

Some Practical Reforms in
the FifthInfantry.

PROPOSED PRACTICE MARCHES

Colonel Barry Brings Good Reports

From Sacramento— First Infantry

Battalion DrillsThis Week.

At the meeting of the board of officers
of the Fifth lufautry at the Lick House on
Saturday evening there, whs a very inter-
esting exchange of views on the very im-
portant subject ofunlforms and "cauipnient

and the general needs of that regiment.

Colonel Fairbanks whose intelligent Bd-
ministration has placed the Fifth Infantry
among the most prccrcsslvc of California
National Guard organizations, wa3 very

much- gratified at the reports made by the
representatives of the different companies

nt tho inert These companies are lo-
cated in Oakland; Sau Rafael, Petaluma,

Santa Etosa and Ban Jose. The sentiment
was very unanimous that the effect of the
division eacampment had been very bene-
ficial and that one of the most noticeable
results had been the 'greatly increased at-
tendance at drills and the nctive interest
aroused in military matters. Every com-
pany had siii'-e gained accessions to its
ranks of a very desirable class oi recruits.
Some of the landing young business men in
the towns meutioned had siuned the roljof
active menibeig, and the. rcenient
was an advantage, tut only numerically but
in v social and business sense. The busi-
ness administration had been vastlf Im-
proved, withthe result that all tlm-i'i!u.pa-

nics aie out ot aebt nnd in a condition to
stand a.-sessnients U r many greatly needed
articles to complete tha personal equipment
of the soldier.

The subject <f footgear was very thor-
oughly tiiicussed atSnturday night's meet-
ing. The IIM of canvas shoes was con-
demned. The experience at Santa Cruz sat-
isii.Ml the i(Qcers of the Fifth lofaoti that
the eanvaa shoe is not adapted for cam-
paign purposes. It absorbs moisture too
readily, and wet feel was a common com-
plaint among thn men after returning from
drills and ieviews. The adoption of the
regular nrmy hhoe was recommended aa the
best footgear fm ose in 6a1«I and camp and
when on practice inarches.
Itwas agreed that oneof the most service-

able articles was the leggius, and that every
company should equip itself with a full
supply, 'liny not only look wellbut pro-

tect the trousers from weed9, mua and dirt,
and help to keep the feet dry.

Tho rcculnr army gray campaign hat was
also incorporated in tho bill of diess adopted
by the board of oflicers. The men hadtakeo
agreal liking to it,and it was agreed that
tho soft gray ul< uch hat should bo worn by
every man in the Fifth. .

Tho heavy ieathei walsl belts did not
seem to loin favor, and after lerabW*
discussion the choice of the majority fell
on white cotton webbii g for all belts.

The proposition that the rrgimeni equip
Itself with regulation canteens' and haver-
sacks was also received with gnat fnvir.
Itwas admitted thntu soldier without these
indispensable portion* of his kitwould bo
n very helpless lelinvr if suddenly ordered
into the field. So iho Fifth Rfgiment will
proceed forthwith to supply all its com-
pauie* with the most es&cutial equipments
lor orking purposes.

The best ot feeling prevailed among the
officers. Colonel Fairbanks has the good
fortune to find Inhis command hmost earn-
est and progressive body of field, staff nnd
line officers. They ate a wide-awake class
of young men. Atthe meeting they showed
ih.it they were in dead earnest, and in-
tended, if enthusiasm tempered by good,
practical busing** seiwe cat; achieve results,
to make the FifthInfantry the best regi-
ment iv the State.

Captain Juillnrd ol the Santa Rosa com-
pany and Captain Elliottof the San Rafael
company proroso to cut uit some Retire
campaign exercises for the coming spring.
They intend to inaugurate a scries of
practice marches, in which the Petalnma
company will probably also join. Last
summer Captain Juillard n.arri.i d bis fooi-
paiiy from Santa Rosa to M;«ik West
Springs and back again, and lils description
of his experience Bems to impress his
brother officers that here was a fietd of prac-
tical military educational work well worthy
of further exemplification and develop-
ment.

In this city the quiet of December has
extended into, the - new year.
