But the decision has been 60
generally commended that the court will
hardly reverse it unless the principles udoo
which the Chicago case re3ts can be shown
to be unsound. This will not be an easy
thing to do. Itdoes not rest upon statute
law, but uoon the equities of the case. It
ineffect limits the power of a venal law-
making body to gtaat away property which
from its location is essential to the develop-
ment of the Sta'e. A like principle of law
would prevent the law-miking power from
granting compete ownership of A water-
course that was es.eniial to the people of a
near-by city. The Oakland Tribune is even
le9s iuclln-d than the Times to accept the
Chicago decision as final.\ It declares that
the Chicago decision i- a new departure
and sets a<*ide a long line of unbroken
authority. This probably is also opinion
cf the there Pacific Company.

Tochers have not only lost salaries for
each day's absence, but have had to submit

to a further reduction in the Juue salary.
Explanation of the whys and wherefores of
confiscating one two-hundredth part of the
.time salary has not made these whys and
wherefore* clear to the average teacher's
understanding. The new board has wisely
resolved that the custom be discontinued.
The old rule does not seem to have had any
friends in the new board, no one appearing
to defend it.

COUGHS AND COLDS.

A drop of ten degrees in the thermometer
from daybreak on Wednesday to daybreak
on Thursday, coupled with an exchange of
a bright, clear cold atmosphere for an at-
mosphere charged with moisture, means an
increase [ta maladies of the respiratory sys-
tem and a harvest for the doctors. It Is
curious to observe on the leading thorough-
fares how many people herald their ap-
proach with a resounding cough.

A*one-half the mortality in this city re-
sults from diseases of the lungs and air
passages it is never superfluous to reiterate
the rules by which snob maladies may be
prevented or mitigated. A cold is such a
slight thing that few people ever take the
pains to investigate its causes, aud as the
doctors say it is incurable, but will cure
itself in time, lots of people carry it along
all winter without making au effort to check
it. They know that in the balmy air of
summer it willvanish of its own accord,

let every cold and cough tend to dilate
and weaken the bron hial tubes. They be-
come more susceptible to disease, and
sooner or later the respiratory system
breaks down and the man dies before, his
time.

What is a cough? Itis the outward and
audible sign of an irritation of the delicate
mucous membrane which linos the air pas-
sages. That irritation produces inflamma-
tion, and consequently suppuration. A
deposit of phlegm accumulates on the
mucin membrAno and causes such an-
noyance that the lungs contract and try to
expel it by a violent explosion of air. That
is called coughing. It is hardly ueeessary
to say that the effort of coughing is exhaust-
ing, and that the expulsion of the accumu-
lated phlegm has a tendency to further irri-
tate the inflamed membrane. Thus the dis-
ease worts ina circ'.e. The larger the de-
posit the greater the annoyance and the
more vigorous the spasmodic etfort to expel
it,and tiie more violent tho effurt the more
the membrane becomes inflamed and the
more active tiie suppuration.. A person
who.can resist the tendency to cough will
get cured sooner than one who yield-* 11 it.

What causes irritation in the mucous
membranes of the air passages? There may
be many causes. A person with a delicate
membrane may irritate it by inhaling sharp,
cold, aud especially lamp air. It is par-
ticularly liable to irritation when the appli-
catim of cold or damp to the feet repels tbe
blood to the upper parts cf th? frame. If
those portions of the body la which the
veius and arteries are close to the epidermis,
as in the nape of the neck, or along the
s: iDe, are exposed to draughts, the circula-
tion is disturbed, and the disturbance may
take the shape of inflammation of the air
passages. People may contract a cough
without exposure to cold by frequenting
crowded assemblages in which the atmos-
phere is breathed by many persons and
enter-* the luugs of a healthy subject after
passing thrnu__li the lungs of one who is
diseased oris an habitual consumer idspirits
or lobs Itis often difficult for the most
experienced practitioner to deride what was
the real cause of a cough; though even lay-
men ki.ow that Itwill lead to bronchitis or
pneumonia cr even consumption if it is
neglected and the conditions are favorable.

There is no euro for a cold. The various
medicines which are sold by the druggists
aro ail alike; they owe their value to the
senega which they all contain. That Is a
powerful expectorant. I;is generally mixed
with some soothing syrup which h„s a ten-
dency to allay l^cal irritation. The best
course fc: a sufferer to pursue is to guard

*ag„-"t,__ contracting fresh colds on the top of
the old (<ne, and to strengthen the system so
as tn __»!j. its e frorts to throw off the disease.
Inthat p irtof the United States which lies
west of the rivers quiuine is generally given
for colds. That can only be to aiiay the
fever consequent upon a cold in the acuta
stage; quinine can have no effect on t.he- mucous membranes. .

COMPULSORY VOTING.

