WHO HAS BEEN DERELICT?

Congress Will Proceed to Look Into
the Status of Affairs on

the Isthmus.

Washington*. Jan. 27.— The resolution
adopted by the Boom Committee on Rules
to-day for the Investigation of the Panama
canal and railroad and the Pacific Mail
Steamship Company is, as foreshadowed in
these dispatches, a combination of the
Geary and Fellows resolutions. Catchings
prepared the resolution of to-day, and
according to the custom of the Rules Com-
mittee its text willnot be made public until
ie is presented to the House for passage. It
would have passed to-day but for the ad-
journment en account of Blaino's death.
Itprovi-es for a select committee of five
representatives in Congress to investigate

the Panama canal and tbe relation it has
borne and does bear to the Panama rail-
road; provides for an inquiry as to what
became of ibe _ £2,000,000 alleged to have
heen expended in America, aDd whether it
was spent thrru_h the instrumentality of
the Panama railroad as alleged; inquires
into the condition of affairs on the isthmus
with reference to American oemmerce and
the transportation question; provides for
r.n investigation nf tho Pac-ifie Mall Steam-
ship Company, especially as to the allega-
tion that it receives a subsidy from tin-
transco.tineutal railroads, while at the
same time accepting a Government subsidy,

to promote commerce, and asks that some
remedy for the existing evils be recom-
mended by the committee. Itis understood
that Fallows will bo chairman ot tbe in-
vestigating committee aud Geary a member

Speaker Cr'sp said to Tite Call corre-
spondent to-nieht that the resolution would
be presented to the House during the morn-
ing hour to-morrow and would then be re-
vealed to the press.

"This is a matter of great interest to the
people of California," said Mr. Crisp. "I
am tolerably familiar with tha transporta-
tion question out there."

The Speaker then discussed the matter in
a way that showed he lud given the subject
more than ordinary attention. Be said he
thought the committee of investigation
wouid mate a trip to New York, but would
not have time to go to San Francisco.

DEATH OF A SOLDIER.

General Doubleday Called to An-
swer the Long Roll.

He Was a Gallant Officer, and He Did
Good" Service for His

Country.

Me.*,diiam, N. J., Jan. 27.—General Ab-
ner Doubleday died here yesterday after-
noon of Bright* disease.

Aimer Doubleday was born in Ballston
Spa, X. V.,on the 261h day of June, 1819.
He graduated from West T'oint in 1842, and
served through the Mexican War, coming
out a captain. Ia ISSG 58 he took part in
the war against the Seminoles, and lie was
in Fort Moultrie In IST>O till the garrison
withdrew to Fort Sumter, on September 26
of that year, and lie aimed the first gnu fired
at the rebels in Charleston in defense of
Sumter on April12, lS6i. Lie rose rapidly
in the service, brine a major in General
Patterson's command in the Shenandoah
Valley, and in February, 1862, he was made
a brigadier-general of volunteers and _*-

signed to tbe command of ail the defenses of

Washington. From May until September,
15.2, be took part in the Northern Virginia
campaign of the army of the Potomac, and
he was at the second battle of Bull Run.
where, on August 30, he succeeded to the
command of Genera! Hatch's division.

In the battle of Antletam his division
held the extreme right, opening the battle
and losing heavily, bat he took six battle
flags. InNovember of t__S he was made a
major-general, and was at Fredericksburg

and Chancellorsville, succeeding General
John F. Reynolds a3 commander of the
First Army Corps. On the Ist el .inly
General Doubleday was sent to Gettysburg
to support Bufford's cavalry, and on tbe
fall of General Reynolds took command of
the field and held his position until the ar-
rival of General Howard some hours later.
He was in command of the southern de-
fenses of Washington when the city was
threatened by Early*, raider-, and through
all the war served gallantly and courage-
ously. InISG- he was brevetted a colonel
ia tiie regular army, and in 1866 was mad."
brigadier-general and maj_r-gcneral for his
services. during the war.

He performed various services in the
army until 1808, when he whs a member of
the retiring board in New York Civ. In
15.9-71 be wa3 superintendent of general
recruiting inSan Francisco, and while here
in 137. he suggestedTind obtained a charter
for the first cable street-railway ever built
In the United States, He was retired from
active service on December 11, 1873, since
which time he has written a number of
papers on the late war of the highest value
from a historical standpoint.

ON A FORGED CHECK.

An Old Employe Confesses His Guilt
to His Employers.

New York, Jan. 27.—The Merchants'
National Bank of New York makes public
the fact that a certified. check for S BO,OOO,
purporting to be drawn bis the Bora] In-
surance ComP'iny on the Merchants* Na-
tional Bank, is believed to be a forgery.

