Nearly all the officials of Sail Lake City

and county arrived in San Francisco yester-
day morning on tie Oregon overland,

About all the City Councilors are included
in the party, and it toon the car La Grande
to accommodate tbem.

As the train drew up at the depot Super-

visors Day. Montgomery and Reis of Ibis
citj*, with their be>t clothes ai"d a pleasing
smile, greeted the visitors and e.-cxirted
them to the Palace Hotel, where they had
breakfast.

At the head of the party is Judge C. F.
Lootbourow, president of the Council, and
u-tih him are the following Councilors:
F. O. Horn, E. E. Rich, EliA. Folland, J.
la. Lawsdn, J. A. 11-mss. A. H. Kellyand
P. J. Moran. Along with these gentlemen
are F. J. Leonard, City Assessor and Col-
l"Cior: C. L. Haines, chairman of the Board
of Public Works; A. F. D remus, City En-
gineer; F. 1.. Hine«, Supervisor of Streets;
Christopher Lien', Assessor and Collector
of Water Pates; George Olson, Superin-
tendent of City and County Buildings; J.
U. Bowman, the contractor, now building
the new City Hall, and Elias Morris, a sub-
contractor, who is erecting the fire-proof
part of the building.

Several of the party are accompanied by
their wives and other lady members of their
families.

The party left Salt Lake on Sunday last
with the purpose of inspecting the public
works of the Pacific bioe cities, 'lhree
days were spent in Portland. Seattle and
Tacoma. The visitors will remain in San
Francisco until Monday and proceed home-
ward over thn Central Pacific route, visiting
Los Angeles, San Dieao and Sacramento.

Before lunch yesterday the party visited
the Mintand tbe City Hall. At the latter
place lhey were entertained by Mayor Ei-
ler', who welcomed them to the city.

Immediately after lunch they were es-
corted on board the steam launch Governor
Perkins and the afternoon was spent on
llie water. All the principal points of in-
terest on the bay were visited and the
Palace Hotel was reached in time for din-
ner.

President Loofbourow slated that this
was bis first visit to San Francisco, and it
was also the initial trip to the majority of
the party to the Pacific Coast. Salt Lake,
he said, was spending agreatdeal of money
for public works, and the object of this trip
was mainly to see that the money was
spent for honest improvements, and that
could only bo done by comparing the public
works of their city with others and having

the defects remedied before it was too late.
Tne public works of Salt Lake now under
construction or in contemplation are to be
permanent, and the failures and successes
of others would give them many ideas ana
perhaps polut out many defects in their
plans.

This delegation a'so is seeing abont draw-
ing the relations between the Pacific Coast
and the midille West closer. The citizens
along the Pacific should stand for the com-
mon good, and it would be to the mutual
ndvantj-ie of San Francisco ami Bait Lake
Ifthere were nearer commercial and social
relations.
Itie Salt Lake delegation were hardly

given time for dinner when they were
agaiu taken ia tow by theentertaining com-
mittee. Avisit to the State Citrus Fair was
first in order and about three hours were
spent among the displays of fruit.

Chinatown was next in order, after a
light luncheon, and the high seats in the
theater down to the opium joints below the
ground were visited.

To-day the visiting officials of the Mor-
mon city will be driven through the resi-
dence portion of the city out to Golden Onto
Park nd on to the CliffHouse.

TO OPEN THE RESERVATION.

The Commissioners Sent to Open the
Round Valley Reservation Arrive.
Judge J. Lake of Independence. lowa,

who is chairman of the Commissioners ap-
pointed by President Harrison last Decem-
ber to throw the and Valley Indian
Reservation oren to settlers, and appraise

the party of those already in possession
of property on the reservation, arrived here
Friday, together with Mrs. Lake. A. A-
Smith and A. B. Twineham, the other
members of the commission.

Mr. Lake was sees at his rooms in the
Baldwin Hotel last evening by a. Call re-
porter, and iv answer to questions regard-
ing his business here said:

"Well, there is really not much to say at
present in regard to tue business that brings
myself and th*- other two gentlemen here
beyoud Hi* fact that we are here to open up
'he reservation for settlement and appraise
the property of the settlers already ther«.

"There am 103,000 acres, or about tha., in
the reservation at present and our orders
from the department are to open up for set-
tlement 60,000 acres of this, reserving 43,000
acres for the Indians."

"Dow long do you think itwill take you
to accomplish the work was asked.

"That is a question impossible forme to
answer at present, as there is undoubtedly a
vast amount of work to be done, and of
course we can form no idea of just how
much, as none of us have been there as yet.
No doubt it will take a good while.

