Salt Lake Officials Are
Sutro’s Guests.

A DAY BESIDE THE CLIFFS.

The Host Hears Congratulatory
Speeches amd Suitably Replies.
Trip Through Chinatown.

Saven Supervisors and several other San
Fraucisco officers and the Salt_Lake City
officinls were the guests of Adolph Sutro
yesterday. In all there were about thirty
in the party and they were driven from the
Palace Hotel to the Cliff House in carry-
alls drawn by four-in-hands.

The weather was pleasant and everyone
enjoyed the trip immensely. After view-
ing the cliffs, the rocks and the seals, Mr.
Sutro showed his guests through his big
bathing establishment and aquarinm,
which are nearing completion,

Then there was a stroll through the beau-
tiful grounds on Sutro Heights, after which
loncheon was served at the private resi-
dence of the philanthropist. When all the
good things had been partaken of, speeches
and toasts were declared in order.

President Loofbourow started the ball
rolling by thanking Mr. Sutro for the re-
ception and concluded by provosing that
the guests drink to the health of their host,

Mr. Sutro was equal to the occasion.
“Gentlemen,” said he, *it gives me special
pleasure to welcome at this table notonly
our newly elected city officials, but also the
lately elected officials of our neighbdoring
city of Salt Lake, who are to-day our
guests, Your visit to San Francisco marks
a period in history. Almost fi'ly years ago
the Morm ns settied at Salt Lake, and dur-
ing all that time have had foll sway in Utah
Territory. Many and persistent have been
the efforts in Congress to have the Uuited
States Government send troops to Utah to
force the Mormons into subjection to the
laws of the United States, apd just as per-
siftent have, for many years, been the ef-
forts of the Gentiles to obtain control of
the government of Salt Lake City,

Al these cfforts signally failed until at
last, 1 the late election, the Gentiles gained
a victory over the Mormons, and, as a re-
sult, we are enabled to welcome you in San
Franciseo, where vou have come to learn
something of the manner of how a city
government should be conducted.

“Possibly we may have vet to learn
something ourseives, for sorely we all
know that our city government herstofore
was hardly one to take pattern from. Dut
I must congratuiate all the citizens of San
Franeiseo upon the great reform In the
character of tha gentlemen who have lately
taken office and who have started in a vig-
orcus and commendable mmanner to improve
our eity affairs.

“Now to return to our visitors: I recol-
lect well the beautiful city oi Salt Lake,
which 1 saw fisst before the Pacific Rail-
road was compieted. 1 reeollect well the
impression made on me by its beautiful and
romantie situation under the very shad-
ows of the towering Wansateh Mountains;
its broad, cleanly streets, with clear, limpid
flowing water on both sides thereof; its
one-steried neat, but plainly constructed
houses, and its simple-minded, industrious,
and at the same time favatical and super-
stitious inhabitants,

*“Their fanaticism was of a religious
character, nnder which they no doubt comn-
mitted many wrongs. But, after all, most
religions are more or less based upon super-
stition, and polygamously Inelined people
may be found among some of the mostciv-
ilized nations.

“Let us be charitable, therefore, and 1
am confident our honored guests will deal
leniently withh the Mormons, over whom
they have now fiually gaived the upper
hand.

“It was probably & fortunate circumstance
that the United Siates never used foree, for
it would huve led to bloodshed and made
martyrs out of the Mormons,

“I often remarked while in Washington,
as lopg as twenty-five yvears ago, when
heated debates were being haa In both
houses of Congress, that this Mormon gnes-
tion would ve itself in the course of time,
and loi and Leliold! our guests to-day bLear
living evidence of the solution.

“Gentlemen, permit me to express the
hope that Utah may soon ferm an addi-
tional apd britliant star in the Unilon of
States, und welcoming you once mere on
this spot, in full view of the Pacific Ocean,
I propose the health of the representatives
of progress, our honored guests.”

Californian Stallions in the
East.

HAL POINTER AND DIRECT.

How the Two Great Pacers Met by
Chance and Each Recognized
: the Other.

The captions turf-writer who, some
months ago in the Horse World, sncered at
California’s elaim to being one of the great-
est horse-producing sections in the world,
ridiculing such pretensions on the ground
that “ all California’s greatest stalilons
came from the East,” must be wishing now-
adays that he had never saia lis little say,
It really begins to look as though the best |
stallions of the East are being brought there
from California. The Easterners have had
Axtell,Direct, Anteeo and half a dozen others
for some time, and now they have Stamb.al,
will probably secure Sidney, andjnow Regal
Wilkes, a young son of Guy Wilkes, out of
a mare by Sultan, bas just been sold in New
York for $13,000. Californian horsemen
will 211 remember this big fellow from the
Corbett farm. He is possibly the least hand-
some son of the great old horse ever foaled
there—a huge, overgrowa, rather clumsy-
looking fellow, but he has plenty of speed,
having a mark of 2:11%34 to his credit. The
man who bought him at the Corbett sale last
week, J. II. Shalts, bought also Lillian
Wiikes (2:17%), by Guy Wiikee, dum by im-
ported Langiord, for $6000, and five other
eolts and fiilies, paying $32,325 for the lot.
Well, there are pleuty more as good left in
California, and a good many of them will
probably go Eust too ere long. Certainly
no vne will be ready to believe that the bot-
tom has fallen out of the horse-Lreediug
business who ponders the results of the first
two days’ sale of the Corbett farm consign-
ment in New York, when sixtv-cight head
of Wilkes stock sold for £105,125.

The wonderful performmance of the phe-

nomenal pacing gelding Fiving Jib hassent
Algona stock up, and that heretofore little
thoughtof horse hias been iustalled as premier
at Rancho del Paso.
E. F. Geers, the first man to train the
great pacer Hal Pointer, tells a good story
ilustrating the intelligence of these highly
and keenly endowed horses. He had taken
Hal Pointer to Detroit, where the gelding
bad an engagement to meet again his Califor-
nian rival Direct, They were togo anexhibi-
tion together, the arrangement being that
they would keep together, at a slow pace,
to the half and then brush home. Hal
Pointer had not seen Direct since their great
race at Coluombia the year before, and be-
fore aud up to that afternocn bad been tak-
ing his work very quietly and slowly, T'his
time, however, in warming him up, coming
the wrong way of the track, he met Direct
on the homestreteh, and at once picked up
his ears, took hold of the bitas he had never
done before in his life apd attempted to
bolt. Direct, whom George Starr was driv-
Ing, did much the same thing, and it was
plain to be seen that the rivals had recog-
nized each other. When they turned
around it was all that Geers could do to
keep Pointer from rushing away to the
front, and only by constantly talking tohim
until they reached the halt could he get his
excited charge to obey himn at al!, while the
instant the horses began to brush Hal was
fall of fight and showed how pleased he was
to have his head and get another chance at
his old enemy.
