Adolph Sutro Objects to Its Location

on the Almshouse Tract.
Adolph Sutro objects to the location of

tbe Pesthouse on the Almshouse tract, and
bis objections are set forth In a protest

which he filed yesterday with the Super-
visors. They are as follows:

First—His Honor tbe Mayor has recommended
this tract, ItIs supposed, for the reason that the

city already owns the laud, and that it would be
economy to utilize a part of the same for a Pest-
bouse.

Second— As far as economy 1« concerned— that
Is, tbe saving at the purchase price io the city of
a Pestbous* site—lt will prove a most expensive
economy, ss the Una for a wide range arouud
this Feithouse willdepreciate so much in value
that tbe loss In taxable property will probably
each year equal the price of a suitable plat of
land which on the bay.«hore. well toward the
county line, might b- bought at f-tOOO or $5000,
or even less, for a whole block;

Third— lfthe city is too poor to purchase such
a site several gentlemen, including the under-
signed, are wllilne to club together to purchase
one and present the same to the city, rather
than have the Fe3tbouse located in ibe place
d* signaled.

Fourth— The westerly winds prevailing bere
lor more than ten months in the year would
scatter tbe germs of contagious diseases over
the densely populated Mission district.

Fifth—lna civilized country the taking care
of the c.d and decrepit is a sacred duty; to place

Festhouse in its Immediate neighborhood for
economy's sake Is ungenerous and unfeeling,
and such an act wilt go ihe rounds of the piess
of Ihe United States and lulng down on Sau
Francisco the odium and the censure of all right-
minded people.

Sixth—The locality Is one full of springs of
water, which, in he case of cholera especially,
would carry Its germs down the steep hills to

Laauna Honda, the ie«ei\olr from which tbe
citizen* of Sau Francisco are largely supplied
with drinking water. The concrete walls form-
ing tbe sld~s of tins reservoir are much cracked,
and some of the cholera, yellow fev-r, smallpox,
leper aud other germs will surely find their way
Into this water and poison our men, women and
children wholesale.

Seventh— That germs are carried by water in-
to reservoirs, even by percolation, is a weil-es-
tahli bed fact, and It Is not over a week ago that
tbe trans-Atlantic cable brought the new«, pub-
lished inall our papers, that the German Gov-
ernment bad interdicted the dilnkiug of the
water of the river Saale, as It bad been found
tbat many wbo bad drunk of Itwere stricken
down wlili cholera.

Eighth—Tbe proposed Festhouse site is located
less than 300 yards from the Sprlßg Valley
reservoir, dowu a steep bill. It Is not only the
malt* r brought down by water, but eerms may
also be brought attached by the feet of birds, who
go to drink lv the tesrrvoir.

Ninth—Tbat germs multiply rapidly has been
abundantly prov d; that but a lew brought Into
a body of water will produce myriads lv a lew
days is also fullydemonstrated.

Tenth— The FarK Commissioner* are now pro-
posing to introduce into Golden Gate l'aik the
water some wells situated not many hun-
dred feet from the proposed Festhouse site. This
water willbe laigeiy used for sprinkling lawns,
and Inhaled by passing visitors.

Eleventh— Tbe Droposr-o. Festhouse site Is
located at a hlgb altitude, adjoining a beautiful
plateau, 700 feet shove the sea level, which be-
fore long willbe considered the best part of San
Francisco; the higher levels are often sought
after onaccount of tbe drier and healthier at-
mosphere, and with our cable-roads will be
made leadlly accessible.

Twellth—Many years ago a Festhouse was
located on the sam- tract; It was condemned as
objectionable In that localityand removed.

Thirteenth— There has been a plan on footand
discussed as lately as one month ago by the iar-
ties mostly Interested In tie land, lo lay out a
grand promenading and drivingboulevard, com-
mencing at Golden Gate Park and running
southwardly along Sev-ntb avenue, way into
Ban Mateo County, havinga width of 11") feel or
more, to be planted with trees on both sides,
giving shelter from the westerly winds. The
new Fes bouse would be located ciose to that
line and surely prevent its constiuctlon.

Fourteenth— The undersigned has set apart
at'd had surveyed a beautiful piece of land in
this neighborhood which he Intends to present to
our School Department for the perpetual use of
ibe school-children as a place for picnics, exer-
cises, gymnast cs and general amusements. A
pesthou-e would form au interesting auxiliary to
the same.

Fifteenth -The only places where a pes' house
shoo d tie located are onan island Inthe bay (and
Shag Koi-k willyet prove best adapted for the
purpose) or a promontory on the bay shop-
where germs would be blown into tbe salt water
and destroyed.

