Legislators Stop Oratory
and Pass Bills.

HOUSE OF CORRECTION ACT.

That Reformatory Turned Into a
County Jail—Rainey and the Fire
Bill—Madera County Created.

Special to THR MORNING CALL.

SacramenrTo, Feb. 9.—Both houses of
the Legislature have been diligently at
work to-day on the regular file of bills. No
measures of importance were discussed dur-
ing the morning session, and there being no
prolonged discussion considerable busiuess
was dispatched.

Sam Rainey is still hard at work on the
members of the Assembly, end=uvoring to
help along the chances of Mahoney’s fire
bill. Rainey is directing special attention
to the San Francisco delegation, some of
whom he claims to have captured.

Mayor Ellert, who arrived here last even-
ing, is strongly. opposed to the measure,
aud will use his influence to defeat it.

Colonel Charles Sonntag, heading a dele-
gation of twenty-five shooters from San
Francisco, arrived here last evening to bring
a pressure to bear against Emeric's fish aud
game bill, They have secured Shanahan to
jead in the debate against the measure,
The Shasta gentleman says, however, that
he will favor an amendment, which if it is
adcepted will obviate a fizht,

Vannp of Colusa succeeded in reviving the
free coinage of silver resolution, which was
defeatea on Tuesday. Shanabhan spoke in
favor of recousidering the vote and made a
forcible argument in line with the wishes
of the silver men. After a long debate it
went over until to-morrow,

In the Senate this afternoon the bill re-
pealing the act creating the House of Cor-
rection was finally passed. This will result
in changing that institution into the County
Jail of the city and county of San Fran-
cisco. Mayor Etilert came to the capitol
last night for the purrose of passing this
measure if possible. Il was taken up out
of order, read three times ana went through

. without a dissenting vote,

In the Senate this alternoon Senator Sey-
mour’s vill, which provides for the parole
of prisouers, was finally passed, Ostrom and
Wilson only voting no. The bill permitsall
felons who have not been convicted of mur-
der, felonious assault, highway robbery
and burglary to be granted a ticket-of-leave
after having served a eertain number of
yvears. Good conduct is essential to ob-
taining the parole, which is given upon the
recommendation of the Board of Prisen
Directors.

THE SENATE.

Madera County Finally Split Off From
Fresno.

SacramexTo, Feb, 9, —The act for the
regulation of the practice of medicine and
surgery passed vesterday was brought up
by BDurke under his notice of recousidera-
tion and referred to the Judiciary Commit-
tee,

The bill to prohibit merchants from giv-
ing prizes or premiums was defeated.

Serator Ford’s bill to permit bydraulic
minng where it can be carried on without
material Injury to other interest on navi-
gable streams was taken up out of order for
final action. Arguments on the bill con-
sumed most of the forenoon session,

Ostrom proposed to amend the bill by
striking out the words “not material.”

Wien the hour for recess arrived the Sen-
ators were debatiog on the emendment,

After recess, under the special order, the
act to create the county of Madera was
taken ub. Goucher, author of the bill, said
he assumed the responsibility of saying that
the majority of the people of Fresno is in
favor of establishing a new county. He
showed by flzures that the proposed new
eounty is large enough so sustain itself, yet
ot erivpling Fresuo. Madera Counly is
only established by a two-thirds majority
vote, cast at the electlon held for that pur-
pose.

The bill was passed without a dissenting
vote. Reconsideration was moved.
fter disposing of the Madera County bill
discussion of the hydraulic mining bill was
taken up again. The amendment was lost
and the bill passed.

A bill was introduced by Goucher to con-
stitute a California Raisin Growers’ aand
Packers’ Association.

The Senate took up and passed, under the
urgency rule, the bill converung the House
of Correction into a County Jail.

‘L bill to create drainage inspectors
unaer the auspices of the Board of Health)
was teken up, under the urgeacy provision,
and passed.

The bill creating the Board of Paroie was
passed,

The bill repealing the act concerning cor-
porations and persons engaged in banking
was also passed. Adjourned.

