There
are a great many thousand well-to-do
American men and women who practically
live abroad. They find there the leisure
class which they fail to find in the United
States, and they find probably that a fixed
income will go farther in Europe than inthe
United States. There are thousands of pec-
ple in all European countries living on
parrow incomes, and among them an Amer-
ican with from £3000 to 85000 a year is
considered rich. In this country he would
be rich enough to want to be richer. There
is no means of knowing precisely how
much this class of Americans drain the
country of, but it is probably more than
most people realize,

FOR DE LESSEPS.

Several of the French newspapers have
declared the sentence the court passed upon
De Lesseps ton severe. Figaro demands
pardon for the man who has been one of
‘the glories of France. Another journal
does not think the creator of the Suez canal
should be stricken down in his deelining
years. A third declares glory as sorarea
thing that the nation cannot too carefully
guard it. 1t seems that these French editors
have lost sight of the malin question. The
French eourt was not appealed to to decide
whether De Lesseps was the creator of the
Suez canal, or whether, If the creator, it was
a gloricus thing to do. The court was
called upon to determine whether he had
made a corrupt use of money in the matter
of the Panama eanal. The object of pun-
ishment is not vengeance, but prevention.

‘De Lesseps is vunished now to warn a
‘future De Lesseps not to draw money out
of the pockets of the people on false pre-
tenses, If De Lesseps had stated the truth
when he discovered that he bad been mis-
‘led as to the cost of the canal, and had ap-

upon France that a dozen Suez canals
could not outshine. No one would have
hield bim responsible for a dollar that be had
put in the canal in good faith. The money
he is held for is that which he coaxed out of
the people by gambling devices after the
canal company had practically collapsed.

THE NATIONAL QUARANTINE.

The opposition in the Nonse of Represen-
tatives at Washington to the establishment
of a nationa! guarantine comes mainly
from the Tammany members of the New
York delegation, who are unwilling to forego
the plunder that is raked in every year by
the Health Officer and his assistants, To
strengzthen the hands of these members, a
dinner is shortly to be given to Mr. Jenkins,
at which it will probably be demonstrated
that he is an ideal Health Officer. On the
other hand, the New York Academy of
Medicine raised about a month ago a com-
mittee to examine the snbject of quarantine.
‘I'he committee reported in the last week in
January. ‘The fcllowing is an extract from
their report:

We found the quarantine estallishment at this
port uiterly nsufficient for dealing with auny
emergepey in whieh more than a singie large emi-
graut passenger ship infected with cholera should
present itself. We found that the facilities which
did ex'st or were extemporized were not admin-
istered in such a way as to tuspire confidence. In
spite of the sufiering, inconvenience and loss
which were inflicted upon citizens and others en-
tering this port cholera made its appearance in
several places in New York City, but a spread
of the disease thiough the eity and country was
prevented by the effective measuies employed by
the Health Departinent.

The academy asked the members of the
prefession in Boston, Philadelphia and
Chiesgo to appoint delezatious toact with
their committee.

| a meeting of leading physicians was held

Saturday week, and the sense of the profes-
sion and of the publiec was thoroughly ex-
iressed.

Some wmedical men, like Dr. F. W. Reilly
of Chicago, call Asiatic cholera a bugbear,
and Lhold that the disease is dying out in

this country as a sanitary factor. It 1Is
probably true that the mortality from
cholera is less than it used to be, when the

v had not learned how to deal with

a pestilence which swept Hamburg
as cholera did last year can hardly be de-
scribed as a bugbear. It may not be what
Dr. Reilly calls a *“sanitary factor,” buat it
ilis a good many people when it gets a
yothold, and it is not much consolation to
ieir relatives to refleet that even more
deatns would have occurred in the last
generation. It is less than eight years since
it nesriy depopulated Andalusia in Spain,
and !ess than a year sipce it converted pri-
vate houses into hospitals in Astrakhan, A
very few deaths at an American seaport
ild put a quiefus on the World’s Fair in
's own city, and he would find it
[t to overcome the panic by assur-
ances that the diseise was not “a sanitary
factor.”

