SALTNESS OF THE SEA.
Interesting Facts Explained by an Em=-
inent Scientist.

London Standard,

Professor Edward Hill read a paper be-
fore the Victoria Institute last evening on
“How the Waters of the Ocean Became
Salt.” From an inquiry into the character
and affinities of the orgaunic lorms of the
past geologieal ages, the conclusion was jus-
tified that the waters of the ocean must
have been salt from very early geological
times, but it by no means followed that they
were as fully saline as those of the present
day. There were two ways by which they
might account for the salinity ¢f the ocean
waters from very early periods of geologi-
eal time, First, by supposing thatthe prim-
eval wa'ers were saturated with acid gases
which were held in suspension in the vaper
surrounding the incandescent globe ; or, see-
ondly, that the salinity resuited from a
process resembling that by which salt la kes
of the present day had been formed. He
thought that they must coneur with Dr.
Sterry Hunt that from some cause or other
chlorine largely abounded in the waters of
the primeval ocean, as by far the greater
proportion of the salts were chlorides and
chlorine was but very slightly represented
in river waters at the present day.

From the exanmiple of closed likes they
could determine the process of salinification
with the utmost certainty. ‘Throughout
greater or shorter periods these lakes have
been receiving the waters of rivers bring-
ing down both mechanically suspended
sediments and chemically dissolved salts,
silicates and carbonates, The sediments
were precipitated over the bottoms of the
lakes, and the water, being carried off into
the atmosphere in the form of vapor as far
as it entared, left behind the dissolved in-
gredients, These necessarily augmented in
quantity, and ultimately the waters of the
lukes became saturated with salts and car-
bountes, which were then deposited. The
ocean wus a closed lake of enormous mag-
nitude, and they were thus brought to the
conelusion that the saltness of the sea
might bave originated in very much
the same way as had that of
the Dead Sea, Lake Oroominh, or the Greal
Salt Lake of Utah. aud many others which
possessed in common the characteristic of
baving no cutlet.  When the great envelope
of vapor which surrounded the ineandescent
globe began to condense upon its cooling
surface, the resulting waters, though con-
taining, as Dr. Sterry Hunt supposed, acid

ases, were destitute of saline ingredients.
The vrucess of salinification began with the
first streams which entered the seas from
the bordering uplands, and this process car-
ried on throughout the long ages preceding
the silurtan period, brought the waters to a
condition suited to sustain the life of forms
of inhabitants representative of those which
inhabited the occean at the present day.
These long ages might be supposed to in-
clude not only the archiwan and azole pariods,
but that during whieh the first crust was in
c;w;u of formation over the incandescent
globe.

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Decisions About Suicides.

1. In an action on an industrial lile policy,
the fact that the evidence shows that the
cause of the insured’s death was iusanity
does not tend to prove that he committed
snicide, insanity being a disease liable to
caunse natural death, and the presumption
being where the insured was found dead
that his death was natural or accidental.

2. When plaintift’s witness testified in
such case to the finding of the Coroner’s
jury showing the caase of the insured’s
death, and such huding was in possession of
defendant, whe offered po testimony and
moved for judgment at the closeof plaintiff’s
case, the presumption is that the witness
stated the findings correctly, the rule being
that defendant by his motion not only ad-
mitted plaintifi’s testimony to be true, but
also every conclusion which a jury might
reasonably infer therefrom.

3. Where a life policy did not cover
sulcide, but provided that in ease of “‘death
by his (insured’s) own hand or aet, whether
sane or insane,”” the compapy should be
liable onlv for premiums paid, and plaintiff’s
evidence, in an action on the policy, showed
that death was caused by insanity, and de-
fendant offered no evidence, plaintiff is en-
titled to a direct verdict for tte full amount
of the policy.—Wayvcott vs. Metropolitan
Life Ins. Co. Vt. S. C., Aug. 25, 1892
