It is necessary for a reporter to get rapid-
ly from ove part of the city toanother.

As for the men who have systematically
declared women to be a nuisance in busi-
ness life, they would rub their bands with
glee and chuckie, “We told you so.”

The society girl will suffer less from the
erinoline, but even to her the joys of theater
going will be poisonea unless managers are
obliging enough to have *‘erinoline stalls”
fitted up for the especial accommodation of
giris who will not fit into the ordinary seats.
The society girl who wears a crinoline
will probably become a great pedestrian
as she will find riding on the cars both dis-
agreeable and humiliating.

Of course, no man would think of giving
his seat to a girl in a crinoline. One seat
indeed would be insufficient for her, two
men would have to rise, and though San
Francisco has many gailant wmen willing to
forego thelr seats in the car for the sake of
a woman, there is not & man in this city
who would give up his seat 10 oblige a crin-
oline.

It is not only one, but every class of
women who must band together if erino-
line is to be kept out of this town.

We absciutely require the example and
support of society women and of women
prominent In the arts and the professions.
Such women are always locked to for an
example in social matters as in all others.

For the league to be a success, it moust
also be sustained by that great majority of
women whose home ties leave them little
time for engaging in outside affairs, and
whose action in the crinoline matter would
almost carry a casting vote,

Happily for herself the American soclety
woman 15 a very different being from her
sister in Sounthern Europe.

No string of titles could compensate for
the dreary life of “noblesse oblige” that
hems about a great I'alian or Spanish lady
of title, She never travels by foot porin
the conveyances patronized by ordinary in-
dividuals, and is as carefully guarded from
contact with the ordinary world as a doll in
a glass case. Whether she adopts the erin-
oline or not, it will only affect her immedi-
ate acqualntance,

BATTERED IN PORT.

The Matterhorn’s Bad
Night at Oakland.

Overdue Steamers From Hawail Are
Anxiously Awaited—A Crew Dis=
suaded From Sailing.

HE British ship Matter-
horn, Captain Williams,
from Newcastie, Aus-
traiia, while lying atthe
Oakland long whart
early yesterday morning
was caught in a violent
current from the Sacra-
—mento River, and, part-
= i0g her stern lines,
drifted about at the
mercy of the tide.

The strength of the
current was such as to cause the Matter-
horn to part five parts of a six-inch hawser
and six parts of a three-inch wire cable.

She carried away seven piles and a
stringer. Her chock was broken amidships
and ap iron plate just aft of the chiock was
ripped completely off. The ruil and chock
on her after quarter wera also carried away.

This experience of the Matterhorn’s is
the most severe had by any ship on the
Oakland front for some time. The vessel
looks as completely battered up as though
she haa come throughastorm, and the water
about ber was strewn for hours with frag-
ments of her woodwork.

The A. B. Fielq, a fifty-ton steamer ply-
ing between Smiths River and Eureka,
went ashore at Smiths River on the 12th
inst. and became a total wreck.

The current on the river was unususlly
strong on the night of the 12th, and the cap-
tain of the vesscl, fearing her moorings
would not hold, ordered his erew ashore.
The men took to the boats and reached the
shore in safety just as the ship’s moorings
paried. The vessel went in the surf and
dashed ashore on the rocks, and in a short
time went completeiy to pieces,

Speculation was rife on the front yester-
day as to the probable cause of delay in the
overdue Hawaiian steamers, the Belgic and
the Monowai. News from Honoluln is
awaited with impatience, and it is expected
that these two stcamers will bring plenty of
it. The Belgic comes from Hong-Kong, via
Yokohama and Honolulu, and the Monowai
is from Sydney, via Auckland and Hono-
lulu. The Belgic was confidently expected
on Monday and is now two days averdue,

She sailed from Yohohama on January
27 heavily loaded with freight for Hawaii
aud bas been out twenty-one days. The
Belgie i3 not a fast boat, but this is consid-
ered slow time for her. The Monowai was
not due until yesterday and could easily
have been detained by the strong northerly
gales that have prevailed of lale, An opin-
ion frequently expressed as to the delay of
the Monowai was that the American Min.
ister had detained her at Honolulu on ac-
count of trouble there. This would not ac-
count for the Belgic, however, as she is a
Britisher under control of the British Naval
Reserve.

Twelve non-union men were dissuaded
from going on board the Occidental after
the crew had signed its shipping articles
and had completed all preparations to sail.
The Occidental’s owners were in a hurry to
get her off, however, and another crew was
at once secured.

The Pacifi: Coast Steamship Company’s
steamers the Corona from San Diego and
the Gipsy from Salinas River arrived at
Broadway pier No. 2 yesterday.

The steamers Arago from Coos Bay, con-
signed to the Oregon Coal and Navigation
Company, arrived three hours late,

The American bark Rufus E. Wood from
Departure Bay was towed into port by the
Sea Queen last night. She was loaded with
coal for Rosenfeld Sons,

The three-masted ship A. G. Ropes from
New York will discharge ber general cargo
at Howard No. 3 to-day,

The bark Mount Washington shipped a
non-union crew yesterday and went to sea,

The S. C. Allen was towed to the Refinery
to discharge her cargo of sugar.

