Congressman Maguire Is
Outspoken.

HE ADVOCATES SINGLE TAX.

Wants the Government to Operate

the Telegraph and Asks That the

Central Pacific Be Confiscated.

V» hen ex-Judge Jame3 G. Magulre. now
Congressman-elect, decided to go to Wash-

next Monday evening he reckoned
withouthis constituents.

Before dinner-time yesterday he had con-
cluded that he would be In grer.t lack if he
gDtoff by Wednesday evening Before bed-
time be knew that he would be a lucky
man. indeed, if

'
e,i at all.

The electors of the Fourth Congressional

District—or a» many of them as the corridors
and elevators would accommodate yester-
day—planted themselves inside and outsido
their newly elected Congressman's office, on

the eighth floorof the Mills building, ana
camped there all day.

They brought their lunch and a folding-

chair apiece, ami stayed right there till the
watchman notified them that the elevator
was about to make is last trip.

At 9 o'clock in the evening, Mr. Magulre,

weak and hungry, made his e«cape through

the skylight, leaving his constituents, or es
many cf them as are willing that the new
administration shall cast the burden of office
upon their patriotic shoulders, to believe
that he was still inside.

"When they discovered the trick played
upon them they were wroth.

"We willhave the skylight hermetically
sealed to-morrow." they eaid, "aud bring
cot beds and blankets with us."

Whatever else Mr. Maguire may be, he Is
a man of idea?. He has strong notions of
how the nation ought to be run, and when
be gets to Washingt on he is not going to be
backward about comiug forward.

And itwas to get an inklingof low Mr.
Maguire proposes to reform things that a
Call man joined the electors of the Fourth
District yesterday afternoon.

There are three open doors to Mr. Ma-
guire's private office. Through one of
them The CALL man finally managed to
squeeze himself, though the electors kicked
Lard to see a man not in the district getting
In ahead of them.

But The Call man didn't want a job,
and if Judge Maguire didn't say it out ia
words, at least he looked a prayer of thank-
fulness that ia:o had sent him one disinter-
ested visitor.

"If you will jast excuse me for one
minute," he said to The Call man, as oi.e
of his prominent constituents button-
holed him, 'Iwiiitalk with you a little."

That was the first interruption. Itlasted
ten minutes, and was by far the shortest of
the many Interrupt] which followed.
The interview, including the interruptions,
lasted four hours by the clock.

The new Congressman is net a rapid
talker at best. In his own office, for pub-
lication, he speaks carefully and thought-
fully,and slowlyenough to permit a rapid
longhand writer to repeat him verbatim.

"The legislation of the United Slates has
neve: satisfactorily settled the questions of
taxation, railioad transportation, telegraph
service or finance," he said in answer to
The Calx, man's inquiry as to the princi-
ples and reform3he expected to advocate in
the next Congress.

"Andnoue of these questions can ever be
settled to the satisfaction cf the people of
this country until the principles of natural
justice shall be made the basis of their legal
settlement.

"It is my purpose, so far as possible, to
promote the settlement of all of these
vexed questions by the strict r*ud unyield-
ingadherence to the rule of 'equal rights to
a'! and special privileges to none.'

"Take the railroad transportation ques-
tion first Applying this principle to—"

[Here one of the doors opened and a tall
man with a silk hat in his hand pntereJ to
6ay "just one word." It took him twenty
minutes to say it.]

"Now, where wers we? Ob, ye?. Ap-
plying this principle to the question of rail-
ro -.d monopoly we discover at once that the
oppressive power of railroad corporations
rests entirely upon their private ownership
and control of the several rights of way and
roadbeds of the country.

"The recent investigations by the Legis-
lature at Sacramento show pretty conclu-
sively that raiir: ad commissions have
everywhere proved themselves incompetent

people against railroad ex-
tortion.

"And wherever the matter has been left
to the control of the State Lecislature they
have, failed, not so much because of their
dishonesty as because of the uttor insuffi-
ciency of their knowledge of matters that
must bo definitely understood In order to
intelligibly fix rates of fares and freights.

"Ifthe county roads of the several States
were delivered over to the control or private
corporation?. Legislatures and commissions
would find etill greater difficulty in fixing
rates of freight and fares on stages and
other conveyances over such roads.

"There can be no solutiou of the railroad
question

in my judgment, which does not
involve the abolition of all special privileges
of ail railroad companies in the rights of
way and road beds, and making the rail-
roads public highways in the same sense in
which county roads are cow highways, open
to free competition of all capitalists who
may desire to build and operate freight and
passenger trains over them.

