A CHANGE OF METHODS.

Supervisor Ryan is indignant that people
-who haunt the City Hall should descend to
petty larceny in theirdeterminatlon to get as
much as possible out of the public. Any-
thing in the line of personal property is
whisked off almost as soon as exposed. The
janitor »ays things have to be bolted to the
ii or or they will walk away. Sofas and
expensive Brussels carpets are diverted to
private use. There are guards or watch-
men sufficient in number to make half-
hour surveys of the entire building, but
these guards never happen along at the
right time. The things they are employed

to protect disappear all the same.
The only explanation that occurs to ns is

that there is something wrong in tbe City
Hall atmosphere. We have allheard of the
honest rustic legislator who admitted that
be was seized with a strong desire to steal
something as soon as he came within sight
of the State Capitol. He had never stolen
anything since boyhood, at the period when
jam and jelly are often irresistibly tempt-
ing, but in a short time the honest rustic
legislator was a leader of boodlers. He
would do things more experienced boodlers
bad found tbat itwas not safe to do. The
seeds of the desire to boodle were in the
atmosphere. So it has seemed to be with
our City Hall. We elected thoroughly re-
spectable men in most cases to fillthe vari-
ous offices, but how few came out without
having shown that their respectability
was a mere sham.

Our unfinished City Hall has bad a curi-
ous history. It was a fraud and a delusion
in the start. Itwas designed to cost $1,500,-
COO, and basest $5,000,000. The taxpayer
has been cheated inevery conceivable man-
ner. Through many changes of parties the
50 per cent average of steal has been ob-
served with inconsiderable fluctuations.
The methods now being adopted indicate
that the palmy days of boodleism are over.
No one

would pack off a sofa if cash

was not locked up.

THE NEW ERA.
Tomorrow the stars and stripes will be

hoisted on the steamer New York, belong-
ing to the International Navigation Com-
pany. It is Washington's birthday, and a
ceremony which marks a fresh start in
American oceanic shipping may well be
participated in by officials of the Cabinet.
The New York and her sister ship, the
Paris, are Clyde-built, and were admitted to
American registry under an act of Congress
passed last year. Tbis concession is condi-
tional upon the company undertaking to
bave several steamers of likesize constructed
in American shipyards. Thus, in a couple
of years, a fleet of first-class passenger
vessels, as swift as any afloat, willbe en-
gaged in the trans- Atlantic trade. Itis a
revival of American commerce in a notable
direction, and the expansion is certain not
to rest with this effort. We are now in
a position to build as fine steamers of steel
or iron as any other country, and the blame
willbe ours if we do not take a foremost
position in the foreign carrying' trade.

The growth ofour foreign trade warrants
the ship-owner in competing for a great

accession of business as a carrier between
the United States and other countries.

1892 the declared value of imports Into the
United States was $827,402,402, and the de-
clared value of exports, both domestic and
foreign, was $1,030,278,143, giving a total
foreign trade of $1,857,680,010. In reality
the amount is considerably greater, there
being a material difference between actual
and declared values. The value of this trade
across tbe Atlantic -between the United
States and the United Kingdom, France and
Germany alone may be estimated from the

Telegraphing photographs, or telephoty.

lias,been heard of. but. some practical de-
fect stops the way to its introduction.

Sweethearts can tele-
graph their portraits, military and naval
men can describe dans, and architects and

surveyors may at last square the circle.

HOW THE RUSSIANS DEAL WITH
CHOLERA.

The Russians, to whose carelessness En-
rope was probably Indebted for last
year's visitation of cholera, are now doing
their best to alone for their mistake by
devoting attention to the cure of the dis-
ease. In no part of the world are the
symptoms and characteristics of the mal-
ady being so thoroughly studied as they are
at the present time in the Russian hospitals.
Some of the conclusions which have been
reached are curious.

