
THIEVES AT HOME.

The New City HalS Offers
Every Facility.

ONE LONELY WATCHMAN.

He Has to Traverse Three Floors
Covering Fifteen Acres, Each.

Supervisor Ryan Talks.

"Anything new in the line of City Hall
burglaries?" asked a Call reporter of
Supervisor Ryan yesterday.

••Not to-day. Certain things bare mys-
teriously disappeared lately, that is all.
The insecurity of properly at the new City
Hall has been agitated oyer since Itook my
seat. Ihave always recognized and insisted
on the necessity of having better watch on
the building than there Is now. Ihave sent
communications to the board recommending

a watchman for each floor, but they have
refused to entertain the proposition. They

claim that the hall has got along for fifteen
yean with only one watchman. Retrench-
ment is the cry nowadays, but the security

of property is another thing. The risk in-

curred is greater than the wages of half a
dozen watchmen would amount to.
"lifact,, the liability is so great that I

bare always felt the necessity of having a
watchman on every Moor, aud six are none
too many. There is only one watchman to
the whole building. You might just as well
have none at all.

"This building abounds in dark places. If
you could inveigle a man into the basement
and kiii mi, be might lie for three days
before any one found the body, It ii a
more lonesome place than Lone Mountain.

"There arenas jets throughout the cor-
ridors, but not in the basement, which is
wide open night and day. There are many
roous down there which are merely used
for storing rubbish and other stuff away.

"Any one can get into the new City Hall at
night and run about all over it. The only
protection is the Yule locks on the
doors of the courtrooms, chambers, etc.
You might fire a salute in the corridors, and
>ou would not arouse the watchman. The
piece is too big for him to hear.

"The watch is not so much to blame.
Think of the extent of the place. There is
no noise that you could make in one pari of
the building that ho could hear in another.
The burglaries so far committed have been
in all parts of the ha.l. Then, too, there
have been many petty thefts, lfyou place
any small article in any part of the build-
ing itdisappears by the time you come back.
There are so many exits aud entrances that
it is easy for a sneak thief to make off With
anything he takes a fancy to. The Mayor
of the city might see you making out with
an article belonging to tie nail, and would
not know but what you were eutitled tv do
so.

"Allof the Larkiu-street side is vacant,
waitiug for the Chief of Police, to be turned
into the city prison. As a matter of fact it
is quite dark in the basement quarters mil
there is nothing to prevent anyone coming
upstairs. Tbe only person on duty at night
is the watchman, Shine.

"1 have already instructed him to close
as many of the doors as possible, but there
is no means of effectually doing so. Many
ofthem were never made to be closed. They
bare no locks.

"Many documents containing evidence
are kept in the building. The vain**' ol some
of these documeins is beyond computation,
yet there would not bo the slightest diffi-
culty in stealing or destroying n.eiii.

"A*souti M1 took my seat Ibegan to pay
attention to the condition of this building.
Iset to work to hive it cleaned up and put
into some sort of shape. The first morning
Icame along 1 saw where a window Had
been taken out ol the main corridor; ithad
been pried right out with it crowbar and
transferred to some other place. isal to
myself, 'Is it possible this sort of thing ca >
go on withoutfinding a remedy?* 'lei-*, was
the cause of mv putting in a claim for a
watchman for each floor.
"Itis not the value of the things carried

away, lt is the fact that it can be done
with impunity. The Chief of Police is well
aware «'i the matter and has spoken plainly
about it. Safes have been broken open in
different apartment* at night, but no one
ever heard a word about it. There are fully
a score of entrances to the building in tbe
basement, all open at night, and a man can
co all through and over the hall. There is
nothing to prevent tramps or loafer* of any
kind from going in a body wherever they
pleased."

An inspection of the basement fully con-
firmed Supervisor Bvan's statement, and
one of the workmen on the northeast wing
who accompanied the reporter stated that
last Sunday, when about §100 worth of car-
penter tool* were ten, there were between
300 and 400 touzhs having the full run of
the building. 1bey seemed to act jiiitas
they pleased.

"The thing is -implydisgraceful," he said.
"Here is this one watchman at night at the
niercy of any two or three thieves who
choose to ci me in withturn hoots ou. They
can come v*en him noiselessly ina moment
and then everything in the building is at
their disposal.

