God, and Brother Maurice copied with a
maste ]y handa on parchment these treatises,
which Brother Alexander illuminated with
fine miniatures.

A COMPARISON OF METHCDS.

The College Amateur Trains Much
Harder at the Present Day
Than the Professional.

NE of the questions
which are ereating mueh
intgreat in amateur ath-
letic circles is in regard
to the methods of train-
ing as adopted by pre-
fessional and amateur
athletes.

Thegreatoreparations
that have been made Dy
pugilists for their ights
and the football players
for thelr groat games
has brought about this
question of training, which is very import-
ant from an athletic point of view.

If a general vote was taken as o who
worked the harder in tralning, Corbett and
Sullivan, or the college football p..v.lsof
the Last. the pugilists would, in all prob-
ability, gat the verdict, and thisis because
the general public have a verv slim idea of
what a college young man will aceomulish
when he is trying to get fit for a particular
game,

The herculean efforts of the prize-fizhter
jn training would be regarded as a very soft
snap by a colleze athlete. In fact, the lat-
ter would consider himself too well off it he
was allowed by his trainer or Cnatﬂvrlu
while away his time in thumping sandbags,
toying with Indian clubs, running at eas:
twenty miles or so in an afternoon and then
sitiing down to a hearty meal with half ¢
dozen bottles of ale to wash“the portw -
houses” down, ye know,

This is, in the rough, the coursa of trea'-
ment that the pugilist receives while
he is undergoing training, but what a
Yale or a Harvard or a Princeton man does
is entirely different, if the words of the
famous copacher, MeClung, who visited this
coast recently, are to be eradited. S

Abont ten years ago, when intercollegiate
football began to be popular in this coun-
try, very little attenticn was given to
training. At that time it was the custom to
salect only those men wlho seenied pecu-
liarly fitted for a particular line of aport.
A football player was chosen because he
wss big and strong, and no one cared very
mueh whether or not he ate pie and smoked
cigars and drank beer. Nowadays, if a
Yale athlete in training was seen doing
any of these things his friends would i
mediately stamp him as being a weed which
should be plucked from the team,

As time wore on and contests between
the different colleges increased, and as a re-
sult the varions athletic organizations were
each year reduced to a finer system of ath-
letic government, men had to train, and
evﬂnmmly training was brougzht to a sci-
ence, whieh meant to the ¢'ubs snpremaey
in any of the branches of sport they con-
tested.

Ag emnlation grew more active, the next
step of the college athletic educators was to
put the athletes through a modern course
of calisthenies, vhe idea being to increase
the lung power and to make the ¢ontes'ants
strong |n theose parts where they were wenk,

Those who had charge of the boys sonn
recognized the fact that something else be-
sides local treatment was necessary, in
order to bring out a man’s full efiiciency iu
any special braneh-ef athletics,

The present system of trainingis a de-
velopment of the idea, and on the hypothe-
sis that since an increase of preparatory
work has resulted in better teams in the
past a similar inerease should have a like’
result in the future, the captain of a team
keeps piling on the work every year until
none but the sturdiest constitution and
most indomitable will can stand the strain,
henee the exciting contests on the football
field now witnessed.

There can be no comparison batween the
preliminary work done by the professional
and the collegian.

They are of an entirely diiferent character,
and that of the college man is much more
severe. Moreover, the latter is governed
by an unwritten but perfectly understood
code of training laws—a code whieh is ob-
served in all of the largest colleges in this
country.

The preparation of the pugilist, on the
other hand, depends altogethes on the indi-
vidual ideas of the trainer, whe, if he is a
person of judgment, will carefully deter-
mine just what sort of treatment his charge
requires, and act accordinglv.

While the change 1o the method of traln-
ing coliege athletes has taken place rapidiy,
it will be noticed that thers is scarcely any
perceptible differencein the manner of band-
ling pugilists and other professionals to-
day from that observed a generatinn age.

When Sayers and Heenan trained for
their fizht over thirty years ago they did
about the same thing Corbett and Sullivan
were required to do,

The former was slightly overtrained for
his “g+’” at Sullivan av New Orleans. This
fact was searcely apparent during the bat-
tle, however, for Sullivan was suffering
from an entirely different complaint.

Every one is familiar with the manner in
wkich they trained, but thers are compara-
tively few peopla who know what a col-
