boys played in very poor form, while on the
other hand the bays from fcanta Ciai
np one of the prettiest games of bai
ever seen on the Haight-street diamond.
Too much orafte cannot be given Bliss, w ho
held down the bag for the winning team,

Dor to MeGre^avy aad Hellerson, who con-
stituted the battery for the same team. For
tbe first three innings I
St. Ignatius team without fault, but after
tbe third and up to the sixth his opponents
batted him unmercifully, and he was
obliged to leave the box and play ieft field,

auiJhu.livan.who bad been catchl; s.was nut
in tbe box in hts stead, Beckett taking Sul-
livan's place behind the bat.

The new battery worked admirably.. ..u was a little wild In the
beginning he sonu settled down to business
and the banta Claras only made two runs
while be was in the box.

The Santa Claras were first to bat and
Flan nery reached first bag on called balls,
and by a fly from Hefferson's bat, which
McCormack missed, he was advanced to
third with Ilefferson on first. Bliss then
struck out, and McCormack, while trying to
steal second, was put out, and Flanuery
stole home amid loud cheering and blowing
of horns from the contingent from Santa
Clara.

Grennan opened the first ha!f of the St.
Ignatius witli a fly between center and
right field, which looked very much like a
three-bagger; but after a longrun all that
Connor con d do was to stop its progress
and Greunan reached second. By a fumble
by Hefferson he advanced to third. Kber,
who was next to bit,sent the ball to Flan-
nery, who threw wild to Kcblnson, and Gren-
nan reached home, and Eber, while trying
to make second, was thrown out by Kobin-
eon.

The first inViing was the only time the St.
Ignatius boys were in if, for in the second
the Santa Claras piled up four more runs to
their credit, while their opponents tint a big
goose egg. Inthe next Inning the Santa
Claras had added on four more runs to their
credit, satiated by errors of Sweigert and
Sullivan, while their opponent* piled up
another eoose egg in their half.

The fifth «n't sixth were productive of
fivemore runs for the Santa Claras, while
St. Ignatius only added one more to their
credit. A funny circumstance happened
In the first naif of the sixth; there were
only two outs, yet the St. Ignatius came off
the field and their opponents took their
places in the field. Sullivan was first to
tee bat for St, Ignatius in that inning, and
be sent a grounder to Flaunery, who threw
biui out at fir-it.

HYDRAULIC MINING BILL.

C. P. Berry Gives Its History—Glad to
Have It Tested.

Hon. Campbell P. Berry of Wlieatland
was seen by a Call representative yester-
day at the Palace. Mr. Berry denies that
he went through to Washington during the
discussion of the mining bill in the interest
of the Anti-debris Association or any other
combination. Ik*had noticed that the bill
before the House, while itexacted the sever-
est penalties for the defacement or destruc-
tion of restraining dan;*, whether made by
the Government or not, did not attach a
penalty to hydraulic mining in violation of
the provisions of the bill. With this fact in
view, and in the interest of a few private
parties at Marysville and Wheatland, lie
went to Washington, arriving after the
original bill had passed the House. lie
immediately went before the Senate Com-
mittee on Rivers and Harbors, of which his
cousin, Senator Berry, of Arkansas is a
member, and explained the inconsistency
of passing the hill with no penalty clause
against its violation by the hydraulic
miners. The clause was drawn up hur-
riedly and attached to the* bill,and with
this amendment the billpassed the Senate.

Mr.Berry left for home, and had hardly
arrived, when it was found that the House
would not accede to the amendment A
conference was called, and the proposed
modification made. The original penalty
clause as itpassed the Senato was found to
be too sweeping. as it attached a penalty to
hydraulic mining in to to, whether damage
resulted or not. The proposed modification
fixed the punalty to the injury of navigable

streams. After noting the difference he
telegraphed to hi) cousin that the bill would
be satisfactory to the valley men, with the
modified amendment. He expresses satis-
faction at the passage of the billand hopes
itmay become a law. Itwillgive tho min-
ingmen a fair trial, and ifthe mines can be
run to the Injury of no other Interest, well
and good. On the other hand, if it is
found to be impossible to hydraulic without
injury to the streams, further restraining
action willbe necessary.

A NEW LANDMARK.

The Nationals Lay Their
Cornerstone.

AMIDST MUCH REJOICING.

