A STORMY VOYAGE.

The Thrilling Experience of a Ship’s
Third Officer.

New York Sun.

Thir! OTeer James, Daker of the steam
ship Hurona is one of a very limited
number of commercial tars who have
been swept back to their ships after
having been washed overboard. ‘I'he
Hurona is a big freighter and cattie
carrier from Dundee, and has jost spen
nineteen days getting here. On February 4
she ran afoul of the gale in which the
Pomeranian was nearly wrecked. Dakers,
assisted by two sailors, was lashing down a
spar loosened by the tumult. He was stand
ing on the funnel amidships. A great sea
roared aboard over the starboard side.
The satlors saved themselves by clutching
stanchions,

Mr. Dakers was taken unawsres. He was
half smothered and swept clear over the
vort rail. He gave up hope as he rose on
the erest of a huge wave that seemed about
to bear him further from the ship. But the
wave was of the exceptional kind thut re-
curves, and he wasshot back until his hands,
instinetively elutehing at space, grabbed the
port rail of the Hurona just as she rolied to
leeward,

Some of the sailormen saw him coming,
and they ran to the rail and hauled him
aboard. The ineident was over in half a
minute. Mr. Dakers came abozrd only ten:
feet astern of the spot from which he was
originally projected. e was slightly
bruised and very damp. but he remmml
duty imimediately after changing his clothes.

It would ap-
pear as if the Boston schools had during
this time Dbeen resting, meanwhile
allowing the progressiva schools to rup
ahead of them, leaving them somewhere
near the middle of the list.
