M.W.Fox Admits the Gold
Discovery.

IE DENIES ALLFRAUD.

Mining Circles Are in a
Flutter.

MILLIONS NOW IN SIGHT.

The Other Side of the Steele Com-

plaint-1"he Defendant Tells
His Tale.

Mining men and Stock Exchange people

were in a flatter yesterday when they read
the sworn statements of Oscar C. Steele and
Sainnel T. Curtis as to the findingof a new
and wonderfully rich body of gold-bearing
,,
r^on the stock, published yesterday

in The Call.
Itseemed like old Bonanza times to hear

the comments on the story of the two wit-
nesses in the case of Site* vs. West Con-
solidated Virginia Mining Company, ar.d
further developments in the case willbe
watched withinterest.
In a statement made yesterday by M. W.

Fox, the vice-president of the compnny,
against which the suit la entered, the tale of
the ore discovery was fully corroborated,
though it was mere of an admission on Mr.
Fox's part than a frank statement of fact.

Mr. Fox was plaintiS in the celebrated
Hale & Norcrrss suit, wherein he charged

the defendants v, itli fraud and misrepre-

sentation, and obtained a judgment for
over Sl.000.OCO; and now be finds the tables
turned against him in the suit over the West
Consolidated Virginia mining property. In
which t!:e bis ore body was recently found,
estimated at millions of dollars.

The trial of the suit of Sreele against
Fox and the West Consolidated Virginia

Gold and Silver Mining Company now
going on promises to be more sensational
than the Hale &Xorcross suit.

Ihe to a reporter of The Call yester-

day:
"Iwas just reading the account r-f the

suit in The Call, and Iwill just tell you
the true inwardness of this action.

"Mr.Steele is not the real plaintiff at all,
but the suit is brought by certain of the
defendants in the hale & Norcross case in
bis name to get even withme for my fight
against them in the Hale & Norcross suit."

Mr. Baggetf, who is Fox's attorney, and
who was also present, said: "See our
answer to the complaint, every word of
which we can prove. Itcontains a specific
denlel of every charge of conspiracy, fraud
and misrepresentation^ and alleges that the

agreement with Steele has been kept. It
further alleges that Steele transferred his

in tie defendant eoroorat] n and
has been induced to bring this action by
tlie persons to whom he made such transfer
for tbe purpose of harrassingthe plaintiff and
to get control of the stock of the defendant
corporation and destroy its property."

"When we made the agreement with Mr.
Steele to develop tl.e property," said ilr.
Fox. "i.c was trade superintendent at $300 a
month. We kept bim until we were com-

"The trial of tbe Hale &Norcroas loit
bad been set down for July, 1891. Ihad
made serious charges in my complaint of
conspiracy and fraud in the working rf the
\u25a0foes, and in tbe report made of the profits
therefrom, >nd L vy, Jonea and other de-
fendants rr:p sed to offset my charges by
showing Iwas no better than they were.

"Knowing how matters stood with Mr.
Steele ar.d of the prospect of a rich body
of ore in the property of the West Con-
solidated Virginia Company they went to
Mr. steele and purchased his shares in the
defendant crt»orat:on. They employed him,
1believe, and then persuaded him to con-
sent to this suit being brought in his name.

"The rait was commenced the month
previous to the month the trial of the Hale
&Norrrosa salt was set for, so that by pnb-
licaticn of the charges it might influence
the public and the jury at the trial, but
more than this was intended, for the »v t
was brought on the day before the annual

"The sum «na substance of the charges
are that we did not list the stock en the
Stock F.xr-!:..rise as agreed and that we have
charged the defendant company with large
mms which we should not have charged for
the purpose of. making it insolvent in order
to tret the property.
"Iwill just show you how groundless the

chairs urr. \i wrs agreed among Mr,
fcteele, Mr. Brown and myself that no stock
should be lifted until ore was struck.. "Acertiin amount of the stock \\*< ?etapart to be sold for workingcapital. Every
stockbroker in the ci'y knows how mining
slock has been on a stpadv decline, and it
would have been folly to attempt to list it.
We therefore adopted the only course that
could be taken and sold small portions here
and there on the strppt.

"We rraltz»d 125,000, wh;ch was expended
In development work on the mine When
the nponev was cone we advanced S4r>oo our-
selves. Then, the ore not yet being struck,
*cdid what any sane mac would say was
most advantageous for the company, but
which Mr. Steele makes the ground for one
of his enarges 01 conspiracy and fraud.

