A fair real-estate business was done in
February, say the advance sheets of Ma-
see's Real Estate Circular. The tutal num-
ber of sales mads was 339, of the totnl value
of81,218,772. Thu chief inquiry continues
to he lor inside business properties, paying
well. Faith in the future is a lost virtue in
times of real-estate dullness.

Buyers are then dear to everything but
tlio present rent roll, Ifit does not pay
about liper cent not they are dissatisfied
and do not, as a rule, care to invest. For
ourselves, we would in either livelyor (lull
times prefer 4 or 5 por cent net in a grow lag
locality to C oreven 7 per cent litstationary
district?, or in those ableb have readied a
comparative maximum.

People are beginning to see now that Saa
Francisco is moving iu»the right direction
to recover the trade it lias lost by Die rail-
road monopoly. That fact should help the
real-estate market. We trust the rumors
that the Assessor has decided to reduce
real-cstato assessments is true. There is
vital need ot reduction.' Over-taxation has
had more to do with general real-estate
dullness than any niner one thine.*s>ix and a half per cent on large and etlolce
nnd 7 per cent on ordinary loans continue
to be the rates on city real estate. There
is more money on hand with the sav-ings banks Una ir.cy can use, but no fur her re-
ducilon is talked of. The total number ot
mortgage* lecoidrd last month was 303, of
the total value if si. 131.551, and of re-
leases of mortgage 200, of Hie aggregate
value of $703,305. There was a very good de-
mand lor loans from Hie country InFebruary.
Country borrowers never wtter kept up llielr
interest payments than they did iv16DL'. This
Is bulb a bopelul auil healthy sign.

Important to Holders of Mortgages.

Parties holding mortgage* cannot be too often
told to see that all of the taxes charged against
the property mortgaged to them are paid, (if

course the puny holding a ruoitgage naturally
sees 10 the payment of the mortgage lax,be-
cause ItIs Ills duty to pay that tax ;tut he must,
Inaddition, also see that the owner pays all other
city and Mate taxes charged against the prop-
erly,and, Ifthe owner does DM pay these taxes,
lie mast do to and charge the same to the owner,
for the irason that the lienof uunatd taxes takes

deuce of and wipes out the lien of the mort-
gage. The savings banks always see to the pay-
ment of taxes on piopeiiy mortgaged to them
over and above the mortgage tax. Ifthe owner
does not pay there additional taxes the, banks do
so before the lux sale, charging the same with(merest of course to the borrower. We have
often called special attention to this subject.

Estimates Only Given of City Real Es-
tate Sales.

The leaders of the Circular should understand
that no one Knows, or has for several yearskuowu, exactly what :ue value really Is of the
real estate sales made here from year to year.
Ineight cases out of ten Hie cousldeialluu in
terled Inthe deed Is $10, and estimates only,
aud they necessarily only rough ones, can be
given of what ibe property really brought. VVe
have rcieaieaiy said tint It Is much better, tor
Ibe I'l'yrr at least, to havi> tha irulh put In
his deed; but the answer of tbt> ma-

making assessments Invariably tikes note or
IHch prices only; that he Is always willingI"
raise assessments on the faintest sl£ti of in-
cieaje of prices, but that to the strongest con-
tinuous evidences ofa fall,he Is frequently alto-
gether oblivious. The Slate Board of Equaliza-
tion Inthis matter treat the city stillmoie out-
rageously. While, therefore, we aellev» Incut-
th.)» the null)In deed.*, it is not to be wonderni
at, in view or the pievaleut belief about assess-
ments, that the great majority of buyers put
nominal considerations Intheir deeds.
