The darkness will sup-
plement what nature has well begun and
efféetually accomplished this.

*“The Meirose,” said one observer, “will
beé l.ke a phantom ship as far as her sailors
go. Imagine her inthe dead of night. The
sails are spread and reefed and furled; the
robes are manned and ably handled; the
vessel springs alomg through the waves—
and yet not a sailor ecan be made vat against
the background of dark sky and water.”

These wien are all stout seamen, however,
and the Melrose is to be cungratulated upon
securing so good 8 erew,
