“Mrs. Heydenfeldt is perfectly willing to
hava Dr. Moody testify,” said Mr. Hag-
gerty. *“Counsel is kindly endeavoriog to
take careof our witness.”

“On the contrary, we are taking care of
ourselves,” replied Mr. Kowalsky,

“Why, you are practically trying to pro-
tect our witness.”” ;

“Mr. Hageerty, we don’t care 2 cents
about your witness.”

“Gentlemen,” interposed the court mildly,
“I am pleased with this colloquy. It gives
me time to think.

COFFEY’S TRAGEDY.

Judge Daingerfield Decides
to Hear It.

Defendant Makes Elaborate Speeches
in ilis Own Behalf and Attacks
Mrs. Unlman,

Assistant Distriet Attorney Hoesmer had
marshalled his forces, and was all ready to
pour in a broadside of evidence against
Police Court Attorney Coffey, charged with
embezzlement, when Judge Daingerfield
stopped preeceedings- and announced that
he was positively disqualified to sit in the
case, for the reason that sume time prior to
his election he had been consulted by the
complaining witness in relation to some
watter connected with the ecase, out he did
not remember just what the conversation
was, and wonld take the morning to lock
more fully into it.

At 2 o’clock the court announced that he
had decided that he was not disqualified,
and ordered the prosecution to proceed.

In defiance of the old adage that the law-
yer who tries his own case has a fool for a
client, Mr. Coffey had undertaken the her-
culean task of defending himself,

*“Your Honor will take notice,” he said,
“that I make no point of your Honor’s pos-
sible disqualification, The case is so clear
that 1 am willing your Honor should hear
it, no matter what your Honor may have
heard.”

Mr. Coffey then folded his arms upon his
breast, and turning to Mr. Hosmer said, in
a stentorian voice, *‘Now, sir, bring on your
case against me,” which Mr., Hosmer at
once procecded to do by calling to the stand
Mrs. Emma Uhlmap, the complaining wit-
ness,

She testified that her husband had been
arrested, and that she was approached by
Coffey and persuaded to give him $75 with
whicn and other funds he proposed to bor-
row he was to baii out her-husband.

Subsequently the bail money was returned
to Coffey, but though often requested so to
do he persistently refused to return the
witness her $75. He also tried to dispossess
her of the saloon and vpersonal property
connected with it, which she and her hus-
band had been runuing.

Mr. Coffey stopped the witness every few
minutes to take down what she was saying,
and at lust the proseculion made a vigorous
objection to these interruptions.

Mr. Coffey advanced to the rail and said
that this was the first time in the history of
California jurieprudence that such a ques-
tion had been raised, >

“Nowhere in the legal history of this or
any other nation, of the whole civilized
world I may say, your Honor,” he pursued,

-**can you ficd an instance of a reputable

attorney being denied the right of stopping
a witness for the purpose of taking-notes of
her testimony.” : : :

Mr. Hosmer made no special reply to this
peroration except to remark to the court
that the constant interruption of the witness
naturally tended to confuse her. :

Coffey subjected Mrs. Uhlman to a ram-
bling cross-examination in which he en-
deavored to cast suspicion upon her char-
acter and credibility. -

The case goes on to-day.

WANT THE AWARD.
The New Ferry Depot Contract Likely
to Cause Trouble.

At a meeting of the Harbor Commission-
ers yesterday the matter ¢f awarding the
contract for the construction of the founda-
tion of the new ferry depot was taken up.
At the last meoting of the Commissioners it
was decided to readvertise for bids, but
Bateman Brothers, contractors, who claimed
that they put in the lowest big, objected to
readvertising, nnd yesterday Attorney Sul-
livan, who represented the dissatisfied con-
tractors, appeared before the board and
protested against the proposed action of the
board in readvertising for bids.

In Attorney Sullivan’s objeetion he
claimed that Dateman Brothers were the
lowest bidders when the bids were opened,
and that the rejection of the bids wasa
violation of the law. The bid presented
was a reasonable one, and there is sufficient
money in the harbor improvement fund to
carry on the proposed work at the figure
named by Bateman Brothers, which was
§328,500, almost §100,000 below the estimate
of Architeet A. Page Brown.

Attorney Sullivan also called the atten-
tion of the board to the report recently sub-
mitted by the board for the year 1801-92,
which showed that $£651,000 eame into the
hands of the Commissioners, and from an
investigation made it is apparent that there
is now sufficient monsy on hand to com-

English corporation it is said that it cannot
donterfers with the American coastwise
trade, and that the ships'can only be used
In the fureign trade of the west coast of
America, and would not be controlied by
any legal proceedings in American courts.

If the Pacific-Navigation Company estab-
lishes a line between here and Central
American ports the Spanish American
Steamship Company may ba forced into
doing the same thing. Both of these com-
panies connect with the Pacific Mall Steam-
ship Company-down south, and they are
both.rivals. By both extending their lines
to San Francisco the Pacifiec. Mail Company
may have to extend its line further south,

This will please the merchants still move.
With three steamship companies running
their steamers down to South American
ports lively times may be expected.
