The distance i3 to be five miles with a
turn, the race to be for the five-mlle single-
scill championship of America, to be rowed
on Tuesday, May 30, 1893, at a place to be
mutually agreed upon. ‘The trophy shall
g0 to the wioner with the purse of $1000,
and the winner of the cup must be prepared
to defend the cup against all challenges
according to the rules governing the same.”

A special from London, England, savs:
**As all efforts nave failed to bring Bu-
bear and Hanlan together in a match on the
Thames, Bubear is preparing to go to Amer-
ica. Heo will endeavor to take a four-oared
crew to row atthe Chicago regatta. His
team will be made up of Billy East, the ex-
champlion, Billy Bakky, Biily Haines and
himsell, while Sydney Wingale will prob-
ably go as extraman.”

The Oxford and Cambridge erews are
training hard for their next race. Cam-
bridge will have a slight advantage in
weight.

An Eastern exchange says: While the
resignation of General Charles J. Paine
from the America’s cup committee will bea
great loss to that bedy, the act will merely
extend his operations in the Dunraven race
to a wider and more active fieid, the general
concluding, like Mr. Archibald Rozers, that
the Luilder of the trial cup defender should
retire from the America’s cup committee.

As the hunting season is over the only
matter of importance to sportsmen is in re-
gard to the Emeric game biil which received
& heavy setback in the Senate a few days
ago.

If the bill was so arrangea as to meet the
wishes of sportsmen in general it wounld
shoot through ‘both houses without opposi-
tion,

There are some very good measures in
the biil, which if they should become a law
would prove of value to the sportsmen of
the State.

The originator of the bill, however, over-
stepped the grounds of jurisprudence in
some things and evidently forgot in the ex-
citement of the moments nf writing that he
was a resident of the Pacific Coast, where
laws of a class nature are yet too early for
successful intreduction in *‘the wild aua
woolly west.,””

As previousiy stated in Tue CALL, this
country—the Pacific Slope—is amply larze
enough to permit all men who love to shoot
the enjoyment of a sport that is denied the
men of limited means and station in foreign
lands.

No matter how large the country game
needs protection, and to that end and pur-
pose wmopey and men are the necessary
requirements,

Without a substantial appropriation the
officers who are appointed to look after the
interests of game and fish are powerless to
do any good.

The laws as they now stand are good
enough if enforced, and it is to be hoped
that the objectionabie features of the
Emeric bill wiil receive a well-merited shot
from the Senators, which.will cripple all
future attempts at their introduction iu this
State.

from over the bay think differently. How-
ever, the only way to determine which club
can produce the best players is by the con-
summation of a series of matches.

The great interest that has recently been
manifested in professivnal handball has
astonished the old habitues of the Howard-
street ball courts, who have been accus-
tomed to seeing only a few hundred people
congregate on Sunday afternoons to witness
tbe games got up by individual players.

LOST MINE FOUND.

Worked by the Padres in
Ages Agone.

Remarkable Find of a Prospector in
the Santa Lucia Mountains, in
San Luis Obispo.

Ban Luls Obispo Tribune,

There 18 no old wisslon but iu its vicinity
there is a lostmine, The old fathers brought
with them from Spain a keen appreciation
of mineral wealth, and haviog an unlimited
supply of cheap labor and a keen nose for
mineral deposits, they rarely failed to find
a mine of some kind and to woirk it suc-
cessfully.

Tue misslon of San Miguel was no excep-
tion. It was a rich missionin the old times,
one of the richest in the territory. It pum-
bered its possessions in cattle and sheep by
the thousands and 1ts Indians by the tens
of thousands. Among the soldiers and
followers that came from old Spain there
were plenty who knew & silver vein when
they saw it and were not unfamillar
with ways to profitably work it, and it
has been a matter of common knowledze to
the successive priests who for generatlons
have run the old mission that there b:d been
successfully worked in the Santa Lucia
Mouutaips a silver mine. There were even
preserved seven small bars of silver in the
treasure-boxes of the mission, and there
were racords carefully hidden away that
told of the expenditures and how a dollar &
day was speuat on the laborers who worked
in the mine, and how, for some reason,
either of war with tihe Indians or epidemic
of some kind it had ULeen ordered that the
mineshould be closed down and abandoned
and all tokens of it obliterated as far as pos-
sible.

