The Unsuccessful Search of Years to
Be Renewed by Two Diggers
for Wealth.

Again the sanguine dicgers are delving
for the ill-gotten but well-hidden treasure
of the old buccaneers. 3

And the sands of the seashore ars being
disturbed once more by searchers for the
blood-stained wealth.

And that is why there was such a erowd
of sightseers out on the ocean teach yester-
day afternoon.

They were
golden doubloon

They wanted to be on hand when the beach
should yield up its buried treas ures.

So they came early and sought steadfastly
for one M. D. Nelsop, who has Beeu granted
a perniit by the Mayor to sink a shaft in the
beach roadway right over the spot where
the pirates’ gold lies hidden.

B. W. Clark, an old, cid miner whoknows
all about this buried treasure and just where
it lies, located it at this particular spot
about forty years ago.

It is sure to be there still, Mr. Nelson
irgues, for the bloodthirsty pirates who
buried it are dead, and the secret spot was
known only to them and Clark.

And the people waited. If it had not
rained o soc y might be waiting still.

For the treasure-digger came not.

His apparatus was not guite ready, aud
this alone delayed him,

Another day the crowd
tunate, for Mr. Nelson is determiuned. He
Lias a sure tip. He will come,

Just what the arparatus is beyond a com-
mon pck and shovel is hard to say, but the
general opinion was that Mr. Neison had
decided to walt until the excitement of his
projected search had svmewhat died out
before commencing.

The story of the hidden treasure is nota
new one, and frequently partias have been
organized to bunt for it, but without sue-
cess. Ilseemad to be a *‘*will o’ the wisp”
and was always rightin the hands of the
searchers, but they were never quite able to
close their fingers on it.

The discovery of the location of tha
treasure was originally made by B. W.
Clark, who is now old and bent with age
and the hard work of a miner, but le is
still confident that the treasure is beneath
the sands near the park observatory.

Clark’s story of the find is interesting, and
he has nol diverged a hair’s breadth from
it since he first told it in confidence to some
of his friends a score or more of years ago,
when the first search was made for it.

Clark says that in the early days of Cali-
fornia, and when San Francisco was but
thinly settled, he worked on a ranch near
the ocean end of what is now Golden Gate
Park. The rauch was owned by a Portu-
guese, who, along with his peaceful farming
occupation, conducted a gambling saloon.

Asaco quence he was surrounded by
a very wild and woolly element. One
worning at low tide Clark was walking
along the beach after a rather heavy storm
and saw some limber sticking up through
the sand. His curiosity was at one
aroused, and digging around them he dis-
tinctly traced the outlines of a vessel. It
was, in his opinion, a Spanish eorvette, and
going a little deeper in the sand he un-
earthed several human skeletons, besides a
number of pistols and cutlasses,

Digging further he came upon a large
square iron chest, which was too heavy for
him to remove.

He judged it fo be full of treasure be-
longing to the ship, which hesetdown to be
a pirats ship, and what to do with his find
troubled him. He dare not tell his com-
panions at the gambvling joint, so be care-
fully marked thie spot, and, covering up the
traces of the wreck’s existence, let the
strong box sink deeper into the sands.

A few weeks later he got the mining
fever and went to the mountaine. After
twenty years in the mountains he came
back to unearth his treasure, but the ex-
aet spot could not be found. The old marks
had vanished. The house kept by the
Portuguese had been burned; but a few
stones that had served for a fireplace still
remained, and from this point an approxi-
mate location was made, aud the search was
begun.

Shaft after shaft was sunk, but withount
sucecess, and the different persons the old
man had induced to help him gave up the
search in despair.

But Clark did not despair. He never
will. About a year ago a company was
formed, which with improved machinery
commenced to probe for the strong iron
box, but it finally deserted the idea of ever
finding the pirate’s horde of wealth.

The ncean beach from Sutro Heights to
Point Pedro has been dug full of holes in
search of the fabulous treasure, but the
iron box still remains under the sand.

Nelson says he isgoing to find that wealth
or diz a hole biz eaough to hold the water
of the Pacific Ocean. The chances are that
the Pacific Ocean will remain where it is
regardless of Mr. Nelson’s exertions.

THE BOYS’ BRIGADE.

A Grand Entertainment in the Pa-
vilion.

Probably the greatest enfertainment ever
given by the members of the new organiza-
tion, cailed the Boys’ Brigade, in this or
any other country wiil be that which is to
take place in the Mechanics’ Pavilion on
the evening of the 17th inst.

WARRING MONGOLS

A Second Arrest for the
Late Shooting.

POLICE ON THE HUNT.

The Prisoner Identified by the
Wound2d Man—_Story of An-

other Eye=Witness.

The police wera on the hunt yesterday
for the other four highbinders who shot at
Ah Kee on Stockton street Monday

afternoon.

In the morning Datective Cox arrested
Wong Fung on Washington street as a
suspect. The prisoner was taken to the
Receiviog Hospital and was identified by
Ah Kee as one of the men who fired at him.
He was locked up in the City Prison and
was booked for assault to murder.

The prisoner claims to have an interest in
the drugstore at 776 Clay street belonging
to the Chun Sang Tong and lives at 848
Washington street. He is a member of the
Hop Sing Tong. He asserts that he was in
the drugstore at the time of the shooting.

Gustave Levy, who saw the shooting on
Monday afterneon, stated to a CALL re-
porter yesterday that he was talkingtona
friend on Jackson street when he heard
the shots. He ran toward Stockton street
and xaw five Chinese pursuing another
“hinaman ana firing at him as they ran.

Levy saw Lee Sing, the one arrested after
the shooting, fire three shots, and the last
one tock effect. Just as the last shot was
ired he struck Lee Sing a violent blow
with his closed fist on the neck, whereupon
Lee turned and ran back toward Jackson
street.

Levy was the first to reach the wounded
Chinaman, and he!d him in his arms till
the police officers arrived. Whiledoing this
# white man and a Chinese came to him
and told bun to get out, as his head would
be in danger, and afterward he was warned
not to appear as a witness in the case. The
white man, who was about 25 vears of age,
spoke the Chinese language. Levy declares
that he heard at least twelve shots fired
altogether,

There was no perceptible change in Ah
Kee’s conaition yesterdsy.

Judge Joachimsen yesterday issued the
following order: “In all cases of alleged
hinese highbinders charged with carrying
soncealed weapons 1 will fix the bail in
future at £1000 bond or $500 cash.”
