The Hopkins Institute of
Art to Have One.

It WillOccur in Connection With the
Spring Exhibition of the Art

Association.

Tbe resident artists, te the number of
about fifteen, met at the rooms of the Art
Association yesterday afternoon, to take
action on the spring exhibition.

As the exhibition will be the first one to
be held in the Mark Hopkins Institute of
Art,Secretary Martin was very hopeful of
gathering some new ideas for the occasion
from the Knights of the Palette, so he mailed
a large number of invitations toattend the
meeting.

The response was somewhat disappointing.
The municipal election in Oakland detained
several who had abandoned their studios
for the day to fight in the cause of clean
government. Among these was liicbard
Yelland, who said that art would have to
take a back seat until after sundown.

A. F. Mathews was elected chairman of
the meeting. His gavel was aflat ruler, but
he used it chiefly to scratch his left ear
throughout the deliberations. Messrs. Nor-
ton Bush, Julius Ludovici and Lee Lash
occupied seats on the bench. About eight
of the artists present were ladies.

Tbe chairman suggested that the spring
exhibition sbouid be made a thoroughly rep-
resentative one of California art from its
Inception down to the present day, and that
while every effoit should be made to secure
paintings by California artists whicii had
not been exhibited for several years, no
pains should be spared to obtain new work.

On motion of Mr.Bush it was resolved
that it was the sense of the meeting that
such an exhibition be held, opening during
the first week in May, and that a committee
be appointed by the chairman to take active
measures in furtherance of the object.

Secretary Martin inquired whether itwag
the desire of tbe artists that there should lie
an apartment set aside specially for a photo-
graphic exhibit.

The lady artists Joined in an opposition
wail of noes, and the gentlemen concurred
lo the chorus of disapprobation.
Itwas agreed that one room should be

devoted to an exhibition of artistic painting
on chlnaware.

Chairman Mathews called attention to
the fact that the artists had no rules for
obtaining the jury on selection of pictures.
He said that in tbe past Ibis Important duty
bad been performed in a haphazard fashion.
On motion of Mr. Bush the chairman was
authorized to appoint a committee of seven
to formulate rules governing the appoint-
ment of jurors.

Tbe following were subsequently named
as the committee: Norton Bush, William
Keith, Lee Lash, A. Joullln. R. D, Yelland,
Mrs. Alice Chittenden and Miss Frolicb.

THEY ARE GLUM.

Shadows Gathering Over
the Fishermen.

Ravioli May Become a Luxury Be-
cause the Fish-Dealers Have

Formed a Combine.

Down on the water front at the foot of
Vallejo street Is the Fishermen's wharf,
distinguished from all the other piers and
docks by being exclusively reserved for the
swarthy little army of sunburned Greeks
and Italians who go out upon the waters in
their frail crafts to entice the silvery deni-
zens of the deep into their nets so that the
San Francisco gourmands may be supplied
with the piscatorial delicacies of tbe sea-
son.

As a rule, this crowd of fishermen Is com-
posed of happy, contented and harmless
men, who work hard and whose pleasures
are few and simple.

Most any hour during the day a number
of them can be found In the big shed ad-
jacent to their wharf sitting around on low
stools and mending their nets to the tune of
a merry chorus sung in their native tongue,
and calling up memories of Naples, Venice
and places on the sunny Mediterranean
Sea.

But of late a shade of sadness lias spread
a gloom over these harmonious gatherings,
and the hearts of these simple children are
greatly troubled.

They have learned of a powerful combine
formed by the men who own the big stalls
in the Washington Market, where they dis-pose of the fish they catch, and they fear
tbat hereafter a cut in prices will be madeWhich willreduce their allowance of ravioli
and spaghetti, not to speak of the red, red
claret from ibe foothills of Sonoma they
love so well.

That tbe Washington Market fish-dealers
formed a combination about four weeks ago
is true.

Nineteen firms, comprising all but four
who do business in that place and in thatline, are united and organized, with Al-
phonse Giusti as president, but up to date
they have not done anything In the way of
cutting prices.

Washington market is the great centerfor the fish trade of n.it only San Franciscobut also of California and the catches of
all the fishermen along the coast, within
many miles south and north, find their way
into the stalls of the men in this organiza-
tion.

A combination of this kind will find it,
therefore, an easy matter to control prices
both in the purchase and tho sale offish.

And that is the reason why the Masa-
nillos and Golseppls down on the wharf
have dire forebodings.

There is some talk among them about
reviving the old Fishermen's iJnion. which
used to meet at 19 Vallejo street, but has
not been heard of for over four years, but
nothing willbe done about this until thenew combine makes a move whicii makes
united action on the part of the fishermennecessary. .-

THE ROTTEN SEWERS.- _
Hundreds of Breaks During the Re-

cent Storms.
The Superintendent of Streets has been

having an anxious time since .the recent
storm. Upward of 300 sewers have been
burst Indifferent parts of the city.

