Oakland wen two victories Monday

—
one

whicii gave her government Into the hands
of honest men and one whicii restores her
water front to the people. The latter would
have been of little value without the for-
mer. Ti.ere would have been no consider-
able advantage in action by the Legislature
placing the water front in care of a Council
that could not be trusted. The Call some
days ago indicated the lines upon which the
municipal contest would be fought. The
plan nf battle was anything to beat Pardee.
The Republican bosses nominated Barker
to hold as many Republicans as possible to
their party ticket and then did tin ir best to
elect Fitzgerald. It is what even iii politics
is called a mean game. A Republican of
fair standing who had a right to the united
support of his party as it organized for the
municipal contest came out fourth In the
race, and with less than 1000 votes. The
bosses who induced Barker to run worked
early and late for his Democratic opponent.
On the Iart of the Non-Partisans the issue
was tie on the policy of a in-Partisan
government of municipalities. 'Ihey put
good men on their ticket and managed the
contest with marked ability. They had
arguments for well-disposed citizens and
sterner measures for the rounder, whom
the bosses supplied with money. They
now bold in their hands the destinies of our
sister city, lf they are true to their princi-
ples—and there is no reason todoubt that
they will

—
they will open a bright pros-

pect for the city they have redeemed. As
Dr. Pardee said on Saturday night the day
was past when one or two Republican
schemers could rule the city. The political
career of Republicans who joined forces
with the Democrats to elect Fitzgerald may
be said to be closed. The people will not
trust them again. They risked all in a los-
ing cause and lost.

WATER RATES.
The Board of Supervisors has passed an

ordinance reducing water rates by 8 per
cent. Supervisor Denman presented a
schedule of rates tailing for a 12"_-per-cent
reduction, but the bill of Supervisor Rogers
was adopted. Tlie a.lion of the Supervisor-
indicates a disposition on their part to do
the fair thing by the water company and
the rate-payers, so far as they can know
what the fair thing is. Itwillbe very diffi-
cult to find out exactly what amount the
water company should be allowed Interest
on, the more so as the company has not
preserved a distinction between investments
upon which interest should be allowed and
improvements made out of current rev-
enues. Rates have been kept high to en-
able the company to make improvements,
aDd there does not seem any way to distin-
guish between improvements made with
the company's capital and those made from
an excess of revenues. The public has
not always known whether an Improve-
ment which at ouce becomes a part of the
water property was made with the public's
money or with the capital of the company.
Tnere are cases also in which property has
been purchased and paid for in bonds of
the company. The bonds thus issued are a
part of the whole Issue upon which interest
must be paid. But the property thus ac-
quired also figures as a basis of stock issues
upon which it is contended interest should
be allowed. The 8-per-cent reduction is
better than nothing in fact, a good deal
better, lt is the first exercise ingood faith
on the part ol a Board of Supervisors to fix
water rates that has been made in some
years. Next year the board will have a
chance to review the work it has done and
11 make such further reductions as may
seem judicious.

RAILROAD TAXES.

The Senate has by a unanimous vole
passed the reassessment bill as amended by
the Assembly. The bill as passed provides
for the collection of railroad taxes from the
year 1879. Itis substantially the Seawell
bill,and is the one that the Southern Pacific
fought until convinced that the Carpenter
billcould not be forced through the Assem-
bly. Inthe face of the fact that the South-
ern Pacific Company opposed the Seawell
bill, the assertion is now made that this bill
is exactly what the Southern Pacific wanted.
Mr. Mathews of Tehama says the bill
passed under the party spur and whip.
Under what party spur and whip? What
party favored it aud what opposed?
Itis an odd sort of a party whip which
forces through a body almost equally
divided between parties any kind of a bill.
Mr.Mathews also says that he Is satisfied
that the provisions of this billare such that
the railroad companies cannot be compelled
to pay anything. This opinion of Mr.
Mathews, upou which lie solemnly stakes
his reputation, is based upon certain court
decisions, which hold that no reassessment
of property can become valid until all
moneys paid on account of former assess-
ments have been refunded. Mr.Mathews
seems inclined to place too much reliance
on court decisions whicii have been made to
meet certain cases. There does not seem
any good reason why sums paid on account
or in part payment of an amount claimed
\u25a0nay not be deducted from the amount the
reassessment may find due. It is possibly
true that if the Southern Pacific chooses to
take the case into court it can keep the
State and the counties out of money fairly
due them for a longtime. This possibility
is, over, one the State cannot defer to
v..tin an abdication of. its sovereignty.

