The Wreck of the Schooner
McCullough.

UNCLE SAM WILL NOT PAY.

The Australia Is to Sail To-Day—The
Colon's Long Passage— A Steamer

Fouls a Tugboat.

Ili'-Viiinn & Mayer, the .agents ol the
schooner John JlcCiUsro'iigh, which was
wrecked at Fish Rock on the 12th in.it, are
inreceipt of fullparticulars of the disaster.
The news came yesterday morning, ami re-
hearses a tale of calamity that has never
been equaled In that part of the country.
It appears that on Friday last the Mc-

Cnllough took on board twenty-two cords
of wood and was moored toFish Bock by
live hawser*. Captain Hubs, who is the
vessel's principal owner, was In command
of the schooner. Early in the morning a
storm came up, which increased inviolence
In-inly and gave Indications of developing
Into a hurricane.

The r—CCollougb 'a crew urged upon Cap-
tain Hulls the wisdom of putting to sea at

once, ami it is probable had lie listened to
them lie would have saved his vessel. Hubs
refused to cast off, and tlia crew promptly
lowered tin' boats and rowed ashore. .De-
sertion seemed the only prudent course.

i.eft alone withhis schooner Hulls pro-
ceeded leisure!)/ to make things as sting os
possible and prepare lor an eventful night,
He had It. 10 o'clock, eight hours after thecrew deserted, the licCullougb went on the
rocks. Captain Hubs dropped bis anchors,
when the hawsers parted, but It was a last
and futile effort.

The schooner sprang forward wilh the
foaming seas and dashed onto the jagged
rocks. Wave after wave broke over her and
swept the decks like a millrace. The won-
der was how Captain Hubs 1111111111501 tostay
on the wreck. Efforts were at mice 111 ad
to rescue him, and bis crew dually succeeded
in gelling a line aboard, and Hubs was
brought ashore in a dazed condition.

The schooner is a total loss. She was
owned Dy linns and his first oh. er ami was
valued at S(XKX>. The Insurance was only
$2500,

The steamer Australia will sail to-day.
A dispatch has been received by Postmaster
Bacgiis Irom the Postmaster-General stat-
ing that tiie Government will not pay for
the detention of the steamer, and so she
willleave nt mice.

The steamer Colon arrived from Panama
early yesterday morning, hhe carried ten
cabin passengers and ;igeneral cargo.

Commander Cavarly reports a long and
eventful passage from New York to Pan-
ama. The home port was left October 17.
On the Mb i>l November Itwas found neces-
sary t. stop the engine to key up. A joint
was also made nn the receiver. An exam
inaii 1.1 showed the low pressure pin slack
in the forward web of Die crank and the
key gradually working out. Alter a deten-
tion 01 twelve hours the necessary repairs
wero made and the steamer proceed*.

On the "Istof November Uagellau _ traits
were entered, nnd in a few hours later an
anchorage was made in Possession Bay.
During the night and the following day the
wind increased to a heavy gale, and in a
terrific southwest squall of hurricane, force
the < ulon lost her port anchor and chain.

The steamer put back to Montevideo and
was delayed at thai imrt in effecting re-
pairs until December-_,when she proceeded
without fii'tnei mishap.

One hundred and fifty five-tael tins of
Victoriaopium were found In ibe forecastle
of the steamer Willamette Valley by In-
spector Me'l'iniiis yesterday. The Custom-
bouse authorities have been particularly
warned against the Willamette Valley and
with the present find to corroborate their
suspicions they will prosecute their search
uf the vessel with energy.

THE DATEMAN CASE.
The Argument Concluded and the Case

Submitted to the Court.
Attorney Foerster argued the Bateman

case yesterday afternoon on behalf of the
Harbor Commissioners.

He contended that the authorities are
conclusive on the point that it rests in the
discretion of the officials who advertise for
bills for public improvement contracts
whether they shall or shall not accept the
same, and that the writ which Bateman
Bros, ask the court to issue is not one of
right, but rests, also, iv the discretion of
the court.

He further argued that the showing made
by the Commissioners completely estab-
lishes the truth of ihe assertion that the
finances of the commission do not authorize
the awarding of a contract.

Attorney Joseph Kelly of counsel for
1inn inan Bros, then made the final argu-
ment on behalf of the petitioners.
He dwelt on the point that the statute

which declares that the board must award
the contract to the lowest bidder, provided
the bid be not too high, must be strictly con-strued, and that it does not mean that it
must award the contract to the lowest bid-
der in piefereuce to a higher, but thai It
must actually award it to such lowest bid-der pursuant to its advertised offer.

The case was then submitted on briefs to
be filed.

NEARLY STRUNG UP.
As It Was NY. C. Frost Hot Off With

a Throat Cut.
