The people of Oakland are well pleased
with the result of the election and are hope-

ful of a bright and prosperous future In
municipal government.

The defeated ringsters are crestfallen,
but there are not many to give them sym-
pathy.

Among the solid, respectable citizens there
is yet a feeling of jubilation. They are
proud at feeling that they have demon-
strated the truth tbat municipal affairs in
American cities may be put into the hands
of decent, honest and capable men if the
respectable element of society will only
take a sufficiently active interest In local
politics.

They feel that they have won a glorious
victory that is not besmirched with political
nasliness.

They feel a gratifying sense of relief in
knowing that the city Is free from the un-
satisfactory rule of several years.

There is a general anticipation that the
men they have elected will ably and hon-
estly solve the very important problems
concerning the water front, the boulevard
and other things closely connected with the
city's welfare and progress.

A progressive administration Is expected,
and the mass of the Oakland people rejoice.

There is one obstacle In the way of prog-
ress, say some of the residents, and lhat Is
Inthe Board of Public Works. The mem-
bers of that body, three in number, are
appointed for four years, and during the
next official term there will be only one
place to fill. J. N. Phillips, who was re-
cently appointed to fill the place of Mr.
Playter, retires on the Ist of the coming
month. J. F. Carothers, a Republican,
and Robert Hughes, a Democrat, are both
ring men, and a Non-Partisan with them
willprobably make a deadlock.

This Is as yet only Imaginary, but the
geueral feeling seems to be that the new
Council willbe somewhat handicapped.

There are several vacancies on the Board
of Health to fill,and the most prominent of
the men looking for one of the appoint-
ments ls Or. Woolsey, who was an inde-
pendent candidate for the mayoralty.

Dr. Woolsey has been on the board be-
fore, and he practically controls It when
numbered with its members. This method
of conducting affairs does not altogether
agree with the Non-Partisan platform, and
tney seem to be very little in favor of Dr.
Woolsey getting the appointment.

The City Attorney is another fat office,
and many wires are being pulled In that
direction. The incumbent, James A. John-
son, Is a very popular man and has proven
to be a very efficientofficer, and the people
do not look for a change in that direction.

The Eoard of Education willlook around
for a Superintendent of Schools, but the
chances are that the present Superintendent,
Mr. McClymonds. will remain where he is,
as nearly all tbe newly elected trustees are
friendly with him and consider him a capa-
ble man.

The newly elected Mayor, George C. Par-
dee, said that the matter of appointments
had not troubled him any, and he could not
say what the course in tbat direction would
be until the Council met and considered
the changes tbat wouldbe necessary to carry
out the policy of the people.

The first thing, he said, that would occupy
his attention was the water-front question.
Then willcome the improvement of streets
and sewers. The city willbe well looked
after In tbe granting of franchises, and
when the time comes water rates must come
down to a fair basis.

"Honest administration" will be the
motto of the new Council, and progress
willbe made as fast as economy will per-
mit There is a lot for the Council to do,
and the newly elected City Fathers willget
at itas soon as possible, and look out for
Oakland's Interests at every turn.

There ls but littledoubt but that J. W.
McClymonds will De re-elected City Super-
intendent of Schools by the new board of
School Directors when they take ofllce. It
McClymonds Is not selected some other
suitable man willbe. There is already a con-
testant for the rffice named P. W. Fisher.
His candidacy Is considered a little prema-
ture, and is by some regarded as a joke.

A SUPPOSED ACCOMPLICE.

An Indignant Oakland Publisher.
Oeorge E. de Oolia Seriously 111.
Adispatch from Sacramento says: Two

arrests were made to-day. by Chief Rodgers
and Policemen Ahem and Lowell, bearing

on the murder of Policeman Cashin in Oak-
land on Saturday morning last. A telegram

was received by Chief Rodgers to look Jut

for Michael Coleman, one of the murderous
gang of burglars. Louis Matheny. who has
been arrested in San Francisco, was known
to have a mistress living in this city, fol-
lowing the calling of a variety actress. It
was ascertained that this woman received
a visitor last night at her apartments in a
lodging-house on Fourth street, between _
and L. The news wbicb the visitor brought
must have been disheartening, because it
was noticed that the woman, who goes by
the name of Daisy Emery, alias Annie
Sprague, appeared at the variety theater
where she is employed in a depressed mood
and frequently broke into tears. This fact
was noticed, and itwas concluded that one
of Matheny- pals bad brought news of ber
lover's arrest at the bay.

