Why Pheby Did Not Secure a
Record.

The outlook for a season of first-class
amateur athletics looks decidedly promis-
ing, and with tbe arrival of fine weather
the beautiful athletie grounds of the Olym-
pic Club will be well patronized.

Itis to be hoped that the Olympic Club
and universities will decide eventually that
the only way to popularize athletics is by
friendly rivalry.

It was dissension among the leaders of
the basebali clubs that ruined baseball on
this coast, and it is reasonable to presume
that petty quarrels among athletic organiza-
tions will lead to a like ending.

The following letter from an Olympic
Club athlete, in reference to the incipient
row that has been recently raised over ath-
letic records, is seif-explavatory:

Editor Call: Under the heading of “An Ath-

letic War,” in your 1ssue of the 10th inst., tiers
were slalements made by somne members of the
University Club whieh, 1n my humble opinion,
neea correction.
I have gone to the trouble of investigating the
whole matter, and will as briefly as possible
show where thie U, C. members have made wrong
assertions,

It 1s not true that the Olymple Club manage-
ment stated thst they have always borne the ex-
penses of the Pacific association In their eham-
plonship games, although it is very convenient
to have the Oivmpic Club to obtain a loan from
on very favorable terms when they wani to pay
thelr dues 1o the national assoctation.

The statemeunt repardng the Pheby record I
think 1s ove of the most important made dur-
ing the whole Interview, as it Involves the hon-
esty aud veracity of men who Liave hitherto stood
bign in athletic circles, 1t is generaliy conceded
that when men make statements that cast 1eflec-
tions on the Integilly of others they have soine
grounds on which they can rest their charges,
but in this ecas+ it dispiays either a total igno-
rance of the whole aftalr or a wiliful aeparture
from truth and honesty.

At the Olvmpic ball games held at thelr
grounds on Thanksglving day, 1891, there was
au 830-vurds open bandicap race, in which Fred
8. Pueby was sciatch ana J. P. Cosgro had 65
yards bandleap. The official tiiners were James
Jervis, John Elllott and P. Mclintyre. It there
were any others they were uuknown to the ref-
eree and their nawmes did not fizure ou the pro-
gramme. The duty of timers is 1o take the tima
of the winner. Cosgro won aud Mclotyre and
Elllott compared their watches, which agreed,
showlng Coseio’s time to be 2 miluutes. Jeivis
watch fatled to act.

Evidenily the Unlversity Loys expected Mr.
Plieby to win the race and thereby make a new
coast recora for the distance, as they had
already prepared a certificate of record, leaving
the space for the time to be filied in. As Mr.

Pheby passed the finish a University man (I
thiuk it was G. H. Foulks) said e had covered
the distance in 2:0215. Melutyre and Jervis
signed the record without really thinking of

what th'y were doing, and then it was presented
to Elliotr, who flatly refused to sign it, as he did

not take Mr. Pheby’s time.

The »tatement that Mr. McArthur had the
record reconsidered is not trune. If Mr, Pheby
and the Uuniversity Ciab are satisfied with a

record gaiued in the maoner just described they
are welcome to it so far as 1 am coucerned.
They go on 1o say that this was not the only ln-
stance thal thelr records have been disputed. I
chailence the assertion as being base and un-
called for. Who may they thank for not baving

Walter H. Heury’s 120-vard hurdle record
accepted by the A, A. U.? Was 1t not nearly
four months before Colonel Edwards, thelr

timer, sent in Lis aflidavit to the Pacitic Associa-
tion to be forwaided to the A. A. U.? 1 amina
position to stale that if it had been sent forward
at ooce it would have been aceepted.

The National Association thought justly that
If the Pacific Association placed po more value
on a world’s record than to delayit for nearly
five months betore forwarding, then there was
room to question its accuracy. If the University
Club bad wodrked as eainestly to have Mr.
Henry's record aceepled as some members of the
Olymple Cub be would to-day be the proud
possessor of a world’s record, which he bouestly
earned aud justly deserv:s.

As Lo thie eslablishing of records the university
men hav- overshot the mark when they state
that they will prevent Olymp!e Ciub atblet s
from making records. 1hey forget that the
Olywple Ciub holas field-days from which they
can, il they choose, exclude the U. (s, and
therefore be in & position to establish all the
records they can hooestly galn. J. E. ELLIOTT.

