BUILDING A SEQUOIA.
Carpenter Schuman’s Imitation Big
Tree for Chicago.

People passing the vacant lot at 609 Octa-
via sireet during the last few days have
noticed a carpenter named M. Schuman
erecting a very queer structure. It is almost
a week since he began his work. At first it
was thought he was building a vast cistern,
as he began the large frame with a diameter
of thirty-two feet. Gradually the gqueer
framework began to rise In height, and
vesterday Mr. Schuman was found ham-
mering nails at the height of forty feet from
the ground.

The structure can be seen for blocks
around and has been a thing of wonder and
mystery to the passer by. To look at the
strapge glructure one would imagine it to
be the model of a colossal cistern to hold
about 500,000 gallonsof some lignid. But
then the character of the wood of which it
is constructed is such that such an idea
cannot be entertained.

LI PO TAI IS DEAD.

The Great Chinese Doctoer
Passes Away.

Chronic Asthma Carries Off One of
the Best Known Mongolians in
the United States.

After an illness of three months, Li Po
Tai, the well-known Chinese doctor, quietly
passed away at 8 u'clock yeste:day morn-

There is

hardlv a Mongolian in the
United States who Is
more widely known than
3 Dr. Li Po Tai, who dur-
ing a residence of over
ferty years in this city
had done an immense
business in his sanita-
rium on the corner of
Brenham place and
Washington street.

He was 76 years of
age when he succumbed
to an attack of chronie
asthma, which had kept
himn confined to his bed
for the three months
previous to his death,

ZLi Po Tui. and during hislast hours
he was suryounded by his many relatives in
this eity, #uong them his wife.

Li Po Tal came here from Cantoun in the
fifties as the son of a learned and well-to-do
Cantonese professor and teacher.

He first went into business as & merchant
on Dupont street, practicing medicine only
as a “'side 1ssue.”

Soon his revutatlon as a bealer spread
and the number of his patients grew so
rapidly as o make it necessary for him to
devote all his timse to them.

Among the white people his services were
almnst #s much in demand as they were
among his own countrymen.

During one of his trips to China he made
in the earlyv days he married a Cantonese
girl of high family, and itis she who now is
his sole heir, he having arranged =all his
earthly affairs so as to leave to his widow
all his wealth and property, both here and
n China. It Is estimated to be moure than
£100.000.

Besides his wife the doctor leaves threa
sons aud four daughters, all of whom are in
Canton, and a number of nephews and
nieces residing in this eity.

The dead Ckinese was highly esteemed
among his conntrymen and all others who
knew him. He was extravagantly charit-
able, ever ready to help the poor and dis-
tressed regardless of their nationality.

Some years ago the Chinese Ewmperor con-
ferred uvon Li Po Tai the highest diploma
a physician in that country ean obtaie.

This diploma 18 accompanied by an in-
signia of office in the snape of an apron on
which a white dove is embroiaered,

Yesterday the body ef the late herb
doctor was given into the hands of the
women of his family according to Chinese
custom.

To-day and to-morrow morning his many
friends will be permitted to have a last look
at his remains and on Wednesday afternoon
there will be a grand funeral.

Li Po Tai, however, will not be buried
here. His body will be embalmed and
shipped te Canton, where it will be in-
terred, Mrs, L.i Po Tai accompanving the
:emams on the voyage across the Pacifie

Jeean.

“ SAILOR BROWN.”

What the Fernie Brought
on Saturday.

A PUGILISTIC STOWAWAY.

The Interesting Story of Brown’s

Career Since He Failed to
Whip Young Mitcheil.

Scareely had the British ship Sir Arthur
Fernie dropped anchor off Meigzs wharf as
she entered this port last Saturday when a
shore boat shot out from the vessel’s side
with the greater part of the Fernie’s erew
in it

The men were in fear of arrest, and made
away as soon as they touched the wharf.
The leader of the gang was “Sailor””
Brown.

