STATUE OF ZEBULON PIKE.

The Discoverer of Colorado's Famous
Peak toBe Commemorated.
New Vorai Commercial Advertiser.

General Zebulon M.Pike, tho discoverer
of Tikes Peak, is to have a statue. Colonel
J. B..Wheeler, the Colorado millionaire,
has commissioned James E. Kelly, the
sculptor, whose "Sheridan's Hide" cre-
ated a sensation several years ago, to make
a bronze statue of General Tike.
The statue, which Is seven feet high,
willbe erected In the public park at Mani-
tou Springs, at the base of Pikes Peak.
It represents tbe discoverer standing on a
natural bowlder, with telescope in band and
rifle slung over shoulder, and wearing the
costume described by himself in his moun-
tain records. The statue Is Colonel Wheel-
er's gift to the city of Manilou. General
Pike was born in New Jersey. lie served
with distinction in the revolutionary war
and tlie war of 1812. He met untimely
death at the age of 34 by the explosion of an
Englisn magazine, pending a skirmish with
the British at York, Canada. A brave offi-
cer and a daring, venturesome explorer, hewas the estrouomer, surveyor, commanding
officer, clerk, spy. guide and hunter of the
Government expedition sent out in 1805 and
i"6 to explore the Louisiana Territory, then
a Spanish possession, and seek the source
of the Mississippi and other Western rivers.

At2 o'clock In the afternoon of Novem-ber 15, 1806, lie discovered a small blue
cloud which, viewed by a spy-glass, he per-
ceived to bea mountain, and half an hour
later the Colorado range was visible, andhisdisheartened followers gave three cheers.
Despite snow and fatigue. General Pike,
whoknew neither fear nor discouragement,
pushed on fifteen miles until he came to the
base of the mountain that bears bis name
and where the proposed statue will be
erected. General Pike was thefirst to bring
back to the East the report of the existence
of gold in the western country.

Despite lute historians, who assert that
previous to1843 there were no evidence of
settlers In Colorado, Mexicans suddenly
suspected gold and made attempts to mine
in the Rocky Mountain range. Such, atleast, was General Pike's conviction, for
while a prisoner InNew Mexico he met an
American, James Pursley of Bairdstown,
Ky.. who showed hima lumpof gold brought
by himself from South Park, where the
Mexicans atii Spaniards had suuk shafts.
General Pike's widow lived for many years
on the Ohio Biver, near Cincinnati. His
only daughter married Symme. Harrison,
son of "Old Tippecanoe." grandfather ofPiesldent Harrison. .

The Eight-Hour Day.

The experiment ot lhe eight-hour day, or
rather of making forty-eight hours a week'swork, is now being tried in one of thelargest iron works In Ktigiand. the Salfordworks at Salford, which is a suburb of Man-chester. The working hours at these works
have heretofore been fifty-three per week,
and the reduction is made on an under!
standing with the men that the output of
the works shall not be diminished by thisshortening of the hours. The men are to
be punctual and energetic, and to save theowners from loss because of this shortening
of hours, by greater industry. There is tobe no reduction of wages, and ifthe end ofa year finds the experiment successful theforty-eight-hour week willbe the permanent
arrangement.

About 730 sealed packages are seized annu-ally in the New York Postoffice. Inanaverage year 25,000 unsealed parcels areconfiscated at ihe same ollice and releasedon the payment of linns which are equiva-
lent to the duties. Some very ingenious
methods are employed for transmitting;

dutiable articles by post. Not long ago a
package from Germany was found to con-tain a small rollof butter. A wire passed
through itmet with an obstruction, whichproved to be a tin box filled with valuablejewelry. Probably a dozen silk handker-
chiefs are found wrapped up innewspapers
in every mail from China. The -kill ex-hibited by the postal clerks in detecting
