SACRAMENTO, Mareli 25.—This being the
last day aillowed by the law in which Gov-
ernor Markham may sign bills passed by
the iate legislature, the Governor was very
busy to-day. He has pocketed the Jordan
claim: the San Francisco building appro-
ypriation of $250.000; the woman’s suffrage
bill: the San Diego bharber improvement
bill, calling for an appropriation of 8300,000;

In all he
pocketed sixty bills, twenty of them ciaims.

bor Commission that the work contem-
plated by this act is entirely inexpedient
and unnessary at this time; thas there is at
present at the disposal of the Harbor Com-
missioners sufficient space for all the wharf-
age and dockage that will likely be required
for several years to corme, and that the im-
provements contemplated and necessary in
other directions will require all the funds
at the disposal of the commission. The law
by which the Harvor Commissioners are
now governed rlothes them with the power
to perform this work, if necessary, and
specitic direction by legislative bodies, which
in many {nstances is desired for the aceom-
plisiment of personal ends, is a dangerous
precedent to establish.,”

Concerning this bill the Governor says:
“This bill is so unfortunately drawn as not
to effeet the object sought to be attained,
that of allowing women to vole.at elec-

Under its terms, eveu if it could
be held to be effective for any purpose,
which is doubtful, there would be'no way
of affording women an opportunity to vote
for school offikers without giving them the
right end opportunity to vote for all other
officers to be voted for at the same election,
as under the Austraiian ballot system, they
mwust be furnished with a ticket, whieh in
every instance would be for all officers to
be elected; and they would be permitted to
use the booths, wherein they would be un-

the equal- "

attended and unseen and be enabled to vote
for the entire list of officers if they so de-
sired. It is generally claimed by the ad-
vocates of this measure that it will be effec-
tive in its operation In every municipality
except that of the eity and county of San
Francisco; yet, according to the interpreta-
tion put upon it by the Superintendent of
Publie Insiruction and by many able and
impartial jurists, in whose opinion I concur,
it will be operative only in cities of less than
3000 inhabitants. In this view the bill is
clearly unconstitutional. While I am fully
in accord with the purpose and intent of
this measure, I am of the opinion that
faulty and uncertain legislation of this
character would but serve to defeat or at
least postpone the accomplishment of the
objects sought,”

MARKHAM’S REASONS.

Insuificient Funds the Cause of Many
Vetoes.

THEY ALL GOT IN.

Chinese Landed Much Too
Easily.

COLLECTORS IN TROUBLE.

Claiming That They Are Within 1heir
Rights, but That Point Remains
to Be Settled.

Bpeelal to TRE MoORNING CALL,

WaAsHINGTON, March 25.—A cablegram
has been received at the Treasury Depart-
ment from Chinese Inspectar Coblentz at
Portland, Or., stating that Deputy Collec-
tor Corpnell and Inspector Armstrong at
midnlght Thursday permitted sixty-seven
Chinese toland from the steamer Haytian
Republic. The Chinese are said to ba
coolies. Orders have been sent suspending
the two officials and direcling a thorough
investigation. The Collector was abseunt at
the time.

The treasury is also advised of the arrest
at Deming, N. Mex., of five Cliinese who
came from Mexico. These Chinamen, upcn
convictlon, will be sent to San Francisco to
be deported to China,

Since the beginning of the present fiscal
year 137 Chinamen have been returned to
China, Last year 175 Chinamen were re-
turned.

PorTLAND, March 25.—The customs offi-
cials here, when interviewed to-day regard-
ing the telegram from Washington, stating
that sixty-seven Chinese had been illegally
landed here Thursday pight from the
steamer Haytian Republie, were somewhat
reticent, but they confirmed the truth of the
statement. The Chinese were landed about
10 o’clock Thursday night by Inspector
Armstrong and Daputy Collecior Cardinell.
Armstrong acted under Cardinell’s orders,
and is therefore freed from responsibility in
the matter. The Chinese had certificates,
but Cardinell had been instructed by Dep-
uty Collector P’ike to land none of thesa
certificates until they had been passed on Ly
ihe Federal court. Cardinell claimed, how-
ever, that he had authority to land them on
the certificates, and so acted. Cardinell has
been released pending an investigation of
the matter, which will be taken up as soon
as Collector Loton, who is now in San Fran-
cisco, returns,

