
ROLLED THE BALL.

Dazzling Opening of the
Season.

OAKLANDS WIN FIRST BLOOD

Gorgeous Pageant of Players and
"Cranks" and a Rattling Game at

Haight-street Grounds.

With martial music, blazing uniforms,
blaring trumpets, cheering "cranks," and

the plaudits of the public, the baseball sea-
son of 1893 was opened yesterday afternoon.

Colonels Robinson and Harris, the mag-

nates, were resplendent In spring suits, tan

Cloves and violet boutonnieres.
Never before were the two managers so

serene. Ami no wonder. The eyes of half
the residents of San
Francisco restel upon
them as they passed
through the streets in a
carriage drawn by four
coal-black steeds.

the )aklands won it by
a score of 4 to 2.

The Hull-Yin Hotel
was the nucleus of tbe
opening festivities. By
13:30 o'clock all tbe
members of the Oak-
land and San Francisco
teams and their mascots
bad assembled In the
corridors. Soon they

had donned the pretty new uniforms which
wers to dazzle the public during the big

street parade. The blue and white attire
of the Frisco players presented a pretty
contrast to the black uniforms and red over-
coals of the Oakland boys.

Little Jimmy Gleason, the city mascot,
flitted among the twlrlers and batters with
his head adorned with a big, black silk tile,
while Mike Gleason, the Oakland mascot,
was similarly rigged out.

"Look at my boys," said Manager Harris,
as he proudly pointed to the wearers of the
blue and white, "aint they a fine set of
fellows? They average 176 pounds each,
and the whole ten weigh just 1760 pounds.

They're as fine a set of fellows as ever trod
a diamond,

"
and the manager rushed away

to see that the carriages bad been lined up
in proper position.

Colonel T. Possibilities Robinson was
also jubilant and certain that some of the
glory of the achievements of his aggrega-
tion would redound to himself.

Before 1o'clock Powell street in the vicin-
ity nf the Baldwin was almost blocked to
traffic. The band bad played for the fifth
time before the parade was formed.

Atlast itstarted, with mounted trumpet-
ers in the advance. Following the band
rode Robinson and Harris iiia four-in-hand.
Then came five carriages containing base-
ball reporters, five more conveyances with
the members of the two teams, and a big
bus drawn by four white horses.

In this rig were the "cranks" from over
the bay, headed by Ned Fair, Joe Bouquet,
Jeff Scanlan and Ned
Hall. Across the sides
of the conveyance were
banners bearing such
inscriptions as these:
"We ask no favors; we
want fairplay." Stretch-
ed along the panting
horses were ihe follow-
ing legends: "Herald
tbe news, the Oakland*
are here," and "How
about our imported tal-
ent?"

Closely following the
Oakland.' was another
bus and five more car-
riages. in which rode the
ban Francisco "cranks." The Frisco bus
was labeled, "We . want home talent."
Quite an appropriate inscription was that,
lor every member of the city team Is _ Na-
tive S n of the Golden West.

Every vehicle in the parade was profusely
decorated with fla.'s and bnntinz and the
whole pageant presented a dazzling spec-

All along the route of the procession the
sidewalks were blocked, while beads pro-
truded from every window. In the whole-
sale districts It appeared as though busi-
ness was entirely suspended. While the
parade was passing artisans in every trade
ceased their labors and rushed to the side-
walks or windows to see thecarriages go by.

The route of the procession was from the
Powell-street entrance of the Baldwin Ho-
tel into Market street, to Montgomery, to
Pine, to Battery, to California, to Kearny,
lo Market, to Golden Gate avenue and
thence to the Haight-street grounds.

At Golden Gale avenue the musicians
climbed on the seats with the drivers, and
the speed of the vehicles were increased
until Stanyan street was reached.
Itwas just 2:45 o'clock when the grounds

were reached. Then the parade was

formed, with the trumpeters and band In
the lead, and a circuit was made of the
diamond.

