Dangerous lllness of Right
Rev. Bishop Kip.

HE MAY DIE AT ANY MOMENT.

Nervous Prostration Brought On by
Overstudy Causes Him to Sink
Into lnsensibility.

The Right Rev. Bishop Kip of Cali-
fornia is lying daugerously 1)l at his resi-
dence at 901 Eddy street.

Frieuds and relatives are seriously alarmed
over the aged prelate’s condition and ex-
press no hope of his ultimare recovery. The
latier bave, in fact, been notified by the
altending physician, Dr, Breyfogle, that his
death may oceur within the next few hours,

He was always a great studeat, and has
written numerous theologieal works, which
have gained for him & wide réputation.

Excessive literary work and studv com-
bined finally underminea his health.

Abou: five years ago he tirst began to

‘v severely from nervous troubles,
which gradually became chronie, but the
atlacks were not sufliciently severe to cause
&uy alarm about his health,

The malady according to the physicians
resulted from overstudy, but by eareful
trealment he recovered.,

Uintrary to the advice of his physicians
L::::u;» »h:p continued his labors, and the
disease Lr_‘L}MH)S KL';.:i'HVi’.h'd to suzh an ex-
tent that it assumed an acute form. During
this period he suffered from several other
altacks of nervous brostration, which econ-
tined hiw to bis home and cowpletely pros-
irated the patient,

Juring one of these attacks several
tonths ago Bishop Kip’'s condition became
s6 alarmiog that he was not expected to
recover.

Despite his nge, however, he rallied, and
after an iliness lasting several weeks re-
covered sufliciently to be able to resume bis
1 i 3
duties. He was confined to his house ever
since and has not been able to trave!, which
resulted in the appoiniment of a ¢ oadjutor,
Who relieved hinr of that part of his work.

I'he disease continued to become more
prouounced, and several consaculive attacks |
of prostration foliowed, which sapped his
vitality and left him weaker at the termina-
tion of each.

His present illness, which may result
itally, dates from three weeks ago, at

inie (he Bishop was comp-lled to tuke
1is bed, frum which he has not since been
able to rise. His aillment gradually became
worse, and last Satarday he fell into a semi-
comatose condition.

Dr. Breyfogie, his attending phys'cian,
was al once summoned, and evervihing that
med-cal science could sugzest was done to
assist the aged prelate to success ully battle
with the grim enemy. Previous attacks
had, however, so weakened his vitality that
Lhe efforts of nis physicians proved unavail-
iog, and the patient continued to sink grad-
vally. Two nurses and a physisian are in
constant attendance at the bedside of the
dying prelate.

Yesterday afternoon Bishop Kip’s condi-
tion became slighily worse. Dr. Brey-
fogle found that he had a high fever and
states that within a few hours he will re-
lapse into a siate of coma. The physician
entertains little hope tnat his illustrious
patient will survive another day.

William Ingraham Kip was born in New
York City on October 3, 1811. He was edu-
cated at Yale College, where he graduated
with hionors in 1831 and took up the study
of law. His tastes natorally led him to
later study divinity and f{our years later he

graduated from the general theolozical
semivary and took orders in the Prot-
estant Episcopal church. He was first

THE STAR JUMPED.

A Sirius but Not Alarming
Manifestation.

Some Consolation for the Poet, the
Belated Wanderer and the Ad-
mirer of the Beautiful.

The calmness, coldness and apparent im-
passivity of the stars have always consti-
tuted a favorite subject of the impassioned
poet. It seemed to rile him somehow that
he couldn’t get at those steady twinklers
and shake them up a bit, DBut the last night
or two the stars have to all appearance lost
their reputation for steadiness.

They bhave been jumping up and down,
and in at least one case—that of the dog-
star, Sirius—have been arrayed in divers
celors and have thrown off scintiilating
fireworks.

People out in the evening have glanced at
the heavens and then around them with
amazement. Between 9 and 12 o’clock in
the west appeared a particularly large globe
of sidereal fire and the terms *‘asteroid,”
“Elias fire,”” “firebali” were freely bruited
about with varying vagueness.

What wes ths cause of all these celestial
pyrotechnies? Is the s'ar-poet to eonsider
his occupation gone, or, in other words, are
the stars becoming lost to sobriety and un-
steady of gait?

Professor Davidson said so yesterday.

Acecording to his exnlanation and that of
his assistant, Frank Edmonds, the peculiar
paenomenon noted are due altogether to the
disturbed condition of the atmosphere.

