Mr. Carew Is acting under a misapprehen-
sion of the duty of a cltlzsn. Every citizen

is bound to assist the constituted authori-
ties in the detection and punishment of
crime. That Is one of the first coudittons of

'-TKani-ed'sbciely. The citizen who screens
.crime.by keeping the secrets of criminals is
'.in -a sense an accomplice. Nn criminal can
'-claim' that a revelation of his wrongful acts
_'<__ intentions is confidential; that would be
'
Compelling an outsider to become his con-
federate without his consent. 'Ihe duty of

.•a' citizen when be learns that a crime Is
-about to be committed Is to state what he

.knows to the proper officers. lie cannot
neglect that duty without incurring sus-
picion of intending to be a participator in

'the crime. So far from losing the eood
opinion of his fellow-citizens by disclosing
bis knowledge, he would certainly forfeit
the respect of all decent men ifhe kept it to

-himself.
". In this case Mr. Carew was approached
by a party who proposed to bribe a School
Director

—
one of the most heinous of

modern crimes. Mr. Carew was too honest
.to take the bribe himself. But he left the
briber free to try oilier members of the
board, and, for anything the public knows,-
ene of tbem may bare taken the bribe. If
•o, a crime was committed which Mr.
Carew might have prevented Ifhe had acted
like a conscientious citizen. Nay more,
this same party who had 81000 at Mr.
Carew's disposal may be In the business of
bribing- School Directors. A man who. engages inone job of tbat kind is likely to
attempt it again for the sake of Ihecommis-
sion which he would receive on the transac--' tion. liemay be a regular broker in ap-
pointments and promotions of school-
teachers, and bis machinations may be the
reason why so many worthy teachers fail

.get appointed or promoted. His opera-
tions have been rendered possible by the
weakness of Mr. Carew in keeping his

'secret. •*

Itis time that witnesses were taught that,
unless they can plead professional privi-
lege, they are bouud to assist the courts In
discovering the truth by telling all they

.know frankly and truthfully. It is time
that an example were made. In the very
paper which records Mr.Carew's recalci-'
trance, there Is a police item describing the
.robbery of an old man by two female foot-
pads. One held him by the neck, picked.his pocket, and handed bis wallet to the

.other, 'who made her escape. The thief
was caught, bat sbe utterly declined to re.

.veal to the police the name of her accom-
plice. Thus the victim's chance of recover-
ing his money Is small. Refractory wit-
nesses justify"tlieirattitude on the plea that-
to betray the guilty party would be a
breach of confidence. There can be no con-
fidence between a knave and an honest man.
.Between thieves there may be confidence,
none, between the lawbreaker and society
or its members.
'• Mr. Carew may be pained to hear that In
an age not so verylongago a witness, taking
the position he does, might have been so
treated that he would have required his
professional services. He might have been
laid on a floor and heavy Iron weights piled"
on bis chest untilhe testified or died. Or,
In- some countries, he might have been
stretched until his arms were pulled out of
their sockets, or the bones of bis thumbs
might have been crushed between steel
wedges till they were ground to fragments.
Civilization and the constitution forbid any
«uch misuse of the body of Mr. Carew,
who we believe Is a worthy citizen where
lie understands bis duties; but be must not
let bis erroneous notions of morals stand in
the way of the due punishment of crime.

.RECREATION AND FRIENDSHIP.
. AnEastern paper writes with commenda-
tion of the growth of clubs in the suburbs
where social meetings over a game of bowls,
orbilliards ripen tbe personal acquaintance

'
of business men and; give them a pleasur-
able incentive to stay in their own neighbor-
hood instead of returning to tbe city In
search of pastime. American visitors to
Europe, it Is remarked, observe with grati-
fication the pleasant gatherings of friends
over games In the suburbs of towns, and
doubtless regret that their own attractions
in this direction have been neglected. In
San Francisco we are no better off than
many other cities. The game of bowls,

.save In the bowling alley, has not been pro.
vlAcd for. All that Is needed is an acre or
level, close-cut sward, well rolled and
watered. On so limited a space the mem-
bers of quite a large club can be accommo-
dated evening alter evening in a friendly
tournament lasting until the twilightdeep-
ens Into gray. In such a spot there is a

else of walkingand stooping when deliver-
ing the ball is gentle, ami is precisely what
is needed by middle-aged or elderly men,
whether loaded with adipose tissue or thin
as a rake. When the shots begin to cannon
and play haVoc withexpectations and hopes
the excitement Is sufficient to giro whet to
the competition, and tie games are a theme
of unflagging conversation. As the bowler
is not inhibited from whiffing tobacco or
slaking bis thirst, but always in moderation
if be is to play with a steady hand and ac-
curate eye, the social allurements of the
game are considerable. It is eood outdoor
recreation that saves numbers ot men fiom
becoming languid, rotund or flabby in con-
dition and wards rff in time the insidious
attacks nt functional diseases to which so
many fall a prey who work at the desk and
allow their physique to degenerate.

