
A COOK'S CHOICE.

Determined Suicide of an
Old Man.

He Prefers Death to Being; a Patient
in the City and County

Hospital.

A most determined case of suicide oc-
curred in a little room in the roar ol the
Bakers' Home, C3_ Pacific street, yesteiday
morning.

John It.Lima, an old cook, had lived there
for the past twenty-six years, doing his own
cooking and paying his rent promptly until
within the past few mouths, when his means
became exhausted.

He had been suffering from dropsy for
several months past and became very
despondent. The proprietor of the home
a few days ago suggested that he should go
to the City and County Hospital for treat-
ment. The old man offered no objection,
snd a permit to admit him to the hospital
was obtained and preparations made for bis
removal.

Yesterday morning at 10 o'clock the
hospital Tan drove up to the door of the
home and the proptletor went to Lima's
room ta to.I him to eet ready for his
removal. He was lying on the bed fully
dressed, withthe exception of his coat, hat
and shoes.

When told that the van was at the door
lie quietly remarked, "Allright," and in-
stantly rose, reaching for his coat, which
was hanging on a nail on the wall.

The proprietor then turned and went
toward the front of the house, buthe had
only taken a few stern when lie heard the
report of a pistol in Lima's room, and rush-
ing back lie found the old man, face down-
ward, on the floor, with blood pouring from
a wound In his head. 11 's left hand was
extended, and his right hand, in which he
held the pistol, was crossed underneath his
bodv.

The hospital van was dismissed and a
physician aod the patrol-wagon summoned
by"telephone. The physician was the first
to arrive, but his services wero not needed,
as the old man was dead. When the patrol-
wagon arrived it was sent back to the Cen-
tral station and the Coroner notified. The
body was soon afterward removed to the
Morgue.

Anexamination of the body showed no
externa] wound in the hear!, and the sun-
position is that he placed the pistol in his
mouth and fired the fatal shot. The pistol
was a new one of heavy caliber, and Lima
had evidently bought it with the last of his
money in preparation for the purpose to
which it bad been put. as a note addressed
to the Coroner was found in the room,
written in a trembling hand upon a half
sheet of notepaper. as follows:

N. I!.—My friends are alldeath. My acquaint-

The deceased was about C5years of age,

and itis supposed that ho was a native of
Portugal. Ho had uo associates, and little
was known about his affairs.

PROPERTY-OWNERS PROTEST.
Objections to Another Assessment for

Street Extensions.
The Golden Gate Valley Improvement

Club met last night in Tilton Hall, with
City Clerk M. C. Haley presiding.

A report was made by a committee, which
had been appointed to see the Supervisors
and protest in the name of the club against
the granting of the franchise asked by the
Presidio and Ferries Railway Company.
The company asked the privilege of secur-
ing FianKlin,Greenwich, Steiner and other
streets paralleling its Union-street cable
road, and the property-owners fear that the
application is not being made ingood faith,
but only to keep a competing line frum get-
tine a lightof way.

Objections are also made tn other clauses
in tho terms of the franchise desired, and
the property-owners wish tho Supervisors
to refuse the company's re .nest unless an
agreement is made by the company to build
the road with modern motive power, and
that cars must be operated within a speci-

fied time. itwas stated that tho railroad
company, fearing the opposition of the club,
bad secured a postponement until to-morrow
of the application, when itagain comes be-
fore the Street Committee of the lioardof
Supervisors.

The property-holders will again appear
before the Supervisors to-morrow, and urge
that tho application be taken up and the
franchise refused uuless better inducements
are offered.

The action of tho Lngnua Survey Com-
mission in petitioning the Supervisors to
pay a deficiency of $10,586 stilldue as dam-
ages for the ouening'of streets through to
the bay wis discussed.

Tlie money is due to E. YV. Burr for land
taken for the opening of Van Mess avenue,
between Filbert and Greenwich streets. A
number of large owners assessed have failed
anil refuse to pay their pro rata for the ex-
tension of the street through the Laguua
survey, aud a delinquency, therefore, exists.
Itwas said that if the money was not

paid out of the general fund un additional
assessment will have to be levied all over
the district, aud which willcause much ob-
jecting.

The Supervisors by agreeing to pay the
£10,5.6 out of the general fund will have to
make provision for this amount to be raised
out of the next tax levy. If raised In this
manner Itwas said that it would amount to
but half of 1per cent.

The secretary was instructed to commu-
nicate with the Board of Supervisors notify-
ing them that the property-owners indorsed
the Laguna Survey Commissioners' applica-
tion todonate the money out of the geueral
fund. The Supervisors willbe riquested to
accede to the demands of the commissioners.

I).T. Haley reported that the grading of
Lobos square by the city would be com-
menced within a inoutb.

