Under tl.e
act a commission was appointed to proceed

diminishing the reservation was due to the
'*<t that tt wa. too large for the number of
.ajlinns. '. re, aud that a portion of the
land should be sold and the proceeds used
for the benefit of the Indians.

'•President Harrison appointed Messrs.
<"':er!ock. Hunt and Smith to examine therer—rvation, nud this commission In Match,
ism, set apart that portion which we have
just appraised.

"Subsequently a survey was made of this
part of the reservation, which is boundedny the North Fork of the Eel River Wil.
Hams Creek, the main Eel River .rid the
Middle Foik of Williams Creek. The re-
Diiniincboundaries were designated byiron
stakes and the land divided iuto sections
and tracts.

"We left tins city on February '," said
Jodgo Lake, "and have been on the reser-
vation ever since. We had a very rough

-.lip after we reached Covelo and got out
into the mountains. At one tiu. wo were
mowed In fur eighteen days. Inmany parts
nt the country tha snow was loot feet deep.
We id to pack our blankets ami fund withus. me rain and storm was something ter-rltc. Sometimes, when. Raveling in themountains, especially on the Blue Nose
I'idge, we had to get off our horses andwalk, the snow was so deep, reaching above
the stomachs of our animals.

•The examination of tho land was a very
tedious Job, us we had to camp and wait till
the rain melted the snow so that itcould Deproperly inspected.

\u25a0**rtlie land we appraised 1would not take
as a gift,Itis so wild, rugged and uncouth.
There are great ravines and bare jagged
canyons, which can never be of any use.
Those portions which are gcod can only be
used forgrazing purposes.

"There is considerable fir,laurel, pepper-
wood and oak on the land, but it cannot be
utilized, for tho cost of bringing tt to market
willnot justify the cutting.

"Inappraising tbe land we went over it
In sections and tracts. Eich section con-
sisted of C4O acres, but tbe tracts varied
from 900 to 150 acres. We appraised some
as high as So", and others as low as £1 25 an
acre. The general average was from 81 25
to 55 an acre.

"Resides the appraisement of the land,"
said Judge Lake, "we also had to examine
Into a number of claims for improvements.
Under the act of 1873 Congress provided
that all settlers on the reservation should
be compensated for the improvements they
owned at that date. That was a long while
ago, and we had a mon difficult job in
settling these claims. We have allowed
claims to the amount of $15,000 for these old
improvements, many of which no longer
exist. Under the law the owner*, however,
wereentitled to the money, and when tliey
proved their cases we had to allow tbem.
The testimony we took on these claims is
quite voluminous, and will form a great
part of our report."

Commissioner Luke next spoke on the
sul .-•ct-Ci' the Indians at the reservation.*

These Indians are an enormous expense
to the Government," be said. "There aie
only 200 of them there now. The others
prefer to live in Ukiah and elsewhere.
These few Indians in the last seven years
have cost the Government 8500,000, and yet
there is nothing to show for it. Many of
the Indians look to me to be half-while and
some look suspiciously more so. Vet they
are supported by the Government. The
bouses on the reservation are all rattle-
trap;, with the exception of the school-
bouse, built during the last year. Iwas
told that the stock of tbe Indians is continu-
ally stolen by neighboring settlers and the
meat resold to the Indian agent, Tbere is

-'""Lieutenant Urant of the First Infantry
\u25a0\u25a0"went up with me to take the place of Indian
Agent T. J. Wiiley, who resigned with the
change of administration. Brant was ap-
pointed to succeed him under the act o(
Congress authorizing the appointment of
military men to take charge of Indian
reseivations. Brant on his arrival did not
like the country, and asked to be relieved.
The Government has appointed Lieutenant
Connolly to take Brant's place, and Con-
nolly's commission dales from April1."

Tbe Commissioners have their report al-
most completed, and will send it on to
Washington from this city. On Thursday
Commissioner Lake will leave forLos An-
geles to join bis wife. He will be accom-
panied by Commissioner Twineham, who
el-sir-, to see Southern California. Com-
missioner Smith wlll proceed direct to bis
home in Massachusetts.

The Round Valley land appraised by the
Commissioners willbe sold at public auc-
tion at the Land Office of San Francisco at
a time to bo set by the Commissioner of the
Land Office. In no case will the land be
sold at a less value than tbat placed upon
it by ts-s Commissioners.

