ALONG THE FRONT.

A Sfdrmy Day on the Bay
and Outside.

Two Accidental Deaths at Sea on the
Ships Alcides and Cumberland.
A Mission for Sailors.

Business along the front yesterday was
considerably retarded by the storm, which
commenced in the morning with a brisk
southwest wind that increased in violence
up to 3 o’cleck in the afternoon, blowing
up quite a heavy seaoutside and in the bay.
No especial damage was done beyond a
few hard bumps against wharves and an
occasional plunge into the whitecappea
rollers by an Oakliand boat.

Before the rain commenced the bay off
Goat Islard was very nearly as rough as it
was during the last hard blow in February.
The passengers on the ferry-boats did
not enjoy the rocking and those with weak
stomachs evinced a fondness for gazing
over the lee rail.

Off Point lobos the wind blew ata
velocity of forty-four miles an hour at 3
P. M., a heavy sea was runninz and the bar
broke badly.

The San Juan of the Pacific Mail line left
for Panama and the State of California for
Portland, Or. Both steamers crossed the
bar burying their bows deep in the breakers
and passed safely out of sight.

‘I'he ship Alcides, Captain Dart command-
ing, 151 days fro:n Newcastle, England, and
the ship Cumberland, from ILiverpool, ar-
rived in the afternoon, both reporting acci-
dental deaths at sea.

On Mareh 28 Apprentice William Bram-
ham of the Alcides fell overboard from the
fore crosstree and was drowned. The Al-
cides was hove to and a boat quickly low-
ered, but the apprentice, who was but 16
vears cf age and a native of Liverpoul,
sank from sight before help arrived.

The misfortune which overtook the Cum-
Lerland occurred on December 12, when
Third Mate Sterling fell from the fore-
topmast crosstrees to the deck. The unfor-
tunate mar was badly mutilated and died

two hours after the accident. He was
buried at sea with due ceremony and re-
spect., He was a native of England and

aged 24 vears.

The schooner Sparrow shipped a non-
union crew yesterdasy mornizg and experi-
enced some little dificultly in doing so, her
mwate becoming involved in an altereation
with several men who were watching pro-
ceedings on the wharl.

A patrolman was detailed to guard the
vessel till she sails, which will probably be
to-day.

Secretary Farusetb, in speaking of the
attempt to blow up the E'hel and Marion,
said yesterday that he felt conviveed that it
was not the work of any mewber of the
union sailors. .

No clew to the perpetratorsof the outrage
has as yet been found.

Rev. J. Fell, an Episcopalian minister,
has a plan to establisn a sailors’ mission.
Mr. Fell’s idea i3 to fit up rooms for ss
where they can spend their time in a s i
and instructive manner when ashore. A
library is proposed and probably a refresh-
ment-room will be connected with the
headquarters.

*These missions,” says Mr. Fell, “do a
great deal toward keeping sailors from loal-
ing about piaces where thev should not go,
and are a great success in Eangland.”

A snbscription list has Db2en started for
-the mission, and already generous contri-
butions have been made to aid in the con-
summation of the scheme,

News from Seattle by mail states that the
first attempt to utilize the Alaskan halibut
banks is about to be ma« by a company
formed o! Washington and California men.
A 46-ton schooner, provided with all the
necessary apparatus for deep-sea fishing,
has sailed from Seattle for the halibut
waters,

The British ship Old Kensington has
been chartered by parties 1 Eogland to
load lumber on Puget Sound for Algoa Bay,
Africa.

I'ie steamship Aastralia, Captain Iloud-
lette commanding, arrived yesterday morn-
ing from Australia, via Honolulu. The
Australia reports an uneventful trip. The
vessel broughta large complement of pas-
sangers, a goodly amount of freight and the
latest advices from the islands.

The Custom-Louse import duties for the
month of March, at San Frauociseo, were
$487,200, a slight decrease over the corre-
sponding month in 1592,

The ship 1. F. Oakes sailed yestarday
afternoon for Naonaimo, B. C.

The sailing date of the Keweenaw has
been postponed until the 1I11th ijunst. to
accommodate shippers who ecaunaot get
their consignments ready by the Sth, the
time first set for the steamer’s departure.

The work of loading the vessel yesterday
was delayed to some extent on account of
the weather, but more liguors were recelved
for through shipment to New York, and
quite a large lot of flour was piled on the
wharf to which more will be added to-
IOTTOW.

The task of filling the steamer’s coal
bunkers is being rapid!y pushed, and when
finished the balance of the freight will be
quickly stowed away.

A RABBI IN COURT.
He Is Charged With Cruelly Beating
His Third Wife.

Rabbi Joseph Wiliner of the Beth-Mana-
him Streisand congregation, 335 Minna
street, was arrested last Saturday charged
with battery. He was imwediateiy bailed
out and the particulars of the charge were
not known till the case was called in Police
Court 2 yesterday.

The complaining witness is the rabbi’s
wife and she declares tnat Ler husband,
assisted by his 14-year-o!d son by a former
wife, beat her unmercifully last Saturday
morning, blacking Ler eyes and otheravise
injuring her.

The wife was in court yesterday with her
brother and told the story of the assaunlt
through an interpreter.

“Last Saturdey,” she said, *“I told my
husband thatthe Jewish holidays were com-
ing on and I needed 50 cents to purchase
material for a calico wrap. He flew into a
rage and commenced beating mc with his
fists, ealling upon bis I4-year-old boy to
come and help him, Together they beat
me nearly to death,”

She had been attended by a physician
and showed his certificate as to the extent
of her injuries. Since Saturday she has
taken refuge with her relatives, as she is
afraid cf further chastisement if she re-
turns to her home,

She declares that she will push the erimi-
nal proceedings and will also apply for a
divorce on the ground of extreme cruelty,

Mrs. Willher’s brother told the story of
her domestic troubles.

“An elder sister of mine,”” he said,
“Pauline Eisenberg, was Willner’s second
wife. She died three years ago, leaving a
family of five little children. Willner was
anxious to marry again to have soms one to
look after the childrén, and I suggested
that he should send for my other sister,
Taube, who was then in Austria, and if
they were satisfied with each otler they
could marry. He agreed to do so, and my
sister came to this country two years ago,
Shortly afterward they wera quietly mar-
ried. Ever since then Willner has heaped
abuse upon her in every way and for the
most trivial causes,”

The case was continued for a week,
