ELECTRIC TRACTION.

Years.
Pittsburg Dispateh.

The growth of electric traction in this
country is one of the most marvelous devel-
opments of the century. A leading street-
railway journal draws attention to the fact
that in the past five years the mileage of
street railways operated by electricity has
inereased from 50 miles to over 6000 miles,
which is a greater mileage than that of all
the other street railways in the country
operated by both animal and other forms of
motive power. Of this large total nearly
one-third was built in the year 1892. No
estimate has yet been given of the aggre-
gate increase 1u value of suburban property
that has been improved by the running of
new electric lines, but thio amount must be
enormous, as a !arge proportion of late in-
stallations has Dbeen in suburban districts,
particularly in the East., Io July, 1890, the
street-railway mileage of the country was
3630 miles: at the present time it reaches a
total of 11,655 miles, or an increase of 8000
miles in tha past two and a half years,
During 1892 there was an additional in-
crease of 1066 miles. Some of these lines
have been introduced in the most crowded
parts of large cities, where it is admitted
that eable traction would be more ¢conomi-
cal. The reason for this lies probably in
the fact that it would be far less economieal
to change from electric to cabla power
for the short distance than to retain the
system already in operation,

Names of Mountains.

Mountains and mountain ranges in the
United States, and, indeed, the worlad over,
have usually been nawmed not by the moun-
taineers themselves, but by the dweliers in
the plains, who saw the mountainsas a
more or less distunt prospect. It sometimes
happens that a monntain or a wmountain
range bears two names because of different
aspects present to dwellers upon each side.
The several Blueand Blue Ridges Mountains
were named manifestly by those to whom
the ranges presented themselves against a
more or less distant horizon. Que of the
Green Mountains in Vermont is called Bald
Face by dwellers in the Adirondack region
about Paul Smith’s, a name justified by the
aspect of the mountain from that part of
the wilderness. Ourown Adirondack Sugar
Loaf could never have been named by a
dweller upoen its own top. The Orange
Mountains tock their name, however, not
from their sunset aspect as seen from the
lowlands, but are only another evidenee of
the affection with which Dutchmen cling to
the name orange, an affection that has led
them to fix that name on the map in what-
ever part of the world they may have tar-
ried.
