I'ne man who said this was a popular
dramatist, noted for generosity.

“Indeed,” answered he, quite sericusly,
*1 speak the truth. I was a miser, although
now, 1 trust, I am such no longer. 1f you
would care to hear it, I will relate to you
the story of my conversion, It was effected
by a child’s tear.”

All present immediately crowded around
him and heard from his lips the following
recital:

*10.1834,” said the dramatist, *'T had just
given to the theater of the Porte Saint Mar-
tin one of the most successful of my pleces.
One day about that time two letters reached
me by the same post. Both were from
Marseilles. One was from a theatrical
manager, ioforming me that he intended
bringing out my new piece there, and that
he desired my presence at the final re-
hearsal of the drama. With regard to re-

-muneration for my trouble I might make

my own terms in reason. The second let-
ter, a very brief one, ran thus: *Monsieur,
the wife and dauzhter of yvour brother are
dying in want, Some hundreds of franecs
would save them, and I doubt not that you
will hasten to visit connectionus so near to
you and make arrangements for their pres-
en: and future comfort.” This letter bore
the signature of Dr. Lambert of Marsellles.

**As I have already told you I was a miser
In the worst sense of the word. The physi.
cian’s letter, far trom wmoving me to pity,
merely renewed certain angry feelings
which had formerly existed in my mind to-
ward my sisler-in-law. When, some years
back, mv brave sailor brother, who lias sinee
been drowned, bad written to tell me of his
appreaching arriage with a fisherman’s
daughter, I, in my miserable pride and
maniiness, had replied that 1 marrying a
penniless girl I considered that he was do-
ing a most foolish and degrading action, I
was even wrelch enough to advise him to
break off the malch, if that were still pos-
sibie. My brother, like the honorable man
he was, wedded the girl he loved. My
sister-in-law, who was a high-spirited Bre-
ton, never forgot my letter, and had de-
spised its writer.

When she lost her hus-
band and found bersell in need it was long
ere she eculd bring herself to apply to me.
But the sight of her only child wasting
away from sheer want Lad at last broken
her pride.

“As the engagement at the Marseilles
Theater scemed likely to prove a highiy
profitable one, I, as you might expect, lost
no time in accepting the offer. I wrote off
to the manager at once and followed my
letter in person with as little delay as pos-
sible. When arrived at the principal
hotel at Marseilles I encountered taere, in
the act of inquiring for me, the doctor who
had written on my sister’s behalf. As I had
not revlied to his letter the goed man said,
ip his simplicity: °*He will be here in per-
son,” and bad locked for me every day.

‘Doubtiess you thovught, and rightly, that
did you delay death might forestall you.

“] was completely nonplused. My sole
object in visiting Marseilies had been tie
professional one; but bow eould I avow
such a fact to such a mar? For very shame
1could notdo so. Accordingly, instead of
going straight to the theater as I had in-
tended doing, I walked away with the
doctor to my sister-in-law’s poor abode,

“It was a most wretched room. Yet the
first object in it that caught my eye was a
very beautiful one. Near the invalid’s bed
stood her little girl, with large black eyes,
pretty curly hair, and a face whose expres-
sion was 2 pathetic combination of youthful
brightness and premature sadness, At the
first glance I could have taken the lovely
creature into my arms; then I sternly re-
pressed this alien emotion. The doctor,
after he had spoken a few words to his pa-
tient, beckoned me to approach. As I did
#0 the poor woman tried to raise herself.
The mixture of sadness and pride on her
faded countenance told me plainly how
great an effort it bad cost her to appeal to
me.

As by an enchanter’s wand the
ugliness of my character, the utter brutality
of my conduct was- revealed to we in that
moment. 1 shuddered in borror and self-
disgust, and yielded at once to my good
angel. Ilifted the disconsolate little maiden
into my arins gnul, laying my handa upon her
head, said: ‘Yes, my child, I promise to be
a father to you; you shall be my dear little
daughter, and 1 will love aud take care of
you always.”

“How kappy this promise made my sister-
in-law words fall me to deseribe. Her joyful
excitement alarmed both the physiclan
end myself. Joy, however, seldom kills.
‘Brother! brother! she murmured, ‘how
my thoughts have wronged you! Forgive
mel” Her gratitudoe stung my newly awak-
ened conscience more shnplf than any re-
proaech could have done. hastened to
change the subject to that of the sick
woraan’s remcyal to a better dwelling. The
docior, with ready kindness, undertook the
task of house-hunting, for which, Ia stran-
ger to the place, was not go well qualified.

