The Sale of Woodward's
Museums.

MR. SUTRO BUYS HEAVILY.

Over $1.0,000 Realized— Scenes and
Incidents— Sale of Wild Ani-

mals To-Day.

A motley crowd drew together at Wood-
ward's Gardens yesterday to witness the
first day's auction sale of the museum

Persons, including a

score or more of lads congregated from the
neighborhood.

The day opened wllh threatening skies
and alternate outbursts of rain and sun-
shine. The managers at first felt dubious
about proceeding, but as the clouds rolled
by and the rainfall censed and the attend-
ance encouraged the hope ol some spirited
bidding, the advertised attraction pro-
ceeded.

There was an aspect of sadness about the
event. Men stood among the crowd whose
memories turned time lar backward in its
flight.'For them the sale was l,ko the
breaking up of some old ship that had car-
ried them safely from some faraway shore.
The s most precious associations were
wrapped up in this place. The rattling
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fell on the ears ot these men like

the rattle of clay dropped on the coffin of
some loved one. These men linked the old
gardens with their wish days, and the
sweet faces of mothers and fathers long
since dead beamed again in the mists which
filled their eyes. It was a very human
feeling. Tlie past associations of the place

all related to times long since vanished, but
connected withdays when the illusions of
life were kindled inboyish hearts.

Little wonder was it then to find Wendell
Kaston's voice husky when he began speak-
ing about tha terms of sale, and incidentally
of how Woodward's Girdens came to be
the first pleasure resort of tha San Fran-
cisco of other days, and how dearly ithad
twined itself about ilie hearts of the people.
lie told the people how Mr. Word ward iv
following his patriotic instincts during the
great war threw open his private grouuds
to the Sanitary Commission for a fete given
to raise money to succor the nation's
wounded soldiers.

He then described the rapid growth of the
city since those' days, increasing realty
values so enormously as to render it un-
profitable to maintain so largo an area
of ground In the heart of the residence sec-
tion for recreation purposes. Golden Gale
Park, he reminded them, had long since
met the fullneed of the city's growing pop-
ulation for outdoor amusement. He also
referred to the interesting fact that when
Woodward's Gardens were first laid cut lots
on Mission street were sold at less than
850 a front foot, and on Valencia street less
than $150 a front foot, while to-day the
same lots on Mission street were worth $300
and ou Valencia street $600 a front foot,

Georee C. I.udingion, the veteran
auctioneer In the service of Kaston, Eld-
ridge &Co., was next introduced and be-
gan his onslaught on the aggregation of
curios, stuffed reptiles, animals and birds.

The most conspicuous figure among the
crowd of bidders was Adolph Sutro. He
had made a private offer for the whole col-
lection which was declined. Mr. Sutro
wore his white slouch hat and overcoat. In
one land he thumbed a catalogue upon
which lie bad previously Jotted down the
limit of his Didon every lot. In the other
band he held a pencil. The pcs pie did not
notice until some time after the sale had
proceeded that he was the successful bid-
der for nearly everything offered. Atler
each lot was knocked down the auctioneer
called the buyer "Diamond S." This was
the terra Mr.Sutro desired to be designated
by altbe sale.

Another peculiarity was that Mr. Sutro
on! tr.ee opened his mouth when bidding.
He used his pencil for a tongue. Itwas
noticed that every time he held his pencil
perpendicularly against the tip of his nee
the auctioneer accepted Itas a bid and this
act was repeated whenever Mr. Sutro
raited one.

Allthe contents of museum 1 were bought
by the owner of Sutro Heights in this
manner.

The only formidable rival to Mr. Sutro
In the bidding was J. W. Jones of Salt
Lake. C. A. Hooper, the lumber merchant
of this city, bought a few curios. The bulk
of the stuffed reptiles, birds' and animals
were, however, bought by Mr. Sutro. Here
and there an agent for some Eastern col-
lector, a dealer in curios or taxidermist se-
cured a prize. Asa Fiske bought a few
curios.

Dr. Darkness, president of the Academy
of Sciences, was present, but he was not
recognized as among tbe bidders.

Professor Nolte of the Golden Gate Parkmuseum bought a few odds anal ends iv
ornithology.

The Jawbones of the mammoth whale
which so lung were displayed over the
entrance to the first museum building onentertnir t1,.»

nobody seemed to want.It was one of the first
things offered. Flnallv,
when Mr. Ludingtt.n
bad pumped out hislungs in bis struggles to
get an offer. Mr. Jone3
of Salt Lake bid 50 cents
for them, and they were
his.

