The City Election Makes
Little Talk.

IT IS ALL
"

STATE CAPITOL."

Those Are the Magic Words That
Thrill the Bosoms of Garden

City Folks.

San Joke, April7.— "A1lquiet along the
Guadaloupe. Allquiet along the Coyote."

That expresses the political situation in
San Jose to-day. There are throe tickets in
the field for the municipal election on
Monday next, but the citizens have lost
tight ot factional fights in the interest cen-
tered in securing the capital of the State
for San Jose. Men ot all parties—Repub-
lican, Democrat and Citizen—are united In
an effort to elect such men to office as may-
be relied m rfti to move as much cf heaven
and earth as is possible to remove to San
Jose the seat of State government.

Of course there are side issues that are
bound to crop up among a few. The fight

between the old and new street-lighting
companies Is the mam side issue, and then
there is the Sunday-closing law In which
all the saloon men and their followers are
interested.
Itwas a good thing for San Jose that the

last Legislature decided to give it a chance
of becoming the capital of the Mate. But
for that action _!'.. Garden City would now
be In the throes of as fierce a campaign as
ever was waged in a triangular political
movement. Now Democrats have indorsed
Republican*. Republicans indorsed Demo-
crats, Citizens or Non-Partisans, as you are
pleased to call them, have indorsed candi-
dates of both old parties and received in
return indorsements from both old parties
for some of their candidates. Outside of a
few people who have large axes to grind on
the municipal grindstone of San Jus.', the
people see to want the best men, regard-
less of party or politics.

The whole ti^ht is centered on the four
Councilmen an :School Trustees to be
elected. It goes without saying that San
Jose Is far too jealous of her reputation as
a modern Athens to elect a School Trustee
that willgive not only his time and atten-
tention. hot his salary, ifnecessary, toward
the upbuilding of tbe schools. A man
elected as a School Trustee in San Jo-e that
failed to stick up to the topmost notch in
the way of progress, would be wise to in-
vest in a fieetfooted thoroughbred in order
to get out of town In time after Itwas dis-
covered that he had "fallen down."

Now, about the Council, as the boys say:
"lis tne same ihinz. only it's different."
But just now the citizens are not looking
for family rows. The idea to present to
the Slate at large a solid front, backed by
acres of land and millions of money— cash
money— and make a united fight to secure
the capital for the pretty city.

One can have no idea of the soothing In-
fluence exercised upon local politics in San
Jose by the capital proposition unless he
gets right down inamong the politicians of
the city. Why, a man willcommence to air
his grievances to you and tell you what
rascals the men opposing him or bis party
are, and willsuddenly switch off and begin
to talk about what they willdo down there
when they get the capital.
• "But, my dear sir," yon will say, "the

coining ol the capital hasn't anything to do
withSan Jose politics now."

"The deuce ithasn't," willbe the answer.
"Why, look here. We're going to hold a
convention on the 15th of this month and
arrange to send people all over the State to
argue the removal of the State capital to
San Jose. Do you suppose, sir, that we in-
tend to send men to represent a city all torn
up with internal dissensions. Not a bit of
it. Now. let me tell you—" and then the
prominent citizen will launch into a long
discourse of the various family affairs of
San Jose and wind about until he gets back
to the original proposition, the capital.

There is absolutely no stir whatever in
this city over the coming election. 1 tried
very hard yesterday afternoon to find a man
who was enthusiastic enough on his 6ide of
the question to unbosom himself regarding
the wrongs that he and his followers had
endured in the past and were likely to suffer
in the future.

As Iwas walking down the street Isaw a
large man riding along In a bucklmard
wagon and people were saluting him witii."Ah, there, King! bowdr. King!"etc. 1
asked a pedestrian who the King was, and
lie told me that his name was Edwards, and
he was the manager of one of the lighting
companies in San Jose. Having already
learned that the real light, ifthere Is one, In
San Jose politics was on account of the
two lighting companies, Iat once jumped
to the conclusion that in Mr. Edwards 1
had Lund the man Iwanted, and from him
1could secure at least one side of my story.
SoIlimited up a man whom Iknew and
who knew the King, and hidhim send for
him. We met and smiled, and then sat
down to talk.

