ALMOST TOO MUCH RAIN.

Reports From the Interior Counties
Indicate That There Will Be an

7. Average Crop.

The reports from the Interior given below
do not indicate the plentiful crop that was
expected from the heavy rainfall and other
presumably favorable conditions. Itwould
set m that in many sections in Northern
and Central California there .had been too
great.a precipitation, the soggy condition
of the earth preventing planting, and inall
places making the crop-, especially of
grain, backward. But, though tho crops
may not be as large as was expected, there
is every likelihood that they willreach the
average, and may exceed it.

Alameda.
Xii.fs, April7.—The principal crops of

this vicinity are fruits. Almonds and apri-
cots have been damaged by too much rain
and the crop Is short. Pears, peaches,
cherries and prunes promise good crops,
though it is too early to predict what the
crop willbe should the rain coutinue. The
season is backward.

IiAYWAr.Ii?, April 7.—The crop outlook
in this valley is very promising. The
young grain is well advanced and every-
thing gives promise of a good yield. The
grain of the lowlands, particularly near the
bay, is 11 course greatly set back by the
heavy rains.

Amador.
Jack April7.— Tne crop outlook In

this section is fair. The heavy and cold
rams have made it very backward, al-
though favorable weather Liay bring it
out all right. The prospect at present does
not warrant expectations of anything be-
yond a medium harvest. Fruit of allkinds
Is equally backward, and uo prediction can
be made as to the yield.

Butte.
l'tGG-s. April7—The season's rain up to

date has been 28.17 inches. 'Ihe outlook lor
cereal productions in the adobe section, for
lack cf sunshine, is not flattering. There
willprobably be half a crop. The hay crop
is abundant, and the fruit crop of peaches,
prunes, pears and fi-js is splendid. Apricots
are fair and almonds good. Diversified
crops willhave a fair average.

(lino. April 7.— The outlook for the
grain crop in the viciuity of Chtcn is.very
favorable, and the average yield willresult
But Hie crops me late. On adobe lands anil
low iluces grain is mostly drowned nut.
The fruitcrop at present looks favorable,
Put apricots have been reduced to a huii-
crop by the rains. The present cold.cloudy
weather retards the growth of fruit, but is
considered good fur grain, as some has not
fullytaken root.

Orovili.e, April7.—The crop outlook in
Butte is not good, Owing to the early rains
but little fall plowing could be done; the
continued rains of winter prevented winter
sowing ami the crop ill not be oveV half
the usual crop if any kind of grain. The
hay crop willlie fullyup to the average, if
not above it. Fiuit of allkinds looks well,
except apricots. The apricot crop will be
exceedingly light.

Milton, April 7.— The grain acreage is

about the same .as last year. The crop is
making slow growth. We will have about
the average for this vicinity. The lute rains
and cool weather will bri- out th* late-
sewn seed, which is in a healthy condition,

are budding well, witha prospect of a good
yield, although a late hailstorm lias cut the
apricots and peaches. Some vines are doing
well.

Contra Costa.
Martinez, April7.—The crop outlook in

this vicinity and all over the county is ex-
ceedingly good, and unless we have late
heavy rams and winds a large crop of fruit
and grain willbe harvested.

EI Dorado.
Sl'i.aceiiville, April7—Last night's se-
vere frost, following the snow and sleet of
yesterday, did no material Injury to fruit,
owing to the backwardness of the season by
nearly two months. The area sowed to
grain, though slightly smaller than usual,
gives promise ol excellent crops.

The crop prospects

were never brighter. The largest acreage
ever planted in the county is in grain, and
with ordinarily favorable weather the yield
willbe heavy. There has been very heavy j
planting ol orange, lemon, olive and decidu-
ous fruit trees. The fruit trees promise
heavy yield.

Madera, April 7.—The weather and
other conditions are favorable for large
rrors. There has been plenty of rain.
There is a large increase in the aereaee of
cereals over last year and the crops look
fine. The fruit prospect is good.

Glenn.
Willows, April7.—The acreage is about

the same as last year. The indications are
fair for an average crop. Heavy rains de-
layed the plowing. The summer-fallowed
acreage is much smaller than last year. If
the weather is favorable considerable plow-
ing will yet be done.

O.'.laxd, April 7.—The grain crop out-
look In this section Is very discouraging.
Not half aci op will be harvested. Winter-
sown grain may raise the average, but Itis
doubtful. Fruits are not enough advanced
tohazard an estimate, but the prospects are
fair.

