VETOED.
The Rogers water ordinance has been

returned to the board without the Mayor's
signature. The nature of bis objections may
be surmised without reading, the message.
The order did not meet the requirements of
the platform on which tlie Mayor was
elected. There was a good deal of doubt as
to the effect it would have upon the water
Company's revenues. The best opinion is
that it would have made sonic reduction,
but not enough to meet the platform pledge.
Some people thought the Mayor would sign
it as the best that could be done under the
present circumstances. These people argued
that the conn any would not fight an or-
dinance that did not make much of a redac-
tion, but would take a more radical ordi-
nance into court. It was said also that the
Superior Courts of this city had weak spots
which the water company would work upon,
rather than lose a large percentage of its in-
come. In vetoing the ordinance the Mayor
lias acted up to his pledge and it is now for
the Supervisors to act up to theirs. They
should perform their duty without taking

into consideration the possible action of the
water company. It will not do to admit ns
a principle of legislation that a just law
can be defeated in the courts. Let just
laws ie enacted and if the courts defeat
them the people will know where to place
the blame.

THE COURSE CLEAR.
The working agreement between the

North American Navigation Company and
the Panama Railroad Company has now
been sealed. All the conditions to bind the
contract have been complied with. The
$200,000 capital has been subscribed, paid
up and deposited In bank as a guarantee of
earnestness and good faith:the directors of
the Navigation Company have been chosen,
four of them being also representatives of
the Traffic Association; a contract is In
operation which gives special terms for
through traffic across the Isthmus of Pan-
ama, and to all intents and purposes the
movement for the liberation of the port of
San Francisco from the grasp of an oppres-
sive transportation monopoly has been
crowned with success. Itdepends upon the
cohesion and co-operation of merchants
whether trade ever lapses again into its
former helpless and depressed condition.
By holding together our merchants may
now reach out into new fields for business.
The outlook is inviting, both in Central
America and Mexico. Heretofore trade
with the southern potts was on a footing
that encouraged relations with San Fran-
cisco as little as possible. The exactions
for freight were outrageous, and itseemed
to be a matter of no moment to the Pacific
Mail Company whether itcarried freight or
not. San Francisco was deprived of the
natural advantages which its command-
Ing position gave it as an empo-
rium. It .is now possible to stimu-
late the Interchange of commodities
with the tropical ports of America, as the
rates of transportation give fair play to both
producer and merchant The southern part

of California is to be included in the bene-
fits to be derived from trafficby the isthmus.
On 1 er way south the Keweenaw will stop
nt I;«d:ndo to land and receive Los Angeles

freight. The moment it was known tbe
steamer would call 200 tons of freight were
sent to Lombard-street wharf fordelivery
at Los Angeles. Shipments by sea willdo
much more than is apparent on the surface.
The Southern Pacific will be compelled to
come down in its terms precisely to the ex-
tent its traffic Is menaced by sea competi-
tion, and every ton offreight thus moved is
again io the interior. lv a similar way
every effortshould be strained by the Traffic

I
Association to make the fullest use possible
of all river communication in the State.
Every steamer that reaches points in the
interior tends to break the hold which the
Southern Pacific has on transportation facil-
ities. Much undoubtedly may be done on
the San Joaquin, the Sacramento and their
tributaries, and at comparatively little cost.
The experiment of liver navigation success-
fullycarried out at Modesto can be repeated
at numbers of place-'. On the whole the
re-uits fa year's fighting the monopoly
are very encouraging to the future of Cali-
fornia. There will be more immigration,
more embarkation of capital in industries
when it is realized that the State Is ceasing
to be the preserve of one railroad company,

•.-fcent uron taxing it to make good the drain
of losses on routes in other States.

SENSATIONAL AND ANTI
-

RAIL-
ROAD.

The following extract is from the.Sacra-
nrcnto Record- Union:

The sensational and anil-railroad press has
not tired of charging that the greater part of the
capitalization of the Southern Pacific Company
1- netIlout, and hence 10 meet charges of Inter-
est idpay dividends on that basis Ibe people
are subjected to excessive chargss for railroad

service.

