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THE LAST RITES.

Bishop Kip Interred Amid
Sad Ceremonies.

GRACE CHURCH IS THRONGED.

Friends of the Venerable Prelate As-
semble in Memoriam—A Short
Service at the Grave.

A multitude of friends, varishioners and
relatives of the late Bishop Kip gathered at
Grace Church yesterday afternoon to do
honor to his memory by attending his
funeral,

They came in crowds, and long before the
appointed hour the sidewalks of Stockton
and Califoruia streets were choked up with
the mass of humanity., Three squads of
stout policemen were on hand to keep clear
the entrances and approaches o the sacred
edifice, but, in spite of their efforts, the
great oaken doors had to be shuat and the
invited mourners admitted by a side en-
trance.

It was a mixed and decidedly interesting
crowd of people that filled the pews of the
church and stood jammed together in the
aisles. There were old pioneers who had
Enown the Bishop almost half a century—
from the time when he first came to this
then uncivilized country to labor among the
rude mining men, who gave him every-

where and always the respect that was
commanded by his presence.

There were peopls present of all denomi-
nations and sects come to pay their tribute
of regard to the character of the man whom
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all united In admiring. In spite of the
erush and the crowding there was an atmos-
phere of solemnity about it all that pre-
vented any rude or out-ol-place dewonstra-
tions.

There was an almost total absence of
floral decoratiou about the interior of the
cbureh.

One large and boautiful cross of ferns
nearly twelve feet high stood In front of the
altar, and around its top was wreathed a
circlet of white camellias. Excepting for
this one strikingly simrle emblem nothing
bat the streamers of black and purple silk
suspended over the altar took away from
the severe simplicity cf the arrangements.

Two seats close to the chancel rail had
been reserved for members of the Bishop’s
family, and in these were seated Mr. Wil-
ltlam I. Kip, Mr. and Mrs, and Miss W. L
Kip Jr., the Rev. W. 1. Kip, Mr. Lawrence
Kip, Miss Mary Kip and Mr. Lawrence
Poole. g

In the seat ahead of these was Bishop
Nicholas of the Greek chureh, attired in the
black robes of his office.

Near him were tliree or four veiled sisters
of the Episconal enurch.

There were also present authorized
mourpers from tie many Evpiscopalian
ehurches of San Fraucisco, comprising both
clergy and lay people.

The sacred music was well rendered by a
ehoir composed of Mrs, L. Brechemin, so-
prano, Mrs, Emma Westwater alto, Arthur
Messoer tenor,W. C. Campbell basso. H. M.
Bosworth, organist of the church, rendered
Chopin’s funeral march.

Before removing the casket to the church
Bishop Nichols read a few short prayers
over the body at the Eddy-street residence,
in the presence of the immediate family
and a few near friends.

It was a little after half-past 2 that the
furperal cortege arew up before the door of
the edifice.

In the nave fifty-one members of the
Episeopal clergy stood waiting in line for
the presence of Bishop Nichols and his as-
sistant in the performance of the ceremony,
Bishop Wingfield of the Northern Convoca-
tion.

Led by these two prelates the procession
of white-robed eclergy marched slowly up
the aisle, Bishop Nichols chanting impress-
ive selections from the burial service of the
Episcopal church.

As they ranged themselves In two lines
about the black-draped catafalque whereon
the pall-bearers had rested the casket the
choir began to chant portions of the thirty-
ninth and ninetieth psalms.

After the reading of the twenty-first
chapter of St. Paul’'s First Epistle to the
Corinthians was sung the hymn **I Wounld
Not Live Alway,” and this was followed by
the litany in which all the vast assemblage
heartily responded.

The choir sang ‘*Asleep in Jesus,” and to
the exquisite strains of the funeral march
the casket was borne out to be taken to
Lanrel Hill Cemetery.

The palibearers consisted of eight mem-
bers of the clergyv and eight of the laity.

These gentlemen accompanied the hearse
to the cemetery, where acrowd of some four
or five hundred people were assembled.

In front of the Toland vault the Bishops
and a few of the eclergy again formed on
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The Cortege of Clergy.

either side of the casket and Bishop Nichols
read the closing prayers. The sorrowing
family stood near, and the venerable pali-
bearers, hat in hand, made the responses
apd echoed the amens.

On the silver plate of the coffin was en-
graved a simple Maltese cross, and below
the words, *In Peace,” and the name.
“William Ingratam Kip, D.D., LL. D., born
A. D. October 3, 1811, died April 7, 1893.”

The body was temporarily placed in the
Toland vault.

A BOY DRIVER'S MISHAP.

A Milk - Wagon Struck by a San
Mateo Electric Motor.

Charles Wornes, a boy ot 14, discovered
last evening about 6:15 o’clock that it is not
safe to attemipt to dr ve a horse attached to
a milk-wagon in front of a rapidly moving
electric motor.

