
WOMEN TO UNITE.

They Are to Organize a
State Alliance.

ALL WOMEN'S CLUBS TO HELP

The New League Will Have Munici-
pal and Domestic Health as the

Object of Its Earnest Work.

A very earnest and businesslike assembly
of women met in the parlor of the Hotel
Fleasanton yesterday afternoon In response
to a call that had been Issued to organize a
State Women's Alliance, on the plan of the
organization of that mime that has done
such grand work In Illinois and one or two
other States.

These State alliances are composed of
delegates from the various other women's
clubs in the State, the object being to
minimize labor and concentrate the work-
ing force that would otherwise be expended,
with far less result. In the separate efforts
of individual clubs to bring about certain
eforms.
Yesterday's meeting was but a pre-

liminary one. but there were thirteen
women's societies represented. These werethrtibell Society of Oakland, Century Club
of San Francisco, Women's Club of San
Franei'i-o, the Catholic Ladies' Aid Society
ol California, the Daughters of Israel,
Pacific Coast Women's Press Association,
San Francisco Christian Union Mission,
the Helpers of San Francisco. Economic
Club of Oakland, State Women's Christian
Temperance Union, the Women's Council,
Laurel Hall Club, the Helpers and the
Gleaners of San Francisco.

A temporary organization was perfected,
with Mrs. S. C. Sanford of Oakland as
chairman. Miss Selina Solomons of Sau
Francisco secretary. Mrs. Sanford in a
brief address set forth the purpose of the
alliance, which is to promote and enforce
legislation for the protection of women and
children. Itis not a religious or a temper-
ance organization; no special creed or faith
is to dominate in it;no pet reform of any
society is to be urged at the expense of
others. Each society that enters the
alliance is entitled to three delegates, and
these are expected to become active work-
ing members.

There appears a great field for such an
alliance in this State. In Illinois,where
the order had its Inception, the alliance is
recognized by the State Legislature as a
power in the enforcement of such sanitary
and protective laws as relate to the well-
being of women and children in public in-
stitutions. Every member of the alliance
wears a bau_e, the exhibition of which ad-
mits her to any public institution in the
State at any hour of the day or night for the
purpose of inspection. The charitable insti-
tutions receiving State aid, the industrial
school.., reformatories, Institutions fur theblind, the city and county jail*, hospitals,
stockyards, packing establishments, facto-
tories aud sweatshops, during the past year
or two have all received the earnest atten-
tion of these vigilant women, ith the re-
sult tbat a number ofcrying evils have been
exposed and remedied, good sanitary condi-
tions have been enforced in places where
authorities have become careless, an( ._ gen-
eral supervision has been exercised over
the various places through which the tax-
payers' money so often goes to waste. Tney
have agitated for and have procured the
erection In Chicago of free drinking foun-
tains, free baths and laundries, and have
done splendid work in exposing the evils
attendant upon the employment of children
of tender years and in enforcing the laws
against child-labor and compliance with the
compulsory education laws in existence.

Allthese are useful lines of work that fall
pre-eminently within the province of women
to perform. Their long service in caring
for just sucb matters in their own house-
holds makes them sanitary inspectors pat
excellence and they come well equipped for
this work.

Reports were read of the workings of the
Illinois Alliance, and the constitution of
thai body was read by Mrs. Charlotte Fir-
kins Stetson. After some discussion this
constitution was adopted as the working
orders of the temporary organization and it
was decided to invite all organizations of
women in this State to send three delegates
to the next meeting, which is to be held at
the Occidental llolelon Tuesday, April27,
at 2:30 p. M.

Asset forth in the constitution the objects
of the alliance are:

To agitate for the enforcement of all ex-
isting laws and ordinances that hare been
enacted for the protection of women and
children

—
as the factory ordinances and the

compulsory education law.
To secure the enactment of such laws as

shall be found necessary.
To investigate allbusiness establishments

and factories where women and children
are employed and the public Institutions
where women and children are maintained.

To procure ihe appointment of women as
inspectors and as members of boards of
education and to serve on boards of man-
agement of public works.
Itwill be seen that the above objects

form a wide scope for womanly talents and
energies, and that if rightly managed the
State Women's Alliance of California is
bound to become a great power for good. If
itcan secure for San Francisco what the
women of Chicago have secured for that
city—clean streets and good sewers— it will
have justified its existence In the eyes of
the people, and certainly these will aid ma-
terially in the protection of.women and
children against tbe great enemy of man-
kind.

The question of the employment of child
labor is a burning one in this State, and to
this the alliance proposes to give particular
attention.

When the next meeting is held the tem-
porary officers hope there will be delegates
present from every women's society in the
State.

Justice Cook rendered a decision in favor

A GREAT FLOOD.

Extensive Districts in Aus-
tralia Submerged.

Loss of Life, Shipwrecks and Destruc-
tion of a Large Amount ot Valu-

" able Property.

