RAILROADS IN THE INTERIOR.

The proposition to baild a rallroad ba-
tween Stockton and Bakersield is generally
accepted Ly the interior press as a move-
ment in the right direction. It is regarded
us evidence that the Traffic Association has
the wlole State under survey and will make
iections in the order of merit. All the
lroads needed cannot be buiit inone year,
nor would it be desirable, if possible. A
raliroad systemm grows, and branches are
vrejected as they seem to be needed. There
is oue discordant note in the chorus of ap-
vroval the Stockton- Bakersfield project has

*n greeted with. The Fresno Expositor
can see no other purpose iu the proposition
than to defeat the Monterey road. ‘I'he Ez-
positor says: 3

I ajpearauces are not at fault the project to
buiid & rallroad through the 8an Joaguin Valley
from Sau Fraoclsco is simply a windy attempt
To deier the promoters of the Monterey road
from Lullding their proposed line.

Avppearances as they present themselves
in the FErpositor office are atfault. The
Monterey braneh of the Southern Paelfic
system is not a venture the Traffic Associa-
tion will be likely to interest themselves in,
bLut there will be no opposition to it. The
association has an interior system under
consideration, uf which the Monterey road
Isnot a part. But tbe contemplated road
from Stockton to Bakersfield is a vital part
of such system. Next 1o restoringthe rivers
to their former condition, a railroad from
Stockton, the head of the San Joaqumn.
through the valley of that name to Bakers-
field, one of the prineipal cities, comes first
in the order of importance. There will be
other roads, but the trunk lines should be
fixed before branches are projected.

It will be admitted without bhesitation
that the Traffic Association system is basaed
upon San Franeisco as the chief point of
distribution. It is to this port thatsteamers
from the northern, southern, Asiatic and
island ports will come. T'here will be other
points of distribution for localities, put San
Francisco will send goods out in every
direction and to all parts of the world. The
Trafiic Association will consequently design
its system with a view to a distribution of
the gouds that come from ocean steamers
through this port. It is well for interior
cities that it should be so. A distributing
point that receives goods from Dboth ocean
and land routes, and thus has the advantage
of competition, will be the point at which
merchants of isterior cities can supply
tuemselves at the best adveatage. The

THE ZANTE EARTHQUAKE.

iothing in the earthquake at

There is

Zante which in itself calls for particular
attention. The island is small; its popula-

tion is under that of Oakland; the people
are poor and their viilages mean; the de-
struction of life Ly the catastrophe only
foots up a score ¢r two, and though suffer-
ing will ensue if benevelence does not come
to the rescue of those who have lost house
and home the ravages of the phenomenon
are insignificant in comparison with those
which marked the earthquake of eighteen
months ago in Japan, or those which befell
Spain ten years ago.

The interesting feature in the case is that
the earthquake is said to have been pre-
dicted, and predicted by one who was nota
sensational fraud like the Canadian Wig-
gins, but who bhsd accurately predicted
earthquakes on previous occasions. This s
a prolessor of meteorology aud editor of an
astronomical journal named Falb, who for
twenty-two years has followed the business
of predicting earthquakes in a little almanac
which he publishes for the purpose. He is
an Ausirian and lives at Vienna,

Professor Falb does not fall in with the
theories of Mallet and the seismologists of
Naples, e is a bteliever in the molten-mass
theory, and he lholds that it ebbs and flows
in oledience to a tide which, like the tides
of the earth, issubject to lunar infiuence.
He accepts the doctrine of the thinness of
the earth’s crust and of its varyving dimen-
sions; thus acquiescing in the view that
earthquakes occur where the crust is thin-
nest, or, as they said at Charleston, in the
line of least resistance. He assumes thava
seething, molten mass constitutes the center
of the earth, and throws off gases which
seek to escape, and that, if no volcante
vent presents ifself, these gases uplift the
roof of their subterranean abode aud cause
what is called au earthquake. And he
claims that by studying the rotation ot the
moon be can foretell when gases known to
be in a stute of perturbation benealh given
localities are likely to be wmest violentin
their dynamic action.

