A NEW BIBLE.

A Translation in the Language of the
Gilbert Islanders.
New York Sun.

The first Bible in the language of the Gil-
bert Islanders was printed yesterday in the
pressrooms of the American Bible Society,
in the Bible House. The publication
marks the end of thirty-four years of laber
on the part of the Rev. Hiram Bingham,
who has been a missionary on the islands.

Several friends of the missionary gath-
ered In the composing-room yesterday
morning, and listened to Mr. Bingham as
he told of tha work of his Ilifetime. His
father, Hiram Bingbam, was a missionary
before him, Mr. Bingham himself having
been born in Henolulu sixty-two years ago.
He was gradnated from Yale College in
1853, and in 1856 began his labors on the
Gilbert Island group, which is 2500 miles to
the southwest of the Sandwich Islands,
being on the line of the equator. Three
vears afterward he undertook to reduce to
wriling the hitherto unwritten language of
the natives, and began the work of trans-
lating the New Testament. !l health
forced him to suspend his labor, and it was
not until April 11, 1873, that he finished the
New Testament.

On April 11, 1890, three years ago yester-
day, be found himself atthe last verse of
the Old Testament. He then came to
America, and on May 12, 1892, put the
wanuseript into the hands.of Dr. Gilman,
the secretary of the Bible Society, to be
printed. On June 11 he received the first
proof, and in Lhis city, with his wife, he
began the proof-reading ten months ago.
To read the proof of the last verse of the
last ehapter. of Revelations, and thus to end
his task, was the purpose of yesterday’s
ceremony.

Mr. Bingham stood in the center of his
cirele of friends among the fonts of type in
the most noted com:osing-roomn in the
world, where the Seriptures are set in 242
different languages. The concluding verse
was put in type, a proot was taken, a slight
correction was made, and Mr. Bingham read
the verse aloud in the Giibert Island tongue.
Superintendent Thompson then led the
way to the pressroom, and another foreign
Bible was added to the list printed by the
American Bible Society. In the afternoon
several volumes were bound and presented
as souvenirs of the cccaslon. The book
contains 937 pages.

The Cost of Armor Plate.

2 St. Louls Globe-Democrat,

According to n recentissue of a prominent
trade jourmnl the prices obtained for armor
plate by the Carnegle and Bethlehem Steel
companies, the only manufacturers in this
country, may well 8xcite the envy of steel-
makers who huunt for customers for thie best
structural steel at prices under 40 per ton.
Bids were opened in February at the Navy
Departnent for about 7000 tons of nickel-
steel armor pinte. The prices bid by the two
firms ranged from $520 to $835 a toa for the
different sizes and kinds specified. About
8§56 a ton extra is asked for treating the
plates by the Harvey process. 1t is of
some interest to note that at an average
price of $600 & ton the armor of the new
line of battle ship Massachusetts will cost
about $1.225,000, the total cost of the vessel
being estimated at £3,020,000,

COGSWELL’'S dIFT.

Future of His Polytechnic
College.

HE WILL NOT POCKET IT.

The Phiianthropist Will Have More
Blacksmithing and Bread-Baking
and Less Latin.

& The =2ffairs of the Cogswell Polytechnie
School have been so muddlea ever since
the row between Dr. Cogswell and the
trustees began that hardly any one has
known just how the situation stood or what
was likely to become of the institution,

Since the announcement the other day
that the trustees who have been holding on
to the school under the deed of trust had
decided to give up the fight and resign the
mstitution to the philanthropist’s complete
control, a great deal of speculation has been
indulged in by interested people as to what
would be done with it now, and a report
was started that Dr. Cogswell would ap-
point trustees who would reconvey the
property to him. ‘Then he would give the
building and put the big endowment back
into his own pocket.

This Di1. Cogswell denies and savs that
the school will even be improved.

Almost from the time of its establish-
ment, fiva years ago, the *‘Cogswell Poly-
technie College,”” as 1t is pretentiously
styled, has been a source of trouble to its
founder and managers. Difficulties still
beset it.

‘Tlhie original purpose of the institution
was officially declared to be *‘to give the
boys and girls of California a practical
training in the mechanical and industrial
arts.”

With a million dollars endowment this
idea of promoting wanual training seemed
quite practicable, but subsequent events
bave proved that between a conception and
an execntion there exists a wide gap.

Dr. H. D. Cogswell, the donor of the
college, is a capitalist, as eccentric as he is
philanthropie. For six months after the
opening of the institution 14 was visited
regulariy and frequently by him and his
wife, but at the expiration of that time the
donor’s interest bezan to wane, dissensions
speedily arose awmong the trustees concern-
ing the ecourse of study to be pursued, the
expenditure of money, the sale of real
estate, ete. Financial embarrasements were
the inevitable resnit.

In August, 1889, the college, with its
equipments, was leasedat a nominal rent for
thiree years to the San Francisco Board of
Education, and its name was ehanged to that
of the “Cogswell Mission High School.”

