HERE were allkinds of
racing at the Bay Dis-
trict track yesterday.
There was gome fair
racing, some bail, and
there was some crooked,
or at the least suspicious.

one, to say the least, but
lie way the selling race
at a mile and a sixteenth
Mas run was a caution.

In the race were Al-
moat, v,i;n Narvaoj: up at 121 pounds. Re-
volver, with W. Clancy up at 122 pound?.

St. Patrick at 98, Jackson at 114, and Initia-
tion at 106.

Now. Kevolver with 114 pounds up beat
Garcia. Sheridan and others a milo and a
sixteenth several days ago. and on Satur-
day last beat Garcia and Little Tough a
r.:iw easy In1:44, carrying 122 pounds.

The best Almont had accomplished at th«
meeting was to run third to El Kayo and
Hermitage last Saturday in a raco at a mile
and three-sixteenths.

Naturally, the public could not on form
back Union! to beat Revolver. Revolver
oponed at 8 to 5 In the books, and the public

backed him down to even money. Almont,
on the contrary, opened at even money, and
eventually closed at 8 to .>. nearly every
bookmaker, however, refusing to take a bet
on him. Jackson was rated at 5 to 1 and
the others at 15 to 1 each.

The betting looked suspicions, but the
judges did not seem to think so. for they

did not chanze jockeys on any <f the horses.
Itwas rumored around the betting rinc that
Revolver was a "stiff," but form players
paid no attention to It,and relying on the
lionesty of Jockey N. Clancy backed tlie
horse.

Whether or Tint they pot a run for their
money is not known, but one thi112 is known,

and that is that there was the sore-t crowd
of racegoers around the track after the race
that ever nny on? has come in contact with.

Almont broke off in front to a good start,

mid then relinquished the lead to Initiation,
who Ik] Jackson and Almont in the order
named to the quarter. Initiation led up to
the halt with A !.: nt second an 1 Jackson
thin!, and then Narvaaz hustled Almont
out in the lead. Allthis time Clancy never
made a move on Reviver, and he was sev-
eral lengths back. Almont maintained the
lead inln the stretch, with Initiation second
and Jackson third. Then Clancy com-
menced to ride Revolver, lie passed lui-
tiatiou and Jackson on the journey home,
but con!'! never overtake Almont. who won
with ridlculfcus ease by three lengths,
K<-vo!ver beat Jackson four for the place.
'K'ie run was made in 1:50%, and iv passing
itmay he well to say that Kevolver ran the
last mile in the slow time >.i 1:46.

The talent took en a look of disgust when
the horses passed the post, and as tlie least
exoected the judges to declare all bets SI.

The judges did not, however, but after
the very few Almont bets had been paid,
ties" called Jockey Clancy into the stand,
questioned him, and then, suspended him,
pending an investigation.

The judges subsequently sent for tl-.fi
sheets ol the bookmakers, and examined
them, found that with few exceptions they
had no bets to pay on Almont.

Several big bettors tried to back Almon!,
l)ut the bookmakers refused to take the
money, which fact makes the raco pear
umre nt in_".

The bookmakers in most cases know less
about the relative merits of the horses than
the public, yet most of them took all the
Revolver monej-, and refused or escaped
handling Almont c in, by cutting the odds
whenever any cub wanted to make a bet.

B. C. Holly, the owner of Revolver, says
that ho believes the race was run on Its
merits, but admits that he did not back bis
horse. He claims that Kinssley refused to
cecept a £200 bet of his on i;. v iiver.

Clancy admitted that he made a mist
in laying back too fur with the iiorse, but
denies that he In any way tiled to lose.

His suspension iicoIJ comfort for those
who backed Revolver and lost their money,
and it. the judges thought the race was
crooked bPts should havejbeen immediately
declared off.