Ittakes the breath away to think that
Belgium in revising its constitution is to
introduce a provision compelling voters to
vote. If the enfranchised do notdo their
duty lv some shape they are to be punished.
Perhaps some good and earnest people in
the United States may be seized with the
notion that compulsory voting could be re-
sorted to both for Federal, State and mu-
nicipal purposes. Itwould be a call of the
nation, the State or the municipality, and
no excuses allowed, but fines inflicted for
neglect. Could such \u25a0 consummation be
brought about as that every vote should be
cast, the summing up wonId truly be the
voice of-tiie people by majority. But in the
United States we seem to be averse to com-
pulsion in any shaoe. There is no compul-
sion for vaccination, or for education, or
for mr.king a foreigner a citizen, or for fill-
ing the ranks of the army and navy or
militia. Ln so essential a matter as the pay.
rnent of taxes we are by no means har.h
and peiemptory. especially where rich rail,
roads ara concerned. The tone of request
for payment is most apologetic where rail-
roads have run up millions of arrears in
taxes, and there are actually some people of
flabby conscience who would let them off
with a percentage. Criminals also appetir
to compreheud that the compulsory system
of punishment is feeble, but they under-
stand the a rlof compulsion themselves. As
to compelling officials to strictly attend to
their duties, that is an unheard-of innova-
tion. Any proposal to compel voters to go
to the poll, under penalty of being required
to sweep the streets for a webfe without sal-
ary, would stir up much nblcquy and seal
the. fate of th**- bold man who proposed it.

THE WISER PART.
The withdrawal of the American

line of steamships from th- southern coast
trade should not be regarded as an especial
evidence of the ability of the Pacific Mail
to run e fT opposition. The contract the
North American Navigation Company has
made with the Panama company gives the
North American a certain advantage over
the Spanish-American company. Itteemed
the \sir.r part to concentrate opposition
against the Pacific Mail In one company,
and in the one whirl,was best prepared to
compete with the Pacific Mail. We do not
imagine for a moment that San Francisco
merchants, who have seen their trade slip-
ping away from them under the combina-
tion of the Pacific Mall and the Southern
Pacific, willbe caught in the Pacific Mail's
low-tariff trap. They know perfectly well
that lev rates will prevail only while the
opposition line i*- in the field. It is possi-
ble thai at the rates the Pacific Mail has
announced there will be work fur both
lines. No oue can estimate the amount of
freight thai may be required at this port
when rates permit our merchants to reach
from 500 to 1900 miles in every direction.
'Iho Pacific M.iil may bave reduced rates
below the, raying point as business now
stands, but probably not below a point that
would be profitable witha largely increased
business.

A FIGHTING COMMISSIONER.
Railroad Commissioner Pa shows more

pluck than discretion in his fight to save
the commission. Doing asked to name the
San Jose representative who had offered
bis vote for a consideration Mr. Rea gave
the name and added: "Ican assure you
that Idonot propose to have the Legisla-
ture sit in judgment upon the Railroad
Commission without a hearing." In this
reply Mr. Ren inadvertently, doubtless,
gave the inklingof a motive for making the
charge. He was not going to be legislated
out of office by the Legislature without
striking Puck. He seemingly give the
Legislature an intimation of what it might
expect if it continued the fight against the
commission. Mr. Rea announces his Inten-
tion to "carry the war into the heart of
Africa," which we presume to bo \u25a0 figure of
speech by which the Legislature was
warned that it was to be the fighting
ground. \u25a0 Mr. Johnson, tho member Impli-
cated, denies the truth of the charge. A
question of veracity is thus raised between
the. two men, the word of one being a fair
offset for the word of the other.

PRUNE PRICES.

The San Jose News says there Is reason
to hope for better prices for prunes than
prevailed last year. This "hope is founded
on the, fact that the prune crop last year
in France and Italy was below the average.
The Xcics adds that there is an intimation
indispatches received from the East that
dealers are withholding California prunes,
thus compelling consumers to report to the
cheaper products of Eastern Europe. Cal-
ifornia prune-growers should bear in mind
that under the present tariff foreign-grown

prunes have to pay a duty of 2 cents a
pound. To maintain present prices the
next Congress must be induced to make an
exception of prunes in the proposed revi-
sion of the tariff.

The two crack liners of the Inman Com-
pany are next month to hoist the American
fl-igand be under the command of American
officers. In a --mall way it is a restoration
of a share in the Atlantic trade to American
shipping, and under the terms of -the privi-
lege* granted by Congress the company is
bound to have several other steamers built
in the l* ited States. ..The City of Paris
has the honor cf having made one voyage
faster than any other steamer, and the City
of New York is tittle behind her iv speed.
Both steamers willbe patronized to the full
extent of their accommodations this year
should all go well and the specter of chol-
era not stalk over the land. As to the lat-
ter co tingen there can be no guarantee.
The bcourge has again cropped up in
Europe, and if quarantine is left in the
hands of port officials under local authority
the cordon of prevention is almost certain
to be broken. What then?

The gn-aheadne-9 of Chicago is even illus-
trated in the recklessness with which
people are killed ou the lines of trie 65 or 70
railways which enter the city and" give it
unrivaled facilities for basin..-. The cross-
ings are level, trains are frequent and
usually in a hurry, and the wayfarer or
employe who lias not eyes In tho bock of
his head is apt logo down. The only intel-
ligent warning yet devised to tell people
that they are in danger is the locomotive
whistle or bell, and as it is always going the
ears become indifferent to its music. The
fatalities at crossiacs last year numbered
326, almost sufficient to provide the Coroner
with a corpse to sit upon every day. Ifpaid
ay fees the Coroner probably considers
Chicago a most healthy city to live in

—
which it really is not, fnr it lias more typhus
fever than any other populous center.