Manager Beddali of the insurance com-
pany received a message this morning from
the proprietor of the Kenmore Hotel at
Albany stating that a young man giving
the name of James Woodward from New
York City presented at the cashier's desk
the check mentioned above.-
. lie wanted to deposit itas security for an
advance. The cashier was suspicious, and
when he announced his Intention of tele-
graphing to >*\u25a0>>' York Woodward disap-
peared. Manager Beddali immediately sus-
pected one of the bookkeepers in the office,
who bas been speculating lately and acting
strangely. The man was flatly accused,
when be broke down and made a full con-
fession.

Manager Beddali refused to give the
young man's name at present, but says he
has been in the employ of the bank ten
years. He is under arrest The prisoner
confessed that "Woodward" was the real
name of the man who presented the check,
and the police are looking for him, with
every indication of his capture.

LOWMAN'S PETARD

The Alarm Looked For
Not Realized.

MRS. YESLER IS INDIGNANT.

Her Arrest Denounced as a Conspir-
acy—Public Opinion With the

Young Widow.

Special to Thk Morning (\t.r_

Seattle, Wash., Jan. 27.—To-day Mrs.
Henry L. Yesler, whose sensational arrest
yesterday created more excitement here
than any previous event .In years, ap-
peared in Justice Humphrey's courtioom to
answer to the charge of conspiracy and de-
stroying the willof her late husband. As
the two doctors who wero also arrested
have not demanded an immediate trial hers
was the only case taken up. She was rep-
resented by her attorney, White, who sat
on one side of her. her mother sitting on
the other. Assistant Prosecuting Attorney
Mcßride appeared for Hie Stats. With him
were three firms of lawyers retained by
Lowman, at whose instance the arrests

were made. The courtroom was packed.
Tne defense demanded that the trial be

immediately proceeded with and de-
nounced the commencement of the action
and the arrests as merely a conspiracy to
prejudice the appointment of Mrs. Feeler's
choice it administrator of the estate.

The State opposed an immediate hearing
on the ground of lack of time, the arrests
having been made without the knowledge
of the Prosecuting Attorney. The Judge
granted a continuance to Wednesday next.

The city, which yesterday was preparing
to assist in prosecuting the case because it
was stated that the will which, it is alleged,
has been destroyed contained a besjMSt to
the city of nearly 51,000,000, to-day drooped
all proceeding**. This i*generally taken to
mean that the city did not want to take a
hand in any doubtful project. The affair
smacks of being a scheme of the disgruntled

heir. Lowman, who expected to get more
than he did and now squeals.

The genera! impression Is that while Mrs.
Yesler is innocent the two physicians may
know more than they care to say, and that
there is a possibility that the whole trouble
may have arisen through a fallingout be-
tween Lowman and tie doctors. This view
is strengthened by the fact that somewhat
of a mystery surrounds the circumstances
of the arrest of Di«. Jordan SBd Van
Buren.

The constable who made the arrests
claim that Van Buren attempted to run.
Afterward at tho jailhe threw a handful of
papers into the grate. A detective rescued
them, burning his hands. What they were
is not given out, but one is known to con-
tain memoranda concerning certain boxes
in the safety deposit vaults.
Itwag soon after finding this out yester-

day tiiat the officers had a search warrant
issued nnd wanted to search the boxes.
The Dank officials objected. .Now they are
under seal awaiting legal opinion.

Jordan and Van Buren announce their
intention of bringing suit fur conspiracy
and false imprisonment against the persons
prosecuting the case.
It is developed to-night in connection

with the Yesler willcontest that the infor-
mation on which the city was preparing to
begin proceedings came from Dr. Jordan
through Junius Rochester. Th.-* latter
offered Mayor Ronald to prove the existence
of a willleaving the bulk of tho property to
ilia city on the condition that he and Jor-
dan were paid a contingent fee of one-fourth
of the amount secured.

At a secret meeting of the Council the
corporation counsel was authorized to go
on with the suit, though no contract was
definitely closed. When he was ready to
begin the Mayor backed out, and the city
has done nothing since. Lawman then took
up the matter alone and caused the arrests.

Jordan is now in a predicament.
If be fights the charge of steal-
ing the will lie cannot carry out the
t roposed contract with the city, and ifhe
attempts tocarry out the contract he will
convict himself of complicity with the
crime. Not only the will,but four deeds to
property bought by Tester in partnership
withJordan are missing.