"Yes, we are ail very much pleased and
somewhat prised at some of the country
we have seen daring the short time since
we have arrived in the State, as what we
have -•\u25a0en surpasses in richness and beauty
anything we expected to hud."

EUROPE IS QUIET.

France Raised a Hue and
Cry.

AND THERE WAS- NO ECHO.

Only the Khedive Has Suffered and
England Remains in Virtual

Possession of Egypt.

New York. Jan. Smalley cables to
the I'ribune front London: li was not to be
expected that England should do Blame
justice. Tne notion has long prevailed here
that he was the enemy of Ens-land, and
that notion has been seriously fostered by
hi,- personal enemies In his own country

who had access to the English papers. He
has been reviled from New York la life.
lie is reviled in death, nud It is an Ameri-
can who spit at him in the Daily News.

This morning's Times devotes to the dead
statesman three column* of biography and
an editorial article. That is initself a kind
of homage, and the labored Invective of tt.e
leading journal is also homage. Bitter as
its feeling toward Btaine is it is not stupid
enough to attempt to dispose of him as
merely an "intriguing politician"aftar the
wanner of the American above named. It
sees and says that on public policy and
measures his influence end authority were
often greater than those ofhis titular chiefs.

"ItIs right and proper, 1
"

adds the Times,
as if expecting the contrary, "that in his
own country uo adverse voice should just
now be raised. The day for party animosi-
ties is at an end."

What cannot be allowed to ii.s is the
cruel and shameful comment on Maine's
personal character. Old scandals are raked
up, old calumnies put forward, old blunders
repeated and the. entire estimate is gro-
tesque.

Blame had friends and admirers In Eng-
land who will be not less shucked than his
friends at hone, when they tend these sav-
age comments. There are Englishmen, and
ikt a few of the best Englishmen and Eng-
lishwomen, who came to know Blame
personally when he visited this coun-
try, who liked and admired him and
who conceived for him and have ever
since cherished adeep regard. Their voices
arc not heard in the ire--. No hint of
(heir existence is given. Yet they know, as
we know, that America has lost the finest
mind among her public men, her statesman
capable of the largest view***,tho one sur-
viving political lei.der who belonged by the
force of his intellect and 'he force of his
character to the best generation of her
great citizens.

This week again the Egyptian question
is more important than Panama. The
French themselves choose that it should he,

Itis the French win take umbrage at Eng-
lish action In (.'air 1. ItIs the French who,

ugh not the authors of the recent crisis,
now egg on the Khedive to what can only
be his own ruin and to do mischief to his
country,should be follow the French lead. It
is the French who seem ready to throw Eu-
'.ope into confusion solely for the satisfac-
tion of French vanity or, to use a word which

ran offend nobody, French "Chauvinism.^
Europe", however, declines to be thrown
into confusion.

Prom no European capital is there any

echo of the mutterings and menaces which
fill the air in Paris. London takes itall
very coolly, perhaps too coolly, ami witha
too rvidsnt sense of what is humorous or
purely fantastic in the French views.
It is the determination to re-enforce the

British army ofoccupation in Egypt which
has again set the Fieri' to blowing
trumpets and beatinii congs. They bare

selves to thank for the measures that
they resent. 1; was the counsel* of the
French press which encouraged theKbedive
last week to persevere in his foolish re-
sistance to England.

The Mia Biatrial crisis had ended and the
Khedive bad yielded. England also had
yielded enough to save Ills dianity and to

sbow tier spirit of forbearance. Then
came the comments of ih.-> P. wis

paper", the question in the French
Chamber, the answer of the French
Foreign Minister, the remonstrance ad-
dressed by order of the French Cabinet to
the English Foreign Minister, and all the
hurly buily which ihe French understand
so well how to rai«e at a moment's notice.
No wonder the Khedive was misled aud be-
lieved himself the champion of the cause
which France, and perhaps Euro*.e, was
read? to take up. The Khedive Issurrounded
by .v.! Influences, or in other words, by
Turkish influences.

The effect of all this was to endaneer the
peace of Cairo and the safety of English
and other foreign residents. The further
effect was to convince Lord Cromer that the
Knelli had not yet learned his
lesson, and that to him and to bis
party, and to Egypt generally, it must
he made clear that English rule in
Egypt would be supported by all the force
necessary to make it irresistible. Hence
the resolution to strengthen the two bat-
talions. The English force bad Indeed
been reduced rather rashly. An a.mv
of 3000 men is sufficient for peace, but
not for war, nor even for the real danger
of disturbance or disorder. It was Lord
Salisbury's policy to reduce It, as the
English Radicals do not fail to point out.
It is Gladstone's fate to increase i', as the
French of all parties remark withextreme
bitterness.