Sixteenth— As an additional paragraph, and
one which by itself disposes of the whole ques-
tion. Is the fact that tbeie Is no sewer outlet to
that district.

Tne Almshouse sewage is discharged on the
sand bus west of Eighth avenu*-, where it is
spread out over the IBUS. Contagious dlse tse
excrements thus exposed to the winds would
spread disease germs over the park aud the city.

The average flow of the four great water-
power rivers which have their source in the
White Mountain?, the Connecticut, the
llerrimac and Androscoggin anil the .Saco.
has heen greatly reduced by the cutting off
of timber, and this forest preservation is•
matter of immediate importance to great
manufacturing interests as well as of
importance to ho **l-keepers «nd others who
have a financial interest in the proservation
oficenery.

"Have you lost anything?" asked the
officer, addressing him again, at the same
time tapping him on the shoulder,

"No, sir," was the answer; "Ihaven't
lost anything, but I'm trying to find the
crossing—"

"Ifthat's what you're looking for," said
the officer, as he cast a sort of 1-know-what-
l'ra-talklng-about look at the searcher,
"you'll never findit, for it's not there."
Itis a fact that there is no walk for

people who wish to go across Market street
from the west side of Fourth, and they at
this time have to either go through mud
and take chances of slipping on uneven cob-
bles into chuckholes full of water orcross
to the eif side of Fourth street and then
cross over.

"This is a pretty rough crossing," said
the officer to a reporter for The Call who
happened along as he was conversing with
the man who was looking for that which he
could not fend. "StillIhave to go from one
side of the street to the other about 1."-< 0
times a day."

"Why do not tiie storekeepers ask for a
decent crossing?"

"Ask," repeated the officer, "why,
haven't they been asking? Of course they
have. The three Boards of Supervisors
preceding this one have promised to attend
to the matter, but they haven't."

A bystander suggested that if the Super-
intendent of Streets could be induced to
walk over the rough, unevenly set cobbles
as often as the oflicer has to do so in a day
it would not take him long to come to the
conclusion that there is need for a granite
crosswalk at that point,

A BULLET IN THE HEAD.
The Body of an Unknown Man Found

Aboard the Bay City.
When the ferry steamer Bay City left her

slip on this side at 12:25 lock yesterday
morning, for tbs last trip across ttie bay
for the night, the boat was empty so far as
passengers were concerned. On the way
over the watchman made his customary
rounds, and as he went along the port side
of the vessel he saw a man lyingon the
seat just in front of the paddle-house. Sup-
posing the man to be asleep the watchman
went to him and shook him and then started
back in horror, for as he shook the body
the head rolled over Into the dim light re-
flected from tbe cabin lamps and he saw
that the man was dead. There was a bullet-
hole in his forehead, and the blood had
streamed over his face and formed a pool
on the seat on which the body lay. The
captain was at once notified, and an exami-
nation of the body made. A pistol with
one empty chamber lay on the) deck beside
the body, and from the position of the corpse
it is supposed lie sat on the tnffrail and shot
himself, expecting to fall into the bay, but
Instead fell back into the seat.

The body was removed from the boat to
the wharf at toe Oakland pier, but forsome
reason the Coroner of Alameda County was
not notified, and so yesterday itwas brought
back to this city and sent to the Morgue.
The deceased evidently purposed that no.
one should know him, as he bad removed
everything from his clothing that could in
any way load to his identification.

FOR ANNEXATION

The Board of Trade Favors
ItStrongly.

THE PRESIDENT SURPRISED.

He Attacks the Traffic Association and

His Remarks Ordered to Be
Stricken Out.

The annexation of Hawaii by the United
States was discussed atthe sixteenth annual

meeting of the Board of Trade yesterday
afternoon, and a resolution favoring that
step was adopted unanimously, but not be-
fore one of the members, C. J. Dempster,
recorded his strong protest against it.

There was a large attendance of mem-
bers, and the president,.). P. Le Count, was
in the chair.

The secretary read Mayor Ellert's letter
of the2S:h It.,asking the board to give an
expression of opinion on the subject of an-
nexation, and the president explained that
he had not thought it desirable to call a
special meeting in view of the fact that the
annual meeting was so close at hand.

11. H. Sherwood then moved as follows:
"That it Is the sense of this Board of

Trade that any question of treaty between
the United Sate!. and Hawaii should take
the form of annexation."