THE ASSEMBLY.

Many Bills of Interest Are Considered
and Passed.

SacrAMENTO, Feb, 9—In the Assembly
this morning the Committee on Federal

Relations reported favorably on the bill for
the ownership and operation of railroads by
the people.

The Committee on Public Printing asked
that the bill by Taggart, providing for the
printing of books, ete., by Folsom convict
labor, be withdrawn by the author, who
comphed.

The Committee on Ways and Means rec-
ommend that the bill to pay the Pico claim
pass, and reported against the bill appro-
priating 83500 for furnishing a training
department for the State Normal School.

A bili to- permit electricity as a motive-
power for raiiroads was put in.

WAsSHINGTON, Feb. 9.—The whisky trust
investigation was econtipued this morning,
Dewar testifying farther as to his dealings
with Gibson, secretary of the trust, relative
to the plot to blow up the anti-trust distil-
lery of the Schufeldts at Chicago. The re-
sult of it was the arrest of Gibson with a
bottle of the mixture to be used in the in-
fernal machine on his person.

A Number of Genuine Sparring
Maiches Contested With Re=
markable Earnestness.

If every boxing tournament given by the
Olympie Club shall partake of the character
of the one held last night in the new gym-
nasium the lovers of genuine slogging will
have their best wishes gratified.

Probably thers never was an exhibition
of more genuine sparring in a ciubroom in
this city before in one night than was wit-
pessed at this same tournament. Bothin
the way of hard hitting and square encoun-
ters the exhibition was a tremendous sue-
cess. There was one knockout in which the
man was ktocked into temporary insensibil-
itvand had te be led away after he wasre-
vived. What the contestants lacked in the
knowledge of sparring they made up forin
a sort of whirlwind puncliog of each other
until exhausted,

The.new gvmnasium proved to be a very
comfortable place to hold a fight in, being
commodious and well ventilated. It was
crowded to the doors by the wembers of
the club and their guests, Near President
William Greer Harrison were John D.
Svreckels, A, P. Hotaling, Captain Lees,
Police Judge Campbdell, J. D. Redding and
Supervisors Denman and Monigomery.

The Police Judge, the captain of the
detectives and the Suvnervisors looked at
}nei slogging for three hours with great de-

ight.

President Ifarrison announced to the
meeting that the Street Committee of the
Board of Supervisors had unanimously
passed the resolution glving the Olympic
Club a franchise to bring salt water from
the ocean. When this pews was given the
audience cheered for five minutes. Presi-
dent Harrison also stated that the club had
only an indebtedness of 817,000, which it
was soon lo wipe out. There was still co
band $16,000 warth of bonds unsold,

Tue club empowered the president to use-

the gymnasium and clubrooms to hold a
grand Greeco-Roman earnival in Avril next,
which will last six days, and at which the
Greek and Roman games will be revived.

The slogging matches then began with &
six-round contest between Maurice Lea, 136
pounds, and Daniel McAskill, 140 pounds,
Jack Kitchen acted as referee, while John
Conroy anda O. J. Treat took the part of
judges. The timekeepers were Milton M.
Lagransge and D. W. Donnelly.

In the first round McAskill had the best
of the. eontest, his rushes becoming =o
strong that l.ea soon became grogay.
Neither man showed any science and they
punched each other until their wind was
gone and their blows became feeble through
lack of strength. In faet, this was also the
character of all the succeeding matches,
there being a sort of give-and-take business
about thew. The harder the punches the
groggier the men,

In the sixth round both men showed up
all right, and repeated their hard punching.
The judges gave the fight to Lea, he having
scored the most points,

The reward for all the wmatches were
Olympie Club class medals. Of all the con-
testants in the ring only one was a meiber
of the elub, and that was A) Williams., The
matches were just arranged for the enter-
tainment of the club.