BULKHEADING THE OCEAN.

The United Siates Senate has a bill be-
fore it to amend a section of the Revised
Statutes, so as to prohibit the shipping of
goods from one American port to another
by way of a foreign port intermediately.
It was held by the eourts a short time ago
that the sending of goods from New Ymk
to Antwerp and then reshipping them from
Antwerp to San Francisco in another vessel
could not be construed as a viclation of the
coasting trade navigation laws, The rail-
road barouns raised the point and got beaten
npon it, and now they literally want Con-
gress to bulkhead the ocean for them solely
to favor the long overland haul. Itis not
pretended that such transoceanic ship-
ments have ever interfered with the coast-
wise trade of the Atlantic shores. From
Portland to Savannah and New Orleans the
sea rouie is so unrestricled and competitive
that nothing could be gained in freight
rates by sending goods to Europe and
bringing them Dback. The railroads
are heid completely in eheck by this Atlantic
ceastwise traffic. It is otherwise, however,
in traflic with the West and with ihe Pacific
Coast. The long-haul railroad magnates
waunt all the traffie, and Californla has been
penalized shamefully to feed their remorse-
less greed. Shipments to Aptwerp would
never have been resorted to had not the
Southern Pacific ard other railroads con-
trolled the Pacific Mail Company as a
chattel, dictated terms asto all traflic across
the isthmus and up the Central American
coast, and even endeavored to supuoress free
traffic around the Horn. The spell of this
(yranny isnow broken, butapparently there
is some hope that the gyves to bind the
hands of comwercs may be forged on a new
patiern. Virtually, Huantington and his
friends, having the earth, want the ocean.
They have done their best to blockade it,
Senator Frye has again come to their assist-
ance aschairman of the Committee on Com-
merce.
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MORE ZEAL THAN DISCRETION.

The following from a parent, who knows
of what he speaks, indicates that the zeal
of School Directors sometimes gets the
better of their discretion:

Editor Cali: Itisvery commendable on the
parl of the president and other members of the
Board of Educatiou of this clty to provide every
means for the careful exit of sehool chilidren lo
case of a flre in the schoolbouses, but that care-
fulness should not be practiced at the expense of
the health of the children, 1 particularly refer
to the lncident of a few days ago when the presi-
dent of the Board of Education visited one of the
principal grammar-schools (for girls only),
sounded the alarm b-ll and caused the children,
after descending the stairs and being assembled
iu the yard, to remain in the cold without head-
coverlng or wraps, Mauny of the clilidren on re-
tuining to their homes complamed of baving had
to remalin in the open alr for 15 or 20 minutes,
and that they were chilled through. Thbis is not
the way to prepare for safety at the expense of
creating a spell of sickness. In the Tuture It is
to be hoped that the practice fire-drill wiil occur
during the seasons when it 18 not necessary 10
hug close 1o a stove and wear two or three hieavy
coals in order to keep warm. A PARENT.

While a School Director might naturally
test for himself the proficiency of the pupils
in filing out of a schoolhouse at the toll of a
bell the work of drilling natarally fails to
the teachers. What the Director is after is
a sort of show exercise. He is the general
reviewing his troops. DBut he should so
arrange the show that the health of chil-
dren should not be endsngered.

ROBBING A OQUEEN,
There is an elderly gentleman hovering
about our hotels who clings to peculiar

ideas In respeet to the rights of a fumlly to
a throne. This elderly jerson is r ported

as saving: *1do not think they (the Aweri-
can people) will permit a family to be
robbed of their heritage simply because a
lot of men seeking to advance themselves
ask it.” The robbery this elderly person
refers to is the right of a family to rule
over several thousand pecple. There is no
proposition to take from the Hawaiian
royal family its private property. DBut the
ex-Queen has shown her incapacity to rule,
and the proposition is to reduce her to the
ranks. The pretense of keeping up a royal
show with but a tew thousand people to
eontribufe to the royal revenues is absurd.
Probably half a dozen court favorites may
have found snug berths, but court favorites,
even In countries that can afford luxuries,
are not generally popular. The less the
Hawaiian court favorite says about rob-
bery the better. The condlition of the
islands demands a change ef rulers, and
that change will take place with slight con-
sideration of the court favorites, who have
done what they could to make a change of
rulers necessary.
THE SHERIFF FEES BILL.