The steamer Umatilla was cleared by
Goodall, Perkins & Co., ana left for the
sound yesterday.

The southern express and the Los An-
geles local were an hour late last night on
account of the washout in the San Joaquin
Valley.

DUNDGN’S CONTEST

Supervisor Heyer’s Seat in
: Jeopardy.

A RECOUNT OF THE BALLOTS.

Scenes in Judge Hebbard’s Courtroom.
Stafford Withdraws From
His Count.

The Dundon-Heyer election contest is be-
ginning to be as exciting as Buchanan
Read’s poem, **Skeridan’s Ride.”

On Wednesday Mr. Dundon was only
twenty votes away, and yesterday his Win-
chester was fairly in sight.

The publie had become surfeited with the
O’Donnell-Ellert acd Scott-MeDade official
recounts as well as disgusted with their
impotent results. So when Mr. Dundon
demanded a recount of the returns of the
election for Supervisor of the Ninth-Ward,
in which his Republican competitor, Albert
Heyer, was declared the victor by 95 plural-
ily, nobody expected that the resuit would
be materially ehanged.

Along with Mr. Dundon was Mr. Staf-
ford, who was defeated by Mr. Culver in
the same ward for Schoul Director. T

The Heyer-Dundon Recount in Progress.

recount was therefore demanded by Dun-
don and Stafford.

Yesterday Stafford withdrew from the
contest, and the recount was conducted on
Dundon’s account alone.

At the close of yesterday’s tally Dundon
had reduced Heyer’s plurality from ninety-
five to eighteen.

As only about half the total vote has been
counted the probabilities are strongly in
favor of Dundon unseating Heyer, who is
the ci;uly Republican Supervisor ia the
board.

The recount is belng conducted in De-
partment 2 of the Superior Court, over
which Judge Hebbard presides.

There are few spectators of the proceed-
ings. For the first few days Mr. Dundon
dropped in and listened to the monotonous
calling of the names. Then when the re-
ports were published that he was galning,
his rival, Heyer, became interested and
vigited the courtroom to satlsfy himself that
there was no funny business about the
matter,

The contestant is assessed 825 everv day
for the cost of the work. This sum is
divided among four men. The shorthand
wri‘er receives £10 and the remninder is
divided eqnally among the caller, the lally
cleri and the man who strings the ballots.

The mammoth envelopes filled with the
big pink ballots are brought into the court-
room by the Deputy Registrar every morn-
ing. One precinet is counted at a time.
The process of the recount is verv simple.
The ealler takes up a ballot, ealls off the
vote for Supervisor and then passes it to
the stringer. The tally clerk credits the
vote, and at the conclusion of the counting
of a precinet the shorthand reporter an-
nounces the resuit.

At the elbows of theealler stand the at-
torneys for Heyer and Dundon. Mr. Savag
looks out for Mr. Heyer's interest. He
glances at the ballot, and if he has no obj-c-
tion to offer the pink sheet is handed to
Andrew J. Clunie, who acts in Mr. Dun-
don’s behalf. Mr. Clunie, uniess he has any
objection to offer, passes the ballot to the
msan with the needle, who strings the san.e,

The presiding Judge locks bored, He
tries very hard to appear interested. But
the monotonous reading of two names of
itself is by no means an intellectual diver-
sion, and Judge Hebbard cannot help look-
ing bored. For relief he occasionally rises
and indulges in a little pedestrianism be-
hind his chair, or else finds surcease of
weariness by turning his back on the group
below him, and gazing intently at the view
frem his eourtroom window.

P. F. Dundon, who expects to secure a
seat in the Board of Supervisors by mesns
of an henest count, is the proprietor of the
San Francisco Iron Works.

A CArL reporter found Mr. Dundon in
his coffice yesterday afternoon. He was
asked what his opinion was about the con-
test. As he withdrew his brierwood pipe
from his mouth he replied that he could be
certain ¢f nothing until the fu!l returns
had been canvassed. Where he expected to
make gains he had made losses, and there
had been 80 many surprises in the recount
thus far that he did not like to express any
opinion about the matter.

Mr. Dundon said that he had never held
any public office. He was opposed to the
corrupt methods that had prevailed tn local
polities and had consented to be a candi-
date for Supervisor to do his share as a good
citizen in securing a purer city govern-
ment,

P. F. Dundon attended publie school in
New York City till he was 10 years of age.
A year later he obtained employment as a
steel-plate printer and subsequently workea
in a boiler-shop. In 1857, alter another
year’s schooling, he ieft New York with his
parents for Australia, where he worked
three years in a botler-shop. He was 16
years of age when he arrived in San Fran-
cisco from Australia with his parents. This
was in 1861. Attending a private night
school he learned something about book-
keeping, geometry, mathematics and me-
chanical draughting, paying for the tunition
out of his own savings, For eleven years
he was employed as fereman by Monyhan
& Aiken, the boiler-makers, and in 1881 he
engaged in business on his own account.
He has employed about fifty men on an
average, has a wife and four ehildren and
owns snme real estate,