"The peoDle, through their governments,
should open railroad highways wherever
they may be needed, should build and main*
tain tracks, bridges, depots aud other fixed
incidents of railroad operation. These
highways should be open to the operation
of private trains in fulland free competi-
tion under direction of government officers,
and according to time schedules and other
regulations made by those in charge of the
roads.

"This plan would entirely destroy the
mon'op: ly that now exists in the railrotd
husineßß, and would leave private capital in
free competition to regulate freights and
far*>s according to the unerring law of trade,
which makes prices tend toward the inini-
njunift;r which service can be rendered.

"Itwould at the same time avoid tho
double danger of maintaining a vast arniy
of railroad operatives in the public service,
and would stimulate instead of retarding
improvements :md Inventions in the way of
promoting comfort, speed and safety in the
u-e and operation of railroad", while the
Government operation of railroads would
tend to bring improvements in transporta-
tion ;o a saudstill.

"Private competition elves us the magnifi-
cent elevators In the Mills building, while
government operation confines us to the
ancient and unsatisfactory devices used in
the new City Hall and Appraisers' build-
ing.

"This is the plan upon which the Erie
canal is maintained and operated. Itrecog-
nizes the maintenance and control of the
highway as a public function, but recog-
nizes the operation of such carriages as may
be suitable for tho transportation of freight
and passengers thereon as the private func-
tion; thus absolutely doing away with the
monopoly that now oppresses, and at the
tame time keeping the Government entirely
out of the details of the business ol trans-
portation.

"As 1 was saying, the building of com-
peting roads for the purpose of giving the
people the benefit of competition in rail-
road transportation almost necessarily in-
volves the cost of opening and building two
roads for the purpose of handling freight
and passcneer traffic which could be trans-
ported over a single public road.

"For example, if the Central Pacific Rail-
road from Oakland to Ogden should be
taken by the Government in satisfaction of
the mortgage debts and opened as a pub.He
highway to the trains of all Eastern com-
peting roads, we would have on this coast
immediately the benefit of the competition
of all such Eastern roads far more com-
pletely than we could ever have if all of the
Eastern roads should secure separate rights
of way and go to the expense of building
aDd maintaining separate tracks.

"Unquestionably this matter will be
brought before' the next Congress, when
the question of settling the Central Pacific's
indebtedness comes up.

"Ami 1 will press this method for the
solution ol the railroad question In Con-
gress in connection with any legislation,
either conceruinc railroad debts or the In-
terstate Commission.
"iwant to Bay a word or two about the

telegraph monopoly, but Ifind there is a
gentleman outside who wants just one
word and if you will . Thank you;I
willbe luck in just a moment."

Now this was not the last of the inter-
ruption?, bat itwas a fair sampln of them.

The interview was beeun at 4 o'clock. It
was concluded at 8 P. m.. just before Mr.
Maguiro escaped by the skylight.

"The telegraph monopoly," said he, when
he returned to the inquisitor, "is based
upon the franchises of the several telegraph
companies and the enormous expense of
constructing competing lines for the trans*
mission of news, as in the case of the rail-
road monopoly.

"The transmission of news generally and
of communications between citizens of the
country has always been recognized as a
public auction and lam in favor of estab-
lishing a system of government postal tele-
graphs as complete as our Postoffice system
and as completely public in all respects.

"In short, indealing with questions like
the railroad and teleerapa, Ibelieve in
drawing this line between public and pri-
vate functions:

"That whenever any enterprise of general
utility or advantage will, in its nature, be-
come a monopoly if left to private control,
then sucii enterprise should, to the extent
of the danger cf private monopoly, be recog-
nized and maintained as public funct;. -.

"That all other enterprise?, except those
that relate to public »ffairs or thai are
quasi publicin their character, such as the
transmission (>f correspondence by letter or
telegraph, should be left absolutely to prl-

"The tariff? Well,Ibelieve ie should t*
tbe effort of the Government to raise all
public revenues from tne sources which re-
ceive the greatest advantages fr^m the Gov-
ernment and from the presence, industry,
enterprise and virtue of the pei :

"1 believe that in raising public revenue
the first i-ff.-rt should be to appropriate to
public u>e the values which arise exclu-
sively as an indirect re<;:it fr in the pres-
ence, industry and enterprise of the people
of the several taxation disiricls.

"Ibelieve that a> far as possible all taxes
which failas a burden upon lab^r, produc-
tion and commerce should be avoidPd.