One of the places which is visited atevery

outbreak of cholera in Russia is Baku, on
tho Caspian. At the hospitals at that
point a highly educated staff of physicians
have been engaged in investigating. Tiny
report that, in order to contract Asiatic
cholera, one must, so lo speak, either eat it
or drink it; that is to say, the comma
bacillus' must be taken Into the stomach in
food or in drink. This theory denies the
contention of those who hoiJ that the

cillus may be inhaled and taken into the
body by the air passages. If the cholera
poison can only be imbibed in food and
drink, it can be guarded against by boiling
all aliments taken into the system, for no
bacillus can survive exposure to beat aWlie
boiling point. The theory may be worth
the attention of American doctors. It is
the discovery of an American, Dr. Black-
stein, who is in charge of the Baku cholera
hospitals. B&|

In the treatment of the disease the Rus-
sians have struck out new paths. They
appear to have discarded the old treatment
by the administration of opiates, tannin,
starch, etc., coupled withciuuter irritation
by poultices of turpentine or other ex-
citants. They rely more upon subcu-
taneous injections of salt water, coupled
with hot baths. Where the disease has not
progressed beyond the first stage it is said
that it yields readily to these injections,
which are inserted in the abdominal wall
on either side of the umbilicus. The salt
water is absorbed into the system in six or
eight hours, and relief Is said to follow.
This treatment is empirical, and requires
justification. Itis not easy to trace the con-
nection between the comma bacillus ana
saline water; but. as Itseems to have af-
forded relief, and to have improved the
circulation, it is worth a trial.

Another treatment is by irrigation. This
rests upon the belief that the choleraic
symptoms are the result of some form of
poison, bacterial or other, which acts on the
tissues of the colon. This being admitted,
the symptoms of the disease would be re-
moved by washing out the bowels, so as to
clean those tissues. This is done by pour-
ing a stream of strong castile-soap suds
through a tube past the colon' and keeping
up the flow so long as the fluid reappears
with any stains or taint. The operation
may be repeated more than once. Itwill
be observed that itdeals with the symptoms

and not the cause of the disease. The
poison which Is washed away is merely the
consequence of some pre-existing agency,
nnd so long as that agency continues at
work washing away its effects can only
afford temporary relief. Still, good results
are said to have been attained in Russia by
the process of irrigation, and it is proposed
to try it thoroughly if another outbreak of
the disease occurs. The Inventor of the
cure is another American physician. Dr.
Lee of Chicago.
ltis noticed that while Dr.' Koch's theory

of a comma bacillus is generally accepted
no attention appears to be paid to his
scheme of Inoculation. That preventive
had a trial in Spain eight years ago and did
not commend itself to professional ap-
proval. Ithas not been discarded, but it is
viewed- with less confidence than it was
when It was first introduced. Perhaps it
did not have a fair trial. Perhaps there
was au error in the manner of its employ-
ment It will be remembered that many
yeari elapsed before vaccination was per-
fected, and during all that time the hide-
bound votaries of ancient theories de-
nounced it as a fraud.

Tbe main reliance of the Russians Is on
cleanliness. By order of the Government
the rules adopted last year by Governor
Baranoff of Nijni-Novgorod have been cir-
culated for the guidance of other cities. He
was very thorough. All streets, sewers,
public and private buildings were cleaned
and disinfected with carbolic acid, bichlo-
ride of mercury, dry heat or steam. Water
and milk were carefully Inspected. Fruits,
vegetables, fish and caviar, if not perfectly
fresh, were destroyed. Every house in
which a case of cholera occurred was spe-
cially disinfected. Every railroad train was
compelled 1

to have a cholera car attached.
Through these precautions the mortality In
General Barancffs Government was light.
The disease met Us first check there on its
progress westward.

THE EVOLUTION OF SCHOOL-
TEACHERS.

School Director Clinton has given The
Caix an official Interpretation cf the new
plan of electing schoolteachers. He says:

The plan provides for the appointment or six
teachers from the city normal class each year,
tbe best to be selected by competitive examina-
tion conducted by the City Boa id of Examiners.
All oilier vacancies Id tbe ranks of assistant
teachers Id the grammar, primary and evening
schools will be filled byeach Director nominat-
ing one candidate for each vacancy, but every
nominee snail either be a graduate of a normal
school or some other educational Institution of
equal or higher tank, with a regular diploma
therefrom, or shall have had at least one year's
successful experience In teaching.

Those so nominated are referred to the City
Board of Examiners, whose duty Itshall be to
Investigate the merits of each and to report back
to the board the names of tbe candidates who.
In their opinion, stand highest, and the board
shall appoint said candidates to fillthe vacancies.
It Is not* contemplated that the examiners

shall "iilmit the candidates to a competitive ex-
amination for the purpose, of determining their
relative scholarship, since each candidate must
possess the educational requirements condi-
tioned by law. but the Board or Education re-

quires the examiners, siltingas experts, to faith-
fullyand fairlyexamine Into the general fitness
of each applicant, Including bis or her gradua*
tion, experience in teaching and physical ability,
and recommend to the Board of Education the
one best qualified mentally and physically for
the position. .