"Why, Just think of it. Even ifthe doors
were locked, one-half of the windows in the
basement are so warned or strained that
.they cannot be fastened. All that would
be necessary to make a biz haul would be to
have an express wagon In readiness, one
man to keep au eye on the watchman, an-
other to carry the stuff out and a third to
keep watch on the outside. Even if a man
were seen carrying the property out, the
idea would be that he was only doing what
he h:d a right to do.

"Youcouldn't call it burglary. There is
no need of breaking into the new City Hall.
Itis all open, night and day, for any one to
go into aud take what he pleases." .

SHE WAS TOO YOUNG.

WANTS HIS MONEY BACK.

A Druggist and Theatrical Manager
Arrested for Grand Larceny.

A warrant was issued yesterday at the in-
stance of John Birch of Portland, Dr., for
the arrest of J. L. Waller, druggist, 33Grant
avenue, and Charles Wray, theatrical man-
ager, on a charge of grand larceny.

Waller and Wray were arrested by Offi-
cers Little and Dowd, and taken to the City
Prison, where they were shortly afterward
admitted ta bail of $1000 each.

Birch's statement is that be went into the
drugstore a few days ago for some medicine
as lie felt sick. Waller inquired about bis
ailment and offered to cure him In a month
for $25. He made up some medicine for
which he charged £5.

Birch returned next day and agreed to
pay the $25, and tendered a check for $100
on a bank in Portland, obtaining a receipt
for the $25. Waller told him that he would
have to send tho check through a bank here
to Portland for collection before he would
pay him the $75, which would take about a
week.

Birch called at the end of the week for
the $75, but Waller refused to give it to
him.

Waller's version of the affair is that Birch
called at his store to be treated. He
diagnosed his case and gave some medicine,
for which he charged him $5, and told him
he would make two analyses, which would
cost $35.

Waller agreed to cure him thoroughly in
three months for $25 per month, and in-
tended handing over the case to Dr. Ballard
for treatment, although he had not yet men-
tioned the case to the doctor.

Birch gave t c check" for $100, on the full
understanding that it was to cover the cost
of the three months' cure, but he now want-
ed to back out of the contract and get buck
tils money.

Birch got a receipt for $25, which was to
cover the first month's treatment, and the
balance was tube held pending the comple-

tion of the cure.
""AVray states that although he is now a
theatrical manager, he was formerly a drug-
gist, and occasionally assisted Dr Waller.
lie happened to be assisting in Waller's
store when Birch called, which is the only
reason he can see for bis arrest.

CAUGHT HIM AT IT.

Using Uncanceled Stamps
and Revenue Marks.

A "SHERRY" TRICK BARREL.

A Government Detective Follows a
Wagon, and the Result Was an

Important Arrest.

George Lang, the proprietor of tbe Calis-
toga Distillery, has again come to grief In
his endeavors to transact business regard-
less of the draconian code foi the collection
ofUnited States internal revenue taxes. In
July, 1891, ins distillery at Calistoga was
seized for violation of the revenue laws and
sold under a decree of forfeiture issued out
of the United States Circuit Court. Mr.
Lang bought in bis distillery, but the
episode cost bits more than $5000.

Yesterday Mr.Lang was again arrested,
together with George Koopman. formerly a
liquor merchant, and Al Mann, a salesman
In the employ of Carroll & Carroll, the
wholesale liquor merchants. Each was re-
leased on 81000 bail to await tho action of
the Grand Jury.

The arrest of the three men was the re-
sult of some very clever detective work by
Revenue Officers Thomas and Nelson.

A few days ago Mr. Thomas regarded
with a suspicious eye the transfer from the
sidewalk to an express-wagon of an empty
barrel which had come from Mitchell's
saloon, at the junction of Golden Gate
avenue, Taylor and Market streets.

The casual observer would have noticed
nothing exceptional in the occurrence.
Neither Would the officer, but for the fact
that the barrel was an empty package and
bore iiDon one end certain undefaced stamps,
brands and marks, all of which possessed a
certain significance to him with his expert
knowledge of the methods by which un-
scrupulous liquor-dealers and rectifiers seek
to defraud the Government.