Parade of the Active and Veteran
Members— The Old Commander's

Voice is Again Heard.

f

ri IHE cornerstone of the
armory on Kilis street,
near Vau Ness avenue.,
to be occupied by tne
two companies of the
First llegnuent. Na-
tional Guard of Califor-
nia, lettered as C and G.
and better known as the
"National?," was laid
yesterday afternoon.

At 1 o'clock the two
companies assembled at

the old armory on Post street, next to Trin-
ity Church, and under command of Captains
Hideo and Woodruff marched to the site of
the new armory.

Nearly two hundred veteran momhers of
the organization turned out as an escort.
They were in civilian dre«s. The First
Regiment band furnished the" music.
Colonel 11. J. Burns officiated as marshal of
the veterans. The organization made quite
an imposing display as in columns of fours
it passed down Tost stret-t to K<>Biny,
thence up Market to Gulden Gate avenue
to the scene of its achievement.

The neighborhood was alive to the dis-
tinction couferred upon it. Tin American
flat; was unfurled over many housetops and
doorways. Pretty girlsmade pretty groups
in windows. The small boy trooped after
the procession in flanking clouds and lined
himself up on brick foundation walls,
where he could see and shout. The sun
poured down a radiant glow upon the
people who swarmed upon the sand heap,
from which are to rise Norman towers and
turrets and renascent archways. The people
numbered a thousand or more of the
substantial patriotic American fiber of San
trancUeo. Men who had played their part
in the history of the city and who had in
their day stood shoulder to shoulder as

comrades In arms uncovered their gray
heads in company will,the younger men in
uniform as tno Key. John Gray invoked a
divine blessing on the ceremony.

Captain Charles Le Breton, one of the
veterans, officiated as master of ceremonies.
He delivered speeches which were models
of brevity as be introduced the actors in the
scone.

The first man Introduced after the clergy-
man was the venerable Colonel J. B. Moore,
who had come all the way from Bab; Val-
ley, Nevada, to contribute his fund of rem-
iniscences. He was the lirst commander of
tho \u25a0 anal*. -A-*rrHHH«*cu:£d,mi»n- for
his seventy years, sharp featured, florid
face, clean upper iip,a tuft of inowychin
ul;":>kors and Yankee in a.l liUoutline*, li«
seemed like nn outpost of the past behind
which-evprytlilnc'Eeemed-to bm4l iuu> dim
vapor. He told the story of the organiza-
tion of the Nationals ami the young men in
brass-trimmed helmets leaned on theii riflet
and listened intently to the annals irom
his lips. _________

The story lie told was laid in the days
before the uprising of the second Vigilance
Committee. He related how on July 12,
1855, the members of the Pennsylvania
Fire Company, mi nd mainly of young
men from Philadelphia, arrived at the
conclusion that itwould h* a good thing to
encourapo tlie formation of a military com-
pany. The idea was to build a three-story
engine-houso on Jackson street and give

the military company the top floor. The
history of the Nationals dated from that
time, and tha company was the first to
adopt on this coast the title "National
Guard," which had since become the
common designation for the whole State
militia. The organizer* subscribed $1300
and the county donated $400 toward their
first building fund. Thus was laid the
plant ol the creat work now in their hand '.

On August ;i, 1855, the organization was
completed. The uniform of the United
States army was adopted.

Colonel Mnore told about the critical period
of the Vigilance Committee when tne com-
pany were ordered out but failed torespond,
a circumstance) which made reorganization
necessary eight years Inter. He told at»out
the early excursions of the company, about
their primitive methods of target practice,
how they stood together solidly in the war
days and < ft>red their services to General
Suniner to garrison Fort Point, and how
General Joseph Hooker once awarded them
a trophy at the first Stale encampment at
Sacramento in the shape of a silk flag for
being the best drilled and disciplined mil-
itary company in the State of California.

There was loud cheering when the veteran

commander finished. He was followed by
Captain Charles L.Tilden, the senior officer
of tneN«tionals,who delivered a brief address
in behalf of the active members.* Ha-ttv-
ferred to the fortunate selection/ of the
anniversary of Washington's 'birthday for
the ceremony. He said that all the mem-
bers were actuated by the same patriotic
spirit which had carried the prfanlz»tlon
forward from its inception. -Alter paying a
high compliment to Captain Le Breton, the
chairman of the Committee ofarrangements,
and invoking the co-operation of nil the
veteran members in the work of building
their new home, be stated that tie honor of
laying the cornerstone had been assigned
to Captain Lc Ureton.