"The Amies Mining Company had prop-
erty adjoining that of the West Coosolt-dßted Company, wnich had been lying Idle
for fourteen years undeveloped. We got
control of the Andes 9tock and got the con-
sent of ti-at company to run a drift from thebottom of a shaft 4"0 feet deep on the prop-
erty adjoining on ih«> other side of defend-
ant company's property and run through
the defendant company's properly to devol-
op thn Andes property.

"Two years were spent In th« work, two
drifts were nin, and between $50,000 and
$60,000 exoendel.

"Tie Ande* Company has not yet made
the least demand on the West Consol.dated
Company for any portion of this expense,
though the work actually developed its
property and dUcotered thf big ledgeof ore.

"And yet Mr. Steele, having a majority of
the stock and being the person most bene-
fited by the work done for Botntac, makes
this the zround for a clinrge of conspiracy

—
a charee as baselrss as is the claim that I
heard a rich ore body was found on the
property of the Consolidated Virginia
Company and that Im<«de a nmrepresentn-

tion to induce him to sell !,is stock cheap."
The story of Mr.Wax confirms the sworn

statements of .Steele and Curtis that there
Is*big body of ri''h gold ore In the Wost-
ern Coneol dated Virginia that is probably
as rich as any mine on the great Comsiock,
from which millions on millions have al-
ready been taken.

RACING ON WHEELS

A Pacific Coast Record
Broken.

NINETEEN MILES AN HOUR.

The First of a Series of Great Twenty-

Five-Mile Races at San
Leandro.

HP IIINKof a man making
himself, with his own
legs, travel at the speed
of nineteen miles an
hour for twenty-five
miles.

Think of a race twen-
ty-five miles long that
is a keen athletic con-
test, during which no
racer may even slow
kit pace or relax the
highest tension of his

best energies untilhe lias passed over the
last yard of that long distance.

That was what the creat twenty-five mile
bicycle road race around the San Leandro
triangle in Alameda County meant to the
contestants yesterday forenoon. Such was
about the speed at which twenty expert
wheelmen shot themselves over mile after
mile of wagon road yesterday forenoon.
Itwhs the btef**tevent in all the history

of cycling on the Pacific Coast. Wheelmen
and heelwomen talked about it with keen
interest for a good time before the time for
itcame and they will talk about the grand
affair for a {rood while 10 come.

Twenty-hve-mile races have been run over
the same course before, »nd at various times
just as many cyclers have assembled at bic
events, but lor ail that this was the biggest
event in the world timings on bottled air.
Itwas the first annual twenty-five-mile.

handicap-race of the California Associated
Cycling club?, and so it was a universal
affair. The previous similar races were
held by individual clubs. Then this will be
an annual affair hereafter, and will remain
the greatest cycling of each year to come.
Iwas a grand success. Only one tiling

could have made itmore so, and that would
have been the hoped-for and rather looked-
for breaking of the American twenty-five-
mile record. That record, however, was \u25a0
little out of reach and was saved from being
splintered. The I-acific Coast record, how-
ever, was broken, and that gave some glory
to the day.

The hordes of cyclers who took the early

boats from this side o
the bay fairly loaded tli
ferry-boats with thei
wheels and took com
plete possession of tin
local trains. A ipecia
baggage-car to carry th
wheels to Fruitvala wn
put cd the AUmed;
broad-gauge local, ba
fiftyor more piled on ti
he 8:30 Oakland local

dragging their wheel
into the two front can
and stacking them in tin
seats and aisles unti
passengers had to crawl out i1the windows
if they wanted to get out.

From Oakland ami Frnitvale toSan J,»an-
dro the level San Leandro road was alive
with wheel s nil the morning, s<nd scores of
them were ridden by young ladles, whose
fresh checks seemed to say all, "Get a
safety and be glad."

That Irregular six-mile procession was
picturesque enough. The ladies looked
pretty in their riding costume? and a ma-
jority of the men wore their club uniforms.
There scores cl fellows who "scorcbea"
tn dusty cutaways and real trousers
and the frequent remark, "I haven't
been on a wheel before in a year" showed j
bow general was the interest in the event I
of the day.

At10:30 San Leandro had wholly sur-
rendered. The visitors far outnumbered
the population of the pretty town. Wheels
were slacked up everywhere. They were
piled three ad four deep all around the
main tel and in the barn yard ;they rested
against nearly every building, and about the
starting place •-re v. ere strings nearly a
bluck l'injjbeside the fences. There wero
nearly four hundred Of them altogether.
Belies their rider?, crowds came on the
overloaded electric cars and all San Lean-
dro was out doors. Nearly a thousand peo-
ple crowded to see the start, and it took
several marshals to keep open tbe long lane
through t!iem for the rider?.
Itwas a perfect California winter day.