So when about five months since Mr. T.
B. Gamble, an old resident of the couunty,
in the course of his prospecting for minera!l
wealth of some kind, stumbled on veritable

workings that evidently antedated any
American occupation of the country, and
went to the good priest for advice and in-

formation, the old padre had little hesita-
tion in assuring him that what he had
found could be nothing else than the loag
lost mine of the old fathers.

The mine is situated about four miies
northwest of Bean's, whieh is a point half
a mile east of the opening of the first of the
tunnels of the new Southern Pacific Rail-
road work that is to close the “gap.” Half
a mile from Bean’s the old trail becownes
dimly visible. Certainly it is forly years
since it has been traveled, for there are
resiaents hereabouts who have known the
country in that mneighborliood for that
length ot time, and who never heard of the
trail or mine. I. is a rough country and
the trail is a rough one and aiways was.
Now, trees have grown up on it a foot thick.

At the mouth of the old mine, uader the
dirt and debris of & half century may be
discovered & duinp, that seems to contain
thousands of tons of rock. A beautiful
stream of living water rushes down the
mountain in close proximity, and near it
is an ola arastra most carefully made of
granite and put together with the skill of
an expert stunemason. There is the grea:
circular stone that used to be dragged
around in the bed of the arastra, but all the
woodwork has since rotted away, There
are two small va-as, or Mexican furnaces,
in which, doubtless, the bars of silver that
the old priest displaysat San Miguel were
made.

Tiie mouth of the mine i3 caved in, and it
would appear intentionally, because t was
timbered with logs of cedar a foot thick
that would have kept the tunnel intact for
many generations yet. Climbing up the
mountain side to a peint about righty feet
beyond the mouth of the mine there isan
airshuft, Once there was a ladaer in it.
‘I'he remains are stillthere. Dropping down
in this to the tunuel, it is founa to
about ten feet high and six feet wide. For
about 200 feet it is timbered with heavy
tree trunks, still in good preservation.
There is a crosscut which is directly on the
ledge, and runs due northwest and south-
east.

Going southeast perhaps 100 feat the vein
appears to have petered, but going north-
westitrunsabout 200 feet and stops at & stope
in gooa ore. There is still another tannel
leading exsterly from the crosscut for about
200 feet, which appears to have followed a
tributary vein and which also stops at a
stope of good ore. I'he vein in both ends
is about 4 feet wide between well-defined
hanging and foot walls; the ore i3 & sul-
phuret of silver carrying gold and from the
assays of Selby and of Price is very rieh,
As we are informed the samples sent up
rund!rom $200 to §1000 in silver and 825 in
gold,

A mining distriet has been formed ecalled
the Alta district, the mine being named the
Alta. Several others have already been
located aud the whole mountain will doubt-
leas be taken up.

The Culture of Roses.
8t. Louls Globe-Democrat.

“Let me give you a little information that
may be useful to you tiiis spring,” said J,
M. Harrison of Tallahassee, Fla., at the
Lindellyesterday. *'I have at my home in
Florida ten acres of ground devoted entirely
to roses. I love them and grow them to
look ut. I find there ate very few peopls
who know how to prune roses. It is better
to prune them now than to wait for
spring, for the simple reason that
there is a great deal of evapo-
ration during frosty weather from
the unripe wood. Then prune them
again just before your bushes bud, as you
will find some portions have been injured
during the winter despite the most eareful
precautions. Cut out the thin and weak
wood in order to give more strength to the
rest. Different classes of roses require dif-
derent pruning. The young, vigorous wood
may be severely pruned, but the bushes that
bud from old wood should be permitted to
retain their branches. Noisette ruses, for
Instance, may be severely pruned, but the
hybrids need to be pruned long, as the flow-
ers are produced on short branches