Among tho most serious breaks reported
yesterday was one on Elizabeth street, 135
feet north ofMission. This break is fifteen
feet indiameter and extends to the bottom
of the sewer. There is another on Earkinstreet, seventy-five feet south of Golden Gato
avenue, in the pipe sewer. Over 200 breaks
have already received attention.

currents," said Engineer Alnrsden Man-son
yesterday. "So far wo have six observa-
tions, and they will be platted nut on a
chart All these observations have been
made from the foot of Powell street. Many
people seem to think we are simply doing
work which pertains to the tides, and which
has been done or should be done by the Hy-
drographlc Office.. Our work has nothing
to do with the tide.. We are simply locai-v
lug the bay currents."

ANN TING COCK'S CAMERA.

A Quaint Little Gallery in an Out-
of-the-Way Corner on Clay

Street.

"Allee some like Chinawoman onedollar;
allee samo likeJapan one dollar half; full
length."
Itwas Ann Ting Gock, explaining to two

Call repoiters the poses and prices con-
tingent upon being exposed before the sen-
sitive plate of an Asian camera.

A Chinese photographer forsooth Is Ann
TingGock, a bright intelligent Asiatic, and
a rate-nutter on all the galleries in the city.

To reach his den you go up a little wind-
ing stairway that leads tiff Clay street, near
Stockton, until you reach a little landing-
plane. SPS
Ifyoulook straight ahead you willprob-

ably find Ann Ting Gock at the top of the
next flightnursing a cute little yellow baby
all done up ln gorgeous red and yellow and
green rags. And Mrs. Ann Ting Gock may
also bo on the top landing with another and
younger infant, Ann, as she was when THE
Call representatives visited the placo the
other day.

Ann Ting G.ick willmotion you to go Into
the tiny room to the left of the first lauding
and say, "Ibe right down."

He speaks very good English for a Ce-
lestial, and will tell you that he has been in
tills State for twenty years. He wears a
royal Nile ereen robe, has beautiful long
and clean finger nails, and treats his patrons

with an imperial condescension and genu-
ine poliienees.

This Is the main office and showroom.
There Is a showcase in it and the uro-
prietor's bed. The bed is open, the blan-
kets and sheets turned back. Itlooks rather
out of place in a pbotozrapher's reception
parlor, but it also looks clean and Inviting—
that is if one cares to sleep on that kind of

bed. Two gray blankets over hard, smooth
boards. That is the softness thereof.

There is an old faded carpet on Uie floor,
and itmightbe swept cleaner. Intbe show-
case are various card photographs, panels,
cabinets, and all sizes of Chinese men and
Women.

Bait of the showroom and communicat-
ing with Itby a norrow door is the family
kitchen and washroom, all inone and all of
Itnot more than 8 feet square.

Well, The Call -iters, one of whom
was a young lady, decided Unit the Japanese
costume was best suited to her peculiar
styleof beauty.

I'ben Ann Ting Gock led the way across
tbe landing to the operating-room. This is
not a large apartment, but long enough for
focusing with a Chinese camera. A sky-
light admits ample white light, and the
dressing-room to the left, though little big-
ger than a good-sized packing-box, is larger
than Chinese ladies usually enjoy when at
home.

Much Chinese furniture, Imitation of
ebony chairs and tables, tea cups, Chinese
aowns and swords and armor and bric-a-
brac of all sorts are in rather promiscuous
profusion In the operating-room.

"Some men like to be soldiers, some rich
merchants, some actors, and some all
kinds," explained Ann, which meant that
his Oriental patrons have a lor.duess for
appearing in their photographs like any-
thing but what they are; a fondness, by the
way, that in some very rare cases has been
known -toextend to the more enlightened
Caucasian race.

When Tub Call's lady reporter had
emerged from the dressing-room, gorgeous
in a fur-trimmed, many-hiied Japanese
gown, the courteous Aim rubbed his bands
admiringly and predicted a "velly" good
picture.

Now the lens in Ann's camera' is not quite
up to the modern makes found in the mote
fashionable galleries, but itprints the image
in the sensitive plate as large and as life-
like as the best of them.

The Call man was permitted to peep
through the ground glass in the back of thocamera after the proper focusing had been
done.

Thero he beheld, what everybody who
focuses a camera beholds, the subject
standing on her head, with her skirts, bow-
ever, clinging decorously to her heels.

A passing word ought to be said of Ann's
rather antiquated camel a. It is an odd-
looking piece of furniture, judged by the
modern makes, and as Ann says came all
the way from China. It rests on three
heavy legs, and is raised or lowered by put-
ting in or pulling out wooden pegs iv a long
stick attached to the bottom of the camera.