The State may do without any revenue from
the railroads at all, butmay not admit that
any person, company or corporation may
determine for itself what taxes itwill pay.
Individuals often complain of unjust valua-
tions, but they have to pay taxes on the of-
ficial valuation, however tbey may consider

it. Is there any good reason why a large
property-holder should have v recourse
against law that is denied to a small one?

USING THE WATERWAYS.
A significant bit of news comes from

Modesto. The Tuolumne River is navigable
to that city, and proof of it is given by the
arrival of a steamer carrying 200 tons of
iron pipe lor new water works, now much
higher up the Tuolumne vessels of light
draught can go has yet to be tested, but the
conclusion Is warrantable that genuine
transportation use can bo made of tills and
a number of other rivers inCalifornia ifthe
various cities and settlements on thttr
banks willbut study the subject practically.
Itis a positive reproach to portions of the
State which have watercommunication that
so littleuse has been mado of it. Apathetic

reliance upon the tender mercies of the
Southern Pacific monopoly will not ease the
burdens under which this State groans.
There must lie an assertion of theenergizing
principles cf self-help, and nature itself has
pointed the way in encouraging degree. The
experiment at Modesto was made by a firm
of contractors who, in the first instance, be-
thought themselves of using the railroad,
but the rates being forbiddingly high they
were forced to consider what might be done
by navigating the San Joaquin and Tuolumne
rivers. The latter waterway has not been
ascended by freight boats since I_9, the
year the overland railroad was completed.
That undertaking filled the mind with
visions of benefit and prosperity which
have not been realized to tho extent
imagined. So much is this the case
that our long-despised and neglected
rivets, shallow though some of them
are, and not navigable all the year,
may now be looked upon as affording im-
portant aid in the solution of our transpor-
tation difficulties. The money spent by
Modesto in railroad overcharges would, lf
applied to the improvement of the Tuolumne,
have deepened the channel, and perhaps
kept itopen for traffic all the year. But the
very fact of the river being a competing
i.ute would have sufficed to temper the
policy of the Southern Pacific with mercy.
Of this there is presumptive evidence in the
fact that the railroad rates have now been
reduced. Whenever a steamer appears ou
a river competing in the transportation
business the scale of all the traffic willbear
is lowered, and at the same time an effort is
made to buy off or drive off the opposition.
Modesto has now an offer from the Stockton
Navigation Company to put a steamer on
the rente every ten days. With due man-
agement no doubt the company would make
trips more frequently. Supplies of every
kind can be conveyed to the city from
San Francisco, Stockton and other points,
and at least there should be cargoes of
wheat and other produce in return. What
Modesto can do for itself other places on the
San Joaquin and on the Sacramento and its
tributaries may also undertake. Make use
as far as possible of the water routes of the
State, and all places accommodated will
soon have reasonable service both by rail
and river. It is folly to grumble merely.
The railroad monopoly dues not care a fig
for growling. What itis uot indifferent to
is action. ____________

THE EUROPEAN EXODUS,

Over two thousand immigrants were
landed in New York on Sunday. The
annual exodus from Europe, and princi-
pally to the United States, has commenced,
although winter has by no means disap-
peared. Additional checks have by recent
legislation iv Congress been placed on the
admission of foreign elements undesirable
as settlers, and if exercised impartially and
unflinchingly a Rood nmutint of weeding out
must result. But this is an exceptional
year. The holding of the World's Fair at
Chicago will spread the belief that great
prosperity reigns in the United States. In
Europe it is a period of depression in trade,
and the unemployed are numerous and
desperate through distress. There will
naturally therefore be a desire to begin life
under new conditions among many of those
who can afford to emigrate. Alongside of
those who are, comparatively speaking, in-
dependent, to the extent that they can pay
their way for a short period until they obtain
work, there is a percentage of the almost
destitute who are assisted to emigrate. But
when all grounds ofobjection have been ex-
ercised there still willremain at end ofthe
immigration season hundreds of thousands
who are for better or worsedestined to aug-
ment the population of this country. In
some degree the now arrivals will displace
or press irksomely upon certain branches of
the labor .eld, especially In cities, where
there is chronic disturbance. in the struggle
for employment, but if the country as a
whole is considered there is always room for
the better class of immigrant, who may be
expected to develop Into an Intelligent
American citizen. If immigrants would
settle in the rural districts and engage in
agriculture or other productive vocation
there would be less complaint of over-
pressure and less protest against making
the United States the "dumping ground" for
the European surplus. Unfortunately, a
very large number linger in the cities and
congregate in festering slums, and really
constitute a useless and well-nigh hopeless
addition to our population. Compulsion
cannot, however, be applied to set these*
matters right. Allthat the United States
authorities can insist upon 19 that immi-
grants shall conform to the regulations laid
down by Congress or be sent back to the
country whence they came.