This afternoon the Chief and Policemen
Ahem end Lowell arrested Coleman in a
saloon, at Second nnd J streets. .He was
brought to the police station and charged
with murder. A search warrant was pro-
cured and a visit made to the apartment of
Daisy Emery, where a Quantity of silk was
found ami other articles, leading the police
to believe that she had received much of the
plunder of the gnne, and acted as a "fence"
for them. Sho was also brought to the
police station and locked up. Neither she
nor Coleman would utter a word to the
police with reference to the charges made
against them. They both will be kept
pending the arrival of an officer from tho
b.iv.

The woman. It Is believed, will play an
Important part in the case, as Detective
Holland of Oakland has made efforts to
locate her. Last fair time Chief idgers
bad F. Matheny and Touhill.wbo was killed
by the Oakland officer, under surveillance
in this city, but was unable to fasten any
crime upon them. The lice believe that
the Emery woman has been ncting'as a
fence for the burglars for a long time, dis-
posing of the silks and jewelry to other
frail members of her sex In this city.

The funeral of Police Officer Cashin, who

was killed while attempting lo capture the
two burglars In Kuhnle's saloon, took place
at 2 p. M. yesterday Irom the Church of tho
Immaculate Conception at Temescal. Tho
entire police force, with the exception of
five officers, attended the funeral. The re-
mains were interred in Mountain View
Cemetery.

F. H. Porter, publisher of Echoes, was

George E. de Golla Is lying seriously 111 at
his residence, 1390 Harrison street. He fell
from the steps of his residence, which were
slippery with rain, during the storm of a
few nights ago ami suffered an injury to the
elbow trom which symptoms of blood-
poisoning set in. An operation was per-
formed Monday, and he is now past his
greatest danger. Added to his ailment he Is
suffering frmn inflammation of the Intestines.

The county superintendent ofschools has
arranged a number of bound volumes of
specimen school work to be sent to the
World's Fair.

A SITE SELECTED.

The Native Sons to Have
Headquarters.

PLANSFOR THENEW BUILDING

The Jewish Synagogue Property on
Mason Street, Near Post, Selected.

Deposit to Bind the Bargain.

The Native Sons of the Golden West have
at last secured a site for a building for all
local parlors of the order.

The place obtained is the lot, 70 by 137:6
feet, now occupied by tbe Jewish syna-
gogue of the Congregation Ohabai Shalome.

The purchase price of the lot Is $42,000.
and on Monday a £20,000 deposit was piaceu
for the purchase of the property.

The negotiations leading to the purchase
of the property have been conducted with
great secrecy, as it was feared that It it
became known that the order really desired
the property piices might suddenly rise in
the vicinity.

Owing to the groat business tact of the
purchasing committee and the man selected
to negotiate the sale, everything has been
arranged satisfactorily, and the Native Sons
will soon be able to lay tho cornerstone of
a structure which willbe the general head-
quarters of the order.

Far some years pint the Native Sons have
endeavored to secure a site fur a building
where all the parlors of the city could be
accommodated, but for some reason or
other every project fell through, both on
account of the expense attached nnd the
unsuilableness of the site. Besides there
was a lack of harmony among the different
parlors on the subject, and the result was
that nothing came of the different proposi-
tions advanced.

Lately the subject was again revived, as
itwas thought that a general headquarters
lor the Native Sons would bring the ditfer-
ent parlors of the order more in contact
with each other. The members saw that
all the leading orders of the State h.id
adopted the principle of consolidating their
different Bub-organizations —

as the Fur-
esters, the Druids, Red Men, the Young
Men's Christian Association and the Young
Men's Institute. "The success of the Olym-
pic Club's new building opened the eyes of
the Native Sons, aud the leading members
again began to agitate the subject of a cen-
tral 1uilding site.

About six weeks ago a proposition was
made to the order to sell the Jewish church
property mentioned on Mason street, near
Post. As the property was offered at a
reasonable pi Ice, and lay directly within
the club district, considerable attention was
paid to the offer by some of the leading
members of the order.

A number of the leading members, among
tbem John A. Steinbaeh, who has always
been enthusiastic on the subject of a general
headquarters, determined to make, a tan-
vass of the parlors to see if there would be
any encouragement to the idea of the pur-
chase of the properly offered tor a general
headquarters for ail tlie parlors.

The canvass was accordingly begun, and
it was found that there was a general unan-
imity of sentiment on the proposition. The
greatest enthusiasm was manifested at theIdea, and the different parlors visited all
agreed to give financial support toward pur-
chasing the property.