ROD AND CREEL.

Preparing for the Opening Day of the
Season.

In a few weeks the open season for ang-
ling will arrive. The first day of April is
always welcomed by the man who delights
in the music of a babbLling brook as its
waters leap down a mountain’s side singing
a lullaby on their journey over stumps and
boulders to old ocean.

Alttough many lovers of trout-fishing are
disappointed, or, more appropriately speak-
ing, fooled on the opening day, so far as
the catching of "mountain beauties” are
concerned, still there is a pleasure in the
pastime which more than comnpensates the
lovers of spriog outings who return home-
ward with emply creeis, The nerfume of
the wild flowers which impregnates the
atmosphere along the banks of the streaws,
and especially at early morn, combined
with the beautiful surroundings, are alone
well worth the trip into the country on the
inaugural day of the trout-fishing season.

Should the remaining few weeks of the
close season remain dry and warm the fish-
ing should be good on streams that have
vot been spoiled by poachers, who do not
care a fiz for the game and fish laws.

The Fish Couwmissioners are now io a
position to fizht on legal grounds all per-
sons arrested for bLreaking the laws. The
State s ppropriation, which has been $20,000,
is now $35,000: and with the latter amount
they expect to bring some of the belligerent
law-breakers to terms.

Some changes have been made in the fish
laws. In section 636 of the old law a very
important word was omitted, and that was
“fish.” It read:

“Every person who shall east, extend or
sat any seine or net of any kind for the
catching of, in any river, stream or sleugh
at the time and place of such fishing is
guiity of a misdemeanor.”

The flaw has been rectified and now the
Commissioners will be in a position to pull
men over the coals who heretofore escaped
arrest by the simple omission of the word
“fish,”

The new law also states that the use of
sturgecn-lines will be allowed for the
catching of fish wherever the Fish Commis-
sioners say they can be located, on the
payment of a 8§10 license by the liners.

Thisis a law which never should have
been passed and sportsmen will no doubt be
surprised to learn that the Governor
approved ihe measure. Sportsmen think
that it is a premium on illegal fishing and
destructive to the interest of those who fish
in an honorable way.

AQUATIC,

Stanbury and Peterson Will Try to
Arrange a Race.

The arrival of the champion oarsman of
the world has stirred up an unexpected in-
terest in the quiet sport of beat-pulling
here, and an endeavor will be made to ar-
range a race between Stanbury and Henry
Peterson, the local oarsman.

The Austraiian ecannot understand why
he must give a handicap to insure him a
race with American scullers,

He certainly forgets that he defeated
William O’Connor, who was the fastest
oarsman of America, without having occa-
sion to exert himself.

If Stanbury expects to cross hlades with
any of the present oarsmen of this country
he will certainly have to make up his mind

opponents a very liberal start.

HE MANUFACTURED AMULETS

How a Wily Mohammedan High
Priest Became Wealthy.
St. Louls FPost-Dispatch,
At some distance beyond the primeval
forests of Cameroon, on the frontlers of the
Soudan, a strip of land is found which

abounds with ivory. Its sovereign is
Chief Ngilla, and Mohammedan In-
fluences have evidently not been

wasted upon him. Merchants from every
land come here bringing pearls and textiles,
which they exchange for Ivoryv. Many a
fine tusk Is sold for a nickel tor which they
would be obliged to pay at least $100 at the
coast,

Lieutenant Morgan, in his report on this
country, relates of a man who had neither
gems nor eostly fabries to offer forivory, and
yet was one of the largest posses«ors of that
beautiful white substance.

One after-
noon,while out sketching, I wascaughtina
true African thunderstorm. Lotsof thuuder
and lightning, but little rain. Tne rainfall
was suflicient, however, to cover a neigh-
boring willow with myriads of drops which,
when a littie later the sun shone out, re-
flected its rays in ever-changing colors.
But before this the tree wasstruck by light-
ning, not enough to destroy it, but suf-
ficient current to spread from limb to limb
and leaf to leaf, entering into every erystal
drop that swayed with the wind-tossed
leaves.

Cable-Cars In London,

A large double-decked tramecar gliding
along the street at a smart but changing
pace, without any appsrent means of pro-
pulsion, is a sight which, however familiar
in some provincial towns and In America,
is rather new to Londoners.