Four years ago this **Sailor” Brown was
a pugilist of no mean reputation. He had
fought apd beaten pretty much all of his ac-
quaintances in the army and navy, and,
looking to greater houors, which he fan-
cied could be nad for the demanding, he
found a foolhardy backer who bound him
to fizht Young Mitehell for the middle-
weight championship of the Pacifie Coast.

On this oceasion Sailor Brown met Lis
Waterloo. He had “tried it once too often,”’
Further residence in this city meant much
raising of the evebrows and galling chafling,
so the amphibious Brown took to the water
again and shipped with tlie revenue cutter
Bear for the Arctie.

Up in the cold north where the Intelli-
gence of the sailoi’s prowess had never
reached the Dbenizhted npatives Captain
Healy and his officers liad barrels of sport
vver Biown., Matches were wade and won
by the score. Folksabeut Sitka and Juneau
were **easy’” to the pugiiist, and the frozen
zone resvunded with the fame of the great
ibcog.

But time passed, and the *“*Sailor,” yearn-
ing for other fialds, left the Bear and ship-
ped on a Britisher for Liverpool, Here he
fought, and bled, and won. He spent tha
money he made and, drifting down to Lon-
don, eked out a livelthood by doing odd jobs
about the Whitechapel saloons.

Oue day word filtered down through the
silums to Brown that prize-fighting was
booming at New Orleans., He did not stop
for a zecond thought, but packing his
“grip,” stole aboard the Sir Robert Fernie
and concealing himself in the forepeak,
away up under the bowsprit, allowed he
wouid return to his native land.

The Fernie weighed anchor and put to
sea and Brown and the Dowsprit went with
her, For five days he preserved his posi-
tton undiscovered. He ate some tood he
had prudently brought with him and an
accowplice in the crew provided him with
water,

On the sixth day his small guarters had
given him cramps in his legs, so he shifted
a few feet and stretehed.

The boatswain of the Fernie at that mo-
meiit chanced to look down into the hold
and started in surprise to see two big feet
with no visible appendage loom out from
the durkness, wiggle and go in again.

He argued at once that a maun was behind
them, and acting on this supposition ha or-
dered the unknown to come up on deck.
He said he wanted to speak to hin.

Brown refused, and the boatswaln in
wrati seized the feet and dragged the stow-
away out into the light.

A stowaway to a boatswain is an abomi-
nation upea the earth, and the *‘sailor”
soon felt the force ot Boatswain Roblnson’s
rage. Hestood it a time or two, until his
old fighting spirit was thoroughly roused,
when he lit out with his right and laid the
officer low with a rattling blow on the jaw,

Two sailors ran up to Robinson’s assist-
ance, and the rext moment sat wearily
down beside the boatswain. The day
seemed cold and dark and dreary,

Then out rushed Captain Cannon, and
swore by the shivering ghost of the Flying
Dutchman that if Brown did not surrender
on the moment he would lay him low with
a handspike.

it occurred to tne sallor that the better
part of valor was discretion and that he
had best surrender. Tuis be did, and spent
the following day in irons.

When the stowaway was released he de-
nied all knowledgze of seafaring, and raid
e was only a landiubber and couidn’t haul
a rope. In this way he escayed loathsome
labor, and sauntering about, pipe in mouth,
came merrily on to Frisco.

But a little excitement was still Jeft in
store for Brown., While concealed m the
peak he had discovered a secret passage by
which he could enter the hold. He imparted
this information to a few seleet friends, and
the gang bezan a series of nightly trips to
the whisky kegs in the eargo.

All might have gone well, but sailors are
not easily restrained when in their cups,
and one night the *gang” got gloricusly
full and precipitated a free tight on deck.
They did up the wateh, and led by Brown,
literally owned the ship for a time,

Finally assistance came, however, and the
bovs retired to the seclusion of irons, where
donbtless they founa food for reflection.