Dunbar, agent of the Haytian Republie,
said: *“This trouble 18 news to me, as I
supposed evervthing was regularly done.
The Empress of india reached Vancouver,
B. C., from Hong-Kong about ten days ago
with 122 Chinamen destined for this port.
We have an arrangement with the Canadian
Pacifie by which we get 86 for every China-
man we bring to Portland, and if the Chi-
nese are denied permission to land we get
§6 a head for taking them back. ‘These 122
Chinamen were taken by the Haytian Re-
public and got in here Thursday evening.
Only sixly -seven of the number were
allowed to land, and the others are now in
the hold of the ship waiting the result of
the habeas corpus proceedings which have
been eommenced.”

Dunbar further sald: *“We bring in from
fwenty to seventy-five at a time, The
Chinamen are hungry to get back before
the Geary act takes effect. Last fal), before
the Chinese holiday, we took away over 800
Chinamen, and they are now coming back
to the United States. I think the Narthern
Pacific is taking a hand In this matter to
play even on the Canadian Pacific, which 1s
deing a blg Chinese business.”

The suspensicn of Deputy Cardine!l and
Inspector-Armstrong has set shipping and
legal circles agog, as there is no telling
what the result may be. Inspector Cob-
lentz is expected soon to return to this city,
and he may shortly be joined by a spacial
agent of the Treasury Department. The
matter is to be thoroughly investigated.

UNLUCKY JOHN.

How His Life Is Made a Burd:n in
Various Ways.

ta. PAuL, March 25.—Rapresentative Si-
korski to-day introduced a bill in the House
prohibiting Chinamen hereafter “from
wearing their shirts outside of their pants,”
atd requiring them *‘to dress as other eiti-
zens.” A violation of the act is to be pun-
ished by a fine of from £1 to $16 and the
forfeiture of his pigtail. The biil was re-
ferred to the Committee on Health and
Sanitation.

NEw Yorg, Mareh 25 —The statement
published this iuornlng that San Francisco
Chinamen have ralsed $60,000 to test the
constitutionality of the Geary law and that
Lawyer Riordan Is coming here for consul-
tation with Joseph H. Choate is deried by
the latter to-day. He said: *'l knowng#h-
ing about any such an arrangement and do
not Gelieve it is so. If a Chinaman should
be arrested for non-compliance with the
law, I expect to argue the caze before the
Supreme Court, if it reaches there. That
is all. Of course the whole thing hinges
upon the constitutionality of the law.”

SHOT AS HE FLED.

Sensational Tragedy at
Portland.

SUICIDE OF THE AGGRESSOR.

Revenge Taken for an Assault Com=
mitted on His Wife Many Years
Before.

PoRTLAND, March 25.—Conrad J. Smith,
bookkeeper for Levy, Spirgl & Co., was
shot and perhaps fatally wounded about7:30
o’clock to-night at the corner of Third and
Alder streets by C. A. Gove, a real estate
dealer. Gove then blew hi3 own brainsout.
The men were standing on the corner, in-
dulging in a bheated conversation, when
suddenly Gove drew a revolver from his
pocket and Legan firing, When Smith saw
Gove reach for his weapon he started to
run, Gove’s aim, however, was accurate,
and he hit Smith io the baek, the ball lodg-
ing In the abdomen., After firing two shots
at Smith he turned the weapon to his own
head and fired. He fell and died in a short
time,

The street was crowded at the time, and
the shooting drew an immense crowd to the
scene, Smith was taken to the hospital aud
Gove’s body to the morgue. The deed was
premeditated, as a large knife was found on
the body of the dead man. He lelt a state-
ment accusing Smith of assaulting his wife
several years ago. Mrs, Gove i3 a well-
known teacher in the public schools of this
cily, and about ten yearsagoshe waselecled
County School Superintendent. The Su-
preme Court held that sha was not eligible,
and her husband was appointed to the
position.