Nearly 10.000 spectators had already as-
sembled, and they did some loud and lively
cheering as the carriages rolled by. Then
there was another little parade, which re-
minded the spectators of a circus. With the
band, and escorted by Managers Robinson
and Harris, Umpire Pete Meegan, an old-
time favorite, next marched around to the
borne plate, where he was loudly cheered.

Captain Tip O'Xell and Buck Ebright
soon bad their men la readiness lor action.
The band played "The High School Cadets'
March" for the third time, and tbe Oak-
lands took up their positions on tbe field for
a little practice. Each nine was allowed
about ten ml' ntes to practice.

"Play ball!" shouted Umpire Meegan,
and the home team headed by Sharp began
to wield the willow.

For one hour and forty minutes the con-
test was in progress before it ended in a
victory for the boys from over the bay.

There have been many improvements
and innovations at the grounds since the
close of last season. The new rules of theleague were rigidlyenforced and gave great
satisfaction to both ball-players and specta-
tors. A high wire screen protected thespectators from foul tips and was much ap-
preciated.

The spectators? There were nearly
10,000of them, and "cranks" ofevery age andsex were there In full force. Yes, tbe
ladles were there Ingreat number and ap-
plauded good playing even more liberally
than their escorts. Itwas a fine spring day
and the representatives of the fair sex were
attired In charming costumes. The small
boy also got In bis deadly work and en-
lightened everyone within bearing by his
comments on the game.

Features of the contest? Here they are
in tbe appended description of tbe game in
detail :

This action ou Mr. Meegan 's part was
only in keeping with the sentiments ex-
pressed on tba large posters about town.

where itwas emphatically stated that tbe
baseball season opened that afternoon.

Obviously such a season could not open
without a game to open it, and the game
could not open without the umpire's per-
mission. This is why at ten minutes after
3 o'clock Umpire Pete Meegan raised his
hand significantly above his head.

At this signal Homer stepped Into the
box. and haying rubbed his hands on his
knickerbockers and turned the fateful ball
gingerly in his fingers, posed picturesquely
preparatory to delivering himself of an eye-
opening curve.

In acknowledgment of the same sign.
Sharp arose from his seat on the bench with
the Frisco players, and carefully selecting a
bat stepped out to the plate. Ho dug his
clealed shoes into the soft soil and drew his
cap down over his eyes. Then be swung
his bat un and down threateningly and
glared at Homer.

"Play ball," said Mr. Meegan. The old
hackneyed expression was not only oppor-
tune, but instantly effective.

Homer kinked one lince almost to his ear
and, plunging suddenly forward, shot his
nrm out withsubtle cleverness and seat the
ball toward Sham like the wind.

The latter treated itwith marked uncon-
cern. A casual glance showed him that
this was not the curve he desired, and so
he paid no further attention to it, but let it
go smashing past him and hang un against
the backstop. Spies pounced upon ll and
threw* it hack to Homer. He could try
again and perhaps do better.

The second attempt turned out no better.
Neither did the third. At each effort Um-
pire Meegau said "ball!" ina ton" audible
all over the grandstand. After being so
publicly exposed Homer settled down and
sent the next two balls straight over the
plate. Sharp did not strike at them, and
the "cranks" became alarmed.

At the next Pall the batter brought his
a°h around with vindictive force, and strik-
ing the sphere a tittle low, sent itup in the
air and over toward first base. It fell into
the hands of E.trlc, the slim, schoolboy-
looking player from Chicago, and Sharp
went over and sat down on the bench.
Levy then appeared at the plate and went

through a similar experience. Earle was
his doomsman. There were no cheers.

Carroll came out gorgeous in a Frisco uni-
form anil facotl his brothers of last year,
bat in hand. He was given a great ovation,
which was no more than right, in considera-
tion of bis reputation as a Pall-player.

He hit the ball all right, but it was deftly
gathered in by Collapy, and again Earle at
first got in his effective work. Carroll was
out and the side was retired.