The atmosphere, they wenc on to say, lies
in strata between the earth and the stars,
the strata being determined by the tem-
perature. In an ordinary way the rays
from the stars snould come to the eye in a
straight line.

But the recent sudden change to extreme
heat on the earth’s surface caused the
strata to be thoroughly ngitated, the effect
being that the rays, instead of falling in a
straight line, met the eye at constantly
changing angles. Thus the stars them-
seives aj-peared to jump around and other-
wise disport themseives in an unusnal way,

As to the alieged giobe of fire the scien-
tists have no deubt, although they did not
themselves see it, that it was Sirius. The
same causes that led to the apparent jump-
ing action of the stars would account for
that particular luminary’s apparently in-
creased size, its sclntillations and prismatic
colors. Add to this the position in which
this wonder was seen, and they are vosit ve
that it was Sirius under conditions of strong
exritement.

“To understand the condition of the at-
mosphere at such a time,” said a scientifie
authority, “you have oplv to remember
how the air looks immediately 2bove the
level of a field of grain. ‘I'he same quiver-
ing appearance is also noted alove gas-
jets by anycne Jooking at some distant
object so that the space immediately above
the light comes about half way between
his eye and the object in view.

“The best counditions for observing the
stars is after a storm; then the air s cool
and homogeneous. ‘I'bere is no heated air
rising up as in this case and the stars ap-
pear correct or usual in magnitunde. Last
night stars of sixth or seventh magnitude
appeared of third or fourth magnitude.”

This scientific explanation may relieve
some belated howe-goers who imagined
that their eyes deceived them or that they
had supped not wisely but too well.

The poel, too, and all who admire the
beautifu! may continue their devotion re-
assured by the authoritative dictum of
science,

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A WONDERFUL RUN

Search of the Fearless for
a Derelict.
P, sty

A MONTH IN BIG GALES.

Six Thousand Miles Without Recoal=
ing—Observations From a Desert
Mountain in the Pacific.

The big 400-ton tug Fearless, owned by J.
D. Svreckels & Co., arrived home and tied
up at her Folsom-street dock last night at
10 o’clock, having completed the longest
run, without recoaling, ever made by any
tugboat in the world.

She left San Francisco February 27 and
has steamed nearly 6000 miles between
here and the equator, returning last night
in a weather-beaten condition, after a tem-
pestuous voyage of thirty days.

Captain D. H. Haskell, commander of the
Fearless, said last night that he never be-
fere, in all his experience at sen, had such
a knocking about.

The olject of the eruise was to makea
systewatic search for the drrelict Honresfe!d,
a wreek that has been seen and reported by
ships passing through southern latitudes of
the Pacific Ocean. It issupposed to be still
drifting abeut, a constant menace and
danger to passing vessels.

It was first seen directly in the path of
southern-bound vessels, which usually, on
their way southward to round Cape Haorn,
kecp far to the westward. Later it was
sighted farther eastward, nearer land and
approaching the usual track of northern-
bound deep-wa ter vessels.

The gene ral currents set toward the land
ia the position where the derelict was last
seen, and therefore a plan was devised
whereby it was hoped that the Fearless
could godown and intercept the stray and
dangesous menster, ascertain what 1t was,
and deal with it accordivg to Captain
Haske!l’s best judgment.

More than one ship s missing. The fact
of positively identifying the wreck would
be of especial importance to the commercial
world, apd in case it conid be towed ashore
there were great possibilities of saving
valuable property. In any case, to remove
the castaway from a position where it con-
stantly stood 1n the night as an unseen ob-
Jeet with which any vessel might collide,
would be a work of the highest importanen
to the shipping interesis of the Pacific
Coast.

J. D. Spreckels & Co. offered the services
of the Fearless to undertake the job. She
steamed away & month ago on her mission,
and although an uninterrupted season of
violent storms made it impossible for the
tug to find the object of her search, she has
made a gallant tight for it and completed
the most remarkable tugreeord ever known.

The Fearless is 156 feet loug, has 26 feet
beam and 16 feet of Lold. Her displacement
is 400 tons and she hLas power enough to
easily walk away dragging an ocean grey-
hound in a cale of '‘wind. She was built of
steel at the Union Iron Works, and is prob-
ably the largest tugboatin American waters.

Her officers are: Captain, D. H. Haskell;
first cfficer, W. S, Tonaxter; second officer,
Joseph Trewren; engineer, Karl Lehners;
seccerd engineer, John English ; first assist-
ant engineer, Michael Welch,

A more fatigued and worn-out set of men
than they were last night when they got
bhowe couid not be imagined.