HOW WE DIE.
Itappears that the roll of mortality In

this city for the month which ended on Fri-
day shows a diminution of 10 per cent as
compared with March, 1592, and that for tne
fifteen months ending March .1 the deaths
were £00 less than in the previous fifteen
months. The improvement is ascribed to
the vigor with which certain dirty portions
of ihe city were cleaned last year.
Itis worthy of notice that the progress of

sanitary reform is lowering the death rate
in many European cities. In the last twenty
years the death rate in London bas fallen
from 22.8 to 17.4, in Liverpool from 25.9 to
21.6, in twenty of the largest English towns
from 24.4 to 19, which is probably about the
average death rate in San Francisco. The
reduction in the mortality is chiefly in
zymotic or germ diseases, and may be
ascribed to more thorough drainage, better
water and a more vigilant extirpation ot
filth. It is observed that the decreased
mortality in England chiefly occurs In the
cities. The death rate in the rural com-
munities shows little or no change.

A contrast between London and San
Francisco presents some curious features.
In the former the mortality from tubercular
aud respiratory diseases shows a marked
decline of late years. Here those diseases
exhibit no diminution of virulence. Our
statistics of consumption are misleading in
consequence of the number of Eastern con-
sumptives who me here to die. Buteven
allowing for this disturbing factor it must
be admitted that San Francisco is not a
eond place for people with weak lungs or a
disposition to throat disease. Nearly half
the deaths in this city are ascribed to tuber-
cular or respiratory diseases.

On the other band the deaths from
diphtheria are Increasing rapidly in Lon-
don, while they are not on the Increase but
rather on the decrease here. Diphtheria is
a miasmatic disease, rendered more virulent
by bad drainage and festering heaps of gar-
bage. Itseems that in London, with all Its
sanitary commissions, parts ot the city are
still very filthy, which is one of the reasons
given why the deaths from diphtheria have
doubled in the last six years. Medical men
treat the disease like au epidemic— by Iso-
lation

—
and that, undoubtedly, is the true

way to deal with it Inmany cases it is
practically Incurable; the only thing to be
done is to prevent the spread of the conta-
gion to others. Itmay fairlybe expected
that the alarm which has been caused in
London by its spread willlead to diligent
study of the disease germ; possibly with
the result cf the discovery of the germicide.

Another disease which is on the Increase
In London, as everywhere else, is cancer.
About _ per cent of the deaths which occur
in that city are caused by cancer. No one
knows what the cause of this disease is, nor
can the ablest physician prescribe a rem-
edy. The old treatment by the knife is less
practiced than formerly, because Itmerely
protracts the agony. Every physician ex-
periments with drugs according to his
fancy, but no one seems to have discovered
any drug which he can conscientiously rec-
ommend to his confreres. The latest idea
Is that cancer is an ultimate sequel to
nervous depression and that itought to be
classed among nervous diseases. Tills no-
tion substitutes one unsolved problem for
another. As even Dr. Weir Mitchell con-
fesses his Inability to cure nervous depress-
sion, sufferers from cancer are not much
helped by hearing that their malady be-
longs to that class of diseases. Perhaps it
may be useful to learn that habitual worry
is now considered as a predisposing cause
of cancer, as it is undoubtedly a copious
source of the various forms of heart dis-
ease. .

Acurious contrast between our records of
mortality and those ot London is presented
by the table of deaths from accident. In
this city they rarely exceed 200, say 3 per
cent of the total mortality. InLondon they
number 2l7s, and one-fourth of them repre-
sents children under 1 year old who were
overlain by their mothers and suffocated to
death. Ivthis city the mortality from that
cause is believed to be smali. Id the great
English metropolis the number of women of
the poorer class who drown their cares In
gin is large, and it is often the babies who
suffer.

The general tenor of mortality statistics
leads to the belief that the death rate is
everywhere declining, and the average ex-
tension of life is lengthening; which ought
to lead to revision of life insurance tables
and a lowering of premiums which the com-
panies exact from the insured.