A petition is to be sent to the Supervisors
asking for the opening and grading of
Gough street, from Union to Lombard, and
also Greenwich street, from Franklin to
Gough. '

TO BE QUICKLY SETTLED.
The Lathers* Union Will Win the

Fight for Union Wages.
The threatened general strike of the

lathers will not materialize to the extent
that some of the more discontented mem-
bers of the union have expected. The
strike which was ordered for yesterday
stopped work on several buildings, and
would have affected more had the decision
of the members of the union who attended
Monday evening's meeting been known.

Tho lathers demand to be paid by the
piece nnd not by the day, as the contractors
havo of late forced them to do. They claim
that they can make £5 per day under the
old rule, whereas at present they do not
average half that amount. Their employers
are mostly members of the Tlasteiois'
Union, and, recognizing the justice of the
claim from a union point of view, are ac-
ceding to the demand very promptly.

Unless a special meeting is "called the
union will not meet again until next Mon-
day evening. The trouble can easily be
settled before that lime, ns the strikers
have practically won the lightbefore it was
fairly begun.

The lathers' organization is compara-
tively a new one, and this is their first lor-
mal appearance in the labor world in any
but a passive mood.

with Mr. Jacobs, who lives on his ranch
near Germautovvn in Glenn County, "where
there are two oi these "air wells." Since
my last visit to that part of the country, ho-'
has paid more attention tothe phenomenon-,
and lie says that the current of airflows
out of the well previous to storm or rain,
and that it is drawn into the well as fair
we.uher approaches.

He states thai if bad weather is to be of
long duration t.e air may blow .from the
well for a week, but that when the dipc- .
tien of the current of air changes and is
drawn into the well, it is a sure sign that
the storm is about to cease.

Inspeculating on the cause of these sub-
terranean air currents it is interesting to
review the geological features of this por-
tion of the Sacramento Valley.

We have on the blackboard the represen-
tation of a section across the Sacramento
Valleyin Tehama County, which Ihave
drawn from data furnished by Mr Gernon,
the County Surveyor of Tehama County.
InTehama County the more recent forma-

tions of clay, clay loam, gravel and sand
stretch out ivan easterly direction from th i
Coast Banco and overlap the volcanic for-
mations of lava and tufa which have en-
tered lhe valley from the Sierras.

The Sacramento Kiver runs .-.long the-'
eastern contact of the volcanic rocks aad
tho more recent formations, tiere being
only two places where the voSranlo rocks
crop out on both banks ol the river.

The slops of the volcanic roc sis on the
eastern side of the river Is to the vest. at an •

anglo ofabout three degrees. The extreme
depth which the volcanic rocks may attain
beneath the more recent fillingof the cen-
tral portions of the valley is unknown.

Mr. Gemot) Informs mo that the volcanic
formation reappears on the western side of
tho valley, where a stratum of tufa about
sixty feet in thickness rests upon the eroded
edges of strata of slate and sandstone.

Overlying the tufa is a light-colored clay
which is traversed by irregular strata bf
sand. Above the light-colored clay is a
formation of reddish clays and gravel--,
which constitute what are known as ilm
Chaparral Hills and the Ked Cutj Pia! mTehama County. W^

These reddish clay3end gravels, Ihell-.,
not only skirt the western hills of Tehjt *

County, where they are in contact with n. .
western edge of the volcanic formation, but
they stretch out into the valley in flat-topp d
ridges, which in some places reach as far us
the Sacramento Kiver.

Red BluffIs built on such a ridge, and the
lamest of these ridges is called the Hooker
Divide. _ rp

The subterranean currents of air wo have
been speaking about have been must fre-
quently observed in wells penetrating this
upper formation ofreddish clay and grave!;

Areasonable explanation of these subter-
ranean air currents presents Use!' in .tl;a
supposition that there are caverns In tim-
upper portion of the Sacramento Valley,
witb which the strata pierced by these air
wells are connected. Should such be the
case we know that the rarefaction of the
atmosphere preceding bad weather wou -l
cause a current of air to escape from such
caverns through any available opening, and
that as the increasing density cf *.".*atmos-
phere heralded the approach of lair we.i...
air would be drawn Into the caverns lo re-
place that which has escaped therefrom.
It is not improbable that there may bo

caverns in the volcanic rocks which extend
beneath the quartenary fillingof the upper
portion of the Sacramento Valley.

We must bear ln mind that not only
caverns, but any porous formation, under
suitable conditions, would to a limited ex--
tent produce subterranean air currents.
Iwould suggest that much of lh-> oxidiza-

tion which takes place iv the superficial
strata of the earth may be referred, to the
diastole and systole of the atmosphere.