THE PACIFIC MUTUAL WINS.
Judge Garber Holds That Dr. Hodgdon

Caused His Own Death.
Decision has been rendered in the case of

Hattie Shute .gainst the Pacific Mutual
LifeInsurance Company.

An interesting Question arose as to the
construction of a clause of the life Insur-
ance policy upon which the plaintiff sued the
company. About a year ago Dr. W. H. H.
Ilodgdon obtained a £10,000 life insurance
policy from the defendant, which provided
among other things that the company would
not be liable In case death resulted from
medical or surgical treatment from poison
taken with suicidal intent, or if the holder
should expose himself to unnecessary dan-
ger.
It was proved tha. about a month after

the issuance of the policy the doctor had
been found dead in bed with a handker-
chief saturated with chloroform completely
covering bis mouth and nose. Itwas also
shown that he had been in the habit of tak-
ingchloroform to obtain relief from a pain-
fuldisease. Judge Garber took the position
that he had taken a poison, not with sui-
cidal intent, but thus exposing himself to
unnecessary danger and breaking one of
two covenants of tbo policy. Judgment
therefore was rendered in favor of the in-
surance company. _

BANCROFT'S HISTORIES
Another Suit Against a Subscriber

Who Refused to Pay.
The History Company has sued the Jus-

tices' Court of the City and County of San
Francisco for setting aside a judgment re-
cently obtained by the company against
one J. F. Cunningham.

Cunningham is one of the many persons
who consented to subscribe for the progress-
ing series of historical works by Hubert
11., we Bancroft, lie Is also one of the
many individuals who refused to pay for
tbein. Many of these persons were sued by
the History Company in Stockton, where
the anti-lianciolt feeling did not run so
high.

Cunningham was not a San Franciscan
or he probably would not have been sued
here, but ho happened to be visiting the
city and was promptly sued by the Ban-
crafts In tho Justices' Court for 8120 SO.
Judgment by default was taken against
him, after which be reopened the case,
made a showing that be had not been
legally .erven with papers and the judg-
ment was set aside. There is no appeal in
such cases from the order of the court, so
the History Company havo petitioned the
Superior Court for a writ of review, which
is their only remedy. _ .

BURNED AT SEA.

The King James a Blazing
Wreck.

HALF THE CREW MISSING.

A Disaster Two Hundred Miles at
Sea— New York Brings

Smallpox.

The British ship King Jam""?, bound from
Newcastle to San Francisco, lias been aban-
doned at sea on fire about 200 miles oil"
Point Conception.

A portion of the crew landed at Lompoc
in Monday. They had been fighting the
flames for eleven days before the vessel was
abandoned.

The fire started in tbe forward hold and
is supposed to have been caused by spon-
taneous combustion.

For seven days the crew were able to con-
fine the flames to a comparatively Email
ares, but after that time the fire spread
rapidly, and, like the conflagration in the
Ilonresfeld, heated tlie decks so that walk-
ingupon liein was barely possible.

When off Point Conception First Mate
William Muldoon claims the vessel sig-
naled a three-masted schooner and the
steamer l'.oni'.a. but in neither case were
thn signals answered.

Twoboats left the burning ship Monday
morning. The first, which is still missing,
was under the command cf Captain W.
Drummond and carried the captain's sou.
Second Male David Ireland, Seamen Ed-
ward Flynn, James Christie, John Perry,
Alvin Robertson, William Seamen, iiiiny
Bruer. I*. I'aterson, C. Larcen, Frank
Keeyon, S. linezon, John Williams and F.
Muller.

In the second boat, which landed at
Lompoc, were: First Mate Muldoon, Boat-
swain Charles CummiDES, Steward David

Officers of tlie steamer Bonita, which ar-
rived this morning, say that ihey did not
si_hl lhe burning ship.

Towbeat Company started on a
search for the derelict yesterday afternoon.

Nothing has yet been heard of the miss-
ing caDtaiu's boat. The King James was
out 102 days Irom Newcastle, N. S. \V.,
with coal for J. D. Soreckols &Bros.

The steamship Cily of New York arrived
from I'anama yesterday morning, living the
yellow flag. A case nf smallpox was dis-
covered among the cabin passengers shortly
alter the vessel left San Diego.