“He found for us a delightful cottage !n
the neighberhood of Marseilies, Fhere we

three—my sister-in-law, mv niece and my-
sclf—lived for three months. At the #nd of
that time the motber passed peacefully
away, leaving her child to wy ecare, with
full confilence in my affection. Marie has
been with me ever since. Her joys have
been my jovs, her life hias been my life. Do
Inotowe her much? That tear of hers—
a precious pearl gathered by my heart—has
been to it what the dewdrop ot morn is to
the unopened flower—expanding it for the
entire day of its existence!”—From the
French of Edouard Lemoine in the Strand
Magazine.

So anxious are the almond-eved aliens to
secure the latest news that when a bill-
poster emerges fiom the printing-shop with
an armload of circulars he is followed to
the billbcards by an egger crowd of his
countrymen.

There was more proclaiming yesterday,
and it being the Six Companies’ turn they
begau posting circulars at the usual places
at high noon, The companies have adopted
American ideas to the extent: of organizing
a vigilance committee, and just to tickle
Ameriean notions make a publie acknowl-
edgment that they have organized for le-
gitimate business. T'his Is what caused the
buteher to forsake his pork, the smoker his
pipe and the barber the half-dressed head
of his eustomer yesterday in Chinatown.

If you want to find how
registration is progressing you wiil find
Chinatown the worst place 1n the city to
secure information.”

The police are greatly encouraged by the
fact that saveral of the prominent charae-
ters in Cliinatown are coming out for law
and order. It is believed that the better
class will follow, new that they feel
assured of police protection.

At the Chinese Consul’s oifice everything
was very quiet vesterday. It is said that
no more prcelamations will be issued at
present.

The paper posted vestarday proves that
the Chinese who were threatened in the re-
cent inflammatoery circular do not look upon
the threats of the highbinders as a hoax,
1f gold tempts some one to deliver up
the man the Six Companies want, there
will be more {un in the vicinity ol \Vaverly
place.

A LOOSE PRACTICE.

More About the Disappearance of
Police Court Papers.

The disappearance of the papers in the
case of ¥. Antoine, referred to in yester-
day’'s CALL, who was held to answer before
the Superior Court on a charge of feloni-
ously assaulting a fourteen-year-old girl
and which has led te the discharge of the
prisoner, shows a criminal disregard of all
yusiness principles and a system of loose-
ness which shiould be remedied at once.

Inquiries were made yesterday to ascer-
tain where the blame rests,

’lerk Mahoney of Police Court 2 asserts
that the papers were deliverea into the
ustody of the elerk in the criminal de-
partment of the County Clerk’s coffice on
March 11 along with the papers in two
other cases. These were Charles Howari
held on a charge cof burglary and J. D.
Haggerty held on a charge of asaault with a
deadly weapon.

The record-book in Police Court 2 bears
the following entry:

Mr. Martin is the ass it elerk, and one
of his auties is to arrange the papers in the
case and hand them over to the clerk who
then takes them to the County Clerk’s
office,

When the papers are delivered over to
the County Clerk they are supposed to be
entered on the records there, but the Police
Court clerk has nothing whatever to show
that he hias so delivered over the papers.

It seems alinost increditle that for their
own safety Police Court elerks do not adopt
the simple system of oblaining a receipt for
the papers, either 1n a book or separateiy.
If that were done it woula ve an easy mat-
ter to place the blame for any missing
papers upon the responsible person,

It was stated in Police Court 2 that the
only papers entered on the records in the
County Clerk’s oflice on March 11 are those
in the ltoward cace. The entry for the
papers in the Haggerty case was not made
for a week afterward, and there is no entry
Ior the papers In the Antoine eage.

It was also statea that tie evidence In the
Antoine case had been for sovme unex-
plained reason put underneath a pile of
papers in the District Attorney’s office and
was found some days after being banded
into the County Clerk’s office.

Meantime Antoine, through the gross

ALONG THE FRONT.

The Crew cof the King James Wiil Be
Brought Here.

The wind blew strong enough yesterday
morning to cause the schooner Mayflower
to drag her anchor and run down the
schooner Emma Claudine.