K. B. Woodward, the
son of the founder of
this remarkable collec-
tion, bought the marble
bust ofPsyche by Hiram
Powers, His bid was
5180. The marble statue ofPocobantos was
sold for £80 to a gentleman from Denver.

The highest Price paid for a painting was
5300. It was Haiti's "Paul and Virginia."
The buyer's name was net given.

There was some merriment over the exag-
gerated bust of Washington. Nobody
seemed tocovet possession of the Impressive
and r.we-ii sptr tig image of the father of
his country. It finally suffered the ignoble
fate of being knocked down for Si to alocal
}onk-dealer,?Peudowsky name.

The only really lively competition of the
day was over the cabinet of sea lions and
reals, s.nd this was the occasion when Mr.
Sutro's combination of nose and pencil was
disiarded and his voice called Into aa_.
The Salt Likeman bad set his heart on ft*

sea lions, and Mr. Sutro did not Interd
that they should be carried to Utah. • At
first the bidding was slow, going up by two
and five dollar steps." When the. one hun-
dred dollar mark was reached Mr. Sutro
and Mr. Jones were left io fisht for the
lr ze alone. Small advances were becom-
ing monotonous. Then Mr. Sulro raised
his opponent's lid $50. The struggle was
maintained for some time, when Mr. Jones
quit, and the sea linns were knocked down
to Mr. .Sutro for $250.

As the lots were arranged In cabinets of
various sizes and in shelves of unequal sizes
it it impossible from thu sale to give any
idea of the cash value of any particular
subjects in ornithology.

'1he following prices were obtained for

some of the lots: Four cabinets of egg?,
S8 25; cabinets of assorted birds, $9 25 and
833; cab net of peacocks, $30: shelf of tur-
keys, 5": cabinets of cranes and herons,
$38; cabinet if humming birds. $30; cab-
inet cf macaws, etc., $40; cabinet of par-
rot', $53.

The plants in the conservatory generally
brought fair prices. Martin Kelly pur-
chased quite a number aud also the boilers
and pipe.

The total amount realized nut of yester-
day's sales was about $10,01 0.

This morning the auction willbe resumed.

The birds, live bear, camels, kangaroo 5,
goats, lion and other animals, wild and
domestic, willbe sold to-day also a num-
ber of wagons, carts, engine pumps, bed-
ding plants and a vast array of fixtures,
chairs, tables and other things in the pa-
vilion.

A TALK ON INDIA.

Another Big Meeting .of
the Salvationists.

The jubilee Lasted All Day— Captain

Cox Royally Entertained— Her
Campaign. in India.

Yesterday was a pretty busy day with
the Salvationists. They are bound to make
the most out of the all-tno-biief stay of
their enthusiastic young leader, Captain
Blanche M. Cox.

Early yesterday morning a meeting of
the officers was held at the White Wings,
one of the barracks, and a general discus-
sion tad of spiritual matters generally in
connection with the army, and also some
practical talk about the best way to accom-
plish the general work of suppressing evil
among the humbler classes.

The meeting lasted three hour«, and all
the brothers and sisters dispersed to meet
again In the afternoon, when a two hours'
prayer-meeting was held.

The jubilant Salvationists then marched
to the Lifeboat, on Sacramento and
Kearny, which was formerly a dive, and
here, in this regenerated old basement, a
magnificent supper was spread.

The army boasts of some reformed wait-
ers among the saved, and they all got in
their best work for the occasion. Captain
Cox said it was a splendid meal.

"The place was decorated beautifully,"
said the woman, who is always ready to
encourage the movement and movers, even
in such trivial matters as adornment.
"1here were lings aud mottoes and flowers,
and it was altogether a gay place and wo
were gay people. Iwas presented with the
lifeboat uniform, which Ihave worn since
tea."

There was no doubt Itbecame her. It
was a jaunty navy blue sailor costume, with
a few delicate lines of white at tho throat.

"Aftersupper we all marched up to thehall, and you have heard the rest."
The rest consisted of her very entertain-

ing talk upon her India campaign, which
was listened to by fully 1000 people at tie
general headquarters of the army at 1137
Market street.

Captain Cox enthusiastically described the
work that had been accomplished among
the unenlightened as to Christianity in
India.

"We got right down to them and did as
they did." she said. "Together with tho
natives we tramped through the provinces,
bare-footed, begging our food from door todoor, as is their custom. We havo I'm
good members in India, fully half of whom
are natives.
'It is surprising and gratifying to seehow the natives, especially the women, takehold of Christianity, and how tenaciously

they gripit,once they have taken well hold
of it. We went through places in the highHimalayas where scarcely a white person
has traveled, and everywhere we spread theGospel."