At first King Edwards didn't know any-
thing about politics. Gradually be thawed
out, but, like all the rest when bis caution
melted, ii was "State capital." Finally I
said:

"You're called 'King' here?"
"Oh, yes," he answered. "I'm a King

here."
"Ah—eh— what territory do you control?-

was the next question, with visions of King
ilrMiim- before my mind's eye.

"The Hawaiian Islands," was the answer.
"Kb—what's that?"
"Oh, yes," returned the king compla-

to have tie State capital we might as wellannex the Hawaiian Islands and make a
good job of it. Iwas elected king and I've
gnt my cabinet all fixed."

No matter how the election eocs next
Monday San Jose "can't get much the
worst of It," in the vernacular of tho ward
politician. Allthe men likely to be elected
are good men and love their city. They
are proud of it, and realize that Just now
any mistake upon ihe part of the city
fathers will react with disastrous results.
So it-is going to be a quiet election with a
decidedly mixed ticket as the winner. Noone disputes the fact that the non-partisan
or citizens' movement lias resulted in great
good, and, as Isaid before, if Its whole
ticket is elected San Jose willnot suffer.

Some of the evening papers here are still
harp.ng on the l'lanz case, which has be-come a very sore subject with San Jose
people. 'ihey realize that a dastardly mur-
der has been committed in their midst and
would gladly welcome a solution of itand,
Itis needless to say, would promptly punish
the guilty parties, could they be found. But
to continually bash and rehash the theories
and conjectures regarding the crime and byso doing give the space-writers for maga-
zines and Eastern papers the opportunity
fur romancing at San Jose's expense makesllin average citizen herb very, very tired.The sentiment down here seems to be"Catch 4he murderers and we will hang
them, but quit crying 'wolf,' until you are
sure of your men." So long as Ihavo men-tioned the matter, Imight as well add thatcertain parlies here are workinc night andday on the case and spending money adlibitum to solve the mystery. As to their
succcbs. even the warmest friends of thedead man are doubtful. Habtoh

A fow months ago Miss Fer-
rer contracted a severe cold, which later on
turned to pneumonia, aad it was this dread
disease that made her bright life such a
short one.

Miss Ferrer was well and popularly
known in both society and musical circles.
Her musical ability was of a high and pro-
nounced type. Three winters ago she and

sister, now Mrs. William B. Wijthtman,
went to Washington, D, C, and as the
guests of Mrs. George Hearst created a de-
cided sensation by their musical ability.
Eastern manage offered them high induce-
ments to remain there and apnear profes-
sionally, but they declined and returned
home.

The funeral will be held this morning at
St. Mary's Cathedral, on Van Ness avenue,
at 10 o'clock.

LEE SING DOOMED.

Three Eye=Witnesses to
the Shooting.

The Defendant Ran Right Into the
Arms of an Officer

—
Rumors of

flore Attempted Bribery.

The trial of the highbinder. Lee Sing, was
continued all day yesterday In Judge Daln-
gerfield's court.

The evidence adduced is so sirong that
there seems small chance for the defendant.

Three eyewitnesses to the shooting and
climbing have already told their stosles. A
determined effort has been made by Mr.
Coffey to break down the testimony, but
without success, and the prevailing opinion

among witnesses and spectators is that the
conviction of Lee Sing Is a foregone conclu-
sion.

The attempt made last Wednesday night
by friends of the defendant to bribe the
witness, Mrs. Anna Leonard, to leave the
State has created unusual interest in the
case, and it is rumored that oilier witnesses
have also been approached. All day long
the courtroom was thronged withspectators,
several women occupying seats within the
rail. _*

George Welch testified as the third eye-
witness to the killing.

On cross-examination Mr. Coffey a«ked
the witness ail sorts of questions designed
to elicit the fact that thn witness has made
a mistake in the identity of the man who did
the shooting, the theory of the defense
being that, owing to the great resemblance
which all Chinamen are said to bear to one
another, Itis difficult toIdentify individuals,
and that in this it is a case ot mistaken
Identity.

Officer Tim Lynch testified "to having
lured the defendant, whom be saw run-

llingdown Jackson street and entering a
side alley. He suspected that something
was wrong, so he nabbed the man. A pistol
was introduced inevidence ami Identified is
that used upon the unfortunate Chow Kee.

Taken, as the witness stated be had been,
almost red-handed, out of breath from run-
ning, and not more than a block from the
scene of the shooting, the jury were left to
determine whether Lee Sing had fired the
shots.