Humboldt.
EoBNERVILLE, April 7.—The crop out-

look is not very encouraging. The late
rains have prevented fanners in the bottom
lands from putting in their crops. Itis
•till storming, and unless there is good
weather soon nothing will be planted. The
prospect of a large fruit crop is excellent
The omlook for stock-raising is very
favorable.
Eureka, April7.—The crop outlook is

excellent. There is a much larger acreage
in fruits, especially smaller varieties. Much
land has been newly seeded in grass for
dairy purposes and for general farming,
potatoes and feed grains, beans and peas.
There is an increased wheat acreage in the
southern portion. All farming operations
are well advanced, and ifno frosts occur we
can look for Immense crops of allkinds.

Bakersfield, April 7.— The hay and
grain crops throughout the county are un-
usually good and fully one-third heavier
than ever. Fruit trees and vines are in fine
condition. The crops will be enormous.
The thousands of acres planted by colonists
three years ago willbe ln their prime. The
outlook could not be belter.

Los Angeles.
Los Angeles. April7.— The weather has

been and is favorable for crops. Barley and
wheat arc doing well. Oram all over tbo
country Is doing finely. Apricots are vet
light. The indications are that the raisin
crop willbo light; peaches also. The bar-
ley crop, particularly, will be the largest
ever had here. The rainfall total is 26.19
Inches for the season.

Mendocino. .
Uriah, April7.—Owing to the prolonged

rams the average of grain acreage has not
been sown. The shortage will probably beequal to one-fourth. Upland wheat and
barley never looked more promising. Hop-
growers are most annoyed by the moisture.
The season's rainfall is 54.21 inches.Mendocino, April7.—The prospects hereare encouraging forgood crops. Ithas been
raining all the week,. and the indicationspoint to further showers.

around here the grain is heading on', and
with favorable weather from now on
the outlook is for an abundant yield.
The rainfall for the season has boen 17
inches.

Napa.
Napa. April7.—Tne prospect of the fruit

crop in this suction is very excellent. Apri-
cots will be a snort crop. Allother fruit
gives promise of a full yield. lint little
grain has been sown on account of the wet
season, anil what was put in looks poorly.

St. Helena, April 7.—The heavy and
continuous rains of the past mouth insure
good crop, throughout the county. "- In some
sections farm work has been retarded by

the rains, but otherwise the outlook tor,
crops of all kinds is encouraging. The
rainfall for the season to date has been 51%
inches, against 23 Inches at tlie same dale
last year.

Orange.
Calistooa, April 7.—The season here is

fully three week-, late. There has been a
little too much rain for wheat and barley,
and the yield willbe below the average. it
is yet too early to predict about fruit. Tuo
prune trees, of which there is a larga
acreage here, aie not yet in full bloom.

Santa Ana, April7.— The crop outlook
in Orange County was never mere prom-
ising. The barley crop willbe the largest
ever harvested here. The apricot crop is
light, but the fruit will be large and very
line, Peaches and oilier fruits will have a
fullyield withan increased acreage. -

Sacramento.
Sacp.amento, April7.— The cicd outlook

1 nt present shows the season to be several
weeks, if not a month, behind, in conse-
quence of which veiy littlecan be said of
tlie prospects, although everything points
to a most prosperous season for the fruit
crop, and also lor hops, nnd in fact for all
products crown in this vicinity. Grain,
however, was little sown, In consequence
of the weather keeping the ground soaked
so late.

leister, April7.—The crop outlook Is

grand. The rainfall has been 10 inches,
which is plenty for all purposes.

usually large area sown to barley in San
Bernardino County is in vigorous grow-
ing condition. Abundant rain«, followed
by warm weather, give promise of an abun-
dant harvest. The deciduous fruit crop
has been injured by premature bloom, fol-
lowed by several weeks of rain in March.
The citrus orchards show but little bloom,
but the next two weeks may bring out
enmigh for a full crop.

Riverside, April7.—The outlook for the
laigest crop of grain and hay ever har-
vested in this section is most promising.
There has been an abundant rain, which
fellopportunely to make perfect the growth
•of the crops. Tne deciduous fruit crop
promises a large yield, and the citrus fruit
crop is the largest and best grown in the
history of the countiy.

ONTARIO, April7.—The present outlook
on crops of ail kinds is excellent. The
grain is heading rapidly, harvesting for hay
will soon begin, peaches and prunes are
blooming full and the oraiine orchards are
loaded with blo>snms. A wry large area is
being planted to citrus and deciduous trees
this season. Sugar beets at Chiuo are com-
ing ou finelynow, although some fields have
been replanted on account oi the cool
weather-

San Diego.
San Diego, April 7.