The reader would naturally expect from
this opening paragraph an article showing
that the capitalization of the Southern Pa-
cific is not fictitious. The organ declares
that the charges of excessive rates are un-
true, but carefully avoids the charge that
the Southern Pacific's capital is largely ficti-
tious. We are pleased to see that the espe-

cial organ of the Southern Kaeifio Company
tins some respect for a report from a com-
mittee 01 the United States Senate author-
ized to examine into:the affair!of the Cen-
traland Union Pacific railroads.

The Record-Union proves that the
charges are not unreasonable by asserting

that Southern Pacific charges are not higher

than on local roads not owned by the South-,

crn Pacific. This argument, if such itmay

be termed, would imply that one passenger
or one ton of freight should be hauled at
the same charge as a large number of pas-
sengers or tons of freight. The local roads
run between this city and inland towns, or
between inland points. Without exception
they run through'sparsely settled districts.

-
They have been constructed rather for the
convenience of having them than for any
expectation of profit from«running them.
The .comparatively few passengers they
carry would rather pay four limes the
ordinary railroad charge than travel by the
old methods. The Southern Pacific has the
cream of the transportation business. It
connects all the large towns In the Stale.
It runs through the most productive val-
leys. Having the cream of the business it
puts all the profits in its treasury and con-
ducts newspapers to delude people with the
idea that so long as it keeps within the
rates of roads that do but little business
its charges are moderate.

PRECAUTIONS AGAINST CHOLERA.'

The conference of delegates from State
boards of health Is now in session nt New
York and a few of its recommendations
have transpired. It proposes, if cholera
makes its appearance in this country, to
place an inspector on every passe: train
which leaves 'the seaboard with power to
Isolate cases of cholera which occur on the
journey. Itfurther contemplates a search-
ing Inspection of immigrants and their bag-
gage at tho port of arrival. It does not
seem that goods or mails carry disease
germs, and no obstruction to their trans-

mission is proposed. The boards of health
in the States of the Mississippi Valley want
a separate service of their own, and they
likewise demand a suspension of inter-
course with Russia.

These recommendations willbe received
with the respect that is due to the opinions
of men whose intelligence is above the com-
mon level. The plan of placing an in-
spector ou every railroad train would in-
volve the employment of an army ol in-
spectors, without making it absolutely cer-
tain that they would defect every case of In-
cipient disease.' An embargo on intercourse
with Russia might keep out some infected
persons; but as • Russian immigrants em-
bark from German, English or French ports,
it would hardly close the door against the
pestilence. Public opinion would not jus-
tify attempts to secliotutlize Quarantine
measures. If cholera sets into New York
as an epidemic it willbe likely to spread to
the Mississippi Valley and vice versa; The
more concentrated the authority the more
effective itis likelyto prove.

Champions of strict quarantine aro en-
couraged by a review of the operations of
the quarantine at New York list year.
Quite a number of steamers arrived at that
port v.'.th cholera patients on board. Of
the latter, many died of cholera and of
nothing else. For nearly a month every
steamer which came in from German or
French Ports either had or was reasonably
supposed to have disease germs on board.
Five cases of undoubted Asiatic cholera
were detected in the city of New Fork, and
in two of them a fatal result followed. Yet
the disease never gained a foothold and
neve- became epidemic. This Is a triumph
for which modern sanitary science is entitled
to credit. Whether the result would have
been as satisfactory if cholera ships had
arrived at Boston, Philadelphia. Baltimore
and Charleston as well as New York may
be a matter for dispute; by good, luck uo
spell vessels turned up.
I'is quite impossible at the present time

to decide whether or no cholera is going
to truss the Atlantic this year. Hamburg,
which was its chief distributing point last
year, is moving Heaven and earth to exclude
it this season and "Has cone so far as to
establish a new system of water works. In
the old kingdom of Prussia substantial san-
itaryblockades have been setup in its prob-
able path. Ifthe disease germs float in the
air and are curried great distances by winds
without alighting these precautions may not
avail. If the germs cannot travel far from
their cradle tiio plague may bo pent up in
Russia. Which theory is sound doctors do
not agree and laymen cannot form opinions.