While car 28 of the San Francisco and

San Mateo Electrie road was approaching
on Harrison toward the ercossing of Tenth

sireet, a milk-wagon, owned by Corsi Bros.,
San Mateo-road dairymen, and in charge
of the Wornes boy, attempted to eross
ahead of the [ast-moving car.

Before thie motorman could bring the car
to a stop the rear portion of the milk-wagon
was struck and the boy thrown out of the
Wagon on to the hard i avement. The horse,
frightened by the collision, incrensed his
speed and traveled at a rapid stride until
Eleventh street was reached. Another ear
coming from an opposite direetion attracted
the horse’s attention, and in his efforts to
avoid another collision he ran into a pile of
lumber on the Harrison-street sidewalk.
There his tight was checked, a pedestrian
grabbing the reins and bringing himto a
standstill,

The only damage to the wagon was the
loss ¢f some spokes; considerable milk,
however, was distributed and lost along the
block between Tenth and Eleventh streets,

The boy was somewhat bruised and
shaken up by his fall, but was able with
the assistance of a witness to the accident
to reach the wagon, and was driven home
by a more experienced and less reckless
driver.

HOLLY PARK WANTS WATER.

The Water Company to Supply the
Mission Hills.

A meeting of the HDolly Park and Mission-
street Improvement Club was held last
night at East Park, near Mission street, H.
E. Winkler; in the chair, A. R. Quinn sec-
retary. .

B. Clyne reported an interview had the
past week with the president and engineer
of the Spring Valley Water Company. The
request of the pror erty-owners for the lay-
ing of mains throughout the district and the
furnishing of an adequate water supply
was brought to the attention of those
officials.

The Siring Valley Water Company was
unable to [urnish water to the highest
points in the district as the College Hill
reservoir was not situated at an elevation
high enough.

They offered, however, to consider the
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arplications of those whom they might be
able to supply, and if in their judgment a
sufficient revenue to pay for the cost of
Javine pipes could be secured, mains will be
laid on improved streets only. President
Howard and Encineer Schussler also de-
c'ared that the Spring Valley Water Com-
pany could not be forced by the Board of
Supervisors to lay a single oot of pipe.

The water company intended during the
coming summer to expend £30,000 in bring-
ing a 12-inch main from Ocean View, via
Mission road, a distance of three miles,
which would give an adequate supply to the
territory adjacent to Holly Park and the
land at an elevation of 100 feet or more in
beight throughout the Missiow.

They said that shou!d the Supervisors,
however, still insist upon a further redue-
tion in thie water rates with which the com-
pany i8 satisfied than that made by Lhe
Rogers order the company will have to
avandon the proposed work. 'T'he company
also said that it will figut a further reduc-
tion in conrt,

Meanwhile property-owners desiring city
water are requested to visit the water com-
pany’s office and sign agreements to such
effect.

The City Surveyor was reported as hav-
Ing visited Creseent avenue and inspected
tbe line on which a request for a scewer
system was mmade by the territory adjacent,
The City Surveyor is to report to the Super-
visors the probable expense and the grades
to be established from Mission street to the
San Bruno road.

A committee was gelected to visit Supar-
visor James, chairman of the Finance Com-
mittee, and ask for his aid to secure an
appropriation of $10,00 to ccmplete the
beautifyinz of Holly Park. The square is
pow being graded at an expense of $4200,
and the club has great hopes of securing the
additional amount wneeded to finish thke
work.

RYER'S PROPERTY.

A Million=Dollar Contest
Is Begun.

An Alleged Son of the Late Physician
Thinks He Ought to Have His
Share.

Judge Levy’s court was the principal at-
traction for new City Hall loungers yester-
day. There was just a cool million of dol-
lars at stake there, and the plaintiff was an
illegitimate son.

In years long gone by Dr. Washington
Ryer, now gone to his rest, lived in the city
of Stockton, and while there is said to have
contracted an intimacy with a Mexican wo-
man. A result of the alleged intimacy is
said to have Dleen a son, Curistoplier B.
Ryer, the contestant of the will.

The voung man claims through his attor-
neys, James H. Bndd, J. C. Campbell and
E. P. Pillsbury, that during the period from
1832 to 1860, in which Dr. Ryer lived with
his mother, the latter was recegnized every-
where as the doetor’s wile, and that he him-
self, the child, was named after his father
at the latter’s request,

The lawful widow of the deceased, Mrs.
Eliz+beth Ina Ryer, and her son, Fletcher
M. Ryer, are the only persons provided for
in the doctor’s will, but there are numerous
bequests to charitable institutions, and this
fact seemed to have weighed greatly with
the illegitimate son in his legal protest at
being cast out into the world without a
penny.

The executors of the will were repre-
sented vesterday by Attorneys Stanly,
Hayes, Garber, Boalt and Bishop.