Several districts of Australia have re-
cently been devastated by one of the
highest floods ever recorded, says the
Sydney Herald of March 20, received by
the steamer Mariposa. West Muitland,
Singleton, Br.inxton and other townships
were on Friday the 10th almost completely
underwater. Hundreds of families were
driven from their homes and had 10 take
refuge in the churches and other public
buildings. A number of houses viere car-
ried away and several lives bave been lost.
lirails and tiidges have been swept away
ami ruin anil desolation occasioned on all
hands. When the flood-waters ha. receded,
which they did on YVednesdny, a pitiful

scene was everywhere presented.
The gale on Wednesday, the Bth, and

Thursday, the 9'.h, was one of the fiercest
ever experience!! on the coast, and several
serious shipping casualties occurred. The
brig Hebe, an old trader between Sydney
and Newcastle, was wrecked on the beach
between Stockton and Port Stephens. The
steamer Federal was driven ashore at tho
North Spit, near Stockton, and fears were
entertained that she would never be got
off. Sire was, however, successfully floated
off on Tuesday, apparently uninjured.

Many hundreds of persons were rescued
from roofs of houses, trees and other ob-
jects by the police or volunteers, boats ply-
ing between Newcastle and Muitland for
that purpose and for carrying provisions.
The Government was very prompt in"pro-
viding for the immediate wants of tire refu-
gees, but necessarily much suffering and
hiss must be endured by many hundreds.
Even Newcastle suffered from flood. The
gasworks were submerged, and the town for
some time was without gas. At West Malt-
land the Sea bam Colliery dam burst, and
the piL was rendered idle.

At Morpeth numbers of families were
nearly drowned, hundreds of people rescued
from tops of houses and barns after be'ng
exposed to the fury of the gale; tropical
rain ail night. Seven lifeboats were out
rescuing people from perilous positions and
many were landed on high ground provi-
sional's and naif-clad. The state of affairs
is most pitiable, many houses being swept
away. The loss of live stock is enormous,
hundreds of cattle and horses having been
drowned. -

Very great difficulty was experienced in
reaching those persons win only safety
lay inclinging to the tors of bouses. The
railway lines being either washed a.raj or
several feet under water, boats could uot be
despatched very leadily, and loss of life
may have been greater than was at first
supposed, some seven or eight persons.
Everything, however, that was possible
seems to have been done. One steamer,
taken up from Newcastle to beyond Ray-
mond Terrace, picked up no fewer than 300
people.

PLIED THE PICK.

How the Street Committee
Tested Cement.

DISGUSTED WITHPOOR WORK.

The Material Falls to Pieces Under
Sturdy Blows—Half a Dozen

Streets Rejected.

There was a sensational close to tho
meeting of tbe Street Committee of the
Board of Supervisors yesterday.

Tire committee members went out into
the Corporation Yard, where a number of
specimens of rock had been laid out for
their Inspection and testing.

The tests were made by Superintendent
of Streets Ackerson at the suggestion of
Supervisor Denman. During the afternoon
Ackerson bad stated that as the committee
lied declined to indorse bis recommenda-
tions in several Instances, ho did not intend
to recommend any more work fur accept-
ance tillafter 11 hod been examined by the
committee, but that he did not think the
latter could form a fair opinion of a pave-
ment by examining small portions of the
work.

Denman thought differently, and when
the committee reached tho Corporation
Yard, half a dozen blocks were placed in a
row ami Superintendent Ackerson attacked
them with a brand-new pick. -

The first specimen was blue rock concrete
from Twenty-sixth street. A single blow
of the pick caused itto crumble Inall direc-
tions as so much dirt or loose gravel would
have done.

The second specimen, a block of red-rock
cement from Corbet! road, also broke at
the first blow and the Supervisors smiled.

Sample No. 3, also of red rock, made ac-
cording tn the specifications of -the engineer
of the City Hall, was no better than the
others. The first tap of the pick did the
business.

The fourth specimen contained one-
fourth more sand than the preceding and
Stood the blows of the pick well.

The filth mid sixth were bituminous
blocks, and the test was considered satis-
actory.

The committee decided to reject the work
on ihe following streets: Eddy, between
Pierce and Scott; Farren, between Eddy
and Ei'.is: Jackson, between Taylor and
Jones; Fell, between Fillmore and Webster;
crossing of O'Farrell and Scott; crossing of
Steiner and Sacramento.

The contract for laying bituminous side-
walks on Clay from Kearny to lircnham
place was awarded to he Pacific Paving
Company at 1. cents, and the same company
received the contract to pave Washington
between Walnut and Laurel avenue at 21
cents.

Tie committee reported favorably on the
petition of prnpertv-iiwners for the paving
of Green between Polk and L-irkin,and also
recommended the paving of the crossing of
Seventeenth and Guerrero.

The petition of the Lakeview and Sunny-
side Improvement Company tor the con-
struction of a sewer on Joost avenue from
Congo to San Jose avenue was favorably re-
ported.

The committee decided to revoke the per-
mit granted to th« N. P. Ferine Contracting
Company to pave tne block on Steiner street
between Pine and California and to have
the work done by private contract.

Street Superintendent Ackerson, reply-
ing to a protest from property-owners
against the paving of Twenty-sixth street
between Valencia and Mission with bitu-
men, said that the Mission sewers were
choked with the washings from macadam-
ized streets. Itwas decided to inspect the
block Inquestion and report accordingly.

Ibe committee will hold a special session
this afternoon to consider the protests
against changing the grade on Market street.

Aheap of satisfaci it Is to brew a
first-class glass of lager beer, Imust say!
You don't even recognize the strychnine,
•he tannin, the aloes or the belladonna.
You thought it was the hops? What's