It will be noticed that in this iheory the
hypotheses are in undue proportion to the
facts. 1t is not easy tov reconcile the exist-
eunce of a solid, pundercus nueleus at the
center of the earth with the demonstrated
facis of spee gravity, while it is easy to
explain the weight of the earth by assuming
ti its center is gaseous and almost impon-
derable. Nor is it easy to ascribe earth-
the lifting power of confined
travel of the earth

il

ies to
the rate of
wave is far beyond any record yet made by
a traveling gas jet. Earthquakes have ap-
peared at two places a thousand miles dis-
tant from each other in a period of an hour.
‘I'he liveliest gas own to chemistry has
never covered anything like such a distaunce
in such a space of time. The record of the
eartliquake of 1834 is conclusive against the
theory that the earthwave is driven by any
force which is Enown to except
electrieity.

t will be time enough to discass the pos-
¢ibility of lunar influence over earthquakes
when any one explains in an intelligible
way the alleged influence of the moun over
the tides. Any high school graduate will
glibly trace the connection of the spring
and neap tides with the phases of the moon,
but there is no professor of physics who
could prove that the one depends on the
other by reasoning whnich would carry con-
viction to the mind of an intelligent jury.

Jhere is this comfort in theorizing about
earthquakes—that no one knows anything
about their cause, and therefore that no one
can conviet a theorizer of error. Some day,
perhaps, we shall know all about them.
1f, as this AuStrian savant says, the crust
of the earth is only eighteen miles thick,
some miner may by and by drive an eleetrie
drill through it and inspect that unknown
abyss wt contains the nucleus of th
globe. The feat would only be a step in
advance of some of our deep sh#fts. Tien
the cause of earthquakes, if in reality they
proceed foom the Tartarean depths, would
be reveuled, and by applying a powerful
stopcock to the tube the cvperator might set
free the gas when required, as the &Ngineer
of a locomotive releases his steam. In other
words, certain localiities might be deseribed
as having earthquakes on tap, as the
whisky trost has plain one-stamp goods.
But if earthqu do not come from the
bowels of the earth, but are electrical
manifestations springing from occuit agen-
cies in the crust, then, of course, the deep
shalt wonld only supply us with negative
knowledge.

IRON AND STEEL MANUFACTURES.

The Carnegie and Bethlehem steel com-
panies flourish on Government contracts,
and for the heavy kind of work they unde:r-
take are praciically without competitors in
the whole of this vast country, rich asitis
over a wide area in metallurgical ores and
fuel. Pennsylvania leads not only in the
Yroduction of steel, but in shipbuliding, In
the latter respect, also, the contracts mostly
come froin the Government. It would be
better for the nation finanecially and indus-
trially to see less concentration and more
competition. The prices are tempting
enouvgh to start steel-making in every State
that has ore and fuel. [t would be instruec-
tive to compare the payments obtained for
armor plates abroad with those which en-
rich the proprietors of the huge works in
Pennsylvania. It is extremely unlikely that
the foreigner anywhere is almostenabled to
pay for the cost of his plant out of one set
of coutracts, but this is what is practically
asserted by the Engineering News as to
American work for which bids were opened
by the Navy Department at Washington on
February 5. Thnis journal says that the
prices for armor plates mustexcite the envy
of manufacturers who eagerly accept orders
for structural steel at less than $40 per ton.
The bids referred to were for the supply of
7000 tons of nickel-steel armor plates, and
the Carnegies and the Bethlehem firm made
offers at from $520 to $885 per ton, besides
865 more per ton if the Harvey process isem-
ployed. The remark follows that ““making
a very liberal estimate of the cost of manu-
facture, it looks as il the profits on this
order alone ought 1o go a long way toward
repaying both the companies for their
originzl expenditure on their armor-making
plant.” Coming from a technical journal,
this criticism is not mere editorial breath.
The wonder is that the situation lLias not
been comprehended from the point of view
of self-interest by other manufacturers.