Commenting upon this transfer Superin-
tendent Swett says in his annual report for
1802: *“*The Cogswell Mission High School
alone has cost during the last three years
about £20,000 a year, or $60,000 in ail. The
leasing of that school building for 81 a
month was a good bargain for the board of
trustees of the Cogswell Polytechnie Col-
lege, but a bad one for the San Francisco
School Department, * * * Upder wise
and economical management it can be made
a valuable institutions®’

An item of $10,000 was paid to Mrs. M. E.
Arnold to induce her to withdraw from the
institution and to relinquish bher claim un-
der a deed of trust to a life salary of $1800
A year as seeretary. Mrs, Arnold had
aroused the jealousy of Mrs. Cogswell, and
the relations of the trustees were still far
from harmonious.

At the expiration of the lease to the
Board of Edueation last August the finances
of the coliege were in a satisfactory condi-
tion, but Dr. and Mrs. Cogswe!! were still
at loggerheads with the remaining trustees.
Principal James G. Kennedy, by whom the
coliege had been planned and organized,
declaring that he was tired of these cease-
less  Dbieckerings, resigned to enter the
Franklin Grammar School in July, 1891
Elisha Brooks filled the vacaney until July,
1892, when he'in his turn was succeeded by
George A. Merrill,

As a result of therecent litigation against
them, Trustees G. W. Gibbs, T. B. Bisnop,
James Spiers and C. B. Stone have agreed
to step down and out so soon as Dr. and
Mrs. Cogswell are prepared to announce
their successers. While this is in a sense a
victory for Dr. Cogssell, it does not in any
way invalidate the deed of trust.

“Dr. Cogswell,” said his attorney, Wil-
liam T. Baggett, "has no wish to break the
derd of trustsothat he can get back bis
property, The talk to the contrary is all
nonseénce. If that had been his intention he
would not have consented to the dismissal
of the suit, for I could have wonit. The
trustees have not carried out Dr, Cogswell’s
intentious, and now that they have agreed
to resign he is satisfied.”

*0Oh, ves,” said C. B. Stone, “I thick Dr.
Cogswell, now that he has control, will
carry on the sechool, but I find that my beer
business and his cold water fountains don’t
jibe, and the soener he appoints my sue-
cessor the better.”

The college, with its shops, fnrniture and
grounds, is valued at $125,600, After Janu-
ary next thie annual income from the en-
dewment will be £20,000 for twenty years to
cowme, With this sum itis estimated that
the institution can accommodate 200 stu-
dents free of chargze and still have a surpius
of a few thousand dollars each year.

Dr. Cogswell states that he has now no
desire to break the trust, but that he in-
tends to continue and to improve the col-
lege. The trustees have not yet been
seleeted and probably will not be until the
opening of the term in July.

The building of a foundry, the furnishing
of tbe machine-shop, and the adding of a
varied lot of tools to the blacksmith shop
are the more notable improvements attend-
ed to by Dr. Cozswell. It is also likely that
Latin, German, French, etc., will be abol-
ished from the course of studv vext term,
and that cooking will be added for the ben-
efit of the girls. Eventually the institution
may be developed inte a regular trade
school.

At present there are only some 175 stu-
dents enrolled, but two years ago there
were nearly twice as many. The course of
study now pursued is similar to that in the
city high schools, with the addition of the
maunual training.

VALLEYS OF WO0OO0OD

Alameda County in Relief
at the Fair.

A Map That Will Be Made Effective
by Moving Trains and Run-
ning Water.

A considerable number of interested per:
sons dropped 1o at 24 Ellis street yesterday
to view a newly constructed relief map of
Alameda County that is on exhibition pre-
paratory to being sent to the World’s Fair.

The exhibit is the work of Edward E,
Eitel assisted by W. E. Dermody. Mr. Eitel
is not an artist by profession. ile is in the
passenger office of the Southern Pacifie, but
the present work is not his first effort in that
direction, as some years ago he execuled a
similar map of California, which was sold to
the railroad com pany.

Thne dimensions of the map are 21x25 feet,
and the whole county stands out clear and
distinet.

In the foreground the Bay of San Fran-
cisco is depicted with its ferrv slips acd
ferry steamers. The town of Oakland
stands out well, and the various railroads
are there in miniature with trains running
here and there, moved by electricty, and
giving an air of reality to the whole scene.
When the exhibit is set up in the California
building in Chicago it isintended to sink the
bay and fill it with real water, and the lit!le
ferry-boats will ply to and fro, so that no
part of the desired effect will be lost. In
the background the motuntains rise solemn
and m:jestie, while peeping through them
basking in a gleam of sunshine the Liver-
more Valley is seen lying in all its peaceful
stillness,

The work cost $4000 to construct, and
occupied two montlis of the artist’s time.
To Attorney W. R. Davis of Oakland is
accredited the honor of baving first hit upon
the idea, while his suggestion has been
promptly acted upon by the Alameda
County World’s Fair Committes, who ob-
tainea the necessary appropriation from
the Board of Supervisors and gave orders
for the work to be executed.

Mr. Davis, M. J. Laymance, Colonel
Meyers and other prominent Oaklanders
were there yesterday admiring and ocea-
sionaily criticizing the work. Finally
Colonel Meyers made a few steps toward
bis friend and said: “Davis, 1 congratulate
you. Yours was a grand idea, and we are
glad to have acted upon it.” Whereupon
Davis blushed, and with a vain endeavor to
look composed, said that he was glad that
his poor ideas bad been so magnificently
developed. The work met with general
approbation,