Uul'.y is confident that Almont can beat
ir.3 l.orse at the same dlstanca and weight,
and says that tie willturn Revolver over to
j.ny party named by the judges and bet
$COOO that Aim can duplicate his victory.

did not purposely lose with Kevulver.

THE MAYOR'S VETO

A Precedent Found in the
Water Trouble.

City and County Attornej' Creswell

Points Out the Analogies of the
Situation in 1885.

That Mayor Ellert lias by no menns ac-
cepted the situation ma) i>ed out for him by

ritu Valley Water Company and tbe
Solid Seven on Monday evening is indicated
by the fact that yesterday morning there
were a. number oi secret consultations In
hi- ntlioe with eminent legal li^hi^. Exactly
wbat p!an of action was resolved on did not
transpire, but itis mmi red that a surprise
is beiue prepared for to-day.

"Tliis matter has not yet been officially
.brought before me," sail! City and County
Attorney Creswell to a Call reporter yes-
terday. "Inany ease it will take time for
me to form my opinion and pat it in shape
lor publication. Iknow nothing except

bat 1have read in the papers about being
instructed to defend the Board of Super-

visors in the mandamus suit brought against
itby R. U. Collins to determine as SDcedily
as possible the question as to whether the
water order passed by the Board of .Super-

visors on March 27 is subject to the veto
power of the Mayor.

"But1can say Shis much, that there is a
precedent in the. case, which you willfind
in tbe report of John Lord Love, then City
and County Attorney, bled February 14,
1885, and embodied in the city and finan-
cial reports of that year. This opinion was
very explicit, and dealt with this very ques-
tion of the Mayor's riant to participate in
the action had by the board of Supervisors
in fixing water rates."

This opinion of Attorney Love's is too
lengthy lo be reprinted in lull, but the fol-
lowing extracts are of interest'

1 am of the opinion nut ihe rate to be collect-
ed forllieuse of water mum lies to the city and
couuly.or to tbe InUabltaDLs thereof, should be
fixed annually byibeßoatd of Supervisor, by
oi<iiuatice or retolutlon, to be |.*«\u25a0.<•. lid me
same manner that other ordinance* are passed
by the board; and that befuie Mich ordinance
can lake elfecl It must be piesented to tlieMayor for Ills approval. Ifbe approves, lie
should sign It;ff di i,be should return It within
ten days to tl.e board, with his objection! inwriting. And should It not be leceiveu wltbla
ten days iiwould become valid, the s;iuie as It
ithad received his signature.

'1lie question, however, l» a veryImportant
one, and should b <t finitely settled by a judl-
cl.-.l determination. It is desirable to step. If
possible, the friction which exists in a greater
or less extent between the piople. the Hoard ofSupervisors and the water company. My upln-
ion, .is a matter or couise, does not authorita-
tively settle anything, mid, under the circum-
stance*, 1 see do objection tuliavhig the ouestlnu
ia-sid upon by the Supreme Court and finally

disposed of, winch can bo dune In a summary
manner.

The water order in the ense referred to
was passed by a vote of seven to five, but
returned by Mayor Washington liartlett.
The board sustained the veto by the same
vote. Asecond attempt to pass an amended
order met with a similar fate, tin Mayor
vetoing the order and the majority iu its
favor being too small to override his Honor's
decision. The vote in this case was seven, to
four. A third order, with a7% per cent re-
duction en existing rates, was men passed
by the board and the Mayor vetoed this also
and itwas finally passed over the veto on
June 29, 1885.

"You will notice," said Mr. Creswell,
"that the opinion of the City and County
Attorney may bi- a«ked for by the city
authorities, but it Is not binding. It is
merely an opinion. Itmay bo Ignored, as
in the case of the House of Correction re-
cently. As 1said before, this water matter
1.a3 not come before me officially. Ihave
not been asked for an opinion and to form

Isuch opinion would be a matter of time."

FOLLOWS FLOATS.

To Find the Currents of
the Bay.

THEY ARE PILING UP FILTH.