While they are wrangling about what the
Central and Southern Pacific system ot" rail-
roads really cost, and what fair rate *- should
be upon that cost, it is worth while to con-
sider what has been achieved by the Great
Northern Railroad, *.:\u25a0;. now stretches
from St. Paul, Minn., to Seattle. That line
doubtless had difficulties of route to over-
come, probably Just as many as ting-
ton's roads, with the exception of the much
over-estimated Sierra grades an I twist-
i;i_% yet the exienuiiure per mile Is de-
clared to li*- only £24,000. This is of good
omen fur the Salt Lake road. Itneed not
cost more. The Great Northern is lit.
from fictitious capital and overbondedness,
and Itis in a position to take freight at low
rates and earn a dividend. The Sai-ta-
mento Solons need not hesitate to brush
aside the sophistries and misleading state-
ments of the Southern Pacific. There never
was such a railroad for unblushing men-
dacity.

So the chartered steamers of the Spanish-
American line to Central America are to be
withdrawn in deference to the cut rates of
the Pacific ifailCompany. The contracts of
the scarcely fledged company go, in fact, with
more or less good-will, to the Pacific Mail,
and the latter now Is prepared to return to
rates prevailing before the recent wholesale
rat was announced. A company that has
no staying power ought not to bn started at
r.li in the shipping business, hs feebleness
aud vacillation produce widespread dis-
couragement. The mercantile community
has still the North American Navigation
Company to rely upon— an enterprise which
willbe inaugurated within a few week-. If
our merchants I. not reach out for the
South American and Eastern trade when
the terms with the Panama Kailroad are ao
favorable, but ailow the line to be starved,
they will only have themselves to blame
should the Pacific .Mail again become the
enemy to trade ithas been.

The report that the British Government
is trying to obtain possession of the Nicara-
gua canal is about as silly a rumor .- ever
was s:arted. borne English capitalists raight
like to loves the Rothschilds might like to
take a block of the stock, and many other
millionaires besides; bui the Government
itself would bold aloof. England «i ii not
have half the shares of the Suez canal but
for the coup de theatre of Beaconsfield. Had
the matter bt^'n discussed in Parliament,
the purchase would have gone by the board,
but all was finished re the nation was taken
into conii'lence. As matters have turned
out, the shares are good value. Except in
India, where paternal government is neces-
sary in carrying out publ'C works, or in the
construction of naval hat! bors and coaling
slat.: the policy of England is to leave
commercial speculations to investors. She
went out of her way in Egypt, bnt there are
many things to show, as in Argentine-*, that
it is not her policy to Interfere on behalf
of speculators who get nipped.

Still there is no termination to the Lan-
cashire cotton strike. Two months have
passed. The operatives are starving ivthe
coldest of weather, and the millionaires
have their machinery lying idle ami their
capital running down. Many of the owners
are naif-hearted about resuming on any
terms. Some would sjll their mills for half
what they cost, for. in the lace of compe-
tition in I.dia and elsewhere, tin* struggle
to earn a profit 1- bard. InIndia three per-
lOOS are needed to do the work of one Eng-
lish operative, but then the wag*--,ol a Hin-
doo spinner only amounts to 3 cents a
dny, and he saves money on this and is able
to retire after a few years of factory labor.
A Lancashire mill-woman will earn from
12 -hilling**a week upward, ami a man will
earn a sovereign or more. Before long
India may become an active exporting
country, ai-.d England will not put a tax
upon cotton fabrics. Should China take to
weaving with machinery, an economic
earthquake may be apprehended.

Then came h ird times, and Bell
was forced to give up his business, Nine
months ago he brought his wife to tbis cny
Bad went to work a.i acm m a restaurant,
the couple livingon Guerrero street. Then
Bell was accused of steal $30, arrested,
tried and proved innocent, but afterward lie
found itImpossible to secure work.

From their cozy rooms on Guerrero street
the Bells moved to one place and another
about town, living from band to mouth and
often suffering for the necessaries of life.
"While living at 774 PolSOm street some
months ago, at the house of Mrs. L. Fay.
Bell stole ail the bed clothing from the bed
iv his room and sold it for IS cents with
which to buy food for his wife.

No trouble was made about the theft until
yesterday, and then only bjcause the father
ofBell wife wanted bis daughter to return
home. The father wrote to the police sev-
eral days a-_o. asking them to look for bit
girland Officers Dillon and Crockett began
the search. hen the!found the Bells they
arresied the husband for petty larceny and
locked him up in the City Prison BO I sent
the wife to Los Angeles on the steamerEureka, which sailed yesterday morning.
it is said the young wife was williug to

go home, but Bell denies this and says that
Itwas only because he was pot in jail and
she was left alone that his wife consented
to leave him. Bell claims his only crime is
being unfortunate and out of work.