STUCK IN THE MUD.
The City of- Sydney Meets With an

Accident at San Diego.
Sax Diego. Jan. 27.—The Pacific Mail

steamer City of Sydney arrived outside this
morning and anchored on account of the
heavy fog. In turning about, her anchor
chain was broken, and a pilot was ordered
to bring the vessel Inside. This he did
without trouble, although taking a most
difficult passage. Arriving at the steam-
ship's wharf Captain Friele, being assured
by Pilot Keith that he could execute the
command, ordered him to turn the vessel
about in order to save time in deporting.
While executing the maneuver the vessel
was sent out of the channel and stuck in
the mud about 200 yards east of tho wharf.
The tug Santa Fe pulled the steamer off at
hi*!)tide. The City of Sydney then came
alongside the wharf, where she willremain
until morning. No damage was sustained,
and the grounding was entirely duo to mis-
takes of the pilot.

INCENDIARY FIRE AT GEM.

The Business Section of the Idaho Mm
ing Town Destroyed.

The tot loss is $20,000, The fire originated
in Miners' Union Hail and itis said that
less Una half an hour before a man was
seen to run from a woodshed in the rear.
The night was very cold and several persons
Buffered severely.

Beth engineer and fireman miracu-
lously escaped. The engineer and passen-
gers saw a man wildly waving his lantern,
but did not stop, saying that they believed
he was attempting to hold un the train.
After the accident tlio men came to this
city and tbe wrecking train was sent for,
and by 8 o'clock the track was clear and,
with a fresh engine, the express resumed
Its journey. Tne freightcars were blown
on the main track from a siding by the
slight wind which prevailed last night.

BLOWN FROM ITS BASE.

A House Near Stockton Lifted From
its Foundation.*-;.

Stockton, Jan. 28.— high wind yes-
terday blew across Andrews Island, in
Sacramento County, aorta of the Mokel-
uniiie Kiver, so vigorously that small houses
were In danger. About 10 o'clock in the
morning t!i.e house occupied by a farmer
named Jordan, with bis wife and five
children, was carried off tha piles oh which
itrested and drooped a distance northward
equaling the length of the building. The
occupants were in the building and had a
rough experience, but none were seriously
injured.

BAD BEEF TO EAT.

The Food Inspector Not a
Competent Man.

SO. SAYS DR. C. CUSHINQ.

The Milk Is Adulterated and Tuber-
culosis Abounds in Itas Well

as in Beef.

The Health Department got a raking over
last night by Professor Clinton Cushiug
during; a lecture at the Cooper

6
Medical

Institute. _________B_S«-8b
The subject under discussion was "The

Cause -and Prevention of Consumption."
and jnintroducing the question the lecturer
explained the manner of infection from
bacillus tubercle, which has been proven
beyond a doubt the sole cause of tubercu-
losis or consumption. This disease is
claimed to be the cause of more deaths than
all the wars and famines the world has seen,
yet it has been within the last decade that
the true cause of the scourge has been dis-
covered, and it can be prevented as well as
the smallpox or any other infectious dis-
ease, lthas been proven conclusively that
the disease is contagious and not hereditary
as Is generally supposed, and the chief
cause 'of infection Is from tuberculosis-
infected meats and milks.

Since these discoveries were made, said
the lecturer, Germany as well as other Euro-
pean countries has introduced a thorough
food Inspection system. In America there
is practically no law for the Inspection of
meats, and in San Francisco there is only
one insoectnr for all the meats sold In the
shops in the city of nearly .'"00,000 inhab'-
ta;its. That inspector is not a competent
official. He has no knowledge of pathology
or the use of the microscope, and for all
practical purposes his office is useless so far
as the protection of the public goes In the
matter of tuburculous beef.

One of the members of the Board of
Health bad tnken up the matter of a better
inspection of the milk supply of this city
and found every sample diluted with water
cud containing foreign matter as well as
containing tubercle bacilli in large quan-
tities. The lecturer had taken four separate
samples of milk, purchased from dairies
supplying the city, and 75 per cent of the
samnlcs contained true tubercle bacilli.

The best remedy to prevent the spread of
the disease that could be proposed, said the
lecturer, was a severance of the Board of
Health from the political machine.

Prompt action should be taken, consider-
ingthe recent discoveries in this tine, and
apply 1' the Legislature fo * the enactment
of a law for the thorough inspection of all
animals used for food hy educated and com-
petent men, who shall be "State offi ers, and
ail condemned meats should be promptly
burned. The cost of such meat destroyed
would not be a tenth of that expended for
the maintenance of consumptive patients.

The parsimony of tiie city government in
the matter of funds for preventing the
spread of disease or of at leant lessening its
dang, is wonderful, ana with the present
officials only the most glaring cases of dis-
ease are recognized, while others more
harmful are allowed to carry contamination
from the butchei's -lulls.