"Such an act," says the Debats, '"is a
challenge."

Ifthe act of England I*a challenge, who
i* going to take itup? The newspapers of
France aro a formidable force, but tiie
fleets and armies of France are not yet

under their orders. Europe will not stir,
and Turkey cannot. Why will not Debats,
or iinvel!--, or somebody with authority,
say clearly what they wish and of what
they complain?

Jlucb is Mid about the native feeling
against ibe English in Egypt. Well,
neither in India, nor in Ezypt, nor else-
where have the English tho gift of snaking
themselves loved as rulers. Their ways
are not tho ways of pleasantness. But
they are lespected, and they are sometimes

able to infuse into the mind of Oriental or
other mi! jet races that passion for Justice
which is llieirown characteristic.

Their friends In Egypt are the fellaheen
masses, whose lot in life they have light-
ened. Opposition to tnem is the fruitof
Intriguo and of religious hatred. If the
Mussulman had seen his chance he would
have preached another religious war
against the infidel.

HIS PLUNGE TO DEATH.

A Laborer Probably Fatally Injured
by a Fall.

William Dunn, a plasterer, living at 15
Bern street, was seriously if no' fatally
injured l>v a fall in the new building being
erected by the Mutual Insurance Company
of New York at the corner of San«onie
and California streets last nit-tit, and was
taken to the Receiving hospital, where he
now lie* in a dangerous condition.

Shortly before the accident occurred
l»uiiu approached one of the laborers at
work on the building ami inquired about a
friend in the employ of one of the con-
tractors, remarking he wanted to collect a
bill from him.

lie was told that the man was at work on
one of the upper Hours of the structure and
was told to walk up a gangplank used by
hodcarrlars, leading from the sidewalk to
the first story.

Fastened to the bottom of the plank were
a number of cleats, over one of which Dunn
stumbled, and losing his balance, fell to the
cellar below, a distance of twenty fact,

Tne unfortunate man struck on his head
on the concrete floor below, and when
picked uu by Policeman Walsh was in an
unconscious condition.

Dunn was taken to the Receiving Hos-
pital in the patrol wagon, when Drs. Berry
and Sonera found that he had sustained a
fracture of the left (oral bone, besides
severe contusions about the body.

The physicians performed the operntlon
of trephining the skull, but entertain little
hope ofDunn's recovery.

IT WAS MURDER.

James McCarthy's Broken
Skull Explained.

He Had Been Collecting and Was Sent
Home in a Hack by a Saloon-

Keeper.

.lames McCarthy, \u25a0 glasscutter, who lives
at 558 Olive avenue, and was employed at
10 Stevenson street, was robbed and mur-
dered within a block of his home by an un-
known assassin Friday night.

The body was first found by Henry Han-
son, a young man living at 913 Post street,
lying on the sidewalk at the comer of Wil-
low avenue and Lagnna street.

A pool of blood lay under the head and,
finding that the man still lived, Hanson
notified Policemen Graham, Gorman and
Prouse, who had him conveyed with all
haste to tho Receiving Hospital. Doctors
.•"•oiners and Berry ascertained that the
skull was fractured and performed the
operation of trephining. McCarthy lay un-
conscious en a cot In the hospital until 4*30
o'clock, when he died.

Dr. O'Brien mane an autopsy of the body
last night and declared that death had mm
caused by a fracture of the skull, produced
by blows upon the base of the cranium.
Foul play was nt, once suspected, and upon
investigation the following facts were
ascertained.

McCarthy was sent by hit employer at
3:30 o'clock Friday afternoon to collect
some bill**. Later in the day ho entered
she Transfer saloon, at the corner of Va-
lencia and Fourteenth streets, and had
several drinks, nd being of a weak consti-
tution and not given to the use of liquor
was quickly overcome and fell to the fl or.

Alter many urgent requests to do »0 he
called for a hack to take him home, The
saloon people say that- when be entered the
vehicle he had about R7O in Ms possession.
The hack-driver was F. IIids of the
Pacific* Carnage Company, 1,11 agreed lo
take him home for 5-. and says that he took
htm to the place where Hanson found him,
which was one blocK from McCarthy's
li< me on Olive avenue. When McCarthy
was searched in the B \u25a0ceivlng Hospital but
51 50 was found In his pockets.

THE AZTEC CALENDAR.
A Year of Eighteen Months E*cn

With Twenty Days.
The Ureal Divide.