C. J. Dempster said lie had an amendment
to propose, as follows:

Beselved, That the San Francisco Board of
Trade (1hough deeply Interested Inthe welfare 7

of that region and believing tint Its commerce
wlili our own country will Increase to our
mutual profit*) considers the proposed an-
nexation of the Hawaiian islands an unwise
Innovation In the policy of the United States,
which might not prove advantageous to the in-
habitants ot tilt* Islands, and does notpromi.se
sufficient benefits to our own country lo justify
venturing such a prec dent. Ills believed that
by recipiocal treaties with It;**Hawaiian kiiiK-
dt m,11 arranged will) tiiat liberality which It
becoming Ina wealthy and poweiful nation when
negotiating with a younger or less extensive
couimunl v. we can confer benefits equally valu-
able to Its enterprt-lng citizens and avoid sub-
jecting our-elves to lie temptations aud de-
moralization so apt to accompany a policy of
aggrandizement and territorial expansion.

Mr. Dempster read a long Statement in
support of his amendment. He asked what
kind of material they wished to convert into
a State of the Union. The natives num-
bered ."4.4;-W, the Chinese 15.311, the Japa-
nese 12.360, the Portuguese 8002. these con-
stituting more than seven-ninths of the
total population.
Itseemed to him clear that the request

for annexation was more of a commercial
than a political proposition. He presumed
that every member of the board would be
willingto advocate any just action in extend-
ing appropriate aid to the sixty-four sugar
plantations on the Islands. But they could
not be unanimous in approving a political
union with a distant country peopled by
races of Polynesians, Portuguese, Chinese
and others who have had no experience
with republican institutions.

Ha advocated a reciprocity treaty, and
believed the planters would prefer It. Such
a treaty would not only entitle the United
States to insist that she should be favored
above other nations, but would revive
cheerful sincerity in the observance of all
its provisions.

•*We bare already," continued Mr.Demp-
ster, "such an enormous sea coast to pro-
tect that after providing a navy large
enough for that, it seems folly to construct
another small navy to defend these islands.
One or two ve-sels might suffice to protect
a coal station, but an army also might be
needed to maintain possession of eight isl-
ands scattered through leagues of ocean.
It would bo a weak spot and not an
effective bulwark or an aid in time of con-
flict."

Ex-Senator A. P. Williams rose and
spoke vigorously. "Iwould have regarded
it,"he said, "beyond the comprehension of
any one present that any member of this
hoard and a respected citizen of san Fran-
cisco should have read a paper of this sort.

"Ifit had appeared in the Londen Times

'"This is not reversing the policy of our
Government. What did we do when Texas
asked us to receive itas a part of our terri-
tories? Be it Sid to our honor we an-
swered, 'Yes. come.' The territory of Can-
ada and all iUsers are trending to the
United States, and we will -say to them
also, 'Come.'

"Fifty years ago an English admiral rep-
resented that the nation that dominates
these Islands would also dominate the com-
merce of Ibe Pacific Ocean.

"Between fiftyand a hundred years ago,
at the time of the missionaries, there were
400,000 natives, but now they are passing
quickly from the face of the earth. For
twenty-five 3*ears we have had a protector-
ate over that country, and Ifnow, when In
the madness of Queen Liliuokalani it was
sought to restore absolutism by a new con-
stitution, and in a peaceful revolution a
Provisional Government is appointed and
conies to us for' protection, we should say
nay, itwould be the crime of the nine-
teenth century for us to do so.

"Let this opportunity pass and the isl-
ands get Into the hands of England, who
would control the commerce of the Pacific
Ocean:

"1have the greatest pleasure in second-
ing Mr. wood's motion, aud hope itwill
pass unanimously."

There being no seconder to Mr. Demp-
ster's amendment, the resolution was
adopted uuanimously amid applause.

Isidor Jacobs moved that the resolution
lie telegraphed to the President of the
United States as the sense of the Hoard of
Trade on the subject, which was carried.

Jules Cetf then moved that a communi-
cation be sent to Mayor Ellert Informing
him what bad heed done by the board con-
cerning the annexation of Hawaii, which
was also adopted.

The president read his annual address. In
which lib congratulated the board on tbe
fact that the year just closed had been ns
prosperous as its predecessors. lie paid a
compliment to the retiring directors and
the secretary.

He found in the fact tbat the savings
banks In the city held over $100,000,000 de-
posited by tiie wage-workers generally and
almost exclusively by people outside tne
commercial circles, a specific reason for the
confidence in the continued prosperity of
the metropolis of the Pacific Coast, and for
the hopeful feeling that correctly pervaded
ail mercantile lines.