The second event was a six-round bout
between Richard Carroll (123 pounds)
and J. Cunnivghbam (126 pounds), Carroll
being a brother of “Jimmy” Carroll. The
fight'og in this contest was swift and decs-
ive, Carroll rushing bis antagonist, lnthe
third * round Cunningham measured his
length on the floor, recelving a staggering
blow on the chin. He did not rise when the
ten seconds were called.

Another guick fight, in which the slog-
ging was s~ ift and fearful, was the combat
between H. F. Flynn (140 pounds) and Wil-
liam Cook (15¢ pounds). In the second
round Flynn was kunocked iusensible, and
the fight was given to Cook.

Then followed a catch-weight contest of
four rounds between Willilam Hanton (128
pounds) and J. F. Sallivan (125 pounds).
Hanton was slogged out in the second
round, and was hit so hard his seconds gave
up the fizht. Sullivan’s body showed signs
of punishmeut.

Al Williams (133 pounds), the only Olympie
Ciub mun in the tournament, fought a six-
round beat with W, H. Hogan (135 pounds),
and was declared the victor.

The six-round se'-to between T. Killen
(119 pounds) and Nick Swith (120 pounds)
was the last of the evening, aud was de-
clared a draw, though Nick Swmith had the
best of the game.

A MYSTERIOUS CASE.

An Unknown Old Man Dies From a
Blow on the Head.

On December 25 last an old man was
taken to the City and County Hospital in
an unconscions condition and was placed in
one of the wards for treatment.

For some unexplained reason tlere was
no record made of the man’s name, age,
place of residence or the cause of his
injuries when he was ndmitted to the insti-
tution, and It was only when the physicians
who examined him reported his case as
exceedingly dangerous that any attempt
was made to ascertain the particulars that
should have been secured when the patient
was admitted.

It was found that the old man had a con-
tused wound about three inches long located
just behind his left ear.

Finally some one, but no one knows who,
told the hospital authorities that the man’s
name was Wililam Johnson, his age 73 and
that he was supposed to have been injured
by a blow from a sandbag, but where, when
or bytwhom was not learned.

Johnson, as the man was afterward
known, improved rapidly physically and
was considered econvalescent, but mentally
he was an imbecile and could give no ac-
count of himsell.

Last Friday he was walking about the
hospital when he suddenly fell to the floor,
his head striking with fearful force on the
hard Loards. From that time on he grew
rapidly worse and died on Wednesday
morning,

The body was brought to the Morgue as
that of William Johnson. An autopsy was
mnde by Dr. O'Drien, who states that he
believes the wound on the man’s head to
have been caused by a blow with some
blunt instrument,

During the day vesterday a man called at

the Morgue and identified the bewy as that
of William Foy, and stated thrt the man
had worked for him and that the injuries
causing his death were due to a fall,
+ There are a half-dozen stories now afloat
about how, when and where the man was
hurt, but none of them have foundation
enough to warrant their acceptance as the
truth in the matter. The inquest on the
remains will be held te-day, and Coroner
Hughes provoses if possible to get at the
facts in the matter.

SHE WAS SHOCKED.

A Dramatic Close to a
Suit for Damages.

MRS. QUIGLEY'S SECOND FALL.

An Awkward Fact Developed on Her
Cross.Examination—A Fateful
Journey to Berkeley.

A somewhat dramatic close to an action
for damages was witnessed in Judge San-
derson’s court yesterday afternoon, The
plaintiff was Mrs, Jane Quigley. One night
in the month of May, 1891, Mrs. Quigley
was riding ona car belonging to the Omni-
bus Cable Company. On Howard street,
betwean Eleventh and Twelfth, she stopped
the car. Her little daughter stepped off
safely from the rear platform, but the ear
started as Mrs. Quigley was following. She
fell on her left side and claimed to have
been so seriously injured that she took to
her bed. She sued the company for §10,000
damages.

On the witness-stand Mrs, Quigley made
quite a favorable impression on the jury,
who sermed to be deeply moved by her tale
of woe. The lady swore that she had bled
terribly from the wound on her left side
und arm and endured great physieal agony.