T'he Senate has voted by 19 to 13 not to
deprive Sheriffs now holding office of the
fees the present law gives them. As there
are nineteen negatives—within one of one-
half of the Senate—there is but a remote
chance to reverse this verdict. Several of
the Senators who voted against the bill
were influenced by consideration of officials
who had paid a high price for their offices
and would be out of pocket if their fees were
cut down. Even so fair a man as Senator
Ostrom declared against the Dbill on the
principle that when a man had been elected
to an office he was fairly entitled to all the
emoluments of the office until his term
expires. Under the circumstances, an
amendment to the bill giving it effect in 1505
would be better than nothing,

Wealthy people in the East who ean
afford to suspend business personally, or
having no commercial pursuits live on
their means, are prone to seek some region
for repose and recuperation where they
have neither frost nor blizzards and do not
require furnace-stoves inside a house nor
lLieavy overcoats cutside. They bave Florida
or the Bahamas, Mexico or California, and a
number proceed to Southern Europe and find
it cold there, even on the shores of the Medi-
terranean. Those who come to California
and get a month®cf sunshine in winter
among the orange groves are not likelv to
pine for other resorts. The tronble is the
length eof jourmey and the irritation pro-
duced byv boiting food, and stuffy, over-
heated Pullmans, and the monotony and
dreariness of the scenery. No wonder the
visitor regards California asa raradise when
he does a:rive. Travelers who have lelsure
find the isthmus route delightful, and for
them matters will be much improved when
the Nicaragua canal is opened. This is the
season when California should advertise
herself well in the arctic East,

Should Hawaii be annexed a tide of travel
from the East will set in, espectally during
winter, to the happy islands, where all is
summer, tempered by delicious breezes from
the sea. .Visitors at present form a consid-
erable stream, but under the American ilag
the Sandwicn group is certain to become a
great resort for well-to-do people who can
afford to pass months in the leisure of seek-
ing health and pastime. Americans fond of
vachting wiil have unlimited opportunitiv-s
for elvsian cruises in the South Seas. (Cal-
ifornia is bound to reap some benefit from
Hawaii under the stars and stripes, and nct
a little will arise from visitors bent upon
seeing our latest territorial arquisition, For
a long time Alaska was left in midnight
darkness, unvisited, save for skins, but it
Lhas now been discovered to be a region of
wonders in cliffs, glaciers and picturesgue
bays. Americans now go to Alaska just as
Europeans go to Norway,

It has been hinted that San Franefseco
rerchants may extend the sea route enter-
prise which they are now anxlous to behold
prosper by making some fresh steamer con-
nection with Portiand and Puget Sound
ports, as well as with Panama. As there
are now five railroads in the north, as
against one in Cenrtral California, it is rea-
sonable to expect someadvantages from the
competition for traftic which is inevirable,
Dut what if some of these railroads do not
wait for San Franeisco's initiative, but put
on coast steamers of their own to feed
tr flic? Huntington has steamers between
New York and New Orleans and proposes
to have a freight line to Europe. He also
has steamers in the Pacific, and until the
other day had the Pacific Mail as obedient
as a setter to a sportsman's whistle, The
railways in the north, having reached the
coast, will not be limited by local trade, but
are bound to reach out for more, Already
they are taking a tithing of the Orient trade,
and soon there will be three lines running.

The nodern office-holder may be pure as
a dove before election and wise as a serpent
also, but be has anvther qualification after
election. He is not afraid to say that be
spent money in getting elected and does not
hold office for his health. This is a frank
confession with a wink that he has only
thrown away sprats to catelr a whale,
When a candidate says he has spent some
thousands of dollars on hiseleetion it would
be a proper state of the law to require him
to give a detailed account of the expenses,
But how to make the law effectively strin-
gent in this respect would be a task well
nigh superhuman.