"Subject to this i>nnclp'io, that form of
taxatii n which yield-* the greatest percent-
age if revenue to the Government with the
le;ist percentage of waste by failure of col-
lection and in the expense of collertiop,
and which bears most equally upon all
citizens, should be adopted.

"Taril taxation is obnoxious to all of
these luies of equality, justiro and ex-
pediency. I I icommerca and bur-
deus industry. Itaffords the greatest ip-
portnaitv for fia^.d and evasion, and tne
cost (>:'

The money%^tem ofour country
should be devised solely for the purpose of
seeming to our whole people the best arid
most stable medium of exchange. And in
determining the question as to the bpst sys-
tem of finance no consideration whatever
should be given to the effect which the sys-
tem adopted may have upon owuers of gold
or silver mines.

"if,as an incidental result, the be
tem of finance which can be adopted
afford special advantages to so .
let it be so, but the advantage to tho6e
interests shonl Inever be permitted to have
any influence in determining what syitem
of finance shail be aduuted."

11. M. Gorham and others.

Aplan for the reduction of expenses and
pumping water out of the lower level', with
a view to resume deep mining, was dis-
cussed.
\u25a0 I>. O. Mills, If.M. Yerrington and other*.
who represent railroad and other interests
which depend upon the Conistock mines
for support were not present at the meet-
ing.

After a general discussion of the situation
it was thought prudent before calling upon
stockholders of the mines for the money
required to pump out the lower levels to get
some accurate data regarding the feasibility
of the scheme. 1). B. Lyiimn. W. E.
Sharoi>, li.P. Keating nnd A. C. Hamilton
were selected as a committee to employ ex-
pert engineers to furnish data and esti-
mates of the cost of pumping.

wood and water and other interests willbe
requested to make corresponding reduc-
tions, 60 as to offset the cost of pumping.

Two Big Men Arrest One
Small Boy.

The Infant Was Charged With Va-
grancy and Passed One Night in

a Dirty Prison Cell.

The Southern Pacific Is in
Politics.

NO RATES FOR THE PUBLIC.

Odious Comparisons Are Feared— The
Railroad Commission Has No

Rates at Ail.

The Southern Pacific is in politics.
Of course, you will nut really believe

this, having been assured so often by Jklr.
lluntington that bis railroad was not in
politic?.

And the chances are that Mr. Hunting-
ton himself will be
greatly surprised
when he learns that
tils railroad is in poli-
tics, for he has made
the statement that it
is not so often and
stuck to it so strenu-
ously that he proba-

bly has convinced himself that itIs true.
But the railroad is in politics. There id

proof for the statement.
William Sproule, the assistant general

freight agent of the Kentucky monopoly,

has made the statement openly and un-
reservedly.

"We have been dragged into politics so
much of late," were his words, "that we
have no time to prepare a few figures on
freight rates for the perusal of the public."

Of course the railroad has been "dragged"
into politics—and it's too bad, really, but
it is in politics. That is the important
thing to remember. Ono may bo sorrowful
for the "dragging," but one cannot forget
the main fact, the result of the "dragging."

A stranger walked into the sacrod albeit
narrow piecmcts allotted to Mr. Sproule at
Fourth and Townsend streets tue other
afternoon.

"What can Ido for yon?" inquired the
official in his politest manner.

We hare no classification printed
for distribution."

"Then how am Ito know In what class
certain commodities are?"

"What aro the commodities you
desire rates on and between what points."

"There ara several commodities and many
points in the State to which rates are de-
sired."

"Well," Raid Mr. Sproule. "we willbe
pleased to furnish you th« rates on any-
thing you desire and to any points you
in v name. Ifyou willmake out a list 1
willhave it filledat once.

"Hut have you no published tariff*by
whicn 1could find nut these rates at will?"
inquired the stranger.

"We have published rates, oh yes; but
they are hardly in Mich shape that you
could u?e them readily."

Ilere Mr. bprotiie pointed to a lot of loose
6l;e<"t» wild pamphlets laid between two
covers, which were bulging oat to about

\u25a0 the thickness of a Webster's Un-
abridged.

"We get our rates from that book," said
he, "but as you see It would be imDractlca-
ble for me to lend it to you. You would
hardly care to carry it off with you, and if
yon did it would not be serviceable unless
you know how to uso it."

"Isn't there another copy Icould take?"
asked the stranger, who did not appear to
be daunted by the sizo or weight of that
wonderful tariff book.