The competitive examination of the graduates
of the normal class is merely a means of deter*
mining which of these young ladles shall get the
appointments annually set apart as prizes.

The objection to the new plan urged by.
normal graduates only holds good to the six
positions to be filled each year from the
graduating class of the Normal School. The
question of relative fitness of applicants for
all other vacancies will be determined by
the Board of Examiners. No School Di-
rector will have the absolute power of
appointment. Good teachers should be
selected under this rule. The provision
that applicants .may substitute a year's
successful experience in tho place of Nor-
mal School diplomas opens the way to the
department to the large number of interior
teachers who are not Normal School gradu-
ates, lf the Board of Examiners gives
proper consideration to the qualifications
other than educational which constitute the
combination of qualities which' form ;tbe
ideal teacher, the new plan should leave no
real cause for complaint. The only obvious
trouble Is that there are a hundred appli-
cants, more or less, for each position to be
filled.

THE DEMOCRATIC MONEY PLANK.

A writer In the New York Herald claims
that the Democratic platform of lS92c6ntalns
a plain gold standard plank. Still the
gold standard plank holds to the use of both
gold and silver as standard money. The
yellow color of:this plank is found In the
fact that :further on it requires that the
dollar unit of coinage for.b^th shall be of
equal intrinsic and -exchangeable value.
This requirement is construed as meaning
that there shall -be- no silver dollar coined
until the bullion in the silver dollar is worth

as much in the market a3 the ;bullion
In the gold dollar. -The conclusion of the
Herald writer that the condition of equality

exacted makes the financial plank of the
Democratic party a plain gold, standard
plank is not warranted. The plank first
demands the use of both gold and silver as
money. Itnext requires that dollar of
one shall be equal Inintrinsic and exchange-

able value to the dollar of the others. How
can both these requirements be met? How
except by a policy which shall raise the
price of silver to equality with gold? Mr.
Cleveland has no moral right to consider
himself at liberty to accept the second de-
mand and Ignore the first The fust is in
fact fundamental, tho second Incidental.
The first says that both gold and silver shall
be used as money; the second makes a res-
ervation as to the use of both metals until
such' time as equality of value may be re-
stored. •'\u25a0•\u25a0

THE INTEROCEAN CANALS.

Inan interview printed in the columns of
The Call on Monday, M. J. Flavin pre-
dicts that if the Panama and Nicaragua
canals are built within fifteen years San
Francisco will shortly after contain a pop-
ulation of 1,000.000, and be the distributing
point for the entire Pacific Coast. But if
the canals one or both of them are not built
Mr. Flavin thinks San Francisco may as
well throw up its hands and cease to be a
city." The Call thinks the Nicaragua
canal should be constructed as soon as
money will do the r work, and that the
Panama canal should be built as soon there-
after as the business outlook might justify.
In time we expect that Doth the canals will
be completed, and that the American flag
willwave at points along both routes. The
$400,000,000 the two canals are expected to
cost is a small consideration in comparison
to the results that may be expected from
their completion. But ifitshould bo found
that either or both proposed canal routes
is utterly unproductive San Francisco will
have no occasion to throw up its bands.
California is an empire within Itself, and
San Francisco wilt be its commercial me-
tropolis for ages to come. We have grown
to be a city under disadvantageous condi-
tions, but our progress has been tolerably
rapid all the same. We produce things that
are needed in all the Eastern States, and
with such freight rates as may be secured
without a canal wo can sell our products
among 100,000,000 of people. California will
thrive whether the canals are built or not,
but more vigorously when one or both is in
operation,

TAMMANY IN THE BACKGROUND.
A year or so ago Tammany Hall had a

fair chance of dominating the politics of
the nation. It had joiued hands with the
Albany machine to control State politics,
and through the State it exuected to dictate
to the Democratic national convention as
to the nomination for 1892. When the State
convention met in February Senator Hill
seemed to have a walkover. He had the
New York delegation solid, and solid New
l'ork delegations had been in the habit of
giving the law to Democratic national con-
ventions. But the splendid visions of the
Tammany chiefs have pretty much faded
away. The Democratic national conven-
tion did not take its Presidential candidate
at the hands of the New York delegation.
The candidate itdid select was made inde-
pendent of New York by other States. New
York's electoral vote only swelled the ma-
ferity of the successful candidate, thus de-
priving that State of any especial claim to
consideration, lt is now said that Bourke
Cockraii and Mayor Gilroy, both Tammany
chiefs, have arrived al the conclusion that
Tammany should confine its efforts to local
affairs. Itis advised to keep out of State
politics. The city of New York is a toler-
ably fat goose which is so used to being
plucked that itwould think something had
gone wrong ifthe annual pluck should bo
milder than usual. The annual revenue of
New fork is about 5.33,000.000, of which
perhaps one-third is pickings. The people

of the United States are not at all anxious
to have Tammany methods applied to the
national Government.