The package was a double-stamped grape
brandy barrel, and ail tho brands placed on
it by the United States gangers were still
on its head in all their pristine beauty. The
omission to destroy these marks once the
grape brandy has been drawn off is a crime
punishable by both fine and imprisonment.
Mr. Thomas saw a barrel of this character
being carried away. He concluded itwas
going to some dark comer to be refilled with
brandy upon which the taxes had not beeu
paid. He determined to follow it.

The express agftn pulled up in front of
the building 113 Minna street, under the
California Athletic Club rooms. The barrel
was soon stored within. The officers hired
a room In thdipposite buildingand from its
window watched the suspected premise-*.

On Thursday morning Al Alan >. whom
they knew by sight, came along and after
looking somewhat nervously up and down
that narrow thoroughfare went into the
building. Soon afterward an express wagon
came along. Upon it was a half-barrel
marked "Sherry." George Koopman was
on the wagon and he took the half-barrel
inside. This package, as was afterward
ascertained, was filled withgrape brandy of
100-proof. The quantity was twenty-five
gallons.

A few minutes later the officers left their
observatory window. Opening the door of
113 Minna street they walked on their toe
tips to the back of the store. Here they
found Mann in the act of pouring the new
brandy from the sherry package to the
double-stamped barrel whichhad come from
Mitchell's saloon.

Mr. Maun did not know the officers or the
purport of their visit. He proceeded very
calmly with his work, exercising particular
care not to spill one drop.

"What are you doing here?" asked Mr.
Thomas.

"Oh, just emptying some sherry," an-
swered Mr. Mann inhis most complacent
tone.

"Pretty strongly fortified, ain't it?" re-
marked the officer, as lit* thrust two of his
fingers into liebunghole and licked them.

Caught in the act and confronted by the
evidence of his guilt, Mann, as soon as the
officers placed him under arrest, said that
he was only trying to make a little money.

Koopman was meanwhile secured. He
admitted that he had bought the twenty-
tive-gallnn barrel of grape brandy from
George Lang r.f the California Wine and
Distillery Company, 12 First street. Koop-
man said he had paid Lang 90 cents a gal-
lon for the brandy and hud sold it to Mann
torfl25 a gallon. Had Mann sue ceded
in soiling itaccording to the old brands and
stamp value, which would bare indicated
that, it was made in 18S3, he would have
sold itfor £3 a gallon, making a profit of
Sl To a gallon.

The charge against Lang, Mann and
Koopman is tint of aiding and abetting in
concealing and removing distilled spirits
upon which the takes had not been paid.
The offense upon conviction is punishable
with a line of from $300 to §9000 and im-
prisonment irom six months to five years.

AtLang's warehouse officoThomas found
the stencil plate with which the word
"sherry" had been printed on the head of
the barrel containing the brandy taken
from his place.

There are now two criminal charges
against Lang. He has never been prose-
cuted ina criminal action for his violation
of tho revenue law when his Calistoga dis-
tillery was seized and confiscated.

A TOUGH GANG.

Records of the Prisoners Who Robbed
the Petaiuma Saloon-Keeper.

The police hunted up the records yester-
day of the four men arrested on Monday
night by Officer M- «'• Conboy for robbing
Andrew Martinucci of Petaiuma in a dance
hall on Kearny street.

There is no record against George Seely,
but the three others are hardened crimi-
nals.

Dan Lawler's name first appears on the
records on July 5,1882, for petty larceny,
and since then he has served four terms for
petty larceny.

John Morgan was sentenced oa Juno 7,
1800. to two years for burglary.

Joseph Kearney has a long list of crimes
against him. The first was on May 31, 1879,
petty larceny, and since then he has served
various terms for grand larceny, assault to
rob, petty larceny and burglary, the last
sentence being two years for robbery, on
November 21, 1891.

Chief Crowley has a special Interest in
Kearney, for it was the Chief himself who
arrested him for the crime fer which he
served his last sentence. The Chief and ex-
Judge Tobin were on their way home one
night and saw two men garroting another
man on Hinckley alley.

The Chief and the ex-Judge went to the
rescue of the man and arrested tho pair of
garroiers, one of whom was Kearney and
the other "Liverpool Cocky."