That gentleman drew from his breast
pocket a silver trowel pressed to him by
ex-Lieutenant Snook, and after placing the
box containing relics and mementos and
copies ol Tin, CALLand otter daily papars
within its receptacle spread the mortar
scientifically over the surface. Then the
big stone was slowly lowered by th. derrick
into its place. Trr* big American Bag waved
gracefully from the derrick, the band played
patriotic airs, the peopH^cheered loudly, a
mother standing inan upjx;r window of the
house 804 Ellis street danced her baby girl
up and down on the sill to. the tune of
"i'ankee Doodle," and the troops under
arms emitted their tootsy wootsy yell and
the deed was done. The Darting words
were spoken by Captain Le Breton. "Ide-
clare," he said, "the cornerstone of the new
buildingproperly laid."

Ootenel William P. Sullivan .Jr., com-
manding tho First Regiment, and his staff,
in fulluniform, war« present. as guests of
the "Nationals" and occupied seats on the
platform. His refusal to consent to the two
companies of his regiment parading in uni-
form had been reconsidered and the per-
mission was the evening before gracefully
extended. A principle was involved in the
matter, which made Colonel Sullivan feel
very reluctant to yield. lie concluded,
however, on reflection, that ft concession
made at this time would work no prejudice
to bis ultimate purpose of bringing all the

companies of his regiment under one roof.
After tie return of the companies to their

armory on Post street refreshments were
served to all the Invited guests and some
felicitous, congratulatory speeches were
made by Captain Tilden and other 1..

The armory of which the cornerstone
was yesterday laid under such auspicious
circumstances will cost, with the lot in on
which itstands about tno.ooo. Itis to bo
completed by the next Fourth^fl July. It
has a frontngo of GO and ndepth of 120 feet.
There will be a basement, three stories and
a tower. The first utory willbe built with
stone and tho others with brick. The top
of the tower willbe 80 feet from th*ground.
The architects are Messrs. Stone &Munson
of ibis city.

The plans provide for an armory rifle
mug* and bowline alley in the basement,
together with a kitchen, dining-room, lava-
tory, toilet and storage rooms.. The main entrance on Ellisstreet Is nbqu t
twenty lent wide with a solid oak sliding
door. After passing through tho.vestibulo
the entrance to the

-
main hall Is through

swiuging doors paneled with glass. There

Iis a grnnd stairway ten feet wide -to the
UDrer floors. The assembly hall,- 45% by .'7
feet, is on the first liner. To.the leftbefore
passing into it Ma reception-mom is'4l»v
33 feet and to the right a parlor 18% '">' 2;

feet. An oftico Bby 10 feet is also located
near the entrance. -"; In the rear of this floor
nre several large apartments intended for
business and social purposes. There is alB-»
an exit to the rear of. the lot eighteen feet
wide.

On the second floor is located tne nnnory
hall57 by 70% feet with a gallery Rt ohh
end, and a

'
small stage at the other. A

ladies' parlor and dressing-room are also to

be found on this floor. The armory extends
to the. roof.

On the third floor provision h made fnr \u25a0
handsome lodge-ronml22 by 34% foet. '1he
gallery is entered from this floor. Here
also are the gentlemen's hat and cloak
rooms, sniokinc-room and other conveni-
ences.~~

LAX METHODS.
The Manner in Which Records Ar#

Kept at the Receiving Hospital.

at 846 Eiehth street.
-The register at the hospital bears the
entry, "John Dee; no homo"; and the stew-
ard niudo no attempt to ascertain either the
address or name of the injured man. The
adjusters of the various cahle railroad com-
panies in the rltyare seriously discussing the
question of sending apetition to the ]>oar<l of
Health requiring the stewards to be more
particular In registering names. They
claim that as the records are admitted in
evld3nco In tho various courts In damage
suits against their companies, that the
board should eec that they are correctly
kept.

EXORBITANT TAX.

California Must Have a
Lower Tariff.

FREIGHT VIA THE NORTH.

The Railroad Commrssion Must Oo

and the Legislature Regulate the
State's Freight Charges.

The Railroad Commission must go.

After ft u:ttvn yeiirs' trial that body has
proved to be of no benefit ?o the prop!e of
California, and instead of advancing the
commercial in'erc-u of the State they have
proveu to be a clog in the wheels of trade.