The gentlest soit of a bre»z-* made the
cen:al snushice more delightful. The
balmy air was perfumed and the green
foothills a few miles eastward were the
background of the inspiring picture pre-
sented by the broad rich plain lined with
orchards and pretty homes. Flowers
blazed in every dooryard in town and
country and the apricot orchards were
glorious in their myriads of blooms of pink-
ish white.

An.id such surroundings Is found the
San Leandro triangle, which Is said to be
the finest tweniy-tive-mtle cycling race-
course InAmerica. Another advantage of
it is that tie whole community rather likes
to have itput to this use and is indulgent
to the wheelmen. Every farmer willcheer-
ful. turn out to eive a racing rider full
right of way.

The triangle is formed by throe Intersectine
roads and one aucln is in the center of the
town. The course was oflicinlly measured
to exactness a few days ago and was found
to be a trifle less than eight and a third
miles, lience a little 1l»59 than three laps
make the twenty-live miles. A starting
point at the edge of the town was marked
and the finishing point placed a block or two
across lots la ihe other road from town.
Allairangenients had been perfectly made,
even to stationing flagmen at electric rail-
way crossings to hold cars if a rider was
near.

Grifflihs finished his first lap of 8% miles
in 26 miaatet nntl 30 seconds, having; gained
2 minutes on McDonald, who was 9 nun-

utes behind him. Footer and Bell made th«
first lap in 24:45. Faulkner's first lap was
made in 24 :\u25a0».">.

As each rider weut past the finishinz
point he was cheered by his friends and
on without a moment's slackening of speed
he whirled. Sonic who had not rigged a
bottle of water with a mouth-tube sticking
out of it in front of tbem would catch a
bottle from a friend's hand on the fly. The
Interest in the contest increased still more
wh-n the riders began coming in on the
third lap, aud it was generally realized
that dark horses werfl coming to the front
ami were likely to carry off the honors.

CRUELLY HOAXED.

A Thousand Workingmen
Badly Fooled.

THE QUEER WORK OF A CRANK

He Engages Men to Build a Mythical

Railroad From sausa!ito to
New York City.

"Say, you!" exclaimed a young man ai he
rushed into the office of I'iuer, Aden &Co \u0084

7 Clay street, yesterday morning and ac-
costed the liiiiuat the dusk, "I want to
charter the steamer Hope for this after-
noon. Hear! 'mis afternoon."

"Eh, what's that?" said the man at the
desk.

"Oh, come, come. I've got no time for
joshiuc. Iwant tlio Hope. Iwant tier to
take 200 barrels of cement and a let of pi£-
iron over to Sausalito to-day."

"Oh, you do, do, you?" said Mr. Aden.
"Well, uuw, who arc you?"

"Me, me? Why, sir; my name's Ilandy.
Son of old Captain L. N. Handy who i.-<-<1
to be down hero aud I'm going to build a
raiiroad from Sausalito to New York by the
way of Portland. I'm going to commence
work to-day. 1willgo from here aud eu-
eage a thousand laborers. I've got i^O now.
Got 'em up at the Salvation Army, IJij v
Theater and the Christian Missions and
they're a dandy lot, Ican t«Il ycu. Never
seen a better lot of men. Oh, you don't lie-
lieve it, eh? WHI. all right; I'll get an-
other ship, that's all," and the fellow
runned out of the office and np the. street.

"He's got a wheel In his head," said Aden,
resuming his work and forgetting the man.

Shortly before 1 (.'clock In the afternoon
men began to gather about the Sausalito
ferry, first by dozens and then by scores,

•until there were fully 6wo of them packed
ou tlie wharf about the ferry entrance. It

beine a holiday and there being numerous
excursions on the? bay the police paid no at-
tention to the crowd for awhile, but finally
the crowd became a multitude and then one
of the policemen went up and asked the
meaning "1th« gathering.

'".Sure, sir," Midthe man addressed, "it's
him as can toll you ail about it,"and lie
pointed out a well-dre»sed young fellow who
was moving around in the crowd and ap-
parently Riving orders. Approaching the
man the policeman Asked him what the nun
were congregated about the ferry for, add-
ing that it was against the law for men
crowds to collect on the wharfs, unless they
were going to take a steamer or ship.

"1haven't time to talk to you now," suid
the young man. "Theso are my men. I'm
a railroad-builder. Ask any of them—
they'll tell you," and the fellow hastened
away.