Ann Ting Qock is his own operator. lie
differs from the white artists in this line by
leaving the question of tbe pose or attitude
entirely to the victim's lack of judgment or
good taste, as the case may be.

There are no loLnresomo poslng-lrons or
headrests in Ann's operating-room, and the
time of exposure, with bright sun outside,
is not quite a second.

When the exposure was duly made Ann
hastened into his l!x2 room, aud the
negative was duly developed.

lie came out in a few moments with theglass negative in hand and exhibited it to
bis patrons.

The figure was a little dim and the lines
seemed to lack sharpness, but two days later,
when the print was made, quite a present-
able likeness was shown.

The negative bad been duly retouched,
though not perhaps with the most artistic
skill in the. world, and the flesh was soft and
smooth, ifa trifle hazy.
It was worth the money paid, at any rate,

BLACKMAIL LOST.

The Kensmanns' Charges
Against Zinkand.

Their Shady Record inPhiladelphia Is
Revealed to Attorney Brandt in

an Accidental Way.

When the case of Deldrlch Keusmann
against Charles A. Zinkand, for damages
for the alleged seduction of Teresa Kens-
maun, was called yesterday morning in
Judge Slack's court, Attorney Joseph
Rothschild announced that his clients, tha
Plaintiffs., were still among 'be missing.

They bave swelled that long list of suitors
in sensational damage suits who never
prosecute their cases.

Mr. Brandt, the attorney for Zinkand,
stated that the plaintiffs had made him sev-
eral offers of compromise, Mrs. Kensmann
finally offering to accept SSOO. He did not
believe they were still in the city, and ex-
pressed it as his opinion that they would
never prosecute the suit.

Several continuances have already been
granted, so on motion of Mr. Brandt tho
case was dismissed.

Mr. Brandt yesterday explained his confi-
dence that the case would never be prose-
cutes! by the Keusmanus iv the following
story: -,_ -

Some two years ago the Kensmanns
struck Philadelphia aud at once began busi-
ness. Mrs. Kensmanu advertised for a
small loan, ottering good security. One
Charles J. Snyder answered the advertise-
ment ami was almost captured by the
woman before ha suspected her character.
Alterbe dropped negotiations withher she
ami Kensmann, ho was then masquerad-
ing as a "relative," called upon Snyder's
wife and made all sorts of threats. Finally
tbey left town.

Some time ago Snyder in Philadelphia
read a notice of the case in a San Francisco
paper and was kind enough to write to
Brandt warning bim that his clients might
be the same couple who had so nearly ruined
him. Brandt secured photographs of the
slick pair and forwarded the same to Phlla-
phia, where they were lullyIdeutified.

JUDGES RETREAT.

New Decision in the Shag
Rock Case.

The Supreme Court of Its Own Motion
Annuls the Previous Order—The

City's Appeal Now Stands.

The Supreme Court surprised every one
yesterday afternoon by handing down the
following order in the Shag Rock case:

The order of March 8 which Is thus set
aside practical!} decided that the city must
pay $15,000 and $Jo_ Interest to Yon
Schmidt for tho purchase of Sling Rock, and
for the reason that ex-City and County At-
torney Durst had neglected to file a bond
on appeal.

Aside from the possible contingency of
the court reversing Its decision on a rehear-
ing of the case, this order was admitted to
lie a final adjudication of the case against
the city.

The order of yesterday now revokes the
former order on the court's own motion—
that is, without formal proceedings of any
kind had before It.

City and County Cresswell thus explains
the mystery.

When Attorney John 11. Durst read the
account of the decision lie wired to Cress-
well from Sacramento, telling him that he
had failed lo file a bond on appeal pur-
posely, and that he was amply sustained in
this course by the authoritative decision
nl Shearer vs. Edgar, reported in 1,7 Cal..
in which itIs held that a city official need
not give a bond on appeal, provided he ob-
tain an order of the Judge of the lower
court exempting him from the necessity,
winch order. Durst says, is on file.

This decision had somehow been over-
looked by tbe Supreme Court Justices. The
matter was brought to their attention and
yesterday's order is the result.

Tbe city's appeal will now be beard In
due course of time.

TWO=POUND ROLLS

The New Butter Law Now
in Full Swing.

NO MORE LIGHT WEIGHTS.

It Will Advance the Price of Butter
by the Roll, but the Weight

Will Be Standard.

Now that the bill making it unlawful to
sell short-weight butter has become a law,
having been signed by the Governor last
Saturday, the unwily housewife who has
not used much butter, thinking that she was
getting rohbed if she purchased any, will
have a chance to put some on tho table now
that she is sure of getting her moneys
worth.