Precautions are being taken at some of
the European ports against the acceptance
of immigrants who may bring cholera with
them. As it were, they are quarantined or
are under surveillance for a few days prior
to embarkation. This is commendable cau-
tion, as far as it goes, but if cholera decs
again sweep across Europe ,it would be a
poor barrier against bringing the epidemic
across the Atlantic. When the disease dies
appear in alarming form strong action will
be needed on this side to keep it out. The
suspension of immigration .altogether may
be advisable. To whollyrely upon the good
faith and wise measures of the steamship
companies would be very indiscreet No
great harm could be inflicted by suspension.
The country is filling up with sufficient
rapidity as a whole, and can dispense with
much of the immigration it now receives.
Noother land receives such an inpour of
strangers. Ifwe take England Into com-
parison, the contrast with the United States
is decidedly strange. Hundreds of thou-
sands arrive at our ports annually, but llie
last census of '.he United Kingdom showed
that only 200,000 foreign-born persona were
there resident at that time. Yet over in
England, and especially in tho past end of
London, there is complaint of the inroad of
foreigners and consequent scarcity of em-
ployment. Tho present Government, ton, is
sending two representatives to the United
States to inquire into our methods of re-
striction.

PUGET SOUND DEFENSES.
A memorial was recently sent by the

Chamber of Commerce of Port Townsend
to the Government at Washington describ-
ing the defenseless condition of Paget Sound
and the approaches thereto, and asking that
fortifications be constructed on an adequate
scale at points between the Columbia River
and Puget Sound. The English fortifications
at Esquimau and at Victoriaand Vancouver,
either executed or planned, are an emphatic
indorsement of the reasonableness of this
petition. It cannot be pretended that Brit-
ish interests in this region outweigh those
which have grown up in Washington and
Oregon States under the American flag, and
ifthey were, commercially, of greater value,
the argument Is not affected that we are
bound to use foresight in providing for the
contingencies of war and the protection of
our own shores and property. An agree-
ment has been concluded between England
and the Dominion by which the mother
country defrays the cost of the fortifica-
tions and their equipment, while Canada
willprovide pecuniarily for the garrisons.
Iva sense, such works are a preparation
against war from whatever quarter itcomes,
but owing to geographical propinquity, they
are peculiarly a menace to the United
Slates. As in a game of chess, some move
must be made oil our part. The country
will be involved, in costly works, which
would not have been necessary had the
boundary line been drawn farther north so
as to give us complete possession of the
Straits of San Juan de Fuca, but the situa-
tion must be accepted as it stands. For-
tunately, the ports of Puget Sound are
easily defensible by batteries and submarine
mines, there being liberal assistance from
nature in the selection of positions. If
1. I'uiinult can be rendered impregnable as

a naval base, so can Port Townsend and
other harbors, and in addition to shore
defenses, a few coast monitors would render
effective service in such narrow waters.
The trade of 1 -gel Sound Is rapidly in the
ascendant and Is of an extremely varied
character. Owing to the new aspect of our
rcl tions with Hawaii, the question of forti-
fications wherever they are needed on this
coast has increased in gravity, and while it
is true no positive urgency exists, tbe Gov-
ernment cannot with safety neglect action.

SCHOOL FADS.

The public schools of other cities than
this open to criticism. For some months
the Chicago Tribune lias been waging war
against what itterms "school fads." Among
the

"
fads" it includes music, drawing, mud-

pie making, dumbbell exeicises and German
in the primary grades. The Tribune says:

The fads are indefensible. They are no part

of a common-school education. They lead to
Iwaste of Mie lime of the pupils ami ol the pub-
lic funds. They disturb the order and discipline
of the schools They worrythe class teacheis.
They are, hi short, a nuisance lv the schools.
This Isconceded.