Accoidingly, it was arranged that a gen-
eral committee should be appointed to con-
sist of three delegates from each parlor to
meet in convention and Investigate the
subject of the purchase of a site. \u25a0

-
The instructions given were to consider

not only the Mason-street property, but all
available sites, with the idea of securing
the best possible location at the least ex-
pense.

The committee of delegates met about
two weeks ago, at which John A.Steinbaeh
was appointed chairman, and A. Ebbarl
secretary.

The position was discussed in all its
phases, and itwas generally agreed upon
that some site inn.t be selected. Ti.e
greatest enthusiasm prevailed at the meet-
ing, and ringing speeches were made on the
subject of a general building in order to
awaken the order to a new movement
toward prosperity.

The following cnmniltt.e was appointed
on purchase of a site: Louis Freer (chair-
man), George D. Clarke and L. F. Byiug-
ton. James P. Sweeney and Daniel Miter
were also appointed a committee on incor-
poration.

After the meeting of the delegates the
purchasing committee went at once to work
and Inspected a number of sites, preserving
the greatest secrecy as to their movements
and intentions. After going over the whole
field they found no better piece of property
llian the church property mentioned, lt
somehow leaked out that the Native Sons
wanted the property and there began to be
a danger that there would be a rise in the
price demanded. Tlien it was announce-
that the order had abandoned the proposi-
tion.

The result of this diplomatic stroke was
to secure the property at the original price
demanded, 842,000.

A report of the selection was made to the
differentparlors, and they ail entered into
the proposition with the greatest enthusi-
asm. Meetings were had last week, and it
resolved to donate as a portion of the pur-
chase money a sum not to exceed one-half
of the money Inthe treasury of the parlor.

For instance, California l'arlor, with SIO,-
--000 in the treasure, resolved to give 84000,
and Pacific Parlor, having $8000 on hand,
resolved to donate $3000. _o with the other
parlors. In accordauca with the sum on
hand. Of course, tie d ffeient parlors have
to keep back a certain amount in the treas-ury for benefits, as tbey do not know at
what moment they will be called upon fur
them. Buteach parlor resolved to sacrifice
the amount mentioned in order to create a
fund for the purchase of the property for
the general headquarters.

The followingare the parlors which have
resolved tocontribute: California, Pacific,
El Dorado, Buy City, Niantic, AleatrMZ.SailFrauclsco, Alcalde, National, Columbia,
Golden (iileand Rincon.

Stanford Pirlor has not yet consented togo into the enterprise.
Mission Parlor has a hall of Its own nut In

the Mission, mid it is probable that Hes-perian Pari... whlcb Is in the same locality,
willjtin Mission Parlor and nat come to tbenew headquarters.

Precita Parlor, out In Preclta Valley, Is
also not expected to join the new movement
on account of Its distance. However, withtbe parlors mentioned and by Individual
subscriptions of the member- it is calculated
that 850,000 can he raised. Already 830,000
has been raised by the contributions nf the
various parlor", with a reserve fund of85000, mailing £35,000 on band for the pur-
chase of the site.

This caused the committee to close the
bargain fur 'lie purchase of the site, and a
deposit of $20,000 has been made, which
now places ihe property Inthe hands of the
.Native Sons of the Golden West.Guaranties have been made by a numberof wealthy members of the order to pur-
chase stuck lv the new enterprise. How-ever. Itlias been determined that the ma-
jority of the shares shall remain in thepossession of the different parlors, which
shall manage and control the building. All
stock outside the majority of the shares can

be purchased by members and negotiated
with outsiders, as they desire, as this will
not affect the control of the properly.

The order has also received assurances
of support from the Native Daughters, who,'
ifthey cannot give any financial aid in the
purchase of stock, will take lodgerooms and
pay rent, which they are now paying to
outsiders.

After raising all the money possible by
the sale of stock the building will at oncebe erected and a mortgage given for what-
ever deficiency there may be In the cost.

The Idea Is to erect a building four stories
in height. The principal feature will be a
large hall, according to the plans being dis-
cussed, which willbe somewhat larger than
Odd Fellows' Hall, being about as wide, but
about twenty feet deeper, It is thought
that considerable revenue can be derived
from the renting of this hall, Itwill be
fitted up in the most elegant style. The
upper stories willbe devoted to lodgerooms
for the Native Sons and Daughters, while
the ground floor, with a portion of the first
floor, willbe let for stores and offices.

The erection of the building will give a
new impetus to the order in the way of
progress.