Without further incident the Fernie came
on to port and anchored off Meiggs wharf.
This is why Brown was so anxious to land.
“Salflor” Brown will now look for a backer
presumably.

It will be remembered that on Jannary
14 Detective Harris and Polica COfficer
Gleason went to a house on Jackson and
Montgomery streets, where Doerr roomed,
and there found a complete set of counter-
feitinz Instruments, including vlaster of
paris molds, metal and newly made coln.

Doeri’s partner, George Ostke, was sen-
tenced to six months in San Quentin prison,
and from the damaging testimony in that
case it looked as though Doerr would also
have to serve a term aeross the bay. But
yesterday matters looked a little brighter.

Police Cflicer Gleason, who accom;anied
Detective Harris to the scene of the arrest,
was put upon the stand yesterday. He re-
lated the taets of the arrest and how they
haa found the metal, implewments, ete.,
under a lounge in the room.

J. Mayutzer, who gave the information ot
the illicit business to Detective liarris, was
next placed upon the staud.

He had stated in giving his information
that be had first met Doerr in San Quentin
prisen, and when he was released he met
Doerr in this city and ecommenced visiting
hisroom. He had been visiting Doerr’s
room for about three weeks belore he Dbe-
came aware that anything wrong was going
on. At that time, he sald, Doerr offered him
a counterfeit half-dollar, which he took and
gave to the United States Marshal. On an-
other time, he said that he zave Doerr 83
certs for three counterfeit dollars,

Upon cross-examination by Attorney
Dow, Mayntzer in many c+ses denied his
former statements. When asked how many
times he had bLeen in prison he said in
angry tones that he did not know., Maynt-
zer said that at tbe time hLe gave the in-
formation he was mixed up with beer and
he could not swear to it.

The defendaut, Henry Doerr, was placed
upon the stand and stated that he had
served a term of three years in San Quentin
for something which he would not like to
relate, as he went there under an assumed
name to shield a certain person. On the
day of his discharge a prisoner by the name
of Barstedt was also discharged. As the
defendant had nothing bu! a little money
which the State had given him, and in
order to rednce expenses of living, he
agreed with Barstedt that they should take
a room together in this city. They first
hired a room on Merchant street, and sub-
sequently, finding it teo small for both,
they moved to the house where the counter-
feiting implements were fouud.

After they had lived there about a month
Doerr said that he became a litile suspiciouns
of his companion’s actlons, which increasesd
when he found plaster of paris, ete., in the
sink. He remonstrated with Darstedt, say-
ing that he did not want to get into any
further trouble, the result being that they
had a falling ovt. After a while Barstedt
left the house and Doerr was in possession
of the room by Limself.

Doerr took another roommate, and one
day, on opening the bureau drawer, they
found a saek eontaining about &3 in coun-
terfeit coin. This they divided, Doerr put-
ting some in his pocket, he =aid, to snow to
nis friends.

On another visit of Mayntzer's, Doerr
said that his visitor picked up one of the
colns from off the burean and offered to buy
it from him. Bat Doerr knowing the con-
sequences refused to sellit, and Maynizer
took the coin for nothing. That is how,
Doerr said, that Mayntzer received the coin
which he gave to the United States Mar-
shal. Ile said that everything that was
found in the room was left there by his
former roommate, Barstedt,

The case will be resumed this morning at
11 o’clock.

WENTWORTH WANTS A BONUS

Fruitvale to Vote on the Sewer Ques-

Pacifie Company is that all employes in the
West Oakland yards who are sick or in-
jured shall be treated at the hospital man-
aged by Dr. Woolsey, with whom the rail-
road company has a contract. This has left
no option to the railroand men, unless
they prefer to pay the expenses of
private treatment, They are now cir-
culating a petition asking the company to
peri:it them to choose tha place whers
they shall be treated, whether at the present
place or at the Fabiola Hospital, or by some
indevendent physician.