The Oakland cranks yelled with last
year's vigor, and the boy at the bulletin-
bo :ird marked up a big "0" for the local
team.

YY'lien Oakland came up to bat McGucken
led the list. He made no bones of his work,
but ripped out a two-bagger with tremen-
dous energy. There was great rejoicing
among the Oakland contingency.

Hernon tried itand failed. He only flew
out to Carroll.

Hlnes came up next and hit hotly to
Ebrlgtit at third, who fielded it neatly to
Power at first, and the batter was out.

Earle took a hand, but the fly he sent out
into.the field was gathered in by Levy and
the jigwas up, for that inning at least.

To judge from the amount of cheering
that expressed the sentiments of the grand
stand and bleachers at the respective work
of each team in this first inning, it was evi-
dent nt once that the crowd was a thorough
San Francisco one. The inlands were
easily outshouted and outnumbered.

Work was first at bat in tlie second inn-
ing. He reached first on a clean single oversecond, and later stole second. Ebrleht
flew out to McGucken, and Spies went out
at first. Power retired the side a few mo-
ments laler by flyingout to M'Gticken.

For Oakland, Irwin went out, Maguire to
Power. Cttllary reached first on Carroll's
error and stole second, where he died.

O'Neill got his base on balls, Swett flew
out to Levy and Homer to Power.

Maguire opened the third inning with a
two-bagger over second. Balsz went out,
O'Neill to Earle. Sharp flew out to O'Neill,
and Levy went out at first, Earlo stopping
a hot liner.

In the second half of the third inning

Oakland got in Its fine work.
McGucken settled all doubts as to his pro-

ficiency at the hat by deliberately smashing
out a home run. Hernon was given a base
on ball, and with this much of a start suc-
ceeded in making a run. Hines went out toCarroll, Earle was out at first and Irwin
ditto.

Carroll was given a base on balls In the
fourth, but was forced out by Work, who
himself went out at first. Ebriibt hit out a
tbree-bagger. Spies was nut at first.

Oakland opened up their half with a two-
bagger by Swett Homer flew oat to Sharp.
McGucken was hit by a pitched ball, and so
made first, but was out n moment later, and
Httiner flew out to Carroll.

The first part of the fifth inning was
when Frisco made her two runs.

Power was safe on first by an error and
stole second. ilagulre fouled out to Jlc-
Gucken.

Bal-z flew out. Sharp was given a baseon balls and stole second, lower taking
third. Homer did not know that Sharp bad
left first, and wheeling about threw the ball
like a shot to the uncovered base.

In a moment pandemonium reigned.
There was a great skirmishing of Oakland
fielders for the flying sphere, but before itwas recaptured Sharp and Power had
crossed the plate and the score was tied.
The cheering was tremendous aud lone con-
tinued.

Levy made a single, but Carroll flew out.
and the locals had to be content with their
honors.
In the second half Hines reached first.

Earle flew out to Work, who made one of
the star catches of the day. Irwinlouled
out. Collapy made a single, advancing
Hines to second. O'Neill flew rut.

In the sixth inning each Bide went out in
one-two-lhree order.

Frisco repeated it In the first half of the
seventh. . When Oakland came to bat Mc-
Gucken reached first on a single, stole
second and came home on Hernon's safe
hit. Hernon went out in attempting tosteal
second. llines was safe at first.

Earle made a single and Hines came home.
Irwinand Collapy went out.

Levy began the eighth Inning with a
vicious smash that gave him two ba«es.
Carroll flew out tn Hernon. Levy was put
out. Work was given a base on balls hut
died at first, as Ebright was out the next
moment.

Nell iJew out to Power. Swett reached
first on a single. Homer flew out to Work.
McGucken was out at first.
In the beginning of the ninth Spies flew

out to 0 Neill. Power was safe on a single
and hope flickered a moment in the locals'
breast when M quire made a two bagger.