The tug itself bore ample evidence of the
tempests it had nobly breasted and the
strain to which it had been put. Although
no material damage had been dope, as the
upper works are particularly streng and
taut, she was whiie all over to the tep of
the smokestack with the salt the inces-
santly pounding seas had left, and there is
scarcely a fcot of paint left except on the
stern.

It is supposed that the machinery has re-
ceived no injury, butit will be thoroughly
overbauled, as the strain of s'eaming abaut
in an almost continuous hurricane for four
weeks bas been enormous,

They had one good day’s weather (yester-
day) on their way up from San Diego, and
the iired men were enabled to put the inte-
rior of the cabin, gailey, ete., partialiy to
rights and get the Loat in some sort of ship-
shape order, but even after this attempt at
slicking up, which was done before they got
in last night, the geoeral condition of things
was that of a_heterogeneous lot of objects
after having brenshaken up in a bag.

*“You shouid have seen us gome of those
mornings when we were knocking around
down south, This is absclute order in com-
parison,” said Captuln Haskell last night,
alter ne had washed up and donued a suit
of store clothes.

“] thank God I shall rest in a bed to-
nizht,” he continued.

*“Ob, yes, we are all well, but we have had
a terrible hard run.”

**No damage done except to the captain’s
jegs,” put in First Ofticer Thaxter.

It bas been Captain Haskell’s duty, as he
conceived it, to stand wateh so much of the
time while they were a*% sea that his legs
have become seriously swollen and are
very painful. The gales were so violent
that the s«fety of his vessel almost con-
stantly required the captain’s personal
altention.

Speaking of the incidents of the trip, the
captain said:

**We steaimed well out to sea at first and
then made our course almost due south for
upward of 2000 miles.

“From the time we left up to the time we
made San Diege last Sunday morning we
did not see a singls sail or vessel of any de-
scription. Ii was one succession of gales
and the heavlest kind of weather. The tug
pitched as you know only a tug ean, and te
get one’s meals was a task requiring agility.
To stay two minutes in a bunk w.thout
passing bars across the body to keep you in
was impossible, and to cateh an hour’s
sleep unless you were completely exhausted
and nature absolutely gave out was out of
the question.

“IL w:8 much worseZthan the motion offa
larger vessel, but of course we made the
best of our hardshins and pressed on
toward the south. The supposition was
that in the region just to the north of the:
equator called the “doldrums,” where the
winds are usually variable, alternating
with calms, we wounld find clear weather
and get a fair chance to hunt for our stray
ship.

“But we caught all the hurricanes that hit
you up north here first and then proceeded
down to where we were. Thefarthest point
south we went where I eould get an obser-
vaton was 5 degrees north latitude and 124
aegrees west longitude. This is the ‘dol-
drum’ district and the general current is
usually setiing to the eastward.

*We made a ziezag course day after day,
but the hurricanes eontinued, and it was
notevery day by any means that I conld
determine our position. We had a wild
time down there, 1 can tell you. Oftentiines
we could not see balf a mile away from us
in any direction, and the hape of discover-
ing the whereabouts of our quest grew slim
if the weather d'd not moderate.

“One day, and ons only, on the whole
southern voyage it was clear and we had
fine weather. 1 found myself near Carion
Island as I bad It down on the chart. I
turned our course toward the island, as it
was about 400 miles from the spot where
the crew Is supposed io have abandoned
tte ship. William Cami-bell and 1 thought
that perhaps there was a likelihoad of
finding the shipwrecked men on the island,

*Seoon we sighted the island and made a
landing. The island is a desolate waste in
the middle of the Pacifie, thousands of miles
from civilization, and uninnabited save by
‘Doobies,” ‘Mother Carey’s chickens,” an
occasional albatross and the usual birds of
the southern seas.

*We found no signs of men or wrecks,
and I climbed to the top of the mountain
that sets back from the shore, 1t was a
long ascent of several hundred feet, and
nothing could be more glorinus than the
view from the summit of that bleak prow-
ontory.

*“I conld see with a glass for a long dis-
tance, and for an hour I scanned the hori-
zon for fitty miles around with the hops of
making out the derelict that we were after,
The sight was beautiful; the broad expanse
of a clear day, the shining sun and the
boundless ocean were inspiriting and wel-
come after all the gloom and turbulent
weather we had passed through. It was
refreshing, notwitistanding my disappoint-
ment in not sighting the lost ship.