TARIFF-SMASHERS.
The volunteer corps of tariff-smashers, of

whom David N. Wells, E. Ellery Anderson,
Charles S. Fairchild and Thomas G. Shear-
man are the best-known members, have
submitted a tariffbill which is Intended for
the double purpose of Keeping the admin-
istration up to the Chicago platform
standard, and of saving Congress from con-
siderable work. One of the cardinal prin-
ciples of this proposed tariff is declared in
be to fixrates that in a series of years will
produce the largest amount of revenue. In
the opinion of these volunteer tariff-smash-
ers ills a mallei of little importance whether
work is done at homo or abroad, so that the
goods consumed contribute to the need of
the treasury. The tariff-smashers make a
concession when they declare that "the pur-
pose of obtaining revenue for the Govern-
ment having been made, in good faith, the
sole reason fur levying any of these duties.
It has not been thought necessary, and
hardly proper, to reduce rates merely for
tbe purpose of avoiding Incidental protec-

tion to domestic products." Inother words,
when a tariff for revenue does incidentally
afford protection to a domestic industry
the tariff-smashers have not sacrificed the
revenues to their dread of protection. The
volunteers admit that the theory of Im-
posing d heavy tax on luxuries is plausible,
but needs to be applied with great caution.
The object aimed at is to collect the largest
possible amount of revenue from luxuries,
not to fixduties so that the luxuries may
be produced at home. In fact the real ob-
ject being to collect revenue it is not consid-
ered desirable that goods should be pro-
duced at borne, since home-made goods pay
no duties under a tariff law. The volun-
teer tariff-smashers enter Into an extended
argument in defense of their theory, but
the more they argue the more apparent be-
comes their purpose to foster the Industries
of foreign countries that the largest pos-
sible revenue may be obtained by the Gov-
ernment. They propose apparently to
revive that dark period in American his-
tory between 1.4. and the protective tariff
of 1863, when imports monthly exceeded
exports, and when other money than paper
cuirency was almost unknown.

JAPAN'S INDUSTRIAL PROGRESS.
The Japanese are beginning to assert

their Independence of other countries In cot-
ton spinning and manufacturing. Their
progress bas been remarkably rapid In cot-
ton. The annual production of yarns is es-
timated at 80,000,000 catties, the catty
being equivalent to a pound and a third.
There are 250.000 spindles at work, and an
addition of 120.000 is being made. Imports
from India and England are naturally fall-
ingoff and trade with the Untied States can-
not remain unaffected, especially ns the
mills are prosperous. Japan may become a
formidable exporting country soon, .espe-
cially to China, aa the removal of the im-
port duty on raw cotton and the export duiy
on yarn Is contemplated. The dividends
paid in1802 by numbers of the mills are de-
cidedly indicative of healthy progress. En-
terprises which can afford to pay 18 or 20
per cent for the year are in a flourishing
condition. The whole of the mills do not
earn such handsome returns,' but on the

Iwhole Ihe average was high. The Japanese
1 willsoon be able to provide mainly for their. .\u25a0wo wants and naturally when their own

minimum production is exceeded they will
endeavor to oblige other countries withsup-
plies. IIthey do not lose sight of their taste
in manufactures their acquisition of factory
machinery is certain to -favor their indus-
trial advancement.

ASTORS AND VANDERBILT:
There Is morn significance in the prefer-

ence certain wealthy Americans' show for
the Old World and for the old order of
things than appear, at the first glance.
When an Astor goes to London to reside
and a Vanderbilt orders a crack yacht built
at an English shipyard they furnish con-
spicuous examples of what the class to
which they belong are doing in tneir every-
day life. The aim of rich American girls
is to attract sufficient attention InEuropean
society tn cause themselves to be selected
as partners in a matrimonial venture to
which the wife brings money and the hus-
band social rank and, perhaps, title. This
aspiration might be dismissed as a feminine
fancy, which would pass away as the for-
tunes change, but a littleInquiry shows that
In most cases their American fathers lend
themselves to theie daughters' whims.
America seems to be good enough for poor
people, but its republican features cease to
be attractive as soon as a man finds himself
possessed of means to glitter In Old World
society. The doctrine that all men are free
and have equal civil and political rights is
well enough until a man is in a position to
move In what Is termed the ten thousand.
When an A'tor moves oyer to London and
a Vanderbilt vibrates between Loudon and
New York, ordering everything but fresh
milk and garden vegetables in the former
city, the question suggests itselt if these
rich families are loyal to their country.
Could they be trusted in responsible postsat
which great service might be rendered their
country and corresponding harm be done
it? Vanderbilt is having a model yacht
built inEngland. Vanderbilt has a leeal
right to order yachts from whom be pleases.
But there has been some good work done in
American shipyards within a few years.