The unfortunate was A. Bobledo, a young
Guatemalan, who got on board at San Jose,
Central America.

The company's tug liillenGriffith towed
a barge to the Quarantined steamer and
transferred the passengers to thequarantiue
station on Angel Island.

The fifteen passeneers who left the vessel
at San Diego are subject to quarantine laws.
and if Dr. Lawler can locate any of them
they, too, will have to pay a visit to the
island.

At Chararerlco, Central America, a pas-
senger named J. W. Summers mysteriously
disappeared ami it is thought that he has
committed suicide The missing man was
afflicted with melancholia and his fellow-
Irare are of the opinion that ha has
jumped overboard. Mr. Summers took pas-
sage from New* York.

The Pacific Mail steamship Gaelic sailed
at 2 o'clock yesterday afternoon for Yoko-
hama ani H'-DB-Kontf via Honolulu, the
Willamette Valley left for Yaqu:na Hay
and the Walla Walla arrived from Vic-
toria, Tort Townsend and Seattle.

SUNK YEARS AGO.
A Brig Cast Up by the Sea and Towed

Into an American Port.
I'bliadeiphla Times.

The Korwegtan bark Lisa Andersen came
into Galveston a day or two ago with a
strange-looking vessel lv tow. This wns a
small brig of English build, dismasted and
in need of repairs, which had been sunk
mere than fifty years ago, judging from Its
ancient appcaranco and awkward rigging,
so the sailors who have looked at it say.
On tho afternoon of the 17th of February,
off the coast of the.Faroe Islands, where
the Klsa Andersen had been blown by a re-
cent gale, there was a violent upheaval of
the sea, about two miles distant from the
spot wliere sho was riding, that sent several
waves sweeping over her, which did much
damage and threatened to subniarge her
entirely.

When tbe alarm caused by this sudden
sea had subsided there was seen about a
mile off a wreck which had not been there
before the upheaval of the bottom
ot the sea, a phenomenon correspond-
ing to an earthquake on land. The
wreck excited much Interest among the offi-
cers and passengers of the Norwegian ves-
sel, and an order was issued to approach
the strange craft, when it as seen tnat the
remains of her ringing, stumps of masts,
and the hull itself were covered by thous-
ands of sea shells, causing the wreck to
present the appearance of the miniature
ships of shellwork to be purchased at any
seaside town. The leaks which had sunk
the vessel were now stopped by an accumu-
lation of bai i.acies, and the derelict rode the
waves like a duck.

A boatload of sailors was dispatched to
board the wreck aud they found the hold
and the underderks watertight, save for a
few feet of water, which, covering the cargo,
bad sunk her, But this cargo and the other
contents of the ship were entirely destroyed,
most of the former having been devoured
by the denizens of ths deep. In what bad
evidently been the captain's berth worn
found several Iron-bound chests, which had
resisted to some extent, the ravages ol the
time, and the sea, but on being opened the
contents were found to be reduced to a sort
of pulp,with the exception of a leather hag.
This had become hardened until it was
necessary to break it open with an ax,
when from it poured a quantity ot rusty
disks, which, being cleaned, proved to be
golden guineas of the year 1809 and amount-
ing to the sum cl $5025. There were also
several watches ol gold and a stomacher of
pearls. These, however, are valueless,
having been blackeded by the action of the
water.

The wreck was attached to the Elsa
Andersen by a cable and towed to Galveston,
where It is attracting crowds of visitors.
On the fourthday after its detachment from
the bottom of the sea by the quake Die
water was all pumped out of the derelict,
when It was found to coutain three skele-
tons, two of them men and the other awoman's, the last being of a person of
gigantic build, and In life of nearly 7 feet
in height. About the neck of one of the
male skeletons was a chain of gold, to
which was attached a silver crucifix and
evidently a rosary.

establishment, lie was in many respects asingular man, but a pushing, energetic
citizen. His father was Aaron Linn's firstcousin, and his grandmother a sister of

large llurr family that once lived tearCooperstowo, N. Y. Now that he is dead,
itwill be exceedingly hard to find an.therman bearing the name of Burr who is even
remotely connected with the 111-fated but
brilliant man who was enco such a power
in our physical and social life.