After the lecture Captain Cox did some
earnest and successful exhorting, bringing
about ten penitent persons to their kneesin front of the stage, and after an earnestprayer the people dispersed.

MISSION-STREET PROTESTS.
Objections to Overhead Wires for the

New Electric Road.
Property-owners on the line of the pro-

posed new electric road, now being built on
Mission street, south of Twenty-sixth, are
circulating a petition for signatures pro-
testing against allowing the City Railroad
Company to erect poles and overhead wires
along that thoroughfare.

The lot-owners have been Informed that
the comi any does not- in end to use the
storage system as promised In operating its
new road, but will place overhead wires
and poles along the line from the ferries to
the five-mile terminus.

For this reason the petition Is being
signed and Is to be presented to the Super-
visors objecting to the change contemplated
by the company.

The oveilnad wires are In the petition
said to bo dangerous to life and property
and as also interfering with the efforts of
the Fire Department in fighting fires,
owing to the network of wire.

Another complaint Is also to be sent to
the Board; of Supervisors requesting them
to compel the railroad company to pave
with bitumen between their tracks aud
for two. feet on either side. Tho private
owners declare that they intend to pave the
street in such manner from Fair to Cort-
land avenues, and desiro that tho railroadshall, while road-building is in progress,
use bitumen instead of macadamizing their
right of way.

ELECTRIC CARS DELAYED.
The Twenty-First Street HillCauses a

Temporary Suspension.
Travel on the electric road last night was

delayed formore than an hour and passengers
seriously inconvenienced by the failure of
several cars to ascend tho heavy grade on
Guerrero street and the Twenty-first street
hill.

The motors of cars 7 and 8, in attempting
to ascend, burned out nnd left them within
twenty feet of the top of the bill. Repented
efforts of other motor-cars to assist them
over the grade were made and the blockade
was Anally raised shortly before 9 o'clock.
Eight cars which arrived, with pas-
sengers, weredelayed, and much grumbling
and ill-humor was expressed by the belated
and tired travelers homeward bound.

The burned-out motors were hauled to the
power-house for repairs and travel over
the road resumed. Much inconvenience
also resulted to waiting passengers trans-
ferred from other lines, who were in many
instances compelled to walk or wait on
hour, as the cars all gathered at Twentieth
street waiting for tbe raise of the blockade.

to reduce the price of charter feos for new
lodges to SlO and charter members' pay-
mentsto $7; to permit tlieholding of ses-

desired by the Grand Lodge; to authorize
the grand trustees to select a fireproof
buildingfor grand recorder's office; to con-
tinue ihe Pacific States Watchman as the
official organ of the order.

His Face Cut to Ribbons by the Glass.

James Daley, a gardener residing at 34
Essex sireo', this city, was yesterday caged
iv the ci11, and though disposed to be noisy
and violent he was not handcuffed or
chained. While another patient was under

examination Daley took advantage of his
unguarded situation and pushed a settee up
to the door. Then hn climbed up on tho
settee and deliberately butted a bole through
the barred glass transom, inflicting fearful
wounds on bis face and hands.

The left temporal artery was rut clean
through, and the unfortunate man bled like
a pig. As usually Inn,pens with insane
persons neither pain nor loss of blend
seemed to produce any effect on him. He
was very violent ami bis yells could bo
heard across the street. Ittook the united
strength of several men to overpower him
and carry him into the Receiving Hospital,
where Dr. Simpson attended to his injuries.

Ho was ultimately removed to the Stock-
ton Insane Asylum.

PARK LANE TAXPAYERS.
Objections to the I'est house on the

Almshouse Tract.
. The Park Lane Improvement Club met at

1531 Seventeenth street last ulght, with
Charles W. Adams in the chair.

A petition is to be sent to the Supervisors
asking them to order the City Surveyor to
establish grades and locate and set Iron
monuments in the Market-street Home-
stead, which embraces the territory west of
Dougiit-s and south of Eighteenth streets to
the Corbett road.

A committee was appointed to wait on the
Health and Police Committee of the Board
of Supervisors to-day and protest against
the location of the l'estliouse on the Alms-
house tract.

The Park Lane property-owners fear that
tho objections of the I'otrerb and South San
Francisco residents against the selection of
a site In their vicinity may bo sustained by
tbe Supervisors and another attempt be
mads to select the Almshouse tract.

The club therefore determined to be pre-
pared to-day to offset and object to any
arguments which may be made to select the
Almshouse tract.