Each of the three preceding witnesses had
testified positively that the defendant is the
man who did the shooting, and that his face
so impressed itself on their minds that they
cannot be mistaken.

Lynch was most exhaustively cross-
examined by Coffey as to the possibility of
error in observing tho movements of the
defendant before he was grabbed by thewitness, but little new matter was de-
veloped.

District Attorney William S. Barnes is
personally assisting in the prosecution, and
he willprobably continue to do so until the
end of the case.

The Chinese who are attending the court,
and they are not few, aro strenuous Intheir
assertions that Lee sing is not a member of
any society that had decreed the death of
Chow Kee, and that the killing was done onLee Sing's own personal responsibility.

The case goes on to-day at 10 o'clock.

AT BAY DISTRICT.

Fair Weather and a Good
Attendance.

A POOR FIELD OF STARTERS.

There Were Few Entries, but Many
Scratches— The Favorites Had

an Inning Yesterday.

There was a heavy but not sticky track at
the Bay District yesterday and the bright
break iv the weather brought out a large
crowd.

The fields were very poor in all the races
and there were a number of entries
scratched. .

At half past one the first event com-
menced with Little Tough, Stoneman,
Charger and Currency entered. Itwas a
six-furlong distance, open to three-year-
olds.

Odds of 3 to 1 were taken on Currency,
and Charger was favorite at Ito3. Cur-
rency, ridden by Narv.iez at 110 pounds,
came In first, with Stoneman second and
LittleTough third. Time, 1:19%.

The next event was a five-furlung race for
two-year-olds, wllh a purse of 8400. Ova-
tion, Atticus and Beauty colt were the
only starters. Ovation jumped away a
length ahead in the start, with Beauty colt
behind, a length ahead of Atticus. They
kept ihe same order to the quarter, with
Atticus falling behind considerably and
the others getting closer together. As they
turned Into the stretch Ovation was a length
ahead of Beauty cult and Atticus again
two lengths behind the colt.

-suddenly young Moiris, who w_>s on
Atlicns, began to ride him and they passed
Beauty coll and Ovation with a rush and
came in four lengths ahead in1:06. Ova-
tion, with Sullivan up at115, came in sec-
ond and Beauty colt.Millerno at IIS, third,
a length behind,

Morris was loudly applauded by the crowd
at the fence as he dismounted.

In the next event, fifteen-sixteenths of a
mile, only Swiftsure and Revolver
scratched.

King, at 110, rode Swiftsure, and Miller.
at 111, rode Bevolver. The belting stood 8
to 1on the former, and the other was favor-
ite at 7to 5. Revolver had a "dead cinch"
on the event, and simply played with his
competitor.

From tiie start to the three-quarter post
he kept a neck behind, and then took the
lead by a head, finishing for the edification
of tin- grand stand at the same distance.

The fourth race was six furlongs for
three-year-olds and upward. Topgallant
was the favorite with the bookmakers
even money. Motto was also well liked,
will]odd* of 2% to lon him. Morris rode
Motto at 116, and Karvaez rode Topgallant
at 121.

There was a little difficulty in getting the
horses off together, and when they finally
started Jackson gut away well In the lead,
with Motto second and Charmer third.

The horses kept well bunched together,
and at the quarter Motto took the lead
with Topgallant a length behind. Motto
still led at the three-quarter post and Cotide
had spurted^ip to second place. Charmer
lidfallen lack to fourth in line. Down
the finish Motto, Condo and Topgallant
kept together more and more and finished
in the same positions, with Mottoa length
ahead and the others at hall-length inter-
vals.

For the Inst event, a selling race of one
and a sixteenth miles, Garcia, Nellie G, Ke-
volver, Sir Waller and Quarterstaff came
to the scratch. Revolver was favorite at
4—5, and Sir Walter was well liked at 2—l.
Garcia was backed at.; l. Miller rode Ke-
volver at 114 pounds. Garcia was ridden by
Sullivan at l3.

Ferguson got ihe horses off at tho first
attempt v..Hi Revolver in the lead and
Qarcia second. They kept well together
and made a very pretty rnn to the quarter
post, where they commenced to siring out
and Garcia went to the front with Qimter-
stall getting second place. At the three-
quarter post Sir Waller forged ahead and
was setting tho pace a length ahead of the
rest. /

He kept ahead down the last stretch,
and with Revolver second a length behind
anil Garcia third at the same interval they
finished amid an enthusiastic shout (or Sir
Water.