The general crop

outlook is the best ever known in the
county. The grain acreage is increased at
least 30 per cent and all is in fine condition,
The rains have been ample ami at the
right time. The stand ol all grain is pet-
fect.

San Joaquin.
I.ATnnor, April7.—The immediate pros-

pect fur crops IS the best in ten years. This
does not apply to the overflowed district,
nor to lands contiguous. The river yield
caunot withcertainty be stated. Six weeks
hence is the critical period for all harvests
in this section of the country owing to lia-
bilityifdrying winds.

Acami'o, Apiil 7.—At present the indi-
cations are that average grain ciops willbe
secured here on the sandy laud. Owing to
coutiuued rain the acreage on red
land is light On the whole the yield will
probably be 10 per cent less than last
year.

San Luis Obispo.
Cattjcos, April The outlook in this

district was never better. The rains all
winter have been abundant and far enough
apart, with plenty of sunsaine between.
There has been more than the usual drying
north wind. Nevertheless, grass Is abun-
dant and will continue growing unusually
late. The prospects for bay and grain are
perfect.

Paso Robles. April 7.—The season's
rainfall to date has been 22 inches. Insuring
better crops than for years. More grain
and fruit trees have been planted than for
any other season In the hi-tory of this sec-
tion. Farmers are happy, and capitalists
are interesting themselves here to a wonder-
fulextent.

San Mateo.
Redwood City.April7.—The early rains

drowned out some of the grain on the low-
lands, but the damage was less than 10 per
cent. The upland crops promise over the
average. The fruit, so far as can be deter-
mined, is in fine condition. The same may
be said of vegetable gardens. The late ram
did no harm, except inkeeping all growths
backward.

Santa Barbara.
Santa BARBARA, April7.—The prospects

are uousualiy good for a fine year. The
rains have been plentiful, timely, and the
usual large acreage has beep put In. Fruits
in this vicinity are looking particularly
good. It is estimated that 25.000 lemon
trees will be set out ln Carpinteria Valley
alone.

Santa Clara.
Sax Jose, April7.—The grain and hay

crops nre big, apricots light, peaches
spotted and prunes immense. If theweather clears up the other crop prospects
will be above the average. A month ofclear weath-r means millions to the or-
chardists and fanners of this county.

GILBOY.April The crop outlook for
cereals is belter than last year. Not more
than 5 per cent of the land remains im-
planted owing to excessive moisture. That
planted shows prospects of a heavy yield,
and the acreage is more than last season.
Fruit promises splendidly for all kinds, and
a much greater acreage Is in bearing and
planted. The last rain did good to allupland and little Injury to low places
already in.

Shasta.
Bedding, April 7.— The outlook for thefruit crop is excellent, with perhaps a failing

offof apricots, owing to cold weather fol-lowing the blossoming. The excessive
rainfall has retarded plowing of the bottom
lands and the grain crop Is liable to belight In consequence. Sowed grain looks
well. Unless severe frosts come soon, the
peach crop will be good. Arrangements
have been made to ship considerable fruit
East.

Solano.
Vacavii.i.e. April7.— The promise of the

fruit crop generally is good, though apri-
cots will probably be a short crop. The
present weather conditions are unfavorable
and injury is likely to result from the con-
tinuance of storms. On some of the ranchesapricots will be nearly a total failure.
Usually the crop exceeds the estimate. If
the weather Is favorable hereafter probably
the result willbe the same this year.

Ki.MiiiA, April 7.—Owing to the small
acreage sown, of which considerable is
drowned out, indications are that the grain
crop in this district will be about one-third
of the average crop. Tiio fruit crop is re-
ported good.

Vallejo, April7.—Crops in the vicinity
of Vallejo are all looking well, as the land
is high. In low places there has been too
much rain and the grain drowned out. It

looks like a generally prosperous year for
Ihe farmer.

\u25a0Dixon, April 7.— Summer-fallowed grain
in this vicinity is looking well and will
make a good crop. Winter sown giain on
the high lands will make an average crop,
but on the low ami tule land the prospects
for a crop are very poor.

rains have made it impossible for farmers
to do much work in the field. \u25a0 Winter wheat
and grass have made rapid growth and give
promise of big crops. Some of the farmers
complain that the cold rains and hail of this
week have been Injurious to fruit prospects.

Sonoma, April T.—Tho crop prospect
never looked better. Farmers say this rain
willkeep fruit back, which will insure a
good crop. drain is looking splendid
throughout the valley. The only thing
Sonoma Valley farmers lear is a heavy
frost, which woulddo great damage to their
orchards.