A danger which may prove as formidable
as the cholera may turn up at the. Chicago
World's Fair. Every one knows that the
water with which Chicago is,supplied is
pumped from the bottom of Lake Michigan,
into which the city sewers empty, so that
Chicagoans have been said to drink diluted
sewage. In the World's Fair city physi-
cians of the highest eminence certify that
the water is wholesome, aud very likely it
is. We have all, at some time or other, to
eat our peck of dirt. Put the commissioner
of the London meet, who was sent to
Chicago expressly to examine the water,
does not seem to have been pleased with
it; and statistics show that diseases of the
typhoid type, which are caused by impure
water, are more prevalent In Chicago than
elsewhere. The fair directors are undoubt-
edly aware of the danger, and, being men
of intelligence, they will guard the public
health with all the precautions of modern
sanitary science. An outbreak of typhoid
occurring at a time when 200,000 strangers

were in attendance at the fair would be a
serious matter, perhaps more serious than
an importation of cholera from Europe.

AT CHICAGO.

A cyclone struck Chicago on Friday and
made the usual wreck. Itspent its force
on the south side of the city, whether
through caprice or with the. intention of
finishing the job after the World's Fair has
opened no cue may say. A few specimen
hailstones were scattered about promiscu-
ously, as if to let people know what they
might expect when their day of reckoning
should come. It is not certain, however,
that a cyclone is the worst enemy the fair
managers have to contend against. Cholera
may come and itmay not; typhus fever may
result from the use of impure water; rail-
road companies may refuse to reduce rates.
These, however, are minor evils. T;ie
great enemy ti the fair is Chicago greed.
Since Chicago was a village its rule of ac-
tion has been to "get there." No matter
who mightbe pushed back; no matter whose

toes, might be trodden upon; no matter
what lies were disregarded— lt has been
their motto to "get there." The "get-there"
Idea has built up a great and rich city, but
not a community in which a man would
willinglytrust himself when a dollar is in
sight; the tender mercies of the specimen
Chicagoan are nut tender.
Itis said now that the influx of workmen

and visitors Incident to the preparations
have caused a general increase in the price
of the necessaries of life. The increase
ranges from 26 to CO per cent. What it will
be when the Chicago hawk gets the tender-
foot under his beak no one can more than
conjecture. The regular hotels willmake
a show of maintaining ordinary rates, but
the hundred or more mushroom concerns
that have been erected as a speculation will
do as our principal railroad does— charge ail
the traffic willbear. Ifthere should be a
rush a room without board may cost $10 a
day, but Ifvisitors are slow incoming room
and board may be furnished nt SO a day.
Many contracts have already Been made at
the rate of $14 per day for two persons.
with a higher proportionate charge for one.

THE KHEDIVELEARNS THE TRUTH
Lately the Khedive of Egypt was told a

bit of news which must rankle iv his mind
and embitter his lite. Occurring after the
tiff with England, which has resulted in the
English garrison being doubled, the Incident
has a certain political significance. His
Highness, though young, is by no means a
simpleton. He understands French and
English well,and keeps himself posted on
European opinion bearing upon Egypt, A
correspondent of the Westminster Gazette
was accorded an interview with Abbas, and
the conversation took the free turn of dis-
cussing diplomacy from the point of view
that every question has two sides. There-
fore, when Lord Cromer and Lord liusebery
have had their say about Egypt aud have
everything done which they want there
Still remains an Egyptian view of affairs
not fullyappreciated or considered. From
being questioned, it suddenly occurred to
the Khedive to question, and ho asked the
interviewer: "You believe also that the
English willgive back Eiypt?" 'No, your
Highness," the correspondent replied. "My-
self, personally, Idonot believe it!"