The array of legal taleut was very im-
pressive, and all presenrt preparea for a
flooa of elogquence and a long array of argu-
mentson a substantial million-dollar basis,

But right at the start the case was badly
tangied up when Marshal Ryer, one of the
executlors, was called by the contestant to
produce the books, papers and letters of
the late Dr. Ryer.

The attorneys for the executors all
jumped to their feet at once just as the wit-
ness had begun to say that thierse was noth-
ing in the documeuts that would bLear on
the case.

Thelawyers were of a different oplnlon,
however. The contestant’s altorneys had
a strong idea that some very material facts
would come to light or would prove to have
been suppressed, and the learned gentlemen
on the other side were evidently nervously
appreliensive of the same thing. So there
ensued a sharp legal wrangle over the
coveted documents,

“We waut those books and papers pro-
duced,” said one side,

*“We object,” insisted the other side. *‘It
is a most unusual thing to force the perusal
of a wran’s private letters and papers.”

Juage Levy settled the matter by order-
ing all the papers, books, ete., of the late
Dr. Ryer since the year 1851 to be produced
in court.

No More Use for Horses.

The City Rai'road Company evidently
does not expect to lose much time in the
consiruction and operation of the new elec-
tric road, on which they commenced work
some lhree weeks ngo, as a large sign just
riaced on the car stables at Fourteenth and
Mission streets would indicate, They do
not expect to have much further use for the
bobtails and horseflesh, as the inscription
painted in large letters reads “Horses for
S«le Cheap.” The animals wiil scon be
hauling some other conveyance than the
uncomfortable bobtails which have for
years annoyed the Mission-street residents.

“Don’t yon see, Roman emperors were
used to have things different from what the
directors of the Blood-horse Association
require nowadays,” Tom shouted, *‘and
C@sar wouldn’t look well on a reserved
seat. He must have a throne for himself
apd another for Livia, lis queen.”

Upstairs amid a lot of sewing-girls who
were putting large sheets of canvas to-
gether, so that the scenic artists may paint
them blue and transform them thereby into
skies, thero was & highly animated ana
deeply interesting confereace heid.

Amadee Joullin, who after wrestling for
hours with costumers, armorers and deco-

The inside room of the gaiiery is reserved
for booths, the character of which will be
entirely in keeping with the nature of the
enteriainment,

These hooths, by the way, are giving the
management more trouble than all the rest
of the show.

San Francisco as Seen
From Above.
A

BIRDSEYE CYCLORAMA.

Ccmpletion of One of the Most Curious
Miniatures That Will Be Seen
at the World’s Fair.

There was a steady successlon of all
classes of people visiting the machinery-
room at the Pavilion yesteraay, where
stands the cyclorama of San Francisco just
completed by Artist Mershfelder for the
World's Fair. It was the first public time
an opportunity had been given to inspect it,
and every one was carious tosee this “mul-
tum in parvo” view of the fair city.

Looking down upon this eyclorama Chi-
cago will just naturally envy the Queen
City of the Pacific and all her many visitors

will make up their minds to take a trip
hiere.

Thpe city, be it understood, is represented
in relief at the bottom 5f a circular pit,
upon the walls of which the bay and out-
lying portion of the city are devicted with
considerable skill. As in a panorama the
foreground is often supplemented by real
objects, 8o here tlie foreground represent-
lng the bulk of the city is completed by the
encircling landscape scenes.

Of course the points of view in a cyelo-
rama and panorama are entirely distinet.
In the panorama you are supposed to be
standing in the midst of the scenas which
are taking place all around you. Butio the
c¢yelorama you are up in a balloon, as it
were, and are looking down upon the city
a8 a whole beneath you.

1t is not difficult “to imagine how, if you
were tiius elevated in a balloon, you would
scrutinize the scene below for the objects
most familiar to you. So it was yesterday
with the crowd around that Worid’s Fair
eyelorama of San Franecisco.

There was J. J. Dwyer with a long roll of
paper that looked as if it might be rejected
petitions for Federal appointinents. The
Democratic chieftain, using this ro!l as a
ebyglass, traced his recent course from the
direction of Oakland, by Guoat Isiand,
through the busy shipping to the new union
ferry-house. Slowly his glance traveied
up Market street until the improvised
telescope restad so as to command the new
City Hall. Then it fell and the young
statesman sighed as he moved sadly away.

Others were there who also looked for their
own,

Thers was Donald da V. Graham, who
was gazing across South San Francisco as
If anxious to see whether the **Owl’s Nest”
had been built upon its champagne-mortared
foundation. Then his gaze would wander

THE MARINE MISER,

“ Hungry Gus,” Who Passed In His
Checks.

“Hungry Gus” is dead, as was announced
in yesterday’s issue of ‘THE CALL.