1t was annouuced the other day that
opposition is soon to arise in the Carnegie
headqnarters of Pittsburg. Capitalists of
New York, Philadelphia, St. Louis, Cin-
cinnati, Boston, Pittsburg, and a few from
Europe, are to establish steel works on the
Monongahela, a short distance above the
Smoky City, and intend to manufacture
steel on a great scale. The capital stock is
$100,000,000. Why so much capital is neces-
sary is not obvious. A very much smaller
capitalization would duplicate the world-
famous works of Essen and Elswick rolled

science,

into cne. The syndicate may have
schemes in the air of ownlug vast
properties in coal and iron, and like

Frick, the manager of the Carnegie works,
it may embark in coke producing. Admit-
ting the great advantages of position which
Pittsburg possesses for iron works, the
superiority is not so positively unassailable
that competition shouid not be attempted
elsewhere. ‘The resources of the great
lakes region are magnificent, and works on
a grand scale should spring up there. On
the Pacific Coast iron and steel industries
are needed to a far greater degree than ex-
ists both in California and on Puget Scund.
Capitalists should be able to make ventures
of this kind with confidénce. We ars defi-
cient in good qualities ot fuel, it is true, but
by no means destitute, and the seaboard
provides foreizn supplies. Ores are abund-
ant and good, but have been little avorked.
It is understood that Mr. Irving M. Scott
has a project in hand of establishing a gun
factory on San Francisco Bay. The steel
plant necessary may be made equally
available for armor-plates and for mild
steel used in shipbuilding. Works of this
scope are desirable in the interest of the
Government, which should, by a division of
contracts, give such encouragement as is
cousistent with public duty and policy.
They are certalnly desirable to develop
the industrial wenith latent on the coast.

DISTRIBUTING OFFICES.

A correspondent has discovered how the
President’s time may be more profitably
employed than in distributing offices. The
Proposition is for the President to an-

nounce that no personal application for
offico will be entertained. Ierzons want-
ing places might file applications by letter,
Heads of departments and members of
Congress c ould actupon thesa applications,
calling the President’s attention from time
to time to what was lLeiuz done. At the
basis of this suggestion lies the assumption
that President Cleveland wants to get rid
of the annoyance of making appointments,
There is, howevar, no ground for such as-
sumption. No President has kept the busi-
ness so elosely in hand as Mr. Cleveland.
He does not lat heads of departments nor
Congressmen stand between himself and the
successful applicant. In cousequence, the
successful applicant owes his success to Mr.
Cleveland. Neither a Congressman nor a
head of a department can say, I did 1t.”
The advantage of this policy from a per-
sonal point of view is obvious. Every
officeholder in the country will consider his
selection &n actof friendship on the part of
the President. And it also enables the
President to let Congressmen know that
favor may depand upon a steady support
of the President’s measures in Congress.

INSURANCE RATES.

An English insurance expert has made a
comparison of rates in the several countries
with which English fire companies do busi-
ness, Atter a careful examination he states
that the average rates on all elasses of risks
are as follows, the amounts given represent-
ing payment for 100 of insurance:

The Boston Iferald says that so far as the
United States is concerned the rate has not
been overestimated., In DBoston there is
about $330,000,000 of insured property and
the annual premium receipts are about
30,000. The point in the expert’s
estimate is the difference between insurance
rates in Europe and this country. For8
cents in Irance a property-holder gets the
protection that he gets in this country for
100 cents. The fact cannot Dbe. traced to
larger profits exacted by insurance com-
panies on American business, as the net
profits in France are quite as great as in
this country. In England the low rate may
be partialiy attributed to the moist atmos-
phere. DButin Franece the atmospheric con-
ditivns are about the same as in this coun-
try. The difference is accounted for largely
in tho more thorough enforcement of build-
ing regulations. Oun this point the Beston

The amount of premium pald to the fire Insur-
ance compaules in the United States for protee-

tion against loss is certainly potless than §200,-
000,000 a year. Now, the same amount of
teetion could be obtained at the premium 1es
chiarged in France for 16,000,000 ayear, which
would constitute a saving to the community of
$184.000,000 per annum. That this saving Is
made is aue stmply to the fact that fires do not
occur. In France (hiis may be partly ceeasioned
by the restriciive laws, which make a property-
owuner or his tenant personally respousible I a
fire upon his premises Injures the property of
another. This leads to the fntroduction of many
safeguards and an amount of prudence which
would not be thought of here.