How the Sewerage Commision Is Try-
ing to Find Safe Outlets for

the Sewers.

For the past six weeks tlio Scwaco Com-
mission lias been experimenting to Qud the
trend of the currents of me bay. They
want to find if there nre nny places along I
the water frout at which the curreuts run |

sufficiently swift and
deep to carry off sewage
dumped there.
Ifthe discharged sew-

age should be held under
the wharves and along
the mud flats it would
not only be a nuisance,
but a serious menace to
health. On the other
hand, should the cur-
rents at any point set
out toward the bay the'
noxious matter would
be so diluted as to ren-
der It harmless, even
bl.ould the current not
carry itto sea at once.

The experiments have
been under the charge

of A. Hesselmever and E. M. Goodwin.
They have been forced to tako observations
at all hours nt the day and night that they
might have full information as tothedlrec-
tions of the currents under different condi-
tions.

Sometime! they would start out at 5o'clock
In the morning and suuieliuies at Hio'clock

at nlglit. Yesterday they alnrted at 8
o'clock in the luornioe. With them they
took a Callreporter. With tbo Incoming:
tide, the boat was rowed to Hunters l'oint
by a fisherman who had forsaken the de-
lights of catching crabs and flounders to go
into tlie employ of the Sewage Commission.

There a new lloat was taken 00 hoard.
The float is a piece of wood live feet long,
weighted with iron at one end. At th«
other end a hoop is fastened, in the bnw of
which there is a nook. To this book a
lamp is fastened when nigbt observations
ate made.

Tbe float hi so ballasted as to sink (on
depth of over lour feet wnen in the water.
Itithis way, us itdrifts, it is carried almost
entirely by the eurrenr, as there is little
surface to be affcrtpil tv tho wind.

t);iMonday tne wind blew so heavily that
the boatmen cnnld not keep up with the
Boat A9a result the observers hoisted
sail, 1 tit in tackme lost sicht of their rluat,
which was tifver recovered.
This was the reason for a new one yester-

day.
Just off tbe wharf at the end of the <lry-

ilnck tbe lloat waa thrown into the water.
The oarsman knit the boat in its immediate
vicinity. At intervals of a f--w minutes
Mr.Hesselineyer and his assistant, armed
w;th sextants, found the anu'e between
pertnin points fixed on the map anil the
lloat. By this means the exact position of
tlie flfatht certain timn was <-<::t!iltslied.
By connecting these points ihe coarse of
the current can be mapped ont, while its
speed is determined by computing the dif-
ference between the times wlieu It was at
certain fiNci] points.

The float went gradually from the land,
bat keut the L'-m'ial course ol the shore
line. Itpassed fully a hundred feet from
:S;.aK Rock, around which boats were drag-
sing grappling-irons in search of the pleas-

>i ekera drowned Sunday.
As tlie ti.le grew stronger the float

drifted farther out. This satisfactory re-
sult bavins been determined, the float was
lifted into the boat ami carried back to
Hunters Point, where the action of the
current at half ti'lt<could be observed.

Mr.Hesseln eyer, in tellies nf the work
accomplished and what remained to b«
done, said: "."an Francisco is divided into
two drainage districts by a rliige that runs

t north and smith and passes by Fort
Point. Tbe western half drains Into the
ocean. The eastern half is divided into
four smaller bisins. It Dai 1 ecu found
that the vicinity of North Point at the foot
ot Powell street could ho made to drain a
ureat part of IMb Western Addition. The

n, with ita lowest point at the
foot of Center street, furuis another drain-
age district. The I'olrero district, draining
into Islais crev-lc, is a tliinl; ami South
!>an Francisco, the outlet for the sewage of
which would be iv the vicinity of Hunters
l'oint. is the fourth.

"To-.-lay nemly all the sewage of the
Western Addition and tbe Mission is

emptied by the Channel-street sewer Into
n Bay. There it lies until the ebb

tide carries a little of it out through tbe

open Channel-street waterway into the bay.
There the currents wash.it under the
wharves that line the city front.