Inthe measurement of time the Aztecs
adjust*-.! their civil year by the solar year.
They divided It late eighteen months of
twenty days each. Both months and days
were expressed by peculiar hieroglyphics.
Five complementary days, it- in Egypt,
wore added to make up the full number of
365. These belonged to no month, and were
regarded as peculiarly unlucky. A month
was divided into four weeks of five days
each, on the last of which was the public
fair or maiket-day. As the year is com-
posed of nearly six hours more than 365
days, there sti Iremained an excess, which,
like other nations who have framed a cal-
endar, they provided for by intercalation ;
not, indeed, every fourth year as the Euro-
pean, but at longer Intervals, like me of
the Aslaths. They waited till the expira-
tion of fttty-two vague years, when they
Interposed thirteen days, or rather twelve
and a half, this being the number whlcn
bad fallen in arrear. Had they inserted
thirteen it would have been too much, since
the annual excels over 965 is about eleven
minutes less than six hours.

Bat as their calendar at the time of the
cfctique^t was found to correspond with the
European, making allowance fur the subse-
quent Gregorian reform, they would teem
to have ndi-pteri the shorter period of twelve
days and a half, which brought them, with-
in an almost Inappreciable irnction, totbe
exact length of the tropical year, as estab-
lished by the most accurate of observa-
tions. indeed, tin*Intercalation of twenty-
live days in every 104 years shows a nicer
adjustment of civil to solar time than is
presented by any European calendar; since
more than live centuries must elapse before
the loss of an enure day. Such was the
astonishing precision displ red by the-
Aztecs, or perhaps by their mure polished
Toltec predecessors, in these computations.
Their chronological system was reckoned
corresponding with the year 1091 of the
Christian era. Itwas the period of the re-
form of their calendar, soon after their mi-
gration from Azatlan.

Inaddition to the solar calendar, as above
described, the Aztec priests had another
called a "lunar reckoning," though Inno-
wise accommodated to ihe revolutions of
tbe moon. It was formed also of two peri-
odical series. Py means of this calendar
the priests kept their own records, regu-
lated the festivals and seasons of s.icrih*e,
and made nil their astrological calculations.
The astrological scheme of the A/tecs was
founded less on the planetary Influence*!
than ou those of the arbitrary sinus they
had adopted for the months and days. We
know of no astronomical instruments used
by them ex*ept the dial. 'lie calendar-
stone (as it is called) shows they had the
means of settling the hours of the day with
precision, the periods of the slices and
tho equinoxes, and that of ihe transit of the
sun acre's the zenith of Mexico.

There have been propounded from lime
to time theories that the calendar-stone of
the Aztecs is in reality ft representation of
the mariner's compass, and is to be accented
ns proof that the Aztecs came from Asian
coasts or Pacific islands. There does not
seem as yet to be any valid ten sou for con-
sidering these theories seriously.

A CANNERY DEMOLISHED.
Superintendent Jones Crushed to

Death Beneath the Ruins.
Captain Larson brought his stanch little

schooner, the Undaunted, down from Ko-
diak as safe as usual, notwithstanding the
severe weather in northern seas, and arrived
inport last evening. He occuiied twenty-
seven days on the trip from Kodiak and
.stated tlu.t lie felt very glad to reach port
after the severe storms encountered in the
north. The Undaunted did not bring nny
cargo as she is a supply schooner, and "this
Is not the season of the year for bringing
down Alaskan products.

Captain Larsen brought news of a terrible
flood which occurred in the little cannery
settlement of Afognak, which is situated
about eighty miles from Cooks Inlet. The
site of the cannery Is unusually open to
flood-", but (HI November 24 last the waters
of Afognak River rose and overran its
hank-, and swept everything before it. The
flood washed away the smaller houses of
the cannery, and when it struck the main
building the underpinning was washed
away, causing the buiidiug to collapse and
fall. Superintendent Jones of the cannery
was in the building at the time and was
buried beneath the ruins. When a rescuing
party started to save li in itwas found to be
too late, as he had been crushed to death.
He was the only one at the cannery who
was injured, though several of the men had
narrow escapes ingetting out of the way of
the flood of waters.

The City of Papete arrived late last
48 days from Tahiti, with a large cargo of
tropical products. Sho.also brought six
passengers.

The bark P. P. Hither, 22 days fromHonolulu, was towed to the stream off the
Oceanic dock at almost midnight last night.
She brought 25,000 bags of sugar. The

Rlthet left Honolulu a great many days
before the revolution which overthrew

Queen Liliuokalani, and consequently her
captain and passengers learned the first
news of He termination of the Hawaiian
monarchy when told last evening. The
Rltbet is a new bnrk, and this iitier first
trip to ban Francisco. She is commanded
by Captain Morrison, formerly of the bark
Andrew Welch.