He also alluded to the progress in agri-
culture and fruit-raising, and hydraulic
mining, the fortifications of San Francisco,
the State waterways, harbor improvements
and the coast lighthouse system were aiso
touched Upon.

Un the question of transportation the re-
port said :

As representative business men, we certainty
must appieclaie what (be commercial commu-
nity needs, and wedo not deceive ourselves with
the fancy that peunanent benefits can be se-
emed by any but business methods, However
solicitous we may be for additional transporta-
tion facilities, we should have no sympathy with
demagogues to politics or Journalism, who en-
deavor to stir up slilfc between 'San Frauclsco
and her carders, whose welfare is Interdepend-
ent and reciprocal. 1cannot see why In oider
to Improve transportation facilities we should
resort to extraordinary or indirect means;
means that we would not approve lvthe com-
meiclal ielation* we sustain to one another.
We certainly cannot accomplish ourdeshes by
hostility to men who, like selves, have their
caidtal Invested In our midst and whoso talent
and iudustiy are devoted to enterprises, the
benefit!, of wblch are shared by the community
at large.

The laws of commerce are superior to any arti-
ficial or arbitrary restraints, and they prevail
even as against statutory enactments not lramed
in accordance withnatuial business principle*-.

Let us by all mean* give every encouragement
to toe construction of competing miiroids.
Let us encourage every enterprise that tends to
an Increase of transportation facilities, but letus bold lids fact always clearly Inmind, that
Whether or not new raliioads are constructed,
or new means of transportation created, Is alto-gether a business proposition.

The Orel steps we should take toward stimulat-
ing their constitution is to assume a just alti-
tude towaid tbe transportation companies that
arc now serving us. Their Inleiests and ours
are woven and in many respects identical.
A company such a* die Southern Pacllic. which
operates over 8000 mile* of.railroad In thisState, isbound inIts own lnteresls**to afford usevery practical le accommodation etfulateni withour business necessities, Itcannofslguoie any
just claim we have on it If fahiy presented,
lr thi*. were not tine we should have
to assume that It disregards the inter-
ests it has iv common with ourselves.
There I** no oilier overland railroad which
can become so largely Identified with -

the
State and the city,la which Its permanent in-
vestments are aiieady very large and are Increas-
ing from year to year. I* it not apparent be-
sides thai i.;i«t in through lines coming into
San Francisco would have their greatest Inter-
es s In the Basterß States and be compelled
thereby todiscriminate against ibis city? Is It
not manifest thai the future of the Southern Pa-
cific Company depends to \u25a0 greater extent upon
the future of S ib Francisco than upon any other
lac oi'.' San Frauclsco relies and must heic-
after rely for Its prospeiity not on overland
toad", but on local carriers, whose Interests are
bound up in tho.se of the rltyand Stat**.
Ido uo claim that our transportation com-

panies have been In the past or are now so far-
seeing as io itcognize and realize to the fullest
extent ibe identity ol Interest between the San
Francisco business men ami themselves. On the
contrary. Ian convinced that ihey have many

roes lost sight of It. liut Ike community byIts
attitude compels them to bo ever on the ale. t to
defend themselves from attacks from every
point, leu.it, social, moral, ethical and nlinitial.[a it a wonder then that they do not tied lime
nmld the muni,mm of harassing and worrying
attacks from trout aud rear, fair and unfair, to

give the subject of their relations with the mC,-
chantS, pure and simple as ItIs, the considera-
tion that It deserve--. 1 do uot by any means
attempt to defend them lv alt their acts,
quite the reverse. But 1 suggest now,
other and less direct means

" having
failed, that we approach them as
business men, and discuss with them frankly,
without beat or rancor, our needs. Let us he as
fair and liberal with them In discussion as we
are between ourselves. bet us be as generous
and charitable with them as we would be with
each other, for they are to all intents and pur-
poses our partners In Interests. bet us not de-
feud them from just criticisms, but stand by
them when unjustly attacked by venal news-
papers and scheming politicians, as we would
stand by each other. Ifthey raise a point In
discussion, or take a position which Is manifestly
just, let us accede It In all fairness, just a*- we
would If the same proposition was advanced
fiom any other source. So. let us Invite a like
fairness and Inspire a reciprocal spirit In them.
We ail know that if, while they are regarded as a
com 111 on enemy, they should be a little less gen-
erous In (heir business dealings with us than
they would be with those who-ireated them as
friends, they would but show themselves to be
human. At the sam • lime let us aid and uri,o
Increased transput tatlon facilities Ineveiy form,
par Icularly the ship canal, which I*tiie supreme
need of our city and State, and will be, wheu
completed, our crowning triumph.