‘1The attorneys for the Omnibus Cable
Company were General W. H. L. Barnes
and Reuben H. Liovd. When Mrs. Quigley
came under the fire of cross-examination
she suddenly and completely wilted, Tue
first question asked of her was whether or
not she had not on the day after the acci-
dent visited Berkeley.

The witiess fanned herself and said she
did not think she did.

“Were younotin company with another
lady ?”

This question sent all the blood from Mrs,
Quiziey’s cheeks,

“And did you not pack forty pounds of
crockery to the lady’s house on that oeca-
sion?”

Mrs. Quigley did not remember of having
done anyvthing of the sort, whereupoen Mr.
Lloyd sent out and broughtin three women.
One of these was the woman to whom the
crockery was sold, the second was present
during the sale, and the third accompanied
Mrs. Quigley to Berkeley whenshedelivered
the goods.

At this showing the plaintiff suddenly
grew faint and ealled for a glass of water.

The gallant General Barues, the shorthand
reporter, Jim Siavip, the obliging court-
room clerk, and two of the nearest jurvmen
sprang from their seats to tap the icefilter.

Before any of these chivalrous gentlemen
got two paces away the witness meekly ae-
cepted from the hand of Judge Sanderson
his tumbler of water.

She drained it, and, after wiping her
mouth with her lace handkerchief, asked to
be excused for a few wminutes. Then she
left the courtroom,

After a delay of several minutes Judge
Sanderson suggested to Iisher Ames, her
counsel, that he had better go and look after
his client.

When five minutes later Mr. Ames re-
turned he reported that his client wus no-
where to be found.

After excneraling Mr. Ames Judge San-
derson instructed the jury to find a verdict
for the defendants, which they did without
leaving their seats.

The witness to the Berkeley journey was
in an adjoining room when Mrs, Quigley was
testifying. Mrs. Quigley after the aceident
bec:me the wifs of Henry Warman., She
resides at Thirteenth and Noe streets.

Alfred B. Eckstein, who represents the
cable company, told a CALL reporter some
further facts in the case.

It seems that the matter was ealled to his
attention on the 11th of June, after the acel-
dent, when be immediately sent the com-
pany’s physician, Dr. Winterberg, to ex-
amine the irjured woman. The doctor
found that she was suffering from a long-
standing case of varicose vein, and told Mr,
Eckstein so. Another physician, Dr.
Yeamans, was also sent, and confirmed the
former’s statement.

Then Mr. Eckstein carefully investigated
the matter, and found that on the day after
the aceident Mrs. Quigley had made a trip
to Berkeley, in company with another
Woman, w Lhom he SIIUL‘EHHE(‘ AS & witness
in the case yesterday morning. He found,
too, a neighbor, namsd Mrs. Bates, who
Lhad at different times previous to the acci-
dent nursed Mrs. Quigley through the at-
tacks of ber painful walady.

The whole case was so plain azainst her
that less eflicient detective work than Mr.
Eckstein’s would bave sufficed with the jory,

After the trial was over Mrs. Quigley,
very much bruken up over the unsuceessful
resuit of her plans, repaired to the residence
of the obnoxious neighbor, Mrs, Bates, who
lives at 1500 Howard street, with the avowed
purpose of avenging lier share in the pro-
ceedings.

Mrs. Quigley was only saved from smash~
ing in the heads of her enemies by the timely
interference of the policé.

As it was not possible to put a charge of
batterv against her,under the circumstances,
the guardians ot the peace foreibly escorted
her home and put her in charge of her hus-
vand.

John Cu:tin, the propitetor of a city.front
boarding-house, is a* present belng tried on a
charge of batiery upon the person of Alexander
Campbell, The complatuing Wwitness alleges
that Curtin threw him iuto a trough of wa'er for
refusing to go on board a ship, and after recov-
ering Lis sens s the unforiunate man was Leaten
and Ladly used by the defendant, Judge Camp-
be!l postponed the case until this morning.