Unnecessary concern is exhibited as to
the future welfare of ex-Queen Lilinoka-
lani, All that can happen to her is that she
will be relieved of the cares of state and
the worries of polities. Unecle Sam will
provide for her household expenses and
dressmakers’ bills handsomely, and f she
chooses she may j in a grievance club with
other queens who have been deposed. Dut
she will be no longer flattered, and perhaps
will hear truth spoken tor the first time,

The breaching of the Allan liner Pomera-
nian by a terrific wave at sea has resulted
in a loss of life now very rare on passenger
steamers, The vessel was formerly in the
Monargh line, and bas lonz been in the
cattle trade. She cannot be considered a
crack steamer, beiug only equal to tem or
eleven knots per heur. What happenea
probably was this: A wave which had
coalesced with another, and became of
double the usual mass, toppled over the
bows in a volume of hundreds of tons. The
force of storm waves—not the water itsel[—
often travels at forty miles an hour, and
this billow had at least impetus enough to
sweep away the bridge and all the exposed
upper works, and also doubtless a number
of boats. The two oflicers lost were in all
likelihood on the bridge, and the captain
may have been caught on emerging from
his stateroom beneath upon the cry of dan-
ger. The passengers swept away very
likely were on & small saloon deck amid-
ships, and the ecrew here and there on the
spar deck. All these steamers are steered
by steamgear forward beneath the bridge.
It is a mistake to eall these waves tidal.
They simply represent two or three which
have combined. Not long ago one of the
White Star steamers had its lookout perch
earried away at a height of sixty feet above
the water, but the ofticers’ bridge, although
lower, was spared.

A correspondent complains that on the
Southern Pacific route to Oregon the buffet-
car service is not only bad but very much
more costly than the excellent dining-car
service on the Washington and Oregon
lines. Io ibat case the proper thing for a
traveler to do is to geta lunch basket
packed with sufficlent provisions for his
journey. Why is the system not adopted of
passing meals packed in baskets into the
cars at one station on the undertaking that
the baskets are left at another? A message
by telegraph would apprise the caterer in
advance how many meals were required,
the conduetor simply signifying the num-
ber. On the Atchison, between Kansas
City and the Needles, the catering is ona
good plan, all the supplies coming from one
point. Most of our railroads have much to
improve in their food arrangements.

WHAT IS LIGHT?

Some Things About It Hard to Ex-
plain.

Several theories have been advanced by
the scientists to account for the faet that
we have the ever- present phenomena
known as “light.,”

‘T'he two principal of the many reasons
thus set forth by the learned gentlemen who
have devoted their lives to such investiga-
tion are the emission or corpuscular theory,
and that known as the undulatory theory.

The princinles of the emission theory
originated in the fertile brain of the philoso-
pher Descartes, who was born way back in
1306. But little attention was paid this
peculiar theory at that time, and it and
Deseartes were both almost forgotten when,
about sixty years later, Sir Isaac Newton
appeaared upon the scene and enuunciated the
same doetrine.

According to these eminent men light
consists of small particles emitted by lum-
inous bodies, the veloeity of its transmls-
sion mainly regulating the colors.

The undulatory theory, that now is most
generally accepted by the scientific world,
teaches that the space between the celestial
bodies is occupied by an imponderable
ether; and that the lnminosity of a body is
supposed to be a rapid vibratory motion pro-
ceeding from the body in question to the
aye.

_The waves of light proceed in every direc-
tion from every luminous point in straight
lines: the motions of its particies being
supposed to undulate in a transverse direc-
tion to the lines in which the light travels.

The velocity of light is so great that the
human mind eannot grasp an idea of the
rapidity with which light travels.

According to the best authorities attain-
able to the writer, the distance traveled by
a beam of light in a single second of time
is 190,000 miles. This distanee is so great
that no perceptible space of time would be
occupied in it§ passage between anytwo
given points on the earth’s surface.