"No; there are no copies to spare. In-
deed, we are unsettled about printing rates
just now, for they are discussing those mat-
ters at Sacramento, you know. By the way,
though, here Is a copy of oar Southern
California special commodity tariff, l'ou
will find it very plain and complete."

"Well, Iwant the rate on soap from Sac-
rainonto to Port Costo," said This Call
man.

"Oh, 1 can't give yon nny rates. You'll
have to go down to Fourth and Townsend
for that, They'll give it to you there."

"But doesn't the law require you to keep
the rates of freight to all points inside the
Nate in this office?"

"Well, we tiave 'em right here. There
they are."

•"Ail rtgi •." said The Call man, "j'li
: set the rate on barle y

from Stockton to San Francisco."
"Oil,you can't do that; itwould take you

six months, and then you wouldn't Ret it
riglit.

"Nobody can tell anything from that
thing. The sheets are all mixed up, and 1
dou't know how they belong. Sco these
rate pamphlet-, where it says 'subject to
change without notice?' Well, the changes

come in fast. Every day or so there's a
change. We just chuck them In anywhere

instead of placing them right, so you
couldn't tell a thing by studying this mass
ofstuff in a year."

"Then you have not the Southern Pacific
freight rates in this ifSce?" said The CALL
man.

"Oh, yes; there they are in that book.
Haven't Ibeen telling you wehad them?"

The next day The CALL man took a
small list of commodities and points of
shipment to Mr. Sprouie.

"Well, we can't fillthis out right off, you
Know," said that official, "We willdo it as
soon as possible. Who shall Isend it to?"

"To THE Calloffice," was the reply, and
then, when Tin Call man saw the look of
pained surprise thatcameover Ifr,Sproule's
face, he volunteered to call for them the next
day.

"What do you want these figures for?
Fixing up another roast?" said Mr.Sproulo
with a sha<k> less of suavity la bis manner
and tone.

"The Call wants to publish them side
by side with the rate* proposed by Mr.
Leeds, in order to show the. people the dif-
ference. If they are honest rates they have
nothing to fear' Iicm the comparison," was
the reply.

"Well, como In to-morrow and I'llhave
them ready for you."

But when the morrow came and Tin:
Callman stood before Mr. Sproule's desk
wailing for those rates that gentleman re-
marked that he had reckoned without his
host in promising the figures so soon.

"Yousee, we have been dragged into pol-
itics so much of late," he said, "that wo
have been unable to prepare those figures
for tool"

"How soon do you think you could pre-
pare them f" asked the reporter.

"WVll, it would take days— mnny of
them," he added, with an «>loquent louk
which meant plainly "nevt'r."

And so itcame out thai the railroad is Id
politics.

The truth Is, as everybody knows, that it
has never been out of politic*, yet an ad-
mission from one of its own official* willat
least serve the purpose of showing th t tho
policy of hypocrisy on this question has
been abandoned by the railroad.

The present attitude of the Southern Pa-
cific of Kentucky- is summed up In eight
words— What are you going to do about it?

Well, tho Legislature at Sacramento is
trying to answer that question just now;
Itmay transpire that tho people of Califor-
nia willdo a great deal "about it" and do it
right "away, too.

As to theSouthern Pacific's unwillingness
to furnish freight rates for public' perusal,
the reason is obvious.

They willnot stand comparison with tho
rates proposed i>y Mr. Leeds, which are now
being discussed at Sacramento, and the
Southern Pacific does not want the people
to know how vastly different their present
taiilT sheet is trnm the one proposed by the
Traffic Association.

Hut the citizens of each county can, If
they will, figure it out for themselves.

Let the shippers nf Nana County, for in-
stance, figure out tho difference in tbo cost
of transDorting their chief products to San
Frat.cisco by the present ruinous rates of
the Southern Pacific and those proposed by

the amendment to the constitution now be-
ing discusskd iv the Legislature.

The figures in the amendment are based
on the Western classification, which has
b*en adopted by every railroad in the
United Slates except by the Southern Pa-
cific of Kentucky.

As a fact, the Southern Pacific has no
regular tariff rate cr permanent classifica-
tion.

Freight* are based on the motto, "Allthe
traffic will bear," and the piofit made on
the commodity dipped is the measure of
the freight rate thereon.

So that, in realltv, there are no profits
made on anything shipped over the South-
ern Pacific lines.

Their method of computing freight rates
Is like this: What is the cost of the prod-
uct? What i« its spiling price?

And the difference between the two re.p-
resentg what tho traffic will bear— what the
railroad demands for carrying it.