The wild blizzard weather in New York,
Pennsylvania and Ohio, recalling the storm

of 1888, is sti ongly in contrast with the open,
spring weather reigning in California. We
have occasional spells of cold days, and at

interval* torrential rains, but very little that"
can be termed disagreeable. There are few
other parts of the earth where robust men
can dispense with overcoats from one end
of the year to the other. Ladies wear furs a
good deal, but if they were not very costly

and were not considered beautiful and evi-
dential of style, some other material would
probably bo deemed becoming. Many East-
ern visitors are inCalifornia at this moment,
and they cannot fail to be impressed with
the marvels of our climate. At the same
time grumblers are heard to say that in the
East people are prepared for bad weather,
whereas here changeable or cold weather
sometimes comes and the people are caught
unawares. lint what about the poor people
in the East who are not prepared ?

Charles Mitchell, the pugilist, mnst begin

to regard this country as very hospitable.
He was refused a landing because he was
considered a convict, and when freed from
restraint under habeas corpus he was re-
fused admission to a hotel on the ground of
this very taint in his career. Having set-
tled the preliminaries for a bruising match
with Corbett, he has imitated the manners
and customs of most of his class by getting
drunk and provoking a row. The assault
made upon him by a group of bartenders,
assisted by bottles, proves that the English
champion is vulnerable ivas ignominious a
manner as other people. He was not car-
ried home on a shutter, but in a cab. Should
he remain for training on American soil his
fi.'lus achates, Abingdon Balrd, will drag
him into some other rumpus. Corbett does
not drink whisky, and perhaps be smiles
when he thinks of glove day.

The Chinese In San Francisco have kept
up their New Year's customs with a chas-
tened sobriety tbis year, at if their tills
were short of money, but the stranger who:
studies their festivities for the first time
may have the impression that Chinatown
is gorgeous beyond the further exertion of
art Yet the quarter, when studied beneath
its tinsel, is frightfulIn filth,squalor, over-
crowding and unforgetable stenches. Per-
haps itis the last New Year John willhave
the opportunity to celebrate on American
soil. The days are running out fast when
registration is allowed, and if the law is
not complied with either Uncle Sam must
suffer the rebuff of contemptuous defiance
or the Chinese must be deported. -Evidently
tho Mongolians are not going to move, either
here or in the East. There are some signs
that in British Colombia the Chinese arc as
undesirable as here. The. Legislature has
only failed by one vote to raise the polltax
from $50 to $100. Such a tax would keep
out large numbers. _

The City Fathers of San Francisco have
been inconsultation about the shortness of
cash in the treasury to meet demands. An
issue of bonds was suggested, but does not
appear to be considered feasible without an
election, which would cost $100,000. Economy
is therefore to be practiced in the various
departments, and doubtless the interests of
the city willnot suffer by official habits of
thrift. One thing settled Is that bonds will
not be issued.

Bleicliroeder, the Berlin banker, is not so
very rich, if he has only lefta fortune of a
hundred million marks— s2s,ooo,ooo. With
this capital, however, he was able to stir up
the national loan market very actively, no
doubt in co-operation with other firms of
financiers. Itmost also be remembered that
such a fortune appears enormous in Ger-
many, where millionaires are by no means
numerous. The coins by whichmillionaires
are estimated make considerable differences
of status. . InGermany marks are reckoned,
in France and Belgium francs, in America
dollars, in England sovereigns or five-
dollar pieces.

The cynic regards it all as
dismal vanity,but it is the wayof the world
to look at crests on cat riage-panels and on
letter paper and tombstone, marble. Let
those who are insulted combine to bring
out a really authentic work on crests.

TWO VIEWS IN AFRICA.
Captain Dundas Sees a District Just

Before and After a Raid.