Yesterday the Chief went to Kearney's
cell and had a look at him. "Idon't think
you have altered much since Ilast saw you,
Kearney," said the Chief.

"
No," said

Kearney, "and 1 don't tink dere's much
change inyou, either."

CHINATOWN QUIET.
Powerful Organizations Using Their

Influence for Peace.
There was quietness, about Chinatown

yesterday, and the prompt and vigorous
steps taken by the police the previous day
have apparently had the desired effect.

Chief Crowley is not, however, releasing
bis efforts to preserve good order among tbe
Mongolians, and the police are still patrol-
ling their beats in pairs and keeping a sharp
lookout for any suspicious characters.

Detective Cox said yesterday that he had
been reliably informed of the fact that the
Chee Kung Tong, the head of all the tonus,
had taken the affair iv hand, and through
their efforts it was expected there would be
no further shooting between the Suey Ongs
and Bing Ongs. The Chinese Consul is also
interesting himself in the matter, and the
Chinese Six Companies have offered a re-
ward of $200 for the arrest of the Mongolian
who commenced the shooting on Sunday
night, and a similar reward for any one
caught discharging firearms in that quarter.

FOR THE BIG FAIR.

Expository Literature for
Our Exhibits.

A Rare Opportunity for the Talented
Amateur Vocalists and Instru-

mentalists of This State.

Last Monday committees from the Cali-
fornia Tress Association and World's Fair
Commission visited Sacramento for the
purpose of drafting a bill authorizing the
Governor to have prepared a volume
expository of the resources of California,
to be printed in the State Printing Office.

The matter came about last Saturday
night at a meeting of the executive com-
mittee ol the California Tress Association,
when It was discovered that when the asso-
ciation goes to Chicago In May to meet
the National and other State associations
there would be no literature of the re-
sources of California for distribution.

Next day the committee called on the
California World's Fair Association and
found out that it was anxious about the
same matter. So It was decided that both
bodies should visit Sacramento the next
day (Monday). . When they arrived in
Sacramento they first called upon Governor
Markiiam, to whom they stated the object
of their visit. They also Informed the
Governor that without a Droper handbook
orexpository volume, such as many other
States are preparing, much of the effect of
California's exhibit at the Fair would be
lost, and that it was necessary to show by
proper literature information the resources
of the Stale. SHBMWWW

After hearing the report of the visitors,
which was quite lengthy, Governor Mark-
ham expressed himself as very much im-
pressed with the importance of the subject,
and referred his visitors to the proper com-
mittees of the two houses to see what could
be done in the matter. After discussing
the subject for a short lime the visiting
bodies adjourned and drafted a billauthor-
izing tlie Governor to have prepared a vol-
ume expository of the resources of Califor-
nia, to bo primed at the State Printing
Office at a cost not to exceed 524.000 for
printing between 100,000 200,000 copies,
and §1000 for distribution of the volume as
the Governor may determine. The pillwas
introduced into the Assembly Monday by
Speaker Gould and referred to the Com-
mittee on Printing, before which it was
argued by members of both visiting bodies,
and the committee unanimously agreed to
recommend the bill for passage.

During the World's Columbian Exposi-
tion there willbe concerts in the Women's
National building, at which only women
and girls of a high order of talent willbe
permitted to appear. These concerts will
be open to amateur vocalists and instrumen-
talists who have been examined by pxperts
appointed by the State Hoard of Ladies,
and have been provided with the proper
credentials to present to Theodore Thomas,
director cf music.

Those desiring to take advantage of this
opportunity will be pleased to learn that
tho California Board of Lady Managers,
through Mrs. E. (>. Smith, chairman of the
musical department, is preparing for a
"Musical Day" at Chicago, upon which oc-
casion the -National Concert Hall will be
given over to California musicians. The
Exposition orchestra willbe provided them
for one rehearsal and the grand perform-
ance. The committee is also negotiating
fora day in June or July, and it is quite
probable that a musical day excursion from
California willbe arranged for in the inter-
est of these performances. By this means
all California musicians can be in Chicago
at the same time, and those having the
proper credentials willbe entitled to appear
both in the Women's National building and
in the National Concert Hall.