The tOßUnsai of opinion among the mer-
chants of San Francisco aa well as of other
cities of the State is that the commission is
a* so much Dead Sea fruit, ami that it it
simply a shield behind which the railroad
companies coutii.r.e their extuitionato rates
without ffar of molestation.

Practically the railroads fix their own
rates, regardless of the commission, who
simply indorse nny action taken by tiie car-
riers ana when a merchant makes any
coniplaiut to the railway bffirialflhe is re-
ferred to the com mission. When an appeal
is mad** to the commission that body In-
forms the applicant that itwill take the
matter into He careful consideration, aud
there itusually ends.

One thing is certain, and that Is that the
trntlic rates in California are too high and a
change must take place, and the abolition
of the RailroAd Commission is tho most im-
portant step toward that change.

The plan of introducing the tariff Into the
organic law of the State pnM6Btei the
merit of placing the carriers in the position
of supplicants lor legislation instead of ob-
structionists, and as some say to a certain
extent controllers of the State Legislature.

The Southern Pacific Railroad Company
has maintained the lame rates slnco the
commission was first established, and no
efforthas ever been made to have them re-
duced. The Commissioners have been very
good workers iv the interests of the railroad
companies,' but a shipper has not been ben-
efited in the least by their appointment.

Railroad rates in California can almost
be cue Inhalf and still leave a good margin
of profit, for the carriers.
Itought to be enough to know that if the

figures of the Southern Pacific Company are
Uken as a guide their earnings are nearly
double those of any other road in the
United States, and, further, that their own
figures show that they consume from 10 to
30 per cent Ol their gross earnings in the
operation Of the property. Their not earn-
ings within California «ro largely inexcess
of thoir own property Inother States and
also largely in excess of any other road.
Ithas been repeatedly shown in evidence

in tno courts and elsewhere that the reads
ol the Southern Pacific Company were
bonded largely in excess of the whole cost
of the property and equipment, and tint
not only did the capital slock represent no
tangible .investment, but as a matter of
fact the promoters put into their own
pockets a large profitupon the building of
the roads, but still retain possession of them
and claim that they should have a profit
ruin tho operation of the property In

which they have not nor did they ever have
a dollar of actual investment.

The rate of transportation I? Nt present
fixed to yield an income on a funded debt
aggregating 341,305 per mile and to pay a
dividend on \u25a0\u25a0% capital stock of $47,".">."> per
mile on a road which in actual outlay did
not cost one-third that amount and which
could be constructed to-day for a much less
figure.

The State is now sustaining a burden of
which at least two-thirds is unjust and
winch has been countenance! by the Kail-
road Commissioners for the past fourteen
years because they were simply tools iv the
hands ot the railroad company.

There Is no possible doubt but that San
Francisco's trade is being strangled by tho
exorbitant rates charged on freight to in-
terior points. There is no chance for a local
merchant to supply the needs of the State
because the Southern Pacific Company, by
its discriminating and excessive rates, vir-
tually adopted n schedule allowing E-istern
trade to creep in. It costs as much to get
goods to Fresno from San Francisco as it
does to get goods from New York to San
Francisco, and that is simply because the
railroad company controls the line abso-
lutely and bleed" the merchants for all they
willstand regardless of the commission.

What the merchant of San Francisco as
well as the merchants of other distribut-
ing points in the State wants Is lower local
freight rates and that is the point toward
which all efforts should be directed. Itis a
cold fact that goods can be supplied in the
country from the East cheaper than from
this city.

The Northern Pacific and the UnionPacific
railroads are comparatively cheap freight-
carriers between the East and the Pacific
Coast, and both" these lines -find their .bu?l-

profitable. Their rates to Portland

and points on the northwestern coast are
way below the rates frum the East into San
Francisco and other California terminals.
Merchants here lay they can order goods at
the Atlantic coast, move them to Portland

or borne other northwestern terminal, pay
cartage and ship them to San Francisco by
steamer and make money by doing so.

The Southern Pacific cannot allow this
condition of affairs to last Ions;. Railroad
men say that at an approaching meeting of
railroad men an effort willbe made to equal-
ize rates into California, and the most
likelymethod is that the Southern Pacific
and other roads will meet the rates of the
northern lines. If this is done It willbe a
refutation of the theory set up by the rail-
roads in the State that the rates nave been
as low as the roads could afford to make
them on through business. Wnllo this con-
dition of affairs exists the merchants are or-
dering carload lots from the East via Port-
laud.