The crowd kept growing until at length
the officers found it absolutely necessary to
move the men, and then it was the whole
story came out. The thousand men had
been gathered from all thu Christian Mis-
sions and Salvation Army barracks by the
young man who was in such a hurry. He
had employed them to work on bis railroad
in Sausalito, and ordered them to be at the
ferry in time for the 1:45 o'clock boat. To
them all he promised steady work for at
least eight month", nt $90 a month, board
and lodging, and many of the poor fellows
had given up positions in order to take the
job he had offered them. He was to meet
the men at .the ferry and provide them with
tickets to Sausalito, and he cautioned them
all to be sure and bo on time. The police-
man began making inquiries about young
Hand)*, for he it was who had employed
the men, and soon found out thru
he was not responsible for his
actions or utterances. 11* went back and
told the men that they had been fooled, but
they refused to believe the officer, and when
compelled to clear the waiting rooms at the
SausaMto ferry landing, gathered on the
dock a few feet away and waited for
Handy* reappearance to put them aboard
the ferry-boat.

One o'clock came, half-pant 1o'clock, and
no Handy showed up. The men began to
murmur and some of them swore out loud,
pood, round water-front oath-, but the ma-
jorityofx the crowd still pinned their faith
to the young fellow who had hired them and
made excuses for him. Finally the Sausa-
lito boat moved from the wharf and left the
crowd of men on Itand then pandemonium
broke loose. Handy was cursed In every
language spoken on tho earth. Including
Chinese and Japanese, for he had several
Christianized members of both nations wait-
ing for him. The men were wild, and had
Handy appeared he wouldn't have been
Given time to draw a long breath before
he was beaten half to death. Again and
again the police tried to coax or drive
the men away from the wharf, but they re-
fused to budge an incb, and for a time it
looked as If the officers were going to have
their hand* full, for the men were mad, and
awful mad at that, and only wanted a pre-
text to select anything or any one as the
object or person upon which to wreak their
vengeance. Suddenly a happy thought
struck one of the policemen and he went
about among tbe men telling them that
Handy was going from one mission to an-
other getting more men. Then the crowd
scattered in every direction to hunt for
him, vowing vengeance whenever they
should lay eyes upon the smooth-tongued
young fraud who had deceived them.

There I* no question but' what young
Handy Is crazy, although some of the water-
front people are Inclined to believe him a
practical joker. If the hitter the man
should be prosecuted, for, as stated, more
than one ot the men who were waiting at
the wharf yesterday gave up paying posi-
tions to go to work for him upon his pro-
Dosed railroad, and ninny of them will find
Itimpossible to obtain their old situations,
Whether crazy oronly a fool witha penchant
for practical juke*, it is well for the young
man that he kept away from the Sausalito
ferry yesterday afternoon. Half of the
police force, if on hand, would not have
saved him from the crowd of men he had so
cruelly bamboozled, had they once got him
in their clutches.

It was Washington's
birthday, but Mayor Ellert and the Board
of Health had decided that there are
worse ways of spending a holiday than In
trying to help those ho cannot help them-
selves. -n

Ittook about half an hour to cover the
ground between the new City Hail and the
refuge behind tie Twin Peaks. It was a
sp etidid and indeed idea! California Feb-
ruary morning, but tiie party by no means
treated tiie matter as a junketing trip. It
«at> business, strictly business, from first to
ii-t.

Superintendent and Mrs. Weaver received
the guest?, if not with open ami!,certainly
with no resentment, and for two hours the
party ranged around the grounds, free to
ask any questions they pleased of the In-
mates.' It appeared thai there are 850 of
these, many of whom are hopelessly en-
feebled by mental nnd physical disease and
ought to be in other institutions. These
men are a burden on the institution ;many
of them are from the interior of the State,
and they ought to be supported by the
State and not by the city. They crowd the
place and keep out a great many deserving
poor who ore entitled to admission.

Another evil which the visitors were not
slow to perceive is the admission of able-
b^ died paupers to the Aln.shouse. Itwai
manifest to tho committee that out of
i.cai v 700 mfn in and about the institution
from 60 to 70 ptr ffcnt were capable of
earning a livelihood if they chose to do so.
These are mainly men who during tbe
Mimmer months tramp about the country,
occasionally doing r little liuht work in the
orchards and \ir.eyard9, but who-o main
occupation is begging. In the winter they
6erure admission to the Almshouse, and,
although able to work, refuse to do so,
saying that the city has a right to support
them. Out of the (>7"» men who aro now
enjoying the hospitality of the city »t the
Almshouse not tifty can be iuduced to work
around the place.

The premise* generally were found to be
In good order, the floors well scrubbed and
the ventilation fa rlygood, although itstruck
many of thu visitors (bat the windows must
have been specially opened for the inspec-
tion.

A number of charges were made against
the management, but in only a few cases
did ihpro nppear to be any foundation. At
the game time the impression derived was
that numerous and salutary improvements
might be cheaply and easily made that
wuold dispose of all reasonable grounds of
dissatisfaction.