And the poor littlo corner grocer, whose
box of elghteen-ounce rolls of butler
have turned rancid in bis efforts to sell
them, will now replace them with a fine
fresh box of two-pound 'rolls, which will be
eagerly bought by the housewife.

A number of the leading commission mer-
chants were secu in regard to the billyester-
day and their opinions asked.

That the new law will be of no benefit
to some consumers is beyond a doubt. In
fact they will think that they aro getting
cheated when they buy a roll of butter, for
in the future they will, of course, he re-
quired to pay more for a two-pound roll
tuan tho lighter one which thoy are buying
at present. uf course tiny will be getting
their moneys worth, but many consumers
willnot see itin that light, they will think
that the rolls that they are at present buy-
ing are fullweight, ami when the price is
raised accordingly they willargue that they
are not used to paying such prices.

Rut this willhave to be done or else the
retail dealer willhe the loser. The butter
is bought by the retail dealer from the com-
mission merchant. Tha average box of
butler containing fifty rolls weighs about
ninety pounds, or about 10 per cent light.
Whei. the retail dealer buys it lie pais so
much for each pound, and on that basis be
soils to the consumer. Now, when full-
weight rolls are made, he willhe obliged to
buy by tho pound as before, and when the
consumer buys a roll be will be obliged to
pay from 10 to 20 per cent more for a roll
than at present, although not losing any-
thing in the deal.

The new law will be of advantage to the
producer Inone respect. When he ships a
fifty-roll box of butter to this city he is
obliged to pay freight for 100 pounds, al-
though the butter weighs only eighty or
ninety. To a large rancher who ships a
number of boxes every week that is a large
loss, and at the end of the season figures up
to a respectable amount. When the new law
is put into execution the railroads cannot
possibly charge him more tnan before, so
that he willbe In that much on every ship-
ment.

When the lull making itunlawful to sell
unstamped oleomargerine was passed, no
money was appropriated to enforce it, with
the result that ifany one was caught break-
ing tlie law ho was allowed to remain un-
punished, unless some private person would
pay the expenses of prosecuting. Itmay
be the same with tlienew lull-weight butter
law.

'

One thing which willmake ithard for the
dairymen is that butter varies in weight at
certain times of the year. As the new law
Is. itmakes itunlawful to sell short-weight
butter. In the miuds of the commission
merchants itis very evident that the persons
whodrew up the bill did not understand
much about the butter business. Instead of
making itunlawful to sell short-weight but-
ter, a uniform size of butter-molds should
havo been established.

As it was said before, butter varies in
weight at certain seasons of the year.

A fullweight box of butter of bfty rolls
made in the winter season weighs fiom 102
to 104 pounds; while a box of the same
number of rolls made in the summer feasor;
with the same mold will weigh only about
95 pounds.

Therefore, lfa uniform butter mold was
established, figuring the weights up togeihor
at the end of the year, both the dairymen
and the consumer wouldcome out even.

When the new law Is put Into execution,
even ifmoney is appropriated to enforce it,
itwillbe the source ofmuch trouble to the
officers of the law. The bill reads that itis
unlawful to sell short-Weight rolls, bir.
nothing is said of short-weight .->).!.-.!,\u25a0 . into
which shape much of the finest butter is
made. Many other flaws will probably be
found In th« bill.

BATE/MAN'S SUIT.
That Ferry Foundation Contract Be-

fore Judge Murphy.
Further testimony wa" introduced yester-

day before Judge Slurphy, on behalf of
Bateman liros., who have surd to com-
pel the Harbor Commissioners to award
them the construction of the foundation of
the new ferry-depot building.

Commissioner Alexander testified that all
the bids. Including that of Bateman Bros.,
were rejected on the ground that there were
not sufficient funds available in the hands of
the commission to warrant so expensive a
foundation as that called for by the plans
and specifications, but be finallyadmittedthat, exclusive of certain contracts for new
slips, there would be on hand as much as
1828,800, which is the amount or the Bate-
minis' hid.

So wart) C. Holmes, the engineer of the
Harbor Commission, testified that be hr.d
calculated the foundation would cost £493,-
--000, which, however, included the cost of
the cement, whicii is about 5120,000. His
estimate was, therefore. $60,000 or 560,003
higher than that of Bateman Bros..

A. l'age Brown testified that he l.a.i calcu-
lated the cost at only (300,000.

In the afternoon Chairman Bassett of thecommission also contended, as did Alex-
ander, that the finances of the commissiondid not warrant the lotting ol a contract.The Bateman brothers then tesilted to
having made written protest against the con-
tract being let to any other parties aim to
having demanded that the contract be
awarded lo them.

After argument on tha testimony by Mr.Sullivan, an adjournment was taken untilto-morrow, when the Harbor Commission-ers willput lv their defense.