The Tribune proceeds to give the cost of
education per pupil each year in five of the
principal cities. Following is the list:
st. I."ii fib40
Brooklyn 20 91
Now York 2183
Cincinnati _l 74
Chicago (189V!) 25 65

These five cities get off enslly at a cost
per pupil ranging from SIS 40 in St. Louis to
823 55 in Chicago. The cost In San Fran-
cisco is greater than in either of the cities
named and is steadily increasing. The
Tribune attributes tha Increasing cost to
"fails," and goes to the trouble of showing
what each "tad" costs. The New York
Tribune has taken up the question on a
similar Sine of argument. Itquotes the Su-
perintendent of Schools as declaring
"the tendency of the State under our
present school system is to do too
much for the higher and too little for
primary education." He wants fewerstudies
and those which are more useful to the
masses, He wants less trigonometry and
more business arithmetic, less botany and
French and more and better penmanship,
less popular {ads and more common-sense.
The Tribune adds that "there is no doubt
that in taking this position Superintendent
Crocker reflects the views of a large element
in every community."

In our local schools the "fads" occupy
probably more time and cost more money
than in the schools in the cities above
named. We have not the course of study in
the schools ifeach ciiy at hand for compar-
ison, but the steady increase in the number
of teachers with no considerable increase in
the number of pupils seems to indicate a
more elaborate course ofstudy. The report
for 1892 give's the number of pupils enrolled
on the public school register for the school
month ending August sas 38,820, against a
total for the corresponding mouth of the
p/eceding year of 38,920. The falling off
was 100. But the total number of teachers
in 1893 was 907, against 879 In 1891. The
fact that the total number of pupils enrolled
in 1892 does not exceed the total number iv
1885 Indicates that a little reform in the
schools would not come amiss.

JINGOISM. .
The New York Herald has followed up

its attack upon the Nicaragua canal by a
characteristic sneer at what it term- Presi-
dent Harrison's jingoistic tendencies and
vigorous foreign policy, it tin- Ifraid were
an avowedly English paper its course would
nil nd no cause for surprise. Articles of a
similar tone have appeared in London pa-
pers from time to time since Blame became
Secretary of Slate under Garfield. During
the years when we had ouly the relics of a
navy the United States necessarily eon-
iitic:ed its foreign correspondence in 11 low
tone of voice. We did ml want to attract
too much attention. We knew that there
was not a port in the United States a first-
class warship could not steam into, and wo
naturally avoided giving them provocation.

When President Harrison assumed the
reins of government we hud ball a dozen
modern warships and nine in progress of
otiil ling. We had also made such progress

In the manufacture of guns that defenses
had become simply a matter of time and
money. We had also at the head of the
Government a man of calm judgment and
high courage. Tho fact that we were In a
position to repel attack would not have
warranted anything like a Jingoistic foreign

policy, but itundoubtedly added some force
to the tone in which the State Department
conducted correspondence witli foreign
powers. Whether Germany, England or
Chile was our antagonist the tone was the
same. There was uo jingoism, neither was
there any hesitation in the assertion of a
policy the President deemed just and wise.
A so-called American journal now con-
gratulates fore nations on the fact that
an administration has passed out of power
which threatened the peace and tranquillity
of the weaker neighbors- of the Uuited
States.

HE MEANS WELL.
AnEastern financier is credited with the

remark that there was nothing in President
Cleveland's inaugural message "which can-
not be accepted by every man in this coun-
try as a guarantee that his own peculiar

views are going to be adopted by Mr. Cleve-
land." This remark was probably pro-
voked by the general and vague character
of most of Mr. Cleveland's sentences. lie
is in favor ot tariff reform without defining
what he means by tariff reform. He is in
favor of the maintenance of the Integrity of
the currency, of a subordination of trusts to
law, of economy, and other lines of policy
which commend themselves to the average
understanding. But no one seems able,
from Lis speeches, to discover by what pro-
cesses he proposes to effect all these de-
sirable reforms.