When the doors were opened and the
Commissioners strode dignifiedly in there
also moved in, with infinitely more grace
and dignity, a wild figure, which alike by
the Oriental mold of the features, the
shapely nose, the graceful carriage and the
inexpressibly brilliantand passionate eyes
caused the coldest and most cynical of the
spectators to give vent to a hasty exclama-

The long locks which floated down the
neck of the man thus brought in were nnt
of the light-chestnut hue which a contem-
porary profane historian has left ina mono-
graph on the appearance of Jesus Christ,
but there was a tout ensemble, a general
impression that was simply startling and
appalling.

The man who looked once tried tie best
he knew how not to look the same way
again, and yet he could not avert his gaze.
ltwas such a face as most of the beholders
bad beheld oft and reverently in childhood

when seated on their mother's knee and
turning over the illustrated pages of the
old familyBible.

Creeds were forgotten, as the face which
has been idealized by so many painters

by Raffaello and Michael Angelo. byRubens
and Murrillo. by Crrieegio and Guido, and
in our own time by Gustave D re in the
central figure leaving the Pretorium— was
revealed to them in mortal semblance.

Itwas charged against him that he had

discovered Noah's ark and proclaimed him-
self King of Chaldaea.

For the rest Dr. G. S. Smith, M.D., of
this city, who has hart the care of Nouri
since the latter came from Japan, eight
months ago, said that tho patient is suffer-ing from suicidal mania, Is noisy and has
the usual attributes of insanity.

The poor fellow was presently thrust into
"Black Maria." He. struggled violently
and had to te forcibly impelled into the
little narrow cage in the front part of the
wagon used for temporarily Incarcerating
insane patients whose symptoms are acute.

But those who witnessed the disappear-
ance of that man from the livingand hop-
ing and working world could not get rid
ot the Impression of Unit figure and that
face. The long black cassock and the redsash, the ghostly pale countenance, the long
licks, the pointed beard, tbe altogether
Asiatic semblance. It was a picture which
few of those present could hope to behold

For somo time there have been rumors nf
a breaking up in the management, but the
fortunes of the Post have been so varied in
the past that little weight or interest at-
tached to the report.• Yesterday, however, the negotiations
which have been pending some weeks were
practically concluded.

The new proprietors willbe Hugh Hume
and J. OH.. Cosgrave, proprietors of the
Wave, a weekly paper devoted particularly
to social gossin.

"Yes."said Mr. Hume yesterday, "we
—

that Is Mr. Cosgrave and myself have de-
cided to take the Post, and the first num-
ber under our management will issue on
Monday next. \u25a0• _ \u25a0'-.\u25a0,

"The sale has been in negotiation for
some time, but we have finally mad* up our
minds to try the paper. We would havopreferred not announcing the matter quite
yet, but as itappears to have leaked out. I
see no reason fpr making any mystery of it.

"One reason why1should have preferred
to wait a little is that we have not formu-
lated our plans for conducting our new
venture. We would have liked to have
outlined the general policy "of the paper as
itwillbe in future.

"However, Iwillsay that we shall take
right hold. We will be perfectly untram-
meled in the conduct of tho Post, and will
have no interests, corporate or otherwise,
to dictate as to the management.

"Oh, yes, the Wave wi;l continue to roll
under our auspices. This will make no dif-
ference there, so far as present arrange-
ments stand."

John H. Dickinson, the well-known attor-
ney, was next seen.

"Well," said he, "1think you are n littlepremature in your conclusions, but vir-
tuallythe matter is settled, as you intimate.

"The Post is owned by the Lick Paper
Company, and some years ago the company
sold it to George Heazelton. The latter
receully came to the directors, whomIrep-
resent, and stated that he desired to embark
in another venture, and wished my people
to repurchase the paper.

"They did so, the sale having been con-
summated several weeks ago.

"Since then we have been negotiating for
anew proprietor, and have virtually closed
with Messrs. Hume & Cosgrave of the
Wave. The sale is not consummated, some
final papers remaining to be signed, but I
suppose the vendors consider the matter as
good as settled.

"AreMessrs. Hume &Cosgrave the actual
purchasers? Oh, yes. there can be nodoult
about that, Ibelieve."

The rumors regarding the transfer had
been accompanied by others as to thesource of the money involved, if any, and
the identity of the interests behind the new
arrangement.

The railroad leanings of the Wave,
which was formerly the Del Monte Wave
and was run by Majir Ben Truman, wero
well known, and were responsible for a
good share of the rumors. Again, Itwas
known that Samuel M. Shortrldg. was one
of the attorneys participating in the nego-
tiations, and this cave rise to rumors thatSprocket? Jims, were "putting up" thenecessary capital.

J. J). Spreekels, when interrogated, said
that In* had heard of the sale and that
changes were imminent, but knew nothing
definite.