A Big Crowd Witnesses the Initial

Game of the Season.
Los Am.ki.ks. March 25.—The ball sea-

son of JS93 opened here to-day under favor-
able auspices, fully 3500 people witnessing
the opening game between the Stockton
and Los Angeles learns. The weather was
all that could be desired. There was the
usual parade during the morning, but such
was the Interest manifested that this was
entirely superfluous. The wretched weather
of the past few weeks having preveuted the
Stockton team from working, they did not
make as good a showing as had been ex-
pected of them, but the result of the game—
12 to 3 In favor of the Angels— was un-
doubtedly due to the manner in which the
latter hit Fanning, who appeared out of
form. Hulen especially distinguished him-
self both at the bat and at third, Wright, Mc-
Cauley, Lohnian and Glenalvin sharing the
rest of the honors. Roach and Lohman
constituted the battery fur the Angels and
both showed upinsomething like their form
of last season. Whitehead seemed to be the
only one of the Stocktons to be able to hit
Roach with any degree ofsafety. Sunday
made a sensational catch in the fifthInning,
which was one of the features of the game,
and he and Sweeney made a very pretty
double play in the fourth. The general

THE RED PLANET.

W. J. Hussey on Mars and
the Canals.

Fifth Annual Meeting o_ the Astro-
nomical Society— A Branch in

the Mexican Capital.

The members of the Astronomical Society
of the Pacific were In high feather at their
fifthannual meeting last night.

This was because Vice-President E. J.
Molera told them that a branch of the soci-
ety, working under its rules, had been
established in the City of Mexico. Not only
this but there Is a fine observatory at Tacu-
baya, a suburb of Mexico, supplied with a
big equatorial and all the modern appli-
ances.

Vice-President Molera went on to say
that the Astronomical Society which began
with forty members now numbers 493, of
whom filty-fiveare life members.

He then introduced Professor W.J. Hussey
of the Stanford University as the lecturer
for the evening.

"Mars" was the topic selected, and Mr.
Hus sey, though quite a young man, spoke
with a logical consecutiveness and free-
dom from flippancy or repetition that pro-
duced a very favorable impression and
gained Tor him a steady, appreciative'hear-
ing from the many graybear Is present.

—
By the aid of a stereopticon growth of

detail in drawings of Mars, from the first
crude sketch by Fontana down to the fin-
ished pictures of Seccbl, Dawes, Green and
Schlaparelli, was clearly shown.

The lecturer contended that areograi
or the delineation of the markings which
appear In the telescope on the disk of Mars,
may be clearly divided Into three periods,
namely, from 1536 to 1830, from IS3O to 1877,
and from 1877 to the present lime. He
dwelt on the absolute corroboration of
Schiaparelli's discovery of canals on Mars,
but expressed a doubt whether the question
of whether the dark spaces represent seas
and the light areas laud has yet been sat-
isfactorily settled.

Even the drawings made by different ob-
servers at tho same time and place vary
considerably, and the same is true of draw-
ings made by the same observer at corre-
sponding times of Martian revolution, but
at different places.

Inall about a hundred drawings of Mars
were exhibited on the screen, many nf the
sketches having been made by Mr. Hussey
himself at the Lick telescope.

HE SHOT TO KILL.
C. H. Heitman Wearies of Life and

Fatally Wounds Himself.

Ata late hour Heitman had not recovered
consciousness, and the physicians consider
his case hopeless.

COUNTERFEIT RUGS.
The Oriental Variety Is Often Served

Up in a Very Inferior Way.
-New Yorlt Suu.

Ithas been asserted that there are tricks
in every trade, only they are not always de-
tected.

There are tricks in painting, It is well
known; and certain means are sometimes
employed by certain artists to save labor or
to produce effects that, to say the very
least, are not to be commended. The
diamond Is counterfeited, various gems are
falsified so as '0 escape detection save by
the expert; furniture and painting- and
coins are '•antiqued," and to fresh brouze is
imparted the tones ofage.