“But the very next day the lowering
clouds and sereaming winds Legan to get in
their work again, and I saw it was useless
to stay down there any longer. It was
right in the equincctial gales and squalls,
and rains never ceasel,

“We turned homeward, and the storms
dida not let up a little bit all the way baeck
to San Diego. I putin there to see if there
were any further orders for me in response
to a dispatch 1 sent to the owners of the
Fearless. There we divested ourselves of
ail superfluous covers, etc., that secured
the deckload of coal we had when we set
out. We took on some water, and leaving
there yesterday morning we had a nice ron
up here, and ‘glad to get home’ does not do
justice to our feelings.

**We had 360 tons of toal on board when
we started, and have simply drawn on that
stock throughout the irip. We have encugh
coal left now on our return to steam from
2000 to 3000 wmiles further. We have already
steamed 6000 miles without recoaling, and
1am convinced that with ecouomical run-
ning we could steam the Fearless 10,000
miles witiont recoaling. We did not pay

especial attention to economy with the coal
this trip, but sent her right along most of
the while. The Spreckels peopie can be
proud of that tug. Sheis a good one.”

The Bidleman Embezzlement Case
Will Be Tried Again.

The case of Euoch Bidleman, charged
with embezzling about $7000 from D, V. B.
Henarie, the wholesale liguer serchant,
was yesterday argued and submitted to the
jury.

The case has been on trial forovera
week and has been Ditterly fought on
both sides.

Attorney J. H. Long summed up the case
for the defense and bitterly denounced the
progsecution and -its special ecounsel, E. S.
Pillsbury, and claimeda that the books of
the firm bad been altered in the interestof
Henarie, who now in the criminat prosecu-
tion was bold enough to claim that he knew
nothing about i1,

E. S. Pillsbury contended on the part of
Henarie that {iidle-uau had deliberately
stolen from the lignor firm, ana that his
embezzlements extended over a period of
many years.

The case went to the jury at alout1l
o’clock and, remiaining out about three
hours, the jurymen were brought into court
and the foreman annouuced that they eculd
not pessibly agree.

After consultation with the respective at-
torneys, Judgze Wallace ordered the jury
discharged. Bidleman will now have to
go through the ordeal once more,

A MASHER'’'S FATE.

Osman Day Gets the Law’s
Limit.

Six Months in a Cell and an Unmerci=
ful Scoring by Police Judge
Conlan.

Osman Day, the Market-street masher,
who was found guiity of vagrancy by a
Jury on Menday, was brought before Judge
Conlan yesterday morning for sentence.

He had a tired look, in marked contrast to
the bold, jaunty air that distinguished him
during the trial. -«

When the case was ealled his attorney
asked for a new trial and arrest of judg-
nient, but the Judge promptly refused the
request,

Day was then ordered to stand up, and
the Judge in passing sentence gave him an
unmerciful seoring,

“You were arrested upon a charge of
vagranecy,” said the court. “You pleaded
not guilty ; you were tried by a jury of your
own selection and found guiity.

**The charge of vagrancy against you was
not of the usual char: cter of vagrancy cases
brought before me. You have had the ad-
vantages of education and other advantages
that the genera! run of vagrantsdo not have.
You were not charged with being a voor
person. who roamed about from place to
place with no visible means of support, or
the associate of known thieves.

“Your erime, in my judgment, is far worse
than these. You had no lawful business,
but devoted your time to stand:ng about
the street corners accosting and insuiting
wWaomen,

“T am very glad that the jury was intelli-
gent enougzh to consider the evidence as it
should, as I consider you the meanest and
mos! despicable wretch that was ever per-
mitted to walk upon the streets of the city.

“If the truth had been knowu to many
husbands that you were the villain who
insulted their wives I faney you would not
have been here to-day to 1eceive your sen-
tence,

“I am sorry that the law will not allow
me te fix a heavier penalty. The judgment
of the court is that you be imprisoned in
the County Jail for the period of six
months,”

The Court refused to fix bail on appeal,
and Day’s attorney satd he would apply for
a writ of habeas corpus.

Day was then taken below and a com-
mitment made out for his confinement in
jail. In a few minutes afterward he was
haudeuffed and led from the prison to the
patrol wagon, when a tall, well-drassed
blonde stepped up, threw her arms around
his neck, kissed him and sobbed ocut,
**Good-by, Osman, you dear boy.”