Several war vessels have been built which
are pronounced by experts the most formid-
able of their class afloat. If Vanderbilt
had ordered bis yacht built at an American
yard with the understanding that he wanted
the best yacht, all things considered, in the
world he would have stimulated the inven-
tive faculty which has done so much for the
honor and profit of the country. But Van-
derbilt does not seem to take much pride in
the country which has permitted him to
become one of the richest men in the world.
Having got to the top of the ladder, he de-
liberately Kicks itaway as a thing ofno fur-
ther use.

A NEW CONVERT'S ZEAL.
Secretary Gresham is reported ns taking

positive pleasure in turning Republican
rascals out. Senator George is said to have
called at the State Department to introduce
a Mlssissippian named Millard, who wanted
to be Consul-General to Ecuador. Senator
George remarked that the ofiice was
then in the possession of a Republican
named Sorsby. "Well." said the genial
Secretary, with a glad expression of face,
"we will just turn that rascal out, right
now." Ifthis speech was ever made it was
probably intended as a jest—a kind of State
Department jest probably— but Itlas given
Immense satisfaction to Southern Demo-
crats. If Mr. Gresham continues to act
with the same new-convert zeal ihe Demo-
crats willspeedily forgive him for having
been a Republican.

THE SOUTH TO THE FRONT.
There is a disposition in some Northern

Democratic papers to find fault with the
policy of Mr. Cleveland In giving so many
places to the South. There are three Cabl-
net officers from the Southern States, the
two must Important foreign missions, the
cr.mmissionersliip of railroads and other
offices of secondary Importance. The Pres-
ident's policymay be justified, however, on
the ground that he is simply recognizing the
largest and most Influential element of the
Democratic party. Itis the South that de-
mands State bank currency, a tariff for rev-
enue aud free silver coinage. Southern
Democrats lead and force the issues. Ills
a pretty good rule that an original Cheap
John rather than an imitator should be rec-
ognized.

A NOVEL ARGUMENT.
Mr. Tbomas G. Shearman, one of the

gentlemen who have appointed themselves
to fashion a tariff in strict accord with the
Chicago platform, thinks that silk should he
classed as a luxury,but silk ribbon a ueces-
sary of life. Silk ribbon becomes a neces-
sary of life, In Mr. Shearman's opinion.
because a majority of women feel that they
willnot be treated with respect if they do
not wear it. Itis not clear that Mr. Shear-
man has entitled himself to the gratitude of
wearers of ribbon by assuming that their
claims to respectful treatment depend upon
a few cents' worth of ribbon. But Mr.
Shearman is nothing if not a blunderer.

The melodrama carpenter has often dealt
with soicha scene as occurred sixteen stories
high in Chicago, but Instead ofa lunatic it
Is more picturesque and sensational to carry
the heavy villain and the heroine to the top
of a church tower and to have the rescue
effected at an agonizing moment by the
favored lover.

The unwonted situation
of looking out ever the busy show below
brought on an excess of homicidal maul i
in one of the men, and had the struggle
lasted much longer the victim he proposed
to sacrifice might have been driven insane
withhorror.

The bickering which Is going on la con-
nection with the management of the San
Francisco and San Mateo Railroad brings
out a confession of much naivete from
Eehrend Joost, the president, who is at log-
gerheads with Mr. C. C. Butler, the head of
the San Mateo Construction Company. The
franchise for the road was obtained by Mr.Joost, Mr. J. YV. Ilartsell and Mr. J. W.
Thomas. After the preliminaries of com-
pany forming, Mr. Joost says, the problem
was bow to get the road built,and ne gives
this explanation: "Ilartsell thought we
might profitably take the Southern Pacific
for a nihdel by doing the work ourselves.
We agreed with him, so we organized the
S. S. Construction Company, wth a capital
stock of 000,000. The two corporations
represented the same Interests, of course.
The arrangement was merely designed to
enable us to get all the profit tbe enterprise
could yield." Yet there must be a differ-
ence In the interests, or one corporation
would have sufficed. The Southern Pacific
did not play ibis tort of comedy for noth-
ing. .