A resolution was also adopted declaring
it as ihe sense of the club that a site should
lie selected either on the bay shorn or on
Shag Lock, which was favored as tbo most
suitable.

J. G. Leek and Thomas Clarke re-ported that Adolph Sutro, when seen in
reference to a site for a chemical engine-
house, bad promised to givo a suitable piece
of land to the city, near Ashbury Heights,
for such a purpose if the city willIn return
place a 16,000 candle-power electric lightin
the vicinity of Mount Olympus.

BISHOP KIP DEAD.

The End Was Peaceful and
Painless.

CLOSE OF A NOBLE CAREER.

At the Last Moment He Was Sur-
rounded by the Members of

His Family.

The Right Rev. William Ingraham Kin,
Bishop of California, died at his residence
at 901 Eddy street, corner of Franklin,
after a lingering illness, at 12:05 o'clock
this morning.

The sad tidings are not unexpected to his
thousands of friends.

The venerable prelate was In his eighty-
second year, and has been ailing for a long
time.

The end was peaceful and a fitting termi-
nation of a noble career. All the members
of his Immediate family and a lew intimate
friends were at his bedside.

Ilishop Kip's last anil falal illness dates
for weeks buck, when he suffered from on
attack of nervous prostration, to which lie
was subject. His age rendered him in-
capable of successfully combating the in-
roads of disease, and a complication of
diseases resulted. Since that time he has
grown gradually weaker until the end.|

During the past week the venerable pre-
late's vitality has. been steadily decreased

by the unequal struggle for life and on sev-
eral occasions the lamily were summoned
to be present nt the death.

He rallied slightly it few days ago when
he was partially roused from the stupor
Into which be had fallen and had occas-
ional gleams of consciousness.

Dr. Breyfogle, the attending physician,
was in almost constant attendance, and
when a few days ago his patient's condition
became alarming called into consultation
two eminent brother practitioners.

Despite their efforts Bishop Kip fell Into
a comatose condition last Tuesday night and
did not again regain consciousness.

The physicians notified the family of his
approaching end, and all Wednesday night
they were beside Ihe venerable prelate's
sickbed awaiting the inevitable.

Liquid food was administered at Inter-
vals, nnd stimulants were frequently ad-
ministered, but proved unavailing.

He continued to sink rapidly, and after
10 o'clock last night his respiration was
scarcely perceptible.

Grouped around the bedside of the dvlng
prelate were William I.KipJr., Mrs. Kip,
Lawrence Kip, Mrs. McAllister, an inti-
mate friend of tho faintly, and Bishop
Nichols. Only the occasional sobs of one of
the watchers broke the silence.

A few moments after the decks of tbe
city tolled Ihe hour of midnight the venera-
ble Bishop heaved a sigh and sank into
the sleep from whlcli there is no awakening
on this earth.

He was unconscious till tbe end, which
was peaceful and painless.

Lawrence Kip stated that the family had
not yet completed the arrangements for the
funeral.

William Ingraham Kip was born InNew-
York- Cilv on October 3,1811. Be was edu-
cated at Yale College, where be graduated
with honors in 1831, and took up tbo study
of law. His tastes naturally led him to
later study divinity,and four years later bo
graduated from the general theological
seminary and took orders in the Prot-
estant Euiscon.l church. He was first
called to St. Peter's, Mnnistown, N. J.,
and later served as assistant nt Grace
Church, New York City. Iv 1838 he be-
came rector of St. Paul's Church, Albany,
N. V.. which iflicshe retained until 1854
when be was chosen missionary Bishop of
California, where bis election as .Bishop
fulolwed four years later.

Henry J. Fisher, the sexton of Graco
Church, In conversation with a Call re-
porter, gave some recollections of the late
Bishop's first trip to San Francisco. He
said: *S!MMJH
"Ibad been working In the parent mint

In Philadelphia, and was ordered to accom-
pany a party of men who were going toSan
Francisco to mint there. Among those who
were to go on the steamer from New York
with us was Bishop Kip. Before leaving
Philadelphia Ireceived letters from the
rector of the Church of the Redeemer, of
which Ibad been sexton for six years.

"On Monday, December 20, 1553, Isailed
from New York on the steamer George
Law, carrying 1100 passengers. After a few
days at sea Isought Bishop Kipand pre-
sented my letter. 1 was received most cor-
dially. Bishop Simpson of the Methodist
church was also a passenger. The first
Sunday at sea Bishop Kippreached a ser-
mon to the cabin passengers in the morning
while Bishop Simpson preached to the
steerage passengers ;in the afternoon Bishop
Simpson to the cabin and Bishop Kip to the
steerage. We arrived at Aspinwall on the
29'iiot December. Leaving the steamer at
Aspinwall we took the Panama train, rid-
inga distance of only ten miles, there being
only tbat distance of the Panama Railroad
completed. Stopping at Chagrrs Hiver, and
taking the river boats, we traveled as far as
Gorgona Pass, where we put up at the hotel
tillmorning. Ii;the morning preparations
were made to go toPanama.