FATED TO BE STOLEN.
Strange Story of a Tailor Named Le

Clair and His Diamond Ring.
A little weazened old man with a piping

voice appeared before Warrant ClerK Mc-
Kee of the Police Court yesterday.

He gave the name ofFrank __,_ Clair, and
said he was a tailor living at 29 Clinton
street.

On one of his fingers was a largi diamond
ring worth probably several bundled dollars.

"What can Ido for you?" asked tho
clerk.

The old man in response lifted up a
withered baud from which flashes of bril-
liant light struck the clerk's eye.

"Si this diamond," he said.
"i.-.1'i... 1: Is a very good stone," re-

plied the clerk, as he watched the prismatic
color« of he gem.

''Well, Iwant a warrant charging some-
body with stealing this ring."

"But you have your ring."
"I know Inave," said Le Clair. "HutI

want a perpetual warrant Iwant to carry
one about with me all the time in case any-
body should s.eal the ring and then Ican
spring it on them."

Clerk McKee began to suspect that the
old man was crazy, but explained to him
that no warrant could be issued unless
some definite charge was placed against a
particular Individual.

O.i learning this the old man went on to
stale how he bad Come to ask for the
warrant.

"This is a fatal ring," he said. "It is
fated to be stolen, and gives the owner no
end of trouble. One ..(range thing about
the gem is that it is always recovered by
the owner, only to te stolen agaiu and give
the owner morn trouble.

"The ring lias been stolen from me six
limes, nut 1have always recovered it. The
man who owned it before 1did spent half
his time in the police courts prosecuting
the thieves who had been tempted to pur-
loin his ring.

"When 1 purchased the diamond the
peculiarity of Hie ring to be stolen was ex-
plained to me, but 1considered itas a joke.

"Amonth after 1 purchased the ringit
was stolen by a woman named Jessie Cutu-
rnings. She gave It to her lover, a wan
named Mark Kelly, but lie was arrested
and the gem found on him.

"Nextit was stolen by a young Fresno
man named Fred Meyer, and a second time
the ring was riCu'vcred when he was ar-
rested.

-'The statute." said the Judge, "provides
that In case of the overcrowding of a jail
another jail may lie used for the overplus
or prisoners, anil in the meantime they inny
be lent to tbe jail of another county. Hut
the House of Correction is not a jail,and I
have no power 10 order lhat itbe used as
such. 1can, however, order that the extra
prisoners may be taken to ills of some ot
the other Counties. The Sheriff may dothis, pending tlie repairs to our jail by the
Board of Supervisors. Judge Murphy dif-
fers from in.- in regard to my powers in
this matter, butIshall undertake to deny
the application, nod ItIs so ordered." t~

Supervisor Dundon, however, does notsee matters in this way, and intimated yes-
terday at the meeting of the Health and
Police Committee of tho Board of Super-
visors that there was money as well as lov-
ingkinduess in the business of pound-
keeping, lie stated that in a single month
SI6OO had been collected nt the Found on
the city's outlay of W • '. and contended that
iithere was money in the job the city ought
to have the benefit of it. He moved that
the affairs of the Found be investigated.
Itwas arranged to open the Investigation

next week. Meanwhile the city wants a
Poundkeeper, and a number ol politicians
have bees buzzing in their nets.

MISSING JOHN BRUNINGS.
Proceedings to Determine the Ex-

istence of the Heir.
Mrs. Bruiting?, widow of Martin Burn-

ing*, who died in August, 1890, was under
a fire of cross-examination all yesterday
afternoon in Judge Coffey's court.

The widow,John Burning's nephew and
Lena Sclimadeke, niece of the deceased, are
the heirs of the Brunlngs, anil the latter
two are contesting the right of the widow toappear for her ton, \vbo they claim does
not exist.

Henley &Sehcll appeared for the niece
and nephew, R. 11. Lloyd for the widow
and Arthur Rodgers for the non est boy.

Rogers says that the boy was seen with
the father and mother shortly prior to the
death nf the father, but that now no trace
of him can be found.
Itwas developed during the examination

of the widow that she had sustained mere-
tricious relations to the deceased several
years prior to their marriage. The widow,
however, claims that their relations were
such that, under the California law. they
were in reality man and wife, and there-
fore that the child is legitimate.