Fetaluma, April 7.—Owing lo the late
spring ami extremely cold weather the out-
look is not very bright. Everything is
backward. Very little grain has been put
in up to date. There willbe no heavy crops
except barley and hay. Fruit is backward,
but orchardists anticipate a .good and
abundant ci op. Dairymen complain of the
scarcity of feed and extremely short grass.

Stanislaus.
Modesto. April The crop' outlook in

all parts of Stanislaus County is the best for
many years. The rainfall has been J4
inches. In some portions the heavy rain
has retarded sewing and the acreage will
not be heavy.

Oakdale, April 7.— The crop outlook
here and In the vicinity Is brilliant The
acreage sown will fall about 15 per cent
short of last season, but the grain is look-
ing enough better to make an offset in the
yield if favorable weather continues. The
orchards are 10 -ikinir line, and fruit and
orange prospects are brilliant.

Tehama.
RED Bluff, April 7.—The heavy rain-

storm Wednesday did no damage to fruit.
The apricot crop is Unlit. The other fruit
prospects are line. There will he a large
crop. The heat crop is light and not over
a half crop, caused by a lack of winter-
sown grain and the drowning out by a wet
winter. Grass is plentiful. The outlook
for the wool crop Is very fine. There is
not over CO per cent in "lambs, owing to
heavy storms and the continued wet 6priug.

Tulare.
Visalia. April —

Withoutraln the grain
yield in the county will be the largest for
years, even in sections of the county noted
for failures. The fruit prospects are equally
goon*. As to peaches, prunes, pears, nec-
tarines and apricots the yield willbe light.
There was a light frost this morning, but
not injurious to fruit. The grain crop will
equal lhat of ISBiand 1885.

lIANFORD, April The crap outlook Is
superb. We have planted the heaviest
wheat acreage that has been known foryears, and the whole country reports ex-
cellent prospects for a le.rge yield. The
fruitcrop outlook Is also excellent. Apri-
cots promise a heavy yield. Itis too early
to predict on other fruits. There was a
slight frost last night, but itdid no damage.

Ventura.
Ventura, April 7.—The crop outlook

was never better at '.his date. An increasedacreage of beans willbe planted. We havo
had 23 inches of rain. Many apricots have
fallen ami the crop willbe light? It is too
early to determine as to other fruits.

llueneme. April 7.—We have had 19
inches of rain this season. Crop prospects
arc fine. Farley in many places has headed
out, and the only danger now is that fur-
ther rain or wind may cause the grain to
lodge. Itis estimated that the barley yield
willbe 10 per cent more than last year.

Yolo.
Davisvii.ee, April7.—The crop outlook

on the plains is fullyup to the average, but
owing to the overflows along the tule mar-
gin theticreage is somewhat less than the
average. The fruitcrop promises to be un-
usually large in all varieties.

Woodland, April7.—The continued wet
weather has prevented the sowing of the
average acreage in this couutv, and consid-
erable grain has been drowned out. The
prospects are good for an average yield.
Fruit and grapes promise a big crop.

Yuba.
iMatitsviei.e, April7.—The usual cereal

yield of Yuba and Sutter counties is about140,000 tuns. Owing to the high waters on
the lowlands, where the largest crops are
secured as a rule, careful computers place
the total output at about two-thirds. This
is better than was expected after the win-
ter's sowing, and is accounted for by the
tine stands of wheat and barley on the
higher lauds. The fruitcrops willbe much
larger than usual, save in apricots, in which
there willbe less than half a crop.

Wheatland, Airil7.—Deputy Assessor
Malloch has just come in from a round-up
of the country. i'.egardlng the grain crop
he says; "The grain crop of Vol County
willbe 40 per cent short. There is a deficit
of a quarter in acreage and tho balance of
the shortage is due to unfavorable weather.
The hay crop willbe larger and or a goad
quality. The Wheatland bopyardfl arc in
fine shape and a full crop Is assured."

five pupils out of thirty execute their ex-
ercises conscientiously. The others present
themselves in their turn, but hardly outline
the movement. The professor incites them,
urges then), and they go buck to their places
after having mane an Imitation of an oflfort.
In the English colleges no regulation makes
exercises obligatory, and every one Is free
to dispense with itor to engage in Itat will.
But all give themselves up to it with in-
credible ardor. Weak an.l strong, youn"
pupils or students 20 years old, all show an
equal passicu for those olays in the open
air, now neglected in France, for which
gymnastics has been to unfortunately sub-
stituted.