The face of the Khedive became ruddy all
over and his eyis flashed. In his excite-
meiit he ejaculated: "But that 19 not
possible! ItIs not possible. A promise In
a promise. Itit tlio honor of England—
pledged again and again. A promise is a
promise. It Is not possible!" Then he
asked whether the conespoiuleul had not

read about it In the Queen's speech, in the
proceedings nf Parliament, and so forth,
lie remained incredulous as to the out-
rageous possibility, but hi) whole manner
had changed. lie was •Sicklied o'er with
the pale cast of thought."
Itis undeniable that England is pledged

to the hilt to evacuate Egypt, but this pledge
has the qualification that it can only be
carried out when the objects which took her
there are attained. These are terms capa-
ble of Inlug twisted round the globe by
diplomatists. The Egyptian believes the
day of evacuation will arrive. The Eng-
lishman says to himself ho will go when
the day comes. He will still have duties to
perform, and will conscientiously believe
they have been providentially devolved
upon bim. He assuredly will not budge

out In order to let Fiance or some other
power in. \u25a0 .

TRUCK-FARMING.
The development of truck-farming bids

fair to revolutionize agriculture. Accord-
ing to the last census 240,000 people, men,
women and children, raised stuff which
sold for $76,517,150 on 534.440 acres of land.
The great bulk of this land lay adjacent to
cities, but some of Itproduced crops for
consumption at considerable distance and
formed part of the regular agricultural
area. Sixty or seventy years am', before
the beginning of the tailroad era, the cities
of New York, Philadelphia and Boston re-
lied upon their own suburbs for their green
IrucK. A quarter of a century later rail-
roads brought truck to market from New
Jersey. Long Island and Delaware and laid
it down as cheaply and earlier than the
suburban product. More recently truck
raised in Florida, Louisiana and California
has made Its appearance in the Eastern
markets and. has enjoyed a monopoly of
them for days or weeks. Taking Chicago
as a type of the consuming center and Santa
Clara Valley as a type of the producing
area the loriner can be supplied withspring
vegetables from the latter more than a
month sooner than itwould be ifithad to
rely ou the gardens in the Mississippi Val-
ley.

Where the California truck-farmer under-
stands bis business, knows what fertilizers
to use for each particular vegetable and
looks out for insects and frosts, lie can raise
the finer kinds of truck, such as green pens,
string beans, asparagus, tomatoes, new
potatoes and egg plant, early in March,
whereas in .Illinois It is May before the
native product appears on the stalls. Here
are six weeks at least during which the
Pacific Coast producer has nothing to fear
in in- way of competition except the rivalry
of the Gulf States, whoso systems of trans-
portation are imperfectly develoied and
where Industry partakes of tlie lethargy in-

duced by a Southern climate, Ijis mon-
opoly is very nearly assured. Itis a fortuue
lying at iiis feet waiting to be picked up.

Considerable money Is made at tbe pres-
ent time by the shipment of cabbages to the
East. But the cabbage is a cheap vegetable,
which barely pays the oust of transports-
tion. It is to high-priced truck— the
primeurs— that our gardeners ought to
direct their attention. Early in March men
of wealth in New York willpay any price
that is asked for green peas and asparagus
grown in the open air and not under glass.
With a little cure we can supply both. If
we did. ranchers who find it difficult to
make both ends meet by growing wheat and
barley would realize fortunes. In this, ns
in all other pursuits, success would depend

on knowledge and thoroughness. The
traveler through Europe is struck with the
rewards which intelligent truck-farming
yields. The famous novelist, George
Meredith, finding that he was sot growing
rich by writingbooks, devoted a portion of
his genius to raising early vegetables, and
made himself independent in a short while.
Nice, on the Mediterranean, was tilllately a
poor little tow dependent for its existence
on what it could make out of visiting
strangers. Itwas discovered that it could
raise the finest rosea and lilies of the valley
almost throughout th" winter. Tbe Paris
florists turned the discovery to account, and
now ley gel the hulk of their Bowers from
Nice. When a Parisian orders an opera
bouquet his order is transmitted to Nice
by telegraph, and his flowers are at his

in- in twenty-four hours, Thus the Nice
gardeners have become opulent.