But there is no one who grieves for him,
for Gus had the reputation of being the
nieanest man on the water front.

Everybody hi«s heard bow *Hungry Gus,”
or more properiy Augustus A. Jensen,lived
a solitary life ou the schooner Emilie
Schroeder, starved himself and cursed all
men who were foelish enough to pay good
United States coin for food enough to keep
thewm alive,

Gus never purchased food when he could
help it, preferring to slip into some saloon
on the water frout *‘unbeknown” to the
proprietor and snatch a *bite’”” of free
lunch.

Stray potatoes dropped from the earzo of
vessels unloading at the docks or discarded
fruits at the commission-houses were good
enough to satisfy the ecravings of this
strange captain’s hunger, and there is not a
restaurant from North Beach to the Potrero
which has ever seen the color of Gus’ coin.

1n spite of the fact that Gus was always
ready to eat when Ire could do so at another
man’s expense, he could never be induced
to go so much as a half block out of his way
to get a square meal.

The exertion of visiting a Third-street
saloon Sunday morning was too much for
the old man and he diopped dead, Thus
ended the life of astrange character, alinost
as well known in the parts of the city
which he Irequented as the late lamented
Emperor Norton,

Augustus S, Jensen came to California
in 1849, and has engaged in every business
since from that of a miner to a river steam-
boat captaiu,

It was on one of his trips up the Sacra-
mento in early days that Jensen was dis-
covered to love the almighty dollar better
than he loved Lis life. He was erossing the
river one rainy nightin a small boat, which
was capsized. He was thrown into the
river and nearly drowned, hauled ashore by
some fishermen and revived sufliciently to
speak, The first words he said were: *Let
me go back to the river; I have lust a dol-
lar cut of my pocket.”

It is not known how Gus knew that the
dollar had slipped away from him, but it is
supposed that the drowning man, iustead of
grasping at the proverbial straw, had made
a convulsive grasp for his money as soon as
ne feit himself sinking,

Gus tock his scliooner to Mexico one time
and starved the crew so that they were laid
up in the nospital for some time after their
return.

He could not get another crew to sign
with him, so he anchored the schooner off
Mission-street wharf, and there she has
been ever since.

No more filthy vessel than the schooner
can be imagined.

In her cabin are blackened walls and a

tion shows Market street as forming almost
an exact diameter and running across the
center of the eyelorama.

The business men who visited the
Pavilion yesterday seemed naturally at-
tracted by the increased size of the build-
ings .along this wmain theroughfare. The
Crocker building, the Lachman, the Palace
Hotel, Fiood building, and a few others
attracted the admiration of those pioneers
who had watched the small beginnings of
the city. Near by locmed up the sub-
stantial-looking Mills building, with others
that dwarfed the few low-frame edifices
still standing on Market street near the
City Hall

The ladies werms quickest to mark the
positions of thelr favorite churches and find
where their own homes were located.

They would take some prominent lanad-
mark like St. lenatius Church, St. Mary’s
Cathedral, Telegraph Hill or the Hill of
Nob and thence methodically trace their im-
aginary way, street by street, until home
was reached. After all, the place in whieh
they felt they were most materially con-
cerned was the abiding-place cf those near-
est acd dearest to them.

Artist Mershfelder says that every build-
ing is correct to _the scale used, and this
being so San Francicco, as seen in this
cyclorama by foreign eyes, ought io strike
them as substantiaily and beautifully built
over. Of course there are sections which
offer an exception to this rule, but they are
exceptions. The natural advantages of the
harbor and sea outiet are gravhically pre-
sented, and the room remaining for the
establishment of large factories is plainly
demonstrasted,

The tall chimneys of the works in opera-
tion are quite a feature of the collection of
buildings and have been enhanced by the
addition of smoke-like wool, whici: appears
to be just escaping,

Golden Gate Park, the Cliff House, Seal
Rocks, Woodward’s Gardens, the various
cemeteries and the distant suburbs across
the bay were 2!l objects of absorbing inter-
est as seen in this novel way aud in their
relation to other well-known points of equal
interest, but which has hitherto been con-
sidered separately and individuallv. Of
course to take in Oakland aund the Potrero
the scale is necessarily sizll, even the Mills
building not appearing more than six
inches high, but the proportions have been
g0 carefully preserved and the cloring is so
natural and artistic that the minuteness of
some of the details is speedily forgotten.

The east is all made in sections, which
can be readily taken apart. They will be
packed up to-day and sent off to Chicago,
where they will at once be put together
again in the California building,

It is said Gus has written one letter since
he has been in San Francisco, and that was
to dun a man for 10 cents.

Itis not thought that Gus has left any
property besides the Schiroeder, which is of
little value now, being worm-eaten and
almost waterlozged. He has a sister living
on Perry street, who perhaps is the only
human being who is sorry, just a little
bit sorry, that “Huugry Gus” is dead.