A BRILLIANT AFFAIR.

Americans who would like to take pride
in the doings of fashionable American
people will regret that the brillianey of the
Craven-Martin wedding was obscureda by
the fact that Miss Martin was married in
an old dress. The lady is said to be the
heir of many millions and the groom to have
an income of £400,C00 a vear. With their
combined fortune it migiit be supposed that
a new dress weould be provided for the wed-
ding. But this expenditure was not real-
zed. The 17-year-old girl was married in a
dress that she had previously worn. If she
was not somebody committed )erjury fora
small sum of money. Itisa little hard to
work up enthusiasm over people who are
teo careful of their expenditures to pur-
chase a npew dress to be married in.

OPPOSED TO ANNEXATION.

A report comes from Chieago that Con-
gressman Maguire has deelared himself
opposed to the annexation of the Hawaiian
Islands. Mr. Maguire thinks the proposi-
tion is based upon sentiment, There is an
evident disposition in Democratic ranks to
follow Mr. Cleveland in his opposition to
the annexation of the islands—the so-
called American poliey, of which the Har-
rison admipistration was the most conspicu-
ous champion. It is to be hoped that this
policy of retreat will have itslimit. The
Monroe doctirine is onethat the masses of
the pegple will not readily see abandoned,

It is to be hoped that the concession of
universal suffrage which has been passed
by the Belgian Chamber of Representatives
will tone down and dissipate the popular
disaffection which has Dbeen manifested so
turbulently during the past fortnight. The
Chamber has given away opportunely to
prevent subversion of the existing order of
things. Strike agitations may continue,
but the sufirage question was much deeper,
in the towns at least. The King of the
Belgians is known to have favored a broad
franchise and for very good reasons. His
throne is more stable with the people be-
hind it.

It is to be regretted that neither the New
York nor Detroit is ready for the naval
parade. Both are types of which the coun-
try should be prcud, eapecially of the small
cruiser which has attaived a speed of
twenty knots an bour, when the builders
were only required to give seventeen knots.
But the Detroit isnot as fast as the Ninth
of July, belonging to Argentina, which is
supposed to be eapable of outsteaming any
vessel in the fleets assembled at Hampton
Roads. How long this visiting eruiser will
Le capable of keeping up speed is a question.

Newloundlanaers went after seals in the
Arctic this year, and returned with only a
few. The seals in the Arctic are being
exterminated solely for their blubber, and
it is chiefly the females and young that are
killea on the ice fields. But in the Autarctic
1t is otherwise. ‘The right whale being
scarce in the north, three Dundee steam
whalers went to the south this season,
They found little to encourage them in
bowheads, but they have made the grand
haalof 60,000 fur seals. This ts news which
will send fleets to the Antarctic. The fur
seal in that region was suvposed to be al-
most extinet, but such a catch is eminent
proof to the contrary. The hunting ground
is not revealed.

A denialis given by the President of Equa-
dor that any trealy is pending to give the
United States possession of a coaling harbor
on the Galapagos lslands. Nevertheless a
coaling station in that region is desirable,
and no doubt a little friendly negotiation
would procure the favor. The islands are
right on the equator. They are described
in a most fascinating manner by Darwin in
his * Voyage of a Nzturalist.” The birds
were then so unaccustomed to the presence
of man that they could be knocked down
with a stick, and the huge tortoises were an
astonishing sight taking a promenade wit!.