"Tenyeaisago the Mission l.ay had r.
flood sandy beach. Now it is bottomed with
ii•limyooze yards deep composed almost
entirely of sewage matter. Tun same black
mud is deposited under all the wharvrs
\u25a0long the Mlasinn portion of the front.

\u25a0 Every day dredgers carry some of the
mmi out mVi the hay. The currents of
every return tide bring some back that the
ebb cannot carry out.

"There aro sewers emptying into the bay
at different points nil along the front. The
discharge from some of these never reaches
the oceao.

"Tillsconstant depositing of sewnee mat-
ter i.i n Bourc« of great danger. The only
way to remedy this (lancer Is to have the
sewers empty only when the currents set
out strongly toward the bay.
"Ittins been our work to learn how the

currents run. When tblt lias been deter-
mined the engineers willhave to decide at
what points it will be possible to discharge
the sewage so that the currents willcarry it
out to pea.

"We, havn had three centers of operation.
They are North Point, whicli Ikat the foot
of Powell street, the On street wharf
and Hunters Point. [These Doints are
marked witlicrosses on tuts map.]

"From these points we have worked at all
11' I•\u25a0-> and innil weather.

"Our lirst ui.ils were from North Point.
On the ebb tide, tiiejfloar, when started
twenty yards from shine, was beached a
half dozen (tines, showing that the current
set In toward the 'shore. One hundred
yaids out the current sets toward Hit. main
Chancel ami theiicn to the sea.

"AtHunters I'uim the current on an ebb

tide runs directly east in ikubeginning. It
thru turns to word tin- Golden G.ttf, follow-
ing the shore line, hut not approaching
nearer to it than a hundred yards. Just
before reaching North I'oiut the current la
deflected- :uid crosses the bay. Passing
Alentrez' island, it makes a strong eddy
between Lime Point and Yellow lilnil's.
After rlrcling 'awhile it is caught in ih»
main channel nnd rushes to sea withgreat
rapidity. When the Boat is released at
lliiutrrs Point on the incoming: tide it is
cairied fur !rum the shore. When the tida
turns it is earned al once to sea.

"Between the Potrero and the foot of
Market street the current is uearly always
toward the shore.

'"Th s is due to the deep curve in the
shore, which causes the current to bend in
and form an aditv. The Sacramento Hiver
also bus some effect in turning the cmrent
toward the shore. The incoming tide meets
the river water as it sweeps past Angel
Inland :(,,'! is turned more toward the shore.
This gives it an inward inclination just be-
fon- itreaches Market street.

"Tne outgoing current is held back by the
same, force. .

TnE Orrosmox Ferbv.— The new com-
peting ferry, of which Thk Cam, gave an
account yesterday, is to be known as the
Whitney Transfer Ferry.

With tbe begin-
ning it is the purpose to make about four
round trips per das'. The company has
already been oreanized, and the contract
to u*e the new ferry exclusive of
the Southern Pacific was signed by
Andrew J. McGuvern, president of the
Whitney Express tonipany, Monday.
1!« came to iSan Francisco for that purpose.
The most of the capitalists owning shares
in tho company reside in tho latter city. As
slated in InI'ai.i.George 1". McNearof
Pelaluaia owns the largest individual in-
terest, amounting to about one-lifth of the
whole stock. There is a total of 200 shares,
atapar value nf $50 per share. Mr. Me-
Govern declined tv slate who thu other
stockholders arc, saying that the announce-
ment is not yet authorized to be made.
There are a number of Oakland capitalists,
however, interested in it. It yet remains
to locate the terminus on each side if the
bay. Tho Oakland side may be near the
eatuary or at Portia's landing. The busi-
ness of the Whitney Kxuiess Company
alone willtake about S2u,uuo per year away
fruu> the present receipt:, of the Southern
Pacific ferry system.