The report of the secretary showed that
there was a balance un hand on February
1, 1892, of $17,768 09. During the year the
membership dues amounted to 513.355, and
commissions were received from nou-mem-
bers of 96,826 25. Thero was now 140,621 51
in tho hands of the treasurer. The total
membership was 219. sixteen having been
admitted during the year and the same
number having either resigned or been re-
moved by death. During the year 927 cases
were reported, and action was taken on
631. The amount of liabilities recorded
was 13.190,905. There had been during the
year 575 meetings of creditors and .''74 com-
mittee meetings; 299 cases had been set-
tled and 332 were stillpending.

The report of the nominating committee
recommended that A. A. Walkins, E. W.
Newhall and Webster Jones be elected di-
rectors.

On a motion that the reports be received
ami placed on file a warm discussion arose.

11. Bendei said he took Itroog exception
to the remarks in the President's address,
which, perhaps, indirectly reflected upon
the Traffic Association, and, although a
member of the association, lie contended
that it had done much good to the business
community.

President Le Count said he knew of noth-
ing in his report that reflected directly on
the Traffic Association.
"Isaid indirectly, Mr. President," replied

Mr. Bendei.
Jutes Cerf moved that the part of the

President's report relating to railroads be
eliminated.

"1 believe," he said, "that ninety-five out
of every 100 members of the board are of a
different opinion to the president." [Ap-
plause.]

Aftersome further discussion as to what
should be included in the motion Robert
Watt moved as an amendment "thai a com-
mittee of three be appointed, with Instruc-
tions to eliminate the remarks of the Presi-
dent reflecting upon the methods adopted
by the Traffic Association and relating to
the Southern Pacitlo Railroad."

Mr. Cerf accepted the amendment, which
was put to the meeting aud adopted unani-
mously.

The president named as the committee
Mr. Watt, Mr. Cerf and ex-Senator Wil-
liams.

The secretary was Instructed to cast a
ballot for the three directors nominated by
the nominating committee.

A coniimini -ation was read from the
State Miners' Association, asking for assist-
ance in re-establishing hydraulic mining.

\V. W. Montague moved that the direc-
tors be empowered to help the association
to the extent of (3000. ifin their judgment it
was deemed necessary. The motion was
adopted.

A communication from Rosenthal, Feder
it Co. was read, asking that Congress be
petitioned to reduce the rate of postage
from 2 cents lo 1 cent per ounce or fraction
thereof, wa*, on motion, laid on the tab •*.

After a vote of thanks to the president
the board adjourned.

LEEDS GOES EAST.

He Will Have a Talk
With Newton.

The Object Is to Obtain Favorable
Concessions for California Shippers

From the Pamama Railroad.

Now York as well as Sacramento con-
tinues to be the center from which the local
merchants hope to receive In the near fu-
ture the intelligence that relief from the
oppressive rates of the Southern Paciflc
Company willbe given to them.

The Traffic Association dispatched J. S.
Leeds, its manager, on Sunday night di-
rectly to New Fork for the purpose of open-
ing direct communication with President
New ton of the Panama Railroad Company.

Mr. Leeds will endeavor to obtain exclu-
sive concessions for the North American
Navigation Company, and It la believed
that these being obtained the transportation
problem of freights between New York,
Europe or Central America and San Fran-
cisco will be satisfactorily solved.

Frank Johnson of the Johnson-Locke
Company left this city for a similar pur-
pose some weeks ago, but although he
managed to secure a contract for the North
American Company its provisions wore not
liberal enough to suit the local business men.

Since then the Traffic Association and
Captain Merry, the president of the com-
pany, have sent letters and telegrams by the
score, with a view of having this contract
altered so ns to make it acceptable.

Correspondence and telegraphic commu-
nication bare proven to he of but lit tie use,
for although some matters were arranged
by that means it was found that in order to
get the details into shape some one would
have to confer personally with President
Newton.

Mr. Leeds was selected for that purpose,
because there Is hardly any one more com-
petent than he to present the wants of Cali-
fornia merchant! In the matter of freight
transportation in their proper light.

The California distance tariff now before
the Legislature will,if made \u25a0 law, bring
great relief ;.s far as local rates are con-
cerned, because the rates aro based on a
mileage basis and the Southern Pacific will
do longer be able to charge according to
what the trnfiic can bear, as they have been
doiiii, for years and aro doing now.

The new tariff also regulates water trans-
portation rales and brings them into con-
formity with ibe rates charged by rail, so
that competition lights will be no longer
necessary.