When Captain Dundas went to H.nint
Kenia. in East Africa, recently, he ascended
the Tana River in bis stern-wheel steam-
boat a distance of 350 miles. Alter he
left his steamer and was making his
overland march to the great mountain ;he
had an opportunity to get a vivididea of
the fierce Masai on their raids. The coun-
try be was crossing was whollyunexplored.
He reached a land called the Mbe country,
a beautiful region of hills and cultivated
valleys. He found the people hard-working
and industrious, and they evinced a most
friendly feeling toward the Europeans.
The people were prosperous and happy.
The soil was rich and the fields fruitful.

Passing on to the adjoining district of
Kihuyu, the explorer met many natives who
were terribly excited over the arrival in the
eastern part of their country of the dreaded
Masai. They said the enemy was burning
their villages and carrying offall the women
and cattle. Captain Dundas could see to
the northwest great volumes of smoke, in-
dicating the route taken by the raiders. The
explorer continued his course along the crest
of a range of hills running toward the great
mountain. Suddenly he came Into view of
the Masai, who were in the valley below.
They were upward of 800 strong. Their
broad spears glistened in the sun, and they
were marching inserpentine fashion toward
the region from which he had just come. As
his caravan numbered only sixty men, fifty
of whom were porters anil not available as
soldiers, he knew that ifhe was attacked by
the Masai his party might be annihilated.

Suddenly the Masai halted and plainly
showed by their actions that they had seen
the explorer's party. lie caused his men
tospread out in a skirmish line, thus hoping
to deceive the Masai as to his numbers.
His maneuver apparently had the desired
effect, as after a short delay the Masai
moved on. 'ijQHP

A week later Captain Dundas returned
from the mountain by the same route. A
terrible sight met his gaze when he again
reached the fertile Mbe country, which was
all peace and sunshine when he had passed
through Ita few days before. Now, Instead
of prosperous villages with fields of grain
he saw only smoking ruins and bodies of
old men, women aud children, half
burned, lying in all directions. Here
and there a few persons were seen
with their heads buried in their
hands, pictures of hopeless misery, scarce
noticing the passage of the caravan. When
Dundas questioned some of those unhappy
beings, they told him that the Masai had ar-
rived at dawn one morning and had begun
spearing and burning all before them.
They went through the district like a whirl-
wind, carrying off some 250 women and a
large number ofcattle. Only a few of the
people succeeded in escaping to the mount-
ains. One old chief Implored Dundas "to
make medicine," or, in other words, to pre-
vent the Masai returning by occult pro-
cesses, in which he. supposed the European
to be proficient. He also asked that some
of the whites be sent to live Inhis country
and help his people protect themselves
against further attacks.

The Masai raise many cattle, but they
depend for a largo supply of their stock
upon these raids. There is no tribe In East
Africa, except the Somalis aud Gallas, who
can withstand their onset. They are the
most feared of human beings throughout
the regions which they periodically devas-
tate. They live entirely upon their cattle,
the flesh and milk supplying practically all
their food. The women they capture are
divided among tbe warriors, and there is a
large admixture of the blood of other tribes
in the Masai of to-day.

One uf the reasons given for building the
railroad from the coast to Victoria Nyan/.a
is that the enterprise will put an end to
these terrible raids. It is asserted by all
who have practical knowledge of white en-
terprises in East Africa that the regions
which are now the scenes of these cruel
outrages will be entirely freed from them
and opened to European trade as soon as
the proposed, railroad is built.

Dresden Glass.
•- New York Sun. ; _->

The manufacturers ofglass inDresden pro-

duces some of their finest wares Infurnaces
with chambers and compartments instead of
pots. The furnace is constructed to take
advantage of the increase of density which
glass acquires as •it becomes more melted,
and consists of two large chambers separ-
ated in the middle by a wall. In the first
compartment the batch is put, and as the
glass under the action of the gaseous fuel
commences to melt it flows through a pas-
sage left open in the separation wall and
reaches the second chamber. Directly
after leaving the latter it passes over a low
wall built across the furnace, and in so do-
ing is exposed in a very thin layer to the
action of < the heat, and rapidly becomes
quite liquid. The glass now continues its
course forward, and, reaching a -third wall
having an opening at the bottom, it gradu-
ally comes to the front of the furnace or
chamber, and from .-\u25a0 this .it•*is drawn for
working, the operation both of melting and
working being.thus made continuous, and
the heat is regulated in each chamber to
suit the purposes required.