The Waldorf Hotel, or Hotel Waldorf as
it is named, appears to fulfill all the requi-
sites of a caravansary too luxurious and
gorgeous In appointments to suit the purse
of most travelers. As a residential hotel it
willhave attractions incomparable for New
York's fashionable sot. The distinguished
people of other cities and the foreigner of
fame or title willalso be certain to make
this nineteenth century Astor Houso their
headquarters. Probably the return will be
handsome even on a capital outlay of
£8.00.0,000. Recently it was announced that
Mr. XX. XV. Astor proposed to lead an excur-
sion of notables to the Chicago exhibition,
hailing by the wav for a few weeks in New
Yorkand registering at the Waldorf. A few
princes in the train of a millionaire might
give the place a fillip,but there is no reason
in common-sense why it should in a repub-
lic. As experience shows, however, the
most extravagant ideas on the habits of life
are not incompatible with republican sim-
plicity and stein notions of equality.

Professor Garner, who went out to West
Africa for the express purpose of studying
the speech of the anthropoid apes, has re-
ported progress in an Interesting letter to
his brother in Sydney, Australia. The pro-
fessor declares that he has succeeded far
beyond his anticipations, lie plunged with
his escort of natives into the woods where
the apes abound, and had with him a pho-
nograph, with which be has succeeded iv
recording speech for future dictionary use.
Returning to Sierre Leone, lie writes on Sep-
tember Hi: "Here 1am, safe on the coast,
just reeking with quinine, the proud posses-
sor of a chimin that can say TenakoePakeha,' which is the Maori for 'Good-day,
stranger'; a gorilla that knows about
twenty words of Fijian, and a female
ouriing-oulaiig that has picked up 'tonner
and blitzen' from my German valet, and has,
judging from her actions, quite fallen in
love with him. Ihave also got written
down, which is more Important, nearly 200
monkey words." "Achru," he says, means
sun, warmth, heat; "kucksha" means
water, rain, cold, or anything disagreeable;
and "goshku" means food or the act of eat-
ing. The professor thinks he has nobbled
the whole vocabulary, with the exception of
twenty -or thirty words.

The mode in which Processor Garner
captured his pupils is certainly original.
He set up a battery to work the graph,
and near it placed a revolving mirror. A
clump of bananas completed the attraction.
The monkeys swarmed around the mirror
and chattered away for an hour, but dis-
appeared, with one exception, when the
professor approached. This one was a
chimpanzee, and it was hypnotized by the
mirror. The animal made no sign as lie
approached; itwas all unconscious of his
proximity, and was muttering in a guttural
tone "acliru," which Is assumed to have
had reference to the mirror. The phono-
graph, when alterward tested, gave out
this sound repeatedly. The monkey was
caged and revived with a sniff of ammonia
and a lighted taper held before the eves. It
proved quite tractable nnd intelligent. , A

gorilla was also caught by hypnotizing ana
was sent to school under the chimpanzee.
Whether the articulations and ejaculations
phonographed constitute a language or not,
the professor's travels nnd studies will
greatly interest the scientific world.

The illness of Mr. Gladstone has thrown
the second reading of his home-rule bill
over the Easter holidays. Itis unfortunate
there should be delay, as the bill is very
complicated InIts details, and if passed at
all willconsume many weeks of discussion
incommittee. The full text would make a
page and a half of The Call, and amend-
ments willbristle upon every sentence. In
its first year a new Parliament is energetic.
Three or four sessions end in rendering
members indolent. Uut postponement ot
the second reading was inevitable. Only
Gladstone is quite au fail with the meaning
of every line niitl all his powers of exposi-
tion are needed when the moment comes to
answer objections. His reply in the debate
on the second reading willbe at least as im-
portant as his Introductory speech. The
cold from which the aged Pr.mier is suffer-ing probably is no worse than others be has
bad. He is in good bands under the care
of Sir Andrew Clark and Mrs. Gladstone.
Sir Andrew has made a study of the consti-
tution of the G. O. M. and lias the highest
opinion of its lasting qualities. He lias de-
clared that there is no physical reason ap-
parent why he should not attain to ICO
years.

People who talk about royal blood cours-
ing in their veins presume a good deal on
the inertia of reflective powers common to
mankind. Has any one made the calcula-
tion of where the royal families of Kuropo
stood in ancestry at the time of Julius
Cie»ar? Instead of a few names being
bracketed together to show the Hue of
descent, a volume about the siz- of Web-
ster's Dictionary would be needed to trace
the genealogy fullyin the direct and lateral
relationship. As a scientific Inquiry, a
couple of million persons would be needed
to represent the ancestry of Queen Victoria
instead ot the usual string of crowned
heads.