.Latterly another form of counterfeiting
has appeared? which, unless cheeked, will
seriously Injure an art that is replete with
charm. The Oriental rug has. in lis turn,
been selected as a means of unlawful or at
least illegitimate gain on the part of some
who. not satisfied with the large profits it
yields them, demand still greater returns.
New rugs witncrude colors are now ripened
and mellowed by the enterprising Ameri-
can, and old rugs with objectionable hues
are "toned" Into harmony. This is notably
the case with the class of textile fabrics
knswn as Samarands or Malgaras from
Eastern Turkestan, a class or rugs similar
in weave to the Afghans, and lv which ihe
Chinese spirit is more or less noticeable in
the figures and designs. ;' -
ItIs unnecessary to state that while the

Oriental has no compunction about dyeing
his beard, he would as soon think of dyeing
a rug as of opening the portals of his
harem or turning his prayer carpel to the
west while performing Ins oiisons to AJ-
iaii. The dyeing of the wool is always
done in the yarn, never in the loose fabric
or In the piece, while the art of bleaching
is totally unknown.
IiIs true that very old and threadbare

rugs are sometimes "touched up" with
water colors by the Oriental middleman,
billthis is not common, and 11 may lit' de-
tected by close examination. The dye-
ing, or rather the "undyelng" process,
is a modern invention and is none in
New York, the process consisting in tak-
ing cheap Saniarcaiid and other rugs in
bright colors and bleaching them by the use
of chemicals. This decoration is Quite
cleverly done, the counterfeiter being able
apparently to retain such colors as he
chooses and bleach or mellow the remainder
at bis will, The trade, 1 am told, has
proved a very lucrative one, as the process
is a profound secret. The effect produced
Is often very artistic, the design of a large
portion of the fabric showing as an under-
tone in soft shades. This is especially ob-
servable iv the yellow Samarcands, the Idea
being seemingly to imitate the Chinese rugs
which have recently been pushed Intovogue.

But the falsifying process is by no means
confined to the productions of a single dis-
trict, and purchasers should be put on their
guard with respect to the adulteration gen-
erally. Of course, to the coifnolaseur the
fraud is readily apparent. And a- a means
of detecting it.It may be stated that it
usually reveals itself by the presence of
spots or stains In the fabric, of a different
color or hue Irom the general tone. No
doubt in time these blemishes would be
overcome, so great is the pecuniary incen-
tive, providing dealers would handle the
spurious article, for which large pilces are
obtained.

There are rugs enough, however, both
antique and modern, in the vast countries
of their production to supply the trade le-
gitimately, without calling upon chemistry
and chicanery. At least the "doctored"
productions should be labeled as "doctored"
or "Americanized," so that the unwary or
uninitiated would not be imposed upon.

Building a Church on Sundays.
Terre Haute Kaprcas.

Painting a church on Sunday under the
supervision of the pastor, no doubt, willbe
considered a peculiar act In the judgment
of the majority of the Christian teachers
and believers. Not only has this church
been painted on Sunday, but to a large ex-
tent the work of construction has been con-
tinued on this day. For the last two Sun-
days residents of the North Side, and others
from different parts of the city have wit-
nessed this singular sight at the littleSev-
enth Day Advenlist Church, located on
Sixth avenue, between Eleventh and
Twelfth streets.

Quite a number of people were attracted
to the scene by the peculiarity of the thing,
and have made it a special object of Sun-
day amusement, for the sight of having
seen a church painted un Sunday is indeed
a novelty in Terre Haute. A large crowd
congregated around the church yesterday
afternoon and watched tho painter for a
couple of hours. This apparent desecration
does not grate upon the religious feelings of
those who worship in the church, as Satur-
day is sacredly kept as a day of worship
and rest. The Christian Sunday is the same
to them as any other day. except Saturday.