"The means of conveyance were rude and
uncomfortable, the majority being obliged
to rida mules, and a few were fortunate
enough to ride horses. We were not, how-
ever, among the fortunate ones, I
mean the Bishop, wife, son and myself,
for since Ihad presented my letters to the
Bishop Iwas made to consider myself one
of his parly. We stalled early on our
journey, the Bishop and

"
son go-

ing ahead and 1 taking in charge
Mrs. Kip. On account of the
slowness of Mrs. Kip's mule we soon be-
came separated from the Bishop and finally
from the rest of the passengers. On inquir-
ing of tho natives if they had seen the
Bishop pass, they informed in that he and
Ills son bad been carried away and mur-
dered by a tribe of them. This news
greatly alarmed Mrs. Kip, who fellfainting
from her mule. Fortunately Ihad a re-
storative, which Iquickly administered ti-
ller, and in a short time she recovered. I
believed, from the actions of the natives,
who by this time had taken position in front
of us in the road, that they had some plan
in view, cither of robbing us or killingus.
Apprehending such danger Iquickly drew
from my pocket two revolvers. Pointing
them at the natives, 1 ordered them to
stand back and let us pass. This they
quickly did, and after helping sirs. Kipon
her mule wo succeeded in reaching Panama
about dusk.

"The shop and son, however, had ar-
rived some hours before and bad received
no ill treatment from the natives. The
meeting of tho Bishop and wife was a
joyous one.

"On January 1 we left Panama on tho
steamship Golden Gate, stopping at Aca-
pulco. There the steamer was provided
with provisions and coal, and on the 6th of
January our journey was continued. All
went well until January 10, when the shaft
broke. The machinist was set to work
to remedy this accident as best be
could. The steamer was at the mercy of
the wind and waves, drifting about from

January 10 to the 14th. One. can easily
Imagine our distress on hearing that pro-
visions anil water were becoming scarce
and 1100 passengers to be fed. We were
soon obliged to be put on short allowance.

"The machinery was repaired so as to ad-
mit of Ihe working of one wheel, and we
stir ted anew. Advancing slowly, wereached
San Diego, nt which post our captain had
derided to stop for a new supply of pro-
visions.

"After replenishing our store we started
for San Franelscd. As the steamer was
leaving the San Diego harbor a strong
south gale came up, causing the steamer,
whirl)withonly one wheel had hut little
power to offer resistance, to be drifted on
the south beach of the harbor. The wind
increased every hour, and thero wa* quite
» panic among the passengers. Igave llfe-
preseiveis to the Bishop and wife und was
on deck nil night. Ihad spent some seven
years at sea when a boy, and was very
certain that the ship wouldnot be destroyed
or sunk, although there was six feet of
water in her. On January 19 the wind
turned northwest and the storm abated.
The next day two small steamers were sent
to our aid from San Diego. One named the
Gol iah took 390 passengers and the South-
erner the remainder. The Bi.-hop and wife
returned to Sin Diego, where they remained
for several days. 1 arrived in Sin Fran-
cisco on the steamer Goliab on January 23,
The. Bishop did not arrive till Sunday, the
29th of January, 1851. He preached his
first sermon in Trinity Church."

Tins was the sur-
gical record at the Receiving Hospital of his
injuries, but tliere was scarcely an inch of
the unfortunate man's head, front or back,
that was not bruised or cut. Bystanders
explained that he had been thrown out of
a buggy in attempting to dismount in a
hurry. The man is quite seriously hurt and
may die.

He was removed
to the P« stliouse and the premises fumigated.

Funeral of H. C. Miller—A large
number of Custom-house officials attended
the luneral of tlie late auditor of that office,
Henry Clay Miller, which was held at
Trinity Church yesterday at 10 a. m. Thepali-bearers were headed by Collect,
Phelps, and six marines in blue uniiorms
acted as body-bearers. The remains were
interred in Mountain View Cemetery, Oak-
land.

Died in- the Ambulance.— W. Oester-
reich, a steerage passenger on the steamer
Sin Juan ou Its last trip from Central
American ports to this city, became illat his
lodging-house, 452 Natoma street, last night
and was sent to the City and County Hospi-
tal.