What is being done in Europe can I.e. done
here. There is do reason why California
should not supply the East with early vege-
tables, as itsupplies the Eastern cities with
early fruit. Put the business must be sys-

tematized ami conducted on business prin-
ciples. We must learn by experience what
dangers to avoid, what risks to guard
against. In the first shipments of green
fruit to the Atlantic cities, as much money
was lost ns was made. Now, there is no
reason why any grower Who ships good fruit
carefully packed should fail tomake money.
The shipment of green fruit to 1/ondon last
year is understood to have netted a loss.
That was not because London willnot con-
sume California green fruitat a price which
willremunerate the grower ;it was because
seme element in the business bad been
neglected. So, now, shipments of early
vegetables to Chicago may result ina recla-
mation, where some precaution has been
overlooked: but after experience lias edu-
cated shippers, they ought never to lose
money.

THE PROPOSED HARBOR.

Within a short lime a Senate committee
willvisit this coast for the purpose of re-
ceiving expert testimony as to the relative
advantages of Santa Monica and San Pedro
as a site for a harbor. Itshould be under-
stood that In either case the barber lias to
be constructed. Nature tnr.do a suggestion
as to what might be dune at San Pedro, but
Santa Monica is entirely a human discov-
ery. Among the men who perceived In the
formation of the coast at this mint a
special ndaptiveness lo harbor purposes
are: Collis P. Huntington, W. 11. Millsand
Senator Frye. At the banquet of the Los
Angeles Chamber ot Commerce in Febru-
ary Mr. Mills said:

The president of oflr company, Mr. c P.
Huntington, who has written a very admirable
and ctiaractei Isllc letter to this meeting to-
night, owns ihe largest shipyard In the world,
having mine than twice the capacity of any
oilier shipyard now In existence. Iput these
two things together. Under Hie administration
of President Huntington a -harbor is being
constructed at .-aula Monica which will be a
deep-water barber, thereby answering all the
purposes for which harbors are used. Isee,
also, that he has established the largest sldp-
y.iul in ihe world and put out of that shipyard
three of the largest oceangoing steam is that

have ever been constructed.
Of course there could be no objection

to the construction of a deep-water har-
bor at Santa Monies by Mr. Huntington.
There is no statute to prevent Mr. Mills
from setting the lively imaginations of
Los Angeles people to speculating upon
tlie results to flow from the magnifi-
cent enterprises of Mr. Huntington. But
if Mr. Huntington is constructing a harbor
at Santa Monica what need of a Senate com-
mittee to report upon the disadvantages of
that location? What has the Senate to do
with Mr.Huntington's harbor construction
operations? Mr. Mills did not touch upon
this part of the harbor proposition. He did,
however, repeat the. questions put to him
by Colonel Craighill, who does not seem to
havo been so deep in Mr.Huntington's con-
fidence as Mr. Mills himself. Colonel
Craighill asked: "What is the necessity of a
harbor here at all? What commerce is to
como to this place? Why should the Gov-
ernment be called upon to construct a har-
bor here?" These questions Mr. Millsad-,
mits would have been a poser to the aver-
age well-informed man, but they did not
phase Mr. Mills in the least.' That gentle-
man simply replied: "There is a necessity
for a deep-water hnibor at Santa Monica,
and it will be built." The careful reader
will observe that Mr. Mills left two of
Colonel Craighiil's questions unanswered.
According to his own report he neither in-
formed Colonel Craighill what commerce.
would come to Santa Monica when the har-
bor is built, nor why the Government
should be called upon to build It. Senator
I-:ye is, in hit way of thinking, somewhat
like Mr. Mills. He wants a harbor at Santa
Monica because Mr. Huntington wants a
harbor nt Santa Monica. Isnot that reason
enough? Enough possibly for Senator
Frye and Mr. Mills, hut possibly not con-
clusive as to the oblicationssof the Govern-
ment to construct a harbor for Mr. Hunt-
ington.

THE APPOINTMENT OP TEACHERS.
The investigation by the Grand Jury of

the Influences used in obtaining appoint-
ments for schoolteachers has not yet de-
veloped'any cases of bribery, but 11 bat

shown that something besides fitness has
governed choice in ninny Instances. Accord-
ing to the testimony of teachers and School
Directors personal friendship and the will-
ingness to do a favor was a factor in some
caSes; in others political influence had its
effect, and in a Lumber of instances ap-
pointees were in ignorance of how their
positions were secured. Relatives acted for
them and the beneficiaries are interested
only as to th" results.