The trips of the Rgsalla belween San
Francisco and Vallejy, Benicia and Mar-
tinez will bring down the wrath of the
Southern Pacific, but unless better steamers
are placed on the route by the monopoly the
new comer should prosper, being fast and
commodicus. It is in a much stronger posi-
tion to take up the passenger trade than the
old Whipple, which used to exelte such fun
with its steam serenades,

As was anticipated, Mrs. Blair, now
Duchess of Sutherland, having put her
bead In a legal net has not got it out. Sir
Francis Jeune, president of the Probate
Court, had ordered Ler to give the present
Duke inspection of ecertain documents,
Instead of doing this she burned them—
foolish conduct which does not help her
case in the least and con-~titutes what in
England is deeidedly grave contempt of
court. So Sir Francis has refused to accept
lier apology a2ud has told” her he does not
believe ber. Likewise e has sept her
Grace to jail for six weeks and fined her
§1000. It is nonsense to say that this is
upprecedented. Much heavier punishment
lias bren inflictea for coutempt of court,
even years of imprisonment. It may not
have oceurred o the case of a duchess be-
fore, but duchesses are not as numerous as
ishwives. “The disgrace of being sent to

jail is a terrible blow to the social ambi-
tions of the Duke’s widow. Otherwise the
dueal fainily is no doubt charitably elated,
their feelings toward the Duchess being
unspeakably venomous.

An Olio legislater has introduced a bill
to compel lobbyists to register, and at the
close of their labors each session to declare
under oath what money they have spent,
what it was spent for and into whose hands
it went., How far this law would be effec-
tive those who are acquainted with the arts

of the lobbyist may understand. }t would
never bring out the whole truth. No lobby-

ist will eall himself a vprofessional. The
most expert only .attend sessions of the
Legislature on business which arises through
the efforts of others which they seek to
thwart, or on business which they endeavor
to prosecute. A lobbyist who divulges how
his money goes would have no opportunity
to resume operations, DBut the requirement
of divulgence might in the hands of a lob-
byist seeking revenge lead to much seandal,
many exciting investigations, and a good
deal of unpleasantness, and still leave a
greal amount of information concealed.
There is 2iso such a thing as honest work in
trying to influence a Legislature to take
action.

[t begins to look as if the Cramps of
Philadelphla had a stiff job on their hands
to construct the swiftest steamers on the
Atlantic, The Cunarder which has run
23.5 knots on her trial trip is to be com-
pletely distanced by the Gigantie, which is
under construction on Belfast Loch for the
White Star Company.

NORTH END COMPLAINTS.
Much Inconvenience Through the De-
lzy in Street Work.

M. C. Haley, County Clerk, presided at
the meeting of the Golden Gate Valley Im-
provement Club beld in Tilton Hall last

night.

A complaint was made of the negligent
action of owners of property on Lombard
street, between Van Ness and Buchanan,
wiio allow their pvroperty to remain unbulk-
headed and permit saud to drift into the
street.

A resolution calling the attention of the
eity authorities to the grievance was drawn
up and a committee ot three was appointed
to attend the Street Committee meeting of
the Board of Supervisors. Thomas Terry,
William Wright and A. P. Van Duzer were
deiegated as the committee,

The failure of the Superintendent of
Streets to eanse the removal of the glue fac-
tory from Gough street, near Lombard, was
condemned by Thomas Terry, who charged
that the official referred to had failed to
keep his promise made to carry out the de-
mands after a specified time as indieated in
the notices which wers posted on the ob-
struetion.

The gradtng of Union street for three
blocks, from Polk to Gough, which has been
under way for more than a Year past, was
mentioned.

The contractor who has the job of filling
in the street on either side of the railroad
company’s tracks has seeurad extension
after extension of time, instead of pushe
ing the work to completion, and it was
charged leaves it to take other street work.

Another extension has been seeured to

June 10 by Contracter (’Connor, and the
members of the club think that it is high
time that the work should be finished.
The delay was declared to be retarding
the improvements coptemplated fn the
Laguna survey district. The locality is also
inaccessible to the fire apparatus.

A protest will be sent to the Supervisors
accompanied by a demand that no further
extension of time be granted after June 10
for the grading of the three bloeks.

The Supervisors are to be petitioned not
to grant a street-ragiroad franchise to. any
company lhrousih the district uanless a eross-
towu road is boilt to Market street ora
connection given in that direction.