A Passenokb Link.—B, A. Heron,
president of the Piedmont cable, road,
staled that the proposition fora passenger
ferry is getting Into slnipe, and that he
will soon be ready to make known gome
definite facu concerning it. There is plenty
of capital behind it. Whether tho landing
willbe at the foot nf Hopkins street, West
Berkeley, or inOaklaud has not yet been
settled.

SOUTHERN TRAFFIC

A Proposed Coast Line of
Steamers.

INDORSED BY MERCHANTS.

The Traffic Association Also Approves
of the Scheme

—
Other Impor-

tant Resolutions Adopted.

At a meeting 0! tl;e executive committee
of the Traffic Association yesterday morn-
ing the fallowing resolution was adopted:

"That the executive committee of the
Traffic Association of California approves
of the scheme of the Merchants' Freighting
Association, as outlined in the articles of.
agreement submitted for our consideration,
and we recommend it to our members and
the mercantile community at large as being
worthy of their encouragement and sup-
port."

The proposition submitted by the Mer-
chants' Freighting Association is to raise a
guarantee fund for the establishment of a
line of 6teamers between this port, San
Tedro Ami K.:domio, in competition with
the Pacific Coast Steamship Company and
the railroads.

The -association named Is not an offshoot
nf tnesnlDping association, which controls
tile clipper lines between here and New
York,but is a combination of local and
Southern California merchants, all of whom
are more or less interested in the business
of Los Angeles and ban Diego counties and
are grasping at the opportunities offered
during the present light against railroads
and high freight rates to interest the public
in what appears to be a feasible scheme
and an opening for idle capital.

The indorsement of the Traffic Associa-
tion is sufficient guarantee of the good faith
of the new combination and elves its initial
step the ring of financial solidity.

With a view to bringing matters to a suc-
cessful and final issue the Merchants'
Freighters' Association, the list of member-
ship of which has yet uotbeen made public,
has worked quietly among the business men
of this city, meeting with sufficient en-
cuuragement to induce itto make public the
purpose of its efforts.

The purpose is to link more closely the
business destinies of all parts of the State,
not only to do so by means of the line of
steamers referred to, but by establishing
navigation lines on the Sacramento and Sail
Joaquin rivers.

The force of the company's pending blow
is directed at the coast lines of the Southern
Pacific between this city and Southern Cali-
fornia, a sort of an offset, so to speak, to
the "long haul" cuts in Eastern rates,
which are shortly to give Eastern cities
such a big advantage over distributing
points in our own State.

Steamers plying between San Francisco
and San Diego, touching at way ports,
could, by perfecting arrangements with the
local independent lines from said stopping
places, control the freighting situation at
all of the principal cities of tho south and
intervening coast.

To Los Angeles is accredited the origina-
tion of the new line of coasters.

The Transcontinental Association has
apparently been venting its spleen on tbe
independent southern metropolis for having
made such a persistent fight against the
tying up of the local coast line to Kedondo
and San Pedro.

Southern California is awaiting the reply
of the north in this matter of competition,
and the resolution adopted, by the Traffic
Association is the rriswer.

Los Angeles and San Dieeo capital will
no dmibt tind its way into Ihe treasury of
tlie Merchants' Freighters' Association.

A series of resoliuions were adopted by
the Traflic Association at Us last meeting
relative to tiie Trans-Mississippi Congress,
which uill cotivene at Ogden, Utah, on
April2i.

The rt'-oliit^ons embrace the greetings of
the Traffic Association of California, and
call tlie attention of tha congress to the
Nicaragua canal as "a woric necessitated
by the commercial, political and military
interests of the entire United States."

Clauses embodying the sentiment of the
Stale in the matter of the improvement of
rivers :iml harbors, und reference to the un-
paid national debts of tlia I'acitic Coast
railroad lices were inserted.