Next to bribery and corruption, this is
or may be about the worst way of filling
teachers' positions. Itmay be that every
one of the teachers so appointed is compe-
tent, but the manner of

'
appointment Is

utterly bad. If this Investigation shows
nothing worse than this it will point the
way to needed reform. .
Itis good news for the Pacific Coast that

the Tehaiinlepee Railroad willbe open to
traffic In August this year. The calcula-
tion at least is that the last spike willthen
have been driven. Probably rolling stock
and stations will not be complete, and on
the Pacific side the contractor, Mr. Cor-
thell, has to push jetties out into deep
water. On the Gulf side the harbor facili-
ties are excellent, but on the Pacific sidethe dentil nf water is only about thirteen
feet, and it is estimated that two milliondollars will bo expended in reaching water
sufficient for shipping. As the work is In
tho hands of the Mexican

'
Government

there is good security that its facilities willb» fairly thrown open to commerce on equal
terms. Itwould be a misfortune to permit
such a route to fall into the hands of any
monopoly. The opening of tbe road Is
certain to stimulate trade on the Pacific
Coast.

No news has yet been received of the
abandoned steel ship King James, but the
cruise of the tugs, in search is not over.
Tlie hatches were left open, and itis possi-
ble that in rough weather the hold might
get so fullof water as to sink the vessel. A
tunning ship gives off smoke enough for a
signal in daylight, and tbe reflections in the
-kv at night aro a good guide at a great
distance. If not sighted within a certain
area it weald lie reasonable to conclude that
tie fire had been effectually drowned out by
foundering.

Tim Cologne Gazette urges the German
Government to annex Samoa, as a conse-
quence of Baron Cedercrantz's resignation.
Itis not obvious why this change from the
present control by the United States. Ger-
many and England should succeed in rec-
onciling the Sain.nans to the amiable rule of
the foreigner. Germany lias probably no
intention of following the journalistic
advice tendered, but if it has some explana-
tion would he courteous to this country as
well as to England.

Tiie papers that went missing mysteri-
ously in a .Police Court iase have been
found in an unusual place, where they had
no business to be; but the chief person
whom they concern is enjoying the sun-
shine somewhere remote from the shadow
of the Ci only Jail. Itis to be hoped the
scandal attending the filching of these
documents out of their proper pigeonhole
and deposit in a drawer where only records
disposed of are kept willbe fullyelucidated.
Some one caused all this confusion pur-
posely, nod should be held to account.
Meanwhile, the practice of handling these
documents requires better regulation. ft
should not be possible by careless custody
of records to defeat the ends of justice.
Enonch crime goes unpunished Without
lidding to iiwithin the courts themselves.

Electric railroads for freight as well as
passenger purposes are now looming up as
serious business projects lv tho interior of
the State. Baketsfield has the Kern River
available in a Que dashing, run of water,
about fifteen miles distant, and with a
modest expenditure of capital and labor it
could util zo lllls for railways and manufac-
turing purposes. Thousands of horse-
power may Urn*, be obtained. Another
railroad project is mooted at Cbico tocon-
nect with river navigation. This enter-
prise is proro.-ed by Captain Huberts in
order to build up trade for bis steamer,
which tuns from Sacramento noilhwnrd.
Sacramento City will use some ol the elec-
tric power obtained from the Folvnn dam
for railroad tracks. Itis also said that
from Oakland a freight and passenger line
will be continued to Martinez. Oakland
has shown confidence in the electric system
by constructing roads in all directions.

The application to Judge Garber to desig-
nate the House of Correction for immediate
use as a relief prison to accommodate the
overflow in the County Jail has failed. A
legal technicality blocks the road. Ala-
meda is one of the happy counties possessed
nl a large jail with many vacant cells, and
iiwill be neighborly enough to let lodgings
to San Francis.co criminals. This borrow-
ing of prison space should only last three
weeks, a- by the 23d in-t. the House of Cor-
rection will be free. Itis citrous that one
of the reasons why permission is refused
for Immediate occupation is the fear that
prisoners would avail themselves of the
writ of habeas corpus. A prisoner has to
be graciously consulted as to whether the
place of his confinement suits him.
